From there on 
into town it ’s just running a 
guantlet of filling stations which 
are saw toothed in such a way a.« 
to make the visitor feel that he 
ought to buy some gas to help the 
boys along.

On his final arrival at the Baker 

hotel he rs naturally awed by the 
magnificance of the structure and 
the thought arises in his mind as 
to what the heck is a big fine hotel 
like this doing out here so close 
to the prairie dog holes. Do all the 
filling station operators live in the 
hotel?

When he alights from his car 

he is almost assaulted by some 10 
or 15 newsboys wanting him to 
“buy a paper mister.” This is prob­
ably the biggest sign of life and 
activity the visitors will see in the 
city. lie goes into the Baker and 
admires its spacious lobby, drink­
ing fountain and rest rooms . . . 
maybe he’ll drink a cup of coffee 
. . . and then he must run the 
gauntlet of the newsboys to get 
back to his car. Then more ami 
more filling stations until he gets 
outside of the quiet zone.* * •

The above is the impression 
many people have told me they got 
of Mineral Wells. They’re not spe­
cially welcome, even if the sign 
does say so. John Chamberlin 
might sing the praises of the fa ­
mous Bakerwell water if you’d run 
into him, AllFn Guinn might ask 
you out to play golf if you’d be 
careful and not mess up the 
greens, and Mayor ('arleton Brown 
might tell you to be sure and at­
tend the next convention.

However, a straight road down 

the T. and P. would save nearly 
an hour between here and Fort 
Worth. It wouldn’t be much trou­
ble to build as many filling sta­
tions as were necessary on the 
new road. Of course, it would be 
quite a job to move the . Baker if 
Mineral Wells thought it neces­
sary. But anybody who intended 
to go to Mineral Wells and re­
ceive the benefits of its healing 
waters could do so and none would 
snv them nay.„ •. * *

Jap Troops Join
Marines In China

TOKIO. Japan, Fab. 5.— Japan­

ese troops are being sent to Shang­
hai, it was announced today. Pre- 

1 viously the Japanese had been 
using only marines in Shanghai.

The dangerous violence now under way in China puts 

a new emphasis on tin- old question of the limitation of 
armaments.

Japan, throwing a highly-trained and exceedingly ca­
pable conscript army into tjn* fray, proves once more that 
treaties to avert war are not of much use as long as no lim­
its are put on the size of the armies which the signatory 
nations can maintain.

Furthermore, the chief villain in the piece seems lo be 
conscription— compulsory military se rv ice  for all young 
men. The device that the French invented after the fall 
of the Bastile, when the “levy en masse” appeared the only 
possible way of preserving the revolution from the armies 
of jealous European monarch*, has got entirely out of 
hand. For militarists everywhere it provides an implement 
which no treaty can fully curb.

Among the chief powers of the world, only three— the 
United Stales. Great Britain and Germany— rely on volun­
teer armies in time of peace. All the rest have conscrip­
tion laws and call to the colors each year a certain number 
of .voting men of military age.

These young men. kept in service for one. two or three 
years, constitute the standing army. When they retire to 
civ il life they become the trained reserve— a huge body of 
skilled soldiers, ready for use at any moment, and vastly 
more important, in number* and potential effect, than the 
standing army itself.

For example: Japan’s peace-time army strength is rated 
at approximately 2*10,000 men. But to get an army many 
times that large, ready for instant service, Japan needs 
only call up her reserves. The job can almost be done 
overnight.

Consider the figures. A voung Frenchman senes with 
the colors for IS months— and remains in the reserve for 
2S years. A young Japanese serves for tw o years, and re­
mains in reserve for 23 years. A young Italian senes for 
IS months and stays in reserve for 19 years. A' long a- 
such systems are retained, armies cannot be materially re­
duced.

There is the situation that is made to order for the mili­
tarist. No sabre-rattling government will be ready to 
listen to reason as long as it possesses a large trained army
