Opponents of the measure
say the adoption of the
standard would cause cotton
usage to drop drastically,
that the cost of producing
cotton would increase, and

that many gins would be
forced out of business
because they could not
afford to install the
equipment. Thus, cotton
production itself would

decrease, they conclude.

A hearing on the proposal
will be held in Lubbock May
10.

Meanwhile, cotton
farmers in the state are
apparently optimistic about
the future of that crop for
this year. They indicate they
plan to plant 6,300,000 acres
this year. This is a 31 per
cent increase over a year ago
and is the highest acreage to
be planted to cotton In
Texas since 1962,

Nationwide, cotton
producers intend to plant
13,600,000 acres this year,
which is an increase of 17
per cent from a year ago.

In Other Cropping Plans,
Texas farmers intend to
increase corn acres 21 per
cent from a year ago, but are
going to decrease sorghum
acres 25 per cent. This would
put sorghum acreage at its
lowest level since 1949,

Nationwide, corn acreage
will be about the same as last
year while sorghum acreage
will be down 11 per cent,

The Spring Potato Crop
for Texas is now forecast to
be 28 per cent below a year
ago.

Potato harvest s
underway in the Lower Rio
Grande Valley. Recent
favorable weather in rentral
and south Texas has allowed
potatoes to make good
progress.

Milk Production in Texas
shows a 16 per cent increase
during March compared to a
year ago. It is up one per
cent from a month ago.

Production per cow was
up 20 pounds over a year
ago.

Wheat Production in
Texas is expected to be eight
per cent under a year ago.
The crop is now forecast at
95,000,000 bushels. This

This Administration -- with pipe-sucking James
Schlesinger, the perennial bureaucrat, largely in
command -- is approaching the energy dilemma by
telling the American people they must pay much
more for gasoline and fuel, therby forcing
themselves not to be dependent on Arab oil.

s that the only answer? Obviously, one doesn't
want to be dependent on Arab oil. But certain key
Arab nations, such as Saudi Arabia, have been
closely cooperative with the United States and
would no doubt provide Washington with long-
term supply agreements. We would have to be fair
to both sides in the Middle East, and perhaps
restrain our protege regime there, Israel, but is
that so bad?

If we cannot follow that route because of the
influence of the all-powerful Israeli lobby in
Washington, there's another course. We can
continue to import large quantities of Middle East
oil, under long-term contracts, and if and when
deliveries are suspended, physically take posse-
ssion of the necessary 0il wells.

That's, of course, military intervention. But the
welfare and survival of the country could be at
stake and we would have just cause to force
compliance under such conditions. Admittedly,
this is a bold and danger-laden approach.

Yet what is the alternative? It seems to be
reducing U.S. standards to the lower standards of
the rest of the world, pricing gasoline out of the
reach of millions of Americans.

Incentives to increase domestic exploration and
drilling, particularly off the east coast of the United
States would be a realistic approach to the energy
problem. However, Congress spends more time
with negative ecology than rational energy
solutions.

Carter & Brezhnev-
Good Intentions?
Tongue In Cheek-
Keeping The Faith-

WASHINGTON, D.C. --
The mystery, the unanswered
question, in Washington
maneuverings to gain a nu-
clear arms reduction pact with
Russia, and get a relationship
going between our Jimmy and
Leonid Brezhnev, is whether
good faith and good intentions
exist mutually, and will pro-
duce an accord.

Do the Soviets have good
intentions? As atheists, they
do not, of course, subscribe to
our faiths. But do they really
want a mutual arms reduction
or do they now feel, being
ahead of us, they should con-
tinue to gain, or agree to an
arms pact only if they can nail
down an advantaged position?

This and this alone will
determine whether President
Carter can reach a fair arms
reduction agreement with
them. They are now ahead.
Their past record on arms
production and secrecy about
it, and sometimes duplicity
and deception, is not especial-
ly encouraging.

No matter how much corifi-
dence Carter has, and no mat-
ter how much faith he has, and
no matter how patiently he
tries, it all adds up to nothing

if in Moscow leaders, knowing
they now have the U.S. in
second place, are determined
to exploit their advantage.

President Carter is unfor-
tunately up against a tougher
negotiating proposition than
any predecessor because the
relative decline in U.S. mili-
tary potency has occurred in
recent years. He's going about
his goal with an open mind and
genuine proposals and
desires. But that might not be
enough.

The haunting prospect for
him is that Russia is now so far
ahead of this country in
modern weapons production,
and aware of American inabil-
ity to balance its budget, that
her leaders feel they have little
to gain by reducing arms--and
maybe the world to gain with
greater ascendancy.

This is the grim concern of
those in Washington who
know how much the U.S. mili-
tary-industrial complex has
hornswaggled Congress on
weapons and how unlikely it is
U.S. politicians will limit
general spending, including
high pay in the services, to put
the nation in position to catch
up.

AUSTIN--It was the longest
House debate on any bill,
other than appropriations, in
the more than 15 years |
have been in the legislature,
but after 20 hours over a six
day period, the House ap-
proved a $700 million school
finance bill.

The committee substitute
to House Bill 750 has several
features which should prove
to be acceptable to most
educators and taxpayers.

First, the bill provides for
a district's local fund assign-
ment to be based on the full
market values of property as
assigned by the Governor's
Oftice of Educational Re-
sources, except for open
space land valued on its pro-
ductivity and single family
residencies which are valued
at 80 percent of full market
value.

This will provide tax re-
lief to two important seg-
ments of property tax-
payers--the homeowners and
the producers of food and
fiber.

Second, the bill increases
the state share of financing
the Foundation School Pro-
gram to 85 percent. This is
accomplished by increasing

state funding for main-
tenance and operations,
transportation, personnel,

drivers' education, special
education, migrant educa-
tion and equalization aid.
Third, the bill requires a
freeze in tax rates and as-
sessment ratios in the 1977-
78 school year and a tax
reduction in 1978-79. Al-
though this tax reduction is

not as significant as | would
like, it does amount to $73
million statewide and repre-
sents an important step
away from the heavy reli-
ance of public education on
property taxation. There
are safeguards for districts
with fast-growing enroll-
ment and those in financial
difficulties.

Other sections of the bill
concern educational accoun-
tability and the establish-
ment of school district as-
sessment practices and tax
offices. All are important
advancements for both qual-
ity education in our schools
and taxpayer equity.

The Speaker

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This bill addresses the
major problems in public
school finance. It spcaks to
improving ecqualization by
increasing funding and limnit-
ing it to poorer districts.

Property tax relief is sig-
nificant  considering  the
number of court cases which
attack the validity of using
property taxation to finance
education. The courts have
made it clear that public
school finance laws which
make the quality of a child's
education dependent on
local wealth are suspect.

States must assume a
greater responsibility for
financing education from
other sources so that local
property wealth is not such
a determining factor.

Rather than diminish local
control as some fear, | be-
lieve that increased state
funding responsibility will
have the effect of making
local school policy argu-

ments focus more on educa-
tional issues--not tax issues.
This emphasis will certainly
improve our schools educa-
tionally. Such an improve-
ment is what House Bill 750
is designed to create.

THE EXCUSES OF MOSES:
Exodus 3:11-14; 4z;1-16 - One of
the great experiences of the
Bible took place as Moses stood
in the presence of God as he
beheld the burning bush. But
like Moses, we are not always
wholly committed to God's will
even when it is made known to
us and the way of action is
plainly indicated.

Again like Moses, we look to
ourselves for the right kind of

feeling and the proper fitness
before we will endertake to do
what He wants us to do.
Probably the greatest single
difficulty that the Lord has in
His dealing with His children is
to lead them to believe that He
is able to work in them both to
Will and to Do His good
pleasure. Moses offered several
excuses for not immediately
obeying the will of God.

FIRST OF ALL, HE PRESEN-
TED HIS OWN PERSONAL
UNWORTHINESS - Why do we
make our relationship to God
and the doing of God's will so
different from our dealing with
everything else? When Moses
answered the Lord and said:
"*“Who am I that I should go?"’
He certainly didn’t sound like
the man in chapter 2:13 who

killed the Egyptian task-master
with a show of pride, power, and
authority. | believe it is good to
know our own unworthiness, as
we must know it when, like
Moses, we are brought face to
face with God. But I also believe
it is unforgivable to make that
an excuse for receiving the great
Grace and Honor that He wants
to give us. If we as God's
children could weight the truth
and true value and full import of
the work that God has given us
to do - we could better under-
stand the meaning of unworth-
iness and be more ready to
confess it. God answered Mo-
ses’ objection by saying: ‘‘Cer-
tainly, I will be with thee.'' God
was saying to Moses: ‘‘...the
important thing is not who you
are, but ‘who I Am’, that
counts. An when Moses opened
his mouth wide to say: ‘‘What
shall I say unto them?" God
filled it with, *‘l Am that I Am."’
Herin lies the secret of a
successful testimony for God:
First ‘““He hath sent me.”
Second: **His Word is in me."
Third: “*His presence is with
me."" and Fourth: ‘‘He is the
Almighty."

IN THE SECOND PLACE, HE
PRESENTED THE HARDNESS
OF THE PEOPLE: - Moses said
to God: *'But they won't believe
me and they won't listen to my
voice.”” But God said to Moses:
‘I know these people - I know
their sin - | know their wicked-
ness and | know the hardness of
their hearts.”” ‘“*And you are
right Moses, they won’t listen to
you - but if you are filled with
the Holy Spirit - they will be

“compelled to hearken to the

voice of God in you.

God was saying to Moses:
‘*‘Moses, this dark and godless,
sinful generation doesn’t need
you - but they do need the light
that shines within you. Go now
and let your light shin in My
Name."'

AND THEN MOSES CALLED
TO GOD'S ATTENTION HIS
INFIRMITIES: - “Lord, vyou
know me better than anyone
else, and you know I'm not an
eloquent man.”" *'l can’t speak
to these people, they also know
me, they know my life, my
deeds, they even know me as an
imposter.’’ I've often wondered
what Moses would have thought
if someone else had made this
statement about him. I'm sure,
like most of us, he would have
resented it. For after all, we like
to think of ourselves as being
pretty intelectual. I'm glad that
God doesn’t demand that we be
eloquent of speech. Rapid and
eloquent speech may carry a lot
of power and influence in the
realm of sophisticated society -
but in the storms and the
troubles of this life of sin - it is
God's still small voice that
counts.

I've known people who were so
free of speech that they could
talk for hours about everything
and everybody except about
God's Work and God’s Will. In
1 Corinthians 4:19-20, we learn
that there is a difference betwe-
en the fluency of speech and the
power of God. *'...it is not the
speech of them which are puffed
up, but the power - for the
kingdom of God is not in word,

but in power.” God answered
Moses' objection by asking:
“Moses, who made  Man's
mouth - did not 1, the Lord?"
God knows all about our physi-
cal infirmities, inabilities, and
our weaknesses - yet in spite of
all these - He is willing and able
to make His strength perfect in
our weakness. | isn't our infirm-
ities that keeps us from doing
God's Will - it is our unbelief
and sin. God rather chooses the
weak things of this earth to
confound thw wise.

IN THE LAST PLACE, MOSES
PRESENTED THE UNWILL-
INGNESS OF HIS MIND: - He
said to God: “...send, I pray
thee, by the hand of his whom
thou wilt sen.”” It sounds like
Moses was ftrying to invent
something to keep from going at
all.

This is the very place, I'm
afraid, that we find ourselves
too many times. When all our
excuses are made - and God
meets everyone of them fair and
square with full assurance that
everything will be well - we still
refuse because our minds are
not in accord with our hearts.
Again, God faithfully answered
Moses objection: His anger was
kindled against Moses, and He
said: ‘‘Here is Aaron, thy
brother, I know that he can
speak well; he shall be thy
spokesman.”’

Your unwillingness and mine
does not turn God aside in His
purpose. It may hinder for
awhile - it may make God a little
late in carrying out His great
Will - but you and I have lost
the honor that would have been

ours. The fullness, the growth, a
new vision and an earnestness
and zealous spirit to do God's
Will is taken and given to
another. I wonder if it could be
true with us today - we are not
what we ought to be because we
have refused over and over
again to do what God wants us
to be and do. Check your own
heart today - and instead of
offering som flimsy excuse -
offer yourself to God and God's
great Work.

A few columns ago I wrote about
the frantic real estate market in
California and the fact that real
estate developers were holding
lotteries to sell houses due to
the trememdous demand. Last
month a real estate developer
sold a condominium, brand
new, for $87,050. Two weeks
later the buyer resold it for
$117,500. All this despite the
fact that the unit was still under
construction.

Incidents such as this are
commonplace in California wh-
ere speculators, looking for
quick turn profits, are driving
already inflated house prices
through the roof. Builders, len-
des and even municipalities are
concerned that the bubble might
burst. They have begun impos-
ing restrictions to limit the sale
of homes to owner-occupants.
One developer requires house
buyers to sign a sworn state-
ment that they will live in the
home for at least one year. The
developer also limits house and
condominium sales to one to a
customer and cancels the deal if
it finds out that comes back on
the market before it is finished.

This hectic real estate market

with all the speculation is only in
California. There is plenty of
money and an inadequate sup-
ply of new homes. Between 20
percent and 40 percent of new
home purchases in the state are
being made by speculators.
Collapse of the boom would
leave builders with large inven-
tories of unsold tracts with large
numbers of foreclosed homes
bought by speculators.

The second larges bank in
California charges an interest
rate premium of 1% on home
loans where the purchaser will
not occupy the property. Ano-
ther bank lends only to persons
who declare in writing that they
intend to occupy. The form
states that they face either a
$5,000 fine or up to two years in
prison if they lie. But, the bank
says that it has had people look
them right in the eye and sign,
and then go out and try to sell
the house.

Despite their fears, experts
feel the boom will not result in a
bust as it did in the overbuilt
Florida market of the early
1970s.

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retail outlets offer small seed
packets at a discount. Often,
packets of seed which sale for 39
cents to 50 cents each are
offered at 3 or more for a !1.00.
Whether or not this is a bargain
will depend if the seed is of high
quality and will produce a good
crop of vegetables. Check the
seed packet to see when it was
processed. Most seed packets
are dated which indicates the
year the seed was produced.
Also, be sure and check the
percent germination on the
packet to make sure that most of
the seed will germinate when
planted in your garden. Try and
obtain seed which has a germ-
ination percent of at least 85
percent or higher. Make sure
that the seed on sale are
varieties which are recommen-
ded for this specific area of
Texas. Money saved by purch-
asing bargain seed of the wrong
variety will certainly be reflec-
ed by lower yields at harvest
time.

Rather than buying seed in
small consumer size packets,
you might try to locate a feed
store or farm outlet which
handles bulk seed. Bulk seed
can be purchased in small
quantities, and in general, are
higher quality and have a higher
percent germination.  Often
these seed are less expensive
due to the fact that the cost of
packaging and the packet is not
included.

PLANTS - If you prefer to
purchase plants rather than
seed, again be sure to obtain
recommended varieties. When
purchasing vegetable plants the
largest plant is not always the
best buy. When selecting plants
such as tomatoes, peppers and

eggplants for your garden, try to
select plants which are about as
tall as they are wide. They
should be dark green in color,
vigorous looking and certainly
without spots, lesions or dam-
age to the foliage. Avoid plants
which are tall and leggy and last
are either blooming or perhaps
have even set small fruit. Pur-
chase only the exact number of
plants that you will need and
avoid package purchases like 10
for $1.00 when you will need
five tomato plants.

GARDEN  FERTILIZER
When purchasing garden fert-
ilizer, the decision always comes
up as to what type to buy and
what amount. Fertilizer for the
garden comes in all different
grades and all different sizes. In
general, most garden fertilizers
are packed in S0 pound bags.
To determind which is the best
fertilizer for your specific gar-
den, have your soil tested.
These soil test kits are available
at the local county Extension
Agents office. In absence of a
soil test, or if insufficient time is
a problem, obtain a complete
fertilizer such as 10-10-10, 12-
24-12, or 6-12-6.

PEST CONTROL CHEMICALS
- You don't need an arsenal of
garden insecticides and other
pesticides in order to success-
fully grow a garden. One or
perhaps two general purpose
insecticide and gungicide mat-
erials are all that is usually
needed. When purchasing pest
control chemicals,  purchase
only what you feel you will need
for this year's garden. Many
garden chemicals, when stored
over long period of time lose
their effectiveness. Although
you may pay a little more for

small quantities, you'll actually
be better off in the long run. If
you garden is realitively large,
then of course, larger quantities
would be more economical.
Avoid purchasing any garden
pest control chemicals which od
not have a registered EPA
number printed on the label.
These numbers are easily iden-
tified and indicates that the
product in the container has
been cleared by the Federal
Government for your use. Some
chemicals currently on the mar-
ket have only a Texas registra-
tion number and are not regist-
ered by the Federal Regulatory
Agency.

GARDEN TOOLS - Home gar-
dening can be closely related to
fishing. You can have an expen-
sive boat, fancy rod and reel and
even electronic fish finder, or
you can get by with a cane pole,
piece of string and fish hook.
The same is true for gardening.
The basic tools needed for
gardening include a spading for,
shove., garden rake and garden
hoe. Many other tools may be
purchased to make gardening
easier, but should not be con-
sidered absolutely necessary for
successful gardening. When
purchasing garden tools, make
certain they are well built and
sturday, and avoid bargain tools
which obviously won't last for
more than one or two garden
season. Roto-tillers make the
task of soil preparation much
easier, but for many gardeners
are not a wise purchase. Eq-
uipment such as this is expen-
sive but can serve a purpose in a
larger garden. For most small
backyard gardens, the best bet
is to rent a roto-tiller from a
local rental center rather than
purchase one. Roto-tillers may
be used only once or twice a
year, and it's rather difficult to
