A budget for the Eastland 
Independent School District for 
1965-68 in the amount of $331,- 
151 U5 has been approved bv 
the Board of Trustees, Chair­
man J. T. Gregory has an­
nounced.

The budget is some $300,000 
above last year's total, which 
included quite a bit of build, 
ing material fixtures. Increase 
this year is due mainly to up. 
ped state local fund assignment 
and legislative salary increase, 
Supt Wendell Siebert report s.

Actually budgeted last year 
was $328,826.55 and the district 
only spent some $350,000 — 
some of which was for building 
costs.

The Eastland state local fund 
assignment (the amount set by 
the state as this district's share 
in the state-wide education 
program) was increased from 
$31,690 last year, to $34,877 
this year. Siebert reports. (Ten 
years ago it was $19,000.)

School property valuation is 
up this year by some $500,000

to $7,181,000 due to a recent 
re-evaluation of rural proper­
ty, he said.

Approximately 95 per cent of 
t h e  budgeted $215,769 43 for 
instruction is for salaries, he 
said. The rest is for visual 
aids. etc.
