The frontier newspaper editor 
was “ every bit as heroic as the 
most interpid U. S. marshal; he was 
as daring and fearless as the wild­
est cowboy,”  a study of 1885-1886 
Texas newspapers affirms.

“ Notes on the Frontier Editors 
and Newspapers’ ’is one of t h e  
articles in the October issue of 
Southwestern Historical Quarterly, 
published at the University of Tex­
as by the Texas State Historical 
Association. The author is Eddie 
Weems of Waco, a journalism 
teacher at Baylor University.

“ Taking his chances of being cal­
led wrong—or worse, of being shot 
or beaten up— the frontier editor 
took sides on almost every issue, 
and he had no hesitancy about 
voicing his opinions,” Weems re­
ports.

Multiple fatality traffic acci 
dents in Texas during the first 
eight months of this year are re­
sponsible for raising the state’s 
traffic toll over the similar period 
for 1955 and if the current trend 
continues, the all-time record of 
2547 deaths which were recorded 
last year stands to be exceeded by 
the end of December.

This information w n  con* 
tained in a statement released 
this week bv Col. Homer Gar­
rison, Jr., director of the Texas 
department of public safety, 
who said that while the records 
of the agency's statistical divi- 

. sion showed two fewer fatal 
accidents through August than 
in the first eight months of 19- 
55 that 32 mora people were 
killed. This is due, he pointed 
out, to the fact that more than 
one person was killed in many 
of these accidents.
Through Aug. 31 of this year, 

1607 persons had died in 1318 
motor vehicle accidents in the 
state. In the same period last 
ytar, 1320 mishaps claimed 1575 
lives.

The public safety director 
pointed to this past Aug. 18 as 
the deadliest day, traffic-wise, in 
Texas so far this year. On that 
date, 24 persons died in 14 acci­
dents. This was a Saturday which 
is consistently one o f the most 
hazardous days for highway travel 
but the traffic toll on that date 
approached the usual experience 
for a Christmas Eve which ordi­
narily runs the highest fatality 
total.

Garrison said that he could 
give no accounting for the ex- 
tremedy high number killed on 
Aug. 18 but that 15 of the 24 per­
sons were killed in just five of the 
total fatal accident* recorded on 
that date. He said that excessive 
speed was most frequently the 
contributing factor in the death 
of more than one occupant of a

! The state’s worst traffic mishap 
i was the truck - train crash at Ala- 
I mo in Hidalgo county on March 
| 14, 1940. in which 29 farm work- 
! ers were killed.

Tke second most deadly traf­
fic disaster in Texas was the 
collision of the two Greyhound 
buses on U.S. highfay 81 south 
of Waco on Aug. 4, 1952.
Twenty-eight persons were kill­
ed in that tragedy.

| Receiving third top “ billing" 
according to fatalities was the 
\ug 5, 1917, accident between 
two trucks north of Waxahachie 
in Ellis county on U.S. highway 
77, in which 19 persons were kill- 

; ed.
The state’s most deadly traf­

fic mishap involving only pas­
senger vehicles wss the two- 
car collision on US highway 
80 near Weatherford in Park- 

| er county on Feb. 7, 1953,
which claimed nine livee.

I Woerner’* reports reflect only 
one year during this period in 
which a multiple - fatality traffic 

I accident has failed to take at 
least 'ix lives. That wa* in 1944.

Exactly on* year has passed 
since Harrison County physicians 
and school officials, in legal dis­
regard for ‘priority’ ’ ages, gave 
7600 xchool children their first 
shot* o f Salk polio vaccine in Tex­
as’ first all-grades immunization 
campaign.

In the 12-months interim, not a 
single untoward reaction to the 
vaccine has occurred, and not a 
single case of paralytic polio has 
been diagnosed among the county’s 
50,000 population. One non-para­
lytic case was reported to state 
health officials in July. •

“ We consider the Harrison 
County campaign additional proof 
that Salk vaccine gives excellent 
protection against paralytic polio,”  
said State Health Commissioner 
Henry A. Holle.

Dr. Holle called the East Tex­
as county’s drive against polio a 
“ study in doctor-community co­
operation.”  He said careful analys­
is o f the project may give an in­
dication as to what percentage of 
population must be immunized to 
forestall a polio epidemic.

Approximately 68 percent of the 
eligible Harrison County popula­
tion was immunized with two shots 
of the protective vaccine. Third 
shots were given on the initiative 
of parents. In comparison, only 38 
percent of the entire state’s under- 
20 population have received two 
shots as of Sept. 30.

Prime movers behind what Dr. 
James H. Harris railed “ the action 
of free men facing a new situa­
tion,”  were the 18 physicians who 
compose the county medical so­
ciety.

The State Department of Health, 
with approval of federal author­
ities, designated Harrison County 
as a special study area and fur­
nished sufficient vaccine to inocu­
late all willing school children in 
grades 1 through 12. By contrast, 

I established priority ages at that

time included children under 16 
1 and pregnant women.

Priorities have since been eli­
minated on the use of commercial 
vaccine, but still apply to the use 
of public vaccine to persons under 
20 and expectant mothers .

Teamed with the physicians in 
the altri/istic enterprise were 
school officials, teachers, hospital 
and special duty nurses, and doct­
ors’ wives. Their time was donated 
free. Doctors dipped into their own 
resources for clinic supplies, and 
paid the hills incident to advertis­
ing the clinics.

In answer to detractors of the 
mass prpgram, Dr. Harris, pres- 
dent of the Harrison County Medi­
cal Society, says “ we feel we fol­
lowed the rules of science and 
ethics as responsible leaders o f the 
organized medical profession in 
Harrison County. We feel our act­
ion was entirely compatible with 
the private praltice o f medicine.”
