JUGOSLAVIANS
Pitifu l Tales o f  Fam ilies Be­

ing Separated  T old

BUDAPEST, Dec. 7.— Hungary 

today protested angrily to Jugo­
slavia, the League of Nations and 
individual governments against 
Jugo-Slavian expulsions of Hun­
garians while refugees streamed 
across the frontier.

Children separated from their 
parents, expectant mothers, and 
one boy with a broken leg were 
among the dazed people who ar­
rived at the frontier.

Coolness of Hungarian officers 
prevented a clash on the frontier 
when armed bands of Jugo-Slavian 
irregulars walked 1 0  yards across 
the frontier at Szedog last night 
hoping to start a fight. Soldiers 

! withdrew to prevent an interna- 
, tional incident. It was said the 
| government attached no import­
ance to the incident.

Foreign Minister Koloman De 
Kanya instructed the Hungarian 

, ministry at Gelgrade to protest to 
the Jugo’-Slavian government 

I against the expulsion. Another of- 
\ ficial has been called to report to 
the Hungarian government.

Official protests were sent to 
the League of Nations and to 
states throughout Europe com­
plaining of brutality.

A train arrived at Szedog last 
night with 180 refugees. Most of 

i them n^re»<;tuldren from
their parents. A United Press cor­

respondent, talking to the refu­
gees, found a six-year-old boy with 
a broken leg, suffered two days be­
fore being put aboard a train for 
the border. Two expectant moth­
ers were taken to a hospital at 
Szedog.
