the Eakimos own most of them al-
ready and congress wanis to see
to it that the government doesn't
buy them all over again. Military
and naval sub-committees may also
have to look In on “defenseless”
Alnska.

Another special houss committee
is to Investigate un-Ameriean nc-
tivities, including nazi, fascist and
communist organizations tearihg
away at the country's vitals. Rep-
resentative Dicksteln of New York
has raised moet of the fuss about
such organizations but the house
bosses left him off the committee.
With a few exceptions, house
and senate committees just fold
thelr doors and do mothing at sl
untll congress meels again next
January. A few committee em-
ployes have to go home to help re-
elect the boss who got them thelr
jobs, but the others get an un-
adulterated vacation—on full pay—
from the end of one congress to
the beginning of the next.

The
Jast three subjects were expected to
be brought up next session.

In addition the 1938 congress,
likke the one just adjourned, will be
faced with the task of finding a
permanent solution to the railroad
problem and also will conslder re-
ports from special TVA and antl-
monopely committees.

Appropriations in the sesslon just
closed totaled about $12,000,000,000,
according to estimates of congres-
slonal experts. This was the larg-
est figure reached except during
the World war, The previous high
was $10,560,000,000 in 1938, a

In contrast, now revenue meas-
ures were expected by treasury
officials to yield about $5,500,000,000
in the fiscal year beginning July 1.
The gap between expenditures and
income for the year, however, will
not be #o great as these figures in-
dicnte, because officials sald, actual
expenses would total much lesy
than appropriations. They fore-
cast the deficit would not go above
$3,500,000,000,

‘Attack On Depression

Largest of the appropriation
bills was that providing $3,753,000,-
000 for relief and public works, The
relief bill, housing legislation, Mb-
eralization of reconstruction corp-
coration business loans and revision
of income tax laws constituted the
joint atlack of the administration
and congress on the business de-
pression which set In last fall

The depression and the threaten-
ing international situation In Eur-
ope and Far East furnished con-
gress s two most pressing
problems In the sesalon just ended.
Conditions abroad produced con
fMicting demands for alterations in
America's neutrality policy, but
the administration decided to defer
review of legislation on the subject
until next year,

Another result of Internationa'
unrest was the increase in deniands
for a stronger navy. Administra-
tion leaders joined in these to the
extent that President Roosevelt
nsked authorization for a long-
time program of naval ex-
pansion. Congress approved a §1,-
090,000,000 program,

The fight for wage-hour legisia-
tion, like that for government re-
organization and crop control, occu-
pled considerable time and atten-
tion not only in this year's session
but also in the first long regular
sesion and the brief special session
last year,

Until these measures were dis-
posed of, President Roosevelt fre-
quently called them to the atben-
tion of the lawmakers in special
messages and to the attention of
the people in several radio broad-

casts,
Govt. Reorganization

The government rsorganization
bill, objective of the administra-
tion's chief  legislative drive this
session, suffered the same fate ns
the embattled court bill dld early
