At the p resen t tim e, sam ­
ples are  processed as soon 
as they a rr iv e  a t the lalior- 
a to ry  and test reports are 
m ailed  w i t h i n  ten days. 
This schedule should lienefit 
you since prom pt service n  
an im portan t requirem ent for 
an effective soil testing ser­
vice.

Sam pling  well in advance  
of planting offers the ad v an ­
tage of allowing tim e to ob ­
ta in  the fertilizers needed 
In m any instances, wet soil 
m ay be encountered  during 
the w in te r and cause a de­
lay i™ sam pling, therefore, 
sam pling now is advisable

Shipping w eights can be re 
duced by allow ing the sa m ­
ple to dry a day or two at 
a ir  tem p era tu re  Sam pl e s 
should not be heated since 
high tem pera tu res cause po­
tassium  to be fixed in some 
soils in such a w ay th a t it 
canno t be rem oved by chem ­
ical procedures.
