WASHINGHTON, (n—~THERE'S A LOW
rumble in Congress again about raising
minimum wages,

But whether Congress will really do any-
thing about them, before quitting for the
summer and the rest of 1949, is somsething
else.

If nothing happens, it will be apothes
campaign promise of the Democrats and
President Truman unfulfilled by Congress,
