NINE INCHES of rain last 
week made news hereabouts 
and Eastlanders were thank­
ful for the much-needed mois­
ture. There have been other 
arid bigger downpours, and 
here Mrs. T. E. Castleberry, 
well-known historian, tells a- 
bout some she remembers.

BIG RAINS I REMEMBER
By Mrs. T. E. Castleberry
In my diary for 1955. I turn 

to May of that year and read:
The 18th of May will long 

be rernetnlM red by the pe< pie 
of Eastland.

It had been threatening rain 
for several days. Alrout 4:00 
o'clock p. m. it began to 
sprinkle then to rain. Sudden­
ly the bottom seemed to fall 
out of the clouds, the rain 
came down in torrents. I nev­
er saw rain fall faster.

Soon the streets were filled 
from curt) to euitb. with rivers 
of water rushing wildly down 
the street seeking it's own 
level. The water tumbling 
down West Valley Street — 
was something to see, and it 
cost the city a pretty penny 
to repair he damage it did to 
the street.

After an hour or less the 
heavy rain slacked.

My grandson Tom Castle­
berry was in town when the 
rain began. He said the water 
was backed up into the M in's 
Store, and also into the Cor­
ner Drug Store and other plac­
es.

All the lower parts of town 
were flooded and boats were 
sent out to rescue persons in 
the flooded areas, north of 
the railroad, and east and 
south.

Camera men got pictures of 
the rescue parties helping 
people into boats.

The rain continued to fall 
at Cisco which kept the North 
Fork of the Leon on a ram­
page.

Next day, May 19, Tom 
went over to the spillway near 
the golf course. He was a- 
marod. Said he'd never seen 
so much water in all his life 
before. Forgetting rrv»mentar- 
ialy, I guess, that he grew up 
on the west coast!

Elnos Heusley had staked a 
pair of pretty gray horses on 
the bank of the Leon, where 
they could do down to the wa­
ter and drink, come back upon 
the bank and graze the fresh 
green grass.

Mr. Hensley was out of town 
when the eleven inch rain 
came.

Upon his return, when he 
came to the edge of the flood 
water north of the railroad, he 
knew the fate of his beautiful 
gray horses!

'May 20th, I received a spec­
ial delivery letter from Mrs 
Best Roby of Phoenix, A riz­
ona. Tom's other grandmoth­
er. She was concerned about 
the safety of Tom and me, af­
ter seeing the pictures on T. 
V. of the flood at Eastland, 
that showed the unfortunate 
people being rescued from the 
high waters.

No doubt there have been 
many times for short periods 
the only direction onecoulo 
out of town on dry land was 
to go west.

But two stand out in my 
memory.

In 1907 we lived across the 
road west of the Gi'brcath 
house on Gilbreath hill An 
old concrete cistern curb is 
all there is to indicate a house 
stood there at one time.

It had rained some for a 
day or two. But imagine our 
surprise when we woke up 
one morning to see water 
nearly half way up the hill. 
The water stood two inches 
in one house. Boats were sent 
out to rescue those in danger.

But bad as the 1907 flood 
was the one a year later was 
worse.

The Rolstons gold their bus­
iness interests in Ruck Springs 

1893 and bought a ranchin
north of the town. A li’ tle 
later they bought another 
ranch and lived there until 
the tragic death of Mr. Rol- 
slon in 1906.

Mr. Rolston and B. A. Cau- 
thorn. a wealthy catth-man 
from Del Rio. were brutally 
murdered in one of the foul­
ed crimes perpetrated in trie 
history of that part of the 
state.

On November 21, 1906. Mr. 
Rolston sold 2,400 sheep t > a 
man under tiie name of A. R. 
Sibley. He left his three sons. 
Thomas, George and John, in 
charge of the sheep, got into 
a buggy with Sibley at about 
8 o'clock in the morning to

miles from town when he was 
tm t and killed.

On Laturday morning Dcc- 
Cauthorn's body 
He had been shot 

in the back of the head, the 
bulb t had gone through the 
back of the buggy seat, en- 
tered the head from the Ixiek 
killing the iivin instantly.

The tragedy was immodiaL 
ely reported to police and in­
vestigation revealed Sibley 
bad presented the Cauthorn 
check at the bank and receiv­
ed $500 in cash and a cashiers’ 
che; k for 94,000.

Sibley put a sack over the 
dead man's head to prevent 
any trace of blood, tied it se­
curely with a stout cord a- 
round the neck and dragp-d 
the body bark of the buggy 
for about three or four hun­
dred yards, and covered it 
with rocks. The body wa ; lat­
er located by following the 
signs made by dragging it.

Sibley went back to tne 
camp where the Rolston boys 
were holding the heep and 
spent several nights with 
them, telling them that the 
pasture he had been using 
had Iven sold and that he 
would have to get another one 
or sell the rlieop. He also tntd 
them that their father had 
decided to go on to K.'rrvllle 
on business and would come 
back home later.

The continued absence of 
Mr. Rolston caused his sons 
to become alarmed and on 
Novemlier 28, 1906, the oldest 
son. John, went to RurkSprinfi 
and called Kerville by tele­
phone to see If his father had 
gone there as Sibley had said. 
He was told that his father 
had not been there. Then a 
call was placed to Del Rio, 
but he had not been there.

The price that Mr. Rolston 
would have received for the 
2.400 ewes and lambs would 
have been $7,000 but Sibley 
sold them to Mr. Cauthorn on 
November 30, for $4,500. Cau­
thorn gave him a check and 
went to get the sheep, the Rob 
gton boys refused to deliver 
the sheep under the circum­
stances and Mr. Cauthorn 
started back to report the 
fraud.

Austin Firm 
Gets Contract 
On County FM

AUSTIN — A  contract for
highway construction in the 
Brownwood district has been 
awarded by the Texas High­
way Commission.

"The Texas Legislature’s 
passage of a strong bill aimed 
at the abusive drinker-driver 
( an save the lives of more ' 
than 500 Texans in the next 
two years,” according to J. U. 
Parker, President of the Texas . 
Safety Association.

Parker, la Houston safaty 
consultant, made the predic­
tion today in a release from 
the Austin headquarters of the 
statewide safety organization.

As a part of the Governor’s 
Traffic Safety Program, the 
legislature passed and sent to 
the Governor May 25. a bill 
establishing 0.10 persent bl«od- 
aleohol concentration as a 
presumption of being under 
the influence of intoxicating 
liquor while driving a motor 
vehicle.

“This measure will probably 
save more Texas lives in 
years to come than any other 
single piece of legislation en- 
acted by the legislature this 
session if it is properly en­
forced throughout the state," 
Parker stated.

The TSA president said that 
more than half of the fatali­
ties last year in Texas high­
way crashes involved abusive 1 
drinkers, even though this 
group rnake^ up only about 7 
percent of the driving public.
