That w ill be the next amend­
ment to the Constitution of the 
United States if Congressman 
Comer Smith, of Oklahoma, can 
put it over with the aid of two- 
thirds of each House of Congress 
and the legislatures of three- 
fourths of the states, whose rati­
fication would be necessary.

This Comer Smith is the same 
Comer Smith who used to be a 
power in the Townsend old age 
pensions movement and he is 
serving his first term in Congress.

Comer's proposed amendment, 
already introduced in the House, 
ambitiously proceeds to provide 
that Congress and the states shall 
have power to enforce this prohi­
bition and to fix penalties for 
violation.

The idea of making it a federal 
offense to get spiffed is admit­
tedly not the brain child of 
Congressman Smith himself, who 
says a committee of prominent 
Baptist ministers got him to in­
troduce the amendment, promis­
ing him that they would promote 
it as a rallying point for a tem­
perance program. But Smith 
thinks it’s a good idea just the 
same.

Although he blames the admin­
istration for all the drunken­
ness that has been going on. 
Comer admits that most persons 
can drink normally and endanger 
neither themselves nor others. He
