RULES GOVERNING
EXEMPT CERTIFICATES

1. Only those voters ex-
empt because they are not 21
years old on or before Jan. 1
of the year for which the levy
was made and those who have
moved into the state after
that date are required to ob-
tain an exemption certificate.

2. Certificate holders of
these classes moving from one
precinct to another must pre-
sent the certificate to the tax
collector for endorsement
showing the new residence.

3. Such a certificate hold-
er moving into another coun-
ty must present the certifi-
cate to the tax collector of
that county for reissue or
registration and endorsement
at least 20 days before any
election at which he expects
to vote.

4. Exempted voters living
outside a city of 10,000 in-
habitants who are permitted
exemption from paying poll
tax need not obtain exemp-
tion certificate buy may con-
tinue to vote as they have in
the past.

5. Young people who are
now 21 years of age and
those who may become 21
years of age during the poll
l tax year should obtain their
exemption certificate before

Feb. 1.

| WASHINGTON, Jan. 2.—The
inflation issue was virtually knock-
ed out of the soldier bonus fight
when the house Patman inflation
bonus bill steering committee
agreed unanimously today to fight
only for full cash payment regard-
less of method.

Prior to announcement of the
agreement, Senate Majority Lead-
er Joseph Robinson predicted con-
gress would pass a bonus measure
acceptable to the president. The
{three major veterans’ organiza-
Itmnn had agreed to unite on a
'menure providing for immediate
cash payment.

The steering committee voted
{unanimously to fight for full cash
|payment but mdestepped the ques-
|tion of currency expansion as pro-
posed in the original measure dnd
indicated that if the majority of
the house seeks to amend the bill
to provide for other payment meth-
ods, it would accept the decmmn
or the chamber.
