COTTON ROADS 
WILL UNDERGO 
ALABAMA TEST

By WILLIAM BENNETT 
United Press Staff Correspondent

MONTGOMERY, Ala. —  Ala 
bama will be jhc nation's testing 
ground for cotton highways if 
present plans o f highway officials 
are approved.

The program, part o f the fed­
eral department o f agriculture’s 
search for new uses for American- 
produced commodities, involves 
the use of rough cotton fabric as 
a reinforcement for bituminous 
surfaced highways.

The United States Bureau of 
Public Roads recently received the 
state’s application for enough cot­
ton to build 162 miles » t  road, 
embracing 14 projects in widely 
separated areas. Engineers are 
surveying the road sites.

In building the roads, a base of 
sand and clay, or gravel is laid 
and allowed to “ ripen”  under 
weather and traffic for several 
months until it settles and hard­
ens. A liquid “ prime”  coat tar will 
he poured over that, and while it 
is still wet, the long strip o f 
fabric, resembling heavy burlap 
bagging, will be laid.

Varying in width, the cotton 
strips are made so that three of 
them will cover the width of the 
load, with a three-inch overlap. 
Lengths will vary from 50 to 100 
yard, with similar overlaps on the 
ends.
The road surface, two to three 
inches of bituminous (asphalt and 
tar) material, then is laid on the 
cotton and rolled.

Engineers estimate roads aver­
aging 20 feet in width would re­
quire about six bales of cotton a 
mile.

The government has made $1,- 
300,000 available for the experi­
ment. which it estimates will build 
about 1,000 miles of the bitumin­
ous roads in various states.

H. H. Houk, engineer o f the 
state highway department, said 
Alabama was in a peculiarly for­
tunate position to test the new 
fabric due to its “ three-way”  pro- 

i gram.
Under the old relief setup, hun- 

dreds of miles o f roads were start- 
j ed, with the county, state and 
\ federal relief administration each 
] contributing one-third to their 
cost. Relief labor-was used. Ala­
bama was the only state to have 
such a program.

More than 200 miles o f those 
“ farm - to - market”  roads have 
been based since last fall, ready 
for surfacing, so that the eotton 
could be plaed on them in the 
next few weeks.

In conducting the experiment 
roads would be divided into mile 
sections. Four types of fabric, 1 
varying in weight, would be laid 
in adjoining sections, with the 
fifth division built without the re­
inforcement. Projects have been 
picked to test all types of road 
bases, level and mountainous ter­
rain. urban and rural localities, 
and damp and dry sections.

Inspectors will ride the roads, 
keeping check in weather, volume 
o f traffic, and road conditions, 
and will make constant reports to 
the federal bureau of roads.

Experiments also will he con­
ducted in using cotton mats for 
"curing” concrete roads, but on a 
smaller scale.

Cotton brokers are wathing the 
experiment closely, and in view of 
the unpredictable future o f the 
new cotton control plan, regard 
the road project as the bright spot 
of the 1936 cotton market

Whales Recall Glory 
of Historic Past

A  Young Man Walking in the Rain

The structure of American history is built of a jrreat 
many unlikely blocks, and you can find romantic reminders 
of it in the most unexpected places.

For instance; a one-sentence dispatch from Honolulu 
the other day revealed that great schools of whales have 
been seen again in Hawaiian waters for the first time in 
several generations. And while it is hard to think of any­
thing less exciting or timely than the reappearance of 
whales in the mid-Pacific, the little item does hold up a 
mirror to one of the most romantic and colorful phases of \ 
our national story.

If the eagleu is our national bird, the whale ought to 
be our national fish. (Oh. sure, a whale isn’t really a fish, 
but let that pass.) It was the whale that helped turn our 
New Englanders into seafarers: the whale that caused ex- 
ploartion of the Pacific; the whale that made world trav­
elers out of stay-at-home Americans, and introduced our 
flag into out-of-the-way ports in the every comer of the 
earth.

Back in the take-it-easy days, before people found out [ 
what petroleum was good for, the whale was the beastie i 
that lighted our lamps. Whales are fat, and from their fat 
oil can be made: and the whalers of New England went 
to every sea on the globe, staging the most thrilling com­
bination of hunting and fishing party the world ever saw, 
to meet this need.

It was these whalers who charted the mvraid unknown 
Islands of the Pacific.

They lighted our lamps, provided the wherewithal for 
the corsets which graced the figures of American woman­
hood, brought in the oil that lubricated our watches, and 
helped provide New England with the capital that financ­
ed development of the west.

Their industry is as dead as a doorknob, now, in such 
centers as New Bedford and Nantucket. The strange skill 
and daring that they developed for their unusual calling 
has vanished from the earth.

The sturdy, smelly little ships in which they roamed 
the seven seas have been broken up. or cut down into coal 
barges, and the commodity in which they dealt now has 
few uses.

But the memory’ of these tough sea rovers is worth 
keeping alive. A good share of American history— includ­
ing some of its most exciting chapters— is bound up with 
the story of the whalers.

And in case you aren’t familiar with it, this common­
place little dispatch from Honolulu might give you a good 
excuse to go to the library and read up on it. You’ll find 
the story very much worth the trouble.
