defined as any article used
in the production of that
planted and harvested
crop; or in the maintenance
of grassland, or livestock.
Livestock is 100 percent
exempt under this law and
no application is necessary.
These applications may be
filled out and the exemp-
tion applied for any time
between January 1, 1982
and May 1, 1982. *‘In other
words,”’ Jones said, ‘‘a
plow, a tractor, a stock
trailer, a grain trailer-- yes
these would be exempt. A
farm truck or pickup, no. A
farm truck is a self-propel-
led vehicle and not made
expressly for the planting

or harvesting of that
crop.”’
These applications for

exemption are to be filed

annually with the appraisal
district.

Since the  attorney gen-
eral has not yet endorsed
the final percentage of ex-
emption, the appraisal dis-
trick board members elect-
ed to use the 100 percent
exemption. If, and when,
that figure is changed, if it
is changed prior to the
issuance of tax rolls, the
district adjust their
figure to coincide with the
state law.

““We urge the taxpayers
of the district to visit us
and discuss any problems
they might have. We have
an open door policy and
will be here to serve the
people of this district,”

After he left we spent
five hours opening gifts.

Law described our
free enterprise system and
explained what it took to
be successful in the busi-
ness world, giving some
examples of opportunities
and challenges in the free
enterprise system.

Dick Laird, executive di-

rector of students in Free
Enterprise at Lubbock
Christian College, was in-
troduced by Trini Lopez.
Laird enlightened the au-
dience concerning the in-
ternational situation by us-
ing foreign jokes. He then
introduced a group of stu-
dents from L.C.C. who
presented a puppet show
entitled ‘‘The Little Red

Hen’’ which illustrated
how free enterprise works.
Each student gave a short
presentation - about some
phase of our economic sys-
tem, such as competition,
minimum wages, govern-
ment regulations, etc.

Jan Whitt introduced M.
D. (Brue) Harvey of San
Antonio, who spoke to the
group in the absence of Dr.

We’'ve had snow since the
first of November and ail
the trees are laced with
white. We also have very

" short days. On December

the 21st the sun rose about
9:15 and set about 3:00.

The main sports in Nor-
way are skiing and foot-
ball. Of course many other
sports exist like orienter-
ing, sailing, basketball,
ice-skating, volleyball, etc.
and the Norwegians are
extremely competitive.

There is no baseball or
American football played
here, and absolutely no
professional sports.

Most of the food is simi-
lar to America’s, but there
are a few differences. For
breakfast we usually eat
bread with cheese, jam,
salami, or some kind of

“'spread. “We eat lots of

cheese, especially ‘‘gjett-
ost,”” which is goat cheese.
For lunch we eat basically
the same thing. We always
eat our sandwiches open,
never closed as Americans.
For dinner we eat lots of
fish and sausage. We have
boiled potatoes with every
meal and rarely eat green
vegetables. When we do
have vegetables, they are
fresh or frozen, never can-
ued. I've tried many new
types of food, from cow
tongues and whipped raw
eggs to sour cream por-
ridge and blood pudding.
The meals are nearly al-
ways three courses -- the
entree, the salad and the
dessert. We never eat on
paper plates or with paper
napkins. Everybody has
their own cleth napkin and
napkin holder. Norwegians
also set the table with the
spoon above the plate in-
stead of to the right of the
knife. In addition we hard-
ly ever eat out. I guess I've
eaten dinner at a restau-
rant twice with the family
since I’ve been here.

We have one T.V. sta-
tion and one radio station
in Norway, but we can get
two T.V. channels from
Sweden if we have cable,
plus a number of radio
stations from all over Eu-
rope. You can’t turn on the
radio and listen to a variety
of music, though, as you
can in America. Norway’s
television programs are
mostly educational, but
one or two entertainment
programs are on late in the
evening. Besides offering

Norwegian programs, they

 offer shows from the U. S.,

England, France, Germany
Czechloslavakia, Turkey,
and other countries as
well. All have Norwegian
sub-titles. It's interesting
to see all the different cul-
tures.

The cars here are all
very small, and so are the
roads. Big American cars
have a hard time making it
around al] of the sharp

little turns. Cars aren’t an
absolute necessity here,
though, because Norway
has a fantastic mass trans-
portation system. I thought
1 would really suffer not
being able to drive, but
hardly any of my friends
do. Norwegians can’t get a
driver’s license until they
are 18 years old, and when
they do, the driver’s ed-
ucation is very expensive.
The main source of trans-
portation is our feet. If
something is extremely far
we take a train, bus, or
taxi. The tuxis are very
clean and new looking, and
all are Mercedes. The bus-
es are also very clean and
well cared for. In fact,
Norwegians take very good
care of their automobiles; I
hardly ever see an old
rusty csar. They all look
brand new, but that is
probably because I'm not
familiar with the older Eu-
ropean car models. One
reason the cars are so well
cared for is because they
are very expensive. A car
in Norwray is from two to
four times higher than a
car in the U. S. Gas is just
a little m_re expensive
here, but the difference is
that over half of the money
paid for gas goes to the
government. All the taxes
are very high in Norway
because it has socialist
government. I guess some
of the wealthier pay up to
80% of their income to the
government, if not more.
One of t" e signs of so-
cialism in this country is
the lack of poverty. I have
not seen any slums since I
have been here. On the
other hand no one is ex-
tremely wealtyhy either.
Everyone has about the
same standard of living,
which is fairly high be-
cause Norway has lots of
money from their oil in the
North Sea. Most families
have a vacation cottage or
a sailboat. The family I live
with has a summer cot-
tage, a winter cottage and
a sailboat.  Norwegians
really know how to have a
good time and enjoy life.
Houses in Norway are
basically all the same.
They don’t have the variety
of homes that people in the
U. S. have. Their homes
made of wood and are
usually two-storied. They
usually have carpet only in
the bedrooms, but huge
handmade rugs lay in their
sitting rooms. The bed-
rooms are small in com-
parison with the average
American bedroom  be-
cause they’re unly used for
sleeping or activities such
as reading or studying. My
room is probably 9 x 7 feet.
The bathrooms are a little
different; they often have
the toilet in one room and
the shower in another. The
AADL M

modes nere

different, you pull a little
knob on the top.

Shops here are much the
same as in America. Most,
including grocery stores,
are full of American pro-
ducts with Norwegian in-
structions. The people here
don’t have the convenience
of a sacker--they have to
sack their groceries them-
selves. Norway is full of
little kiosks which  are
stands that sell magazines
and candy.

The music here is nearly
all English.  Teenagers
here listen to the same
music as American teen-
agers. Most of the movies
here are also American,
with Norwegian subtitles.
The only difference here is
that movies come out much
later over here. I'm still
waiting to see ‘‘Endless
Love.”

People in Norway dress

womch “the same as Ameri-

cans, but of course, I wear
about three times as much
clothing. The girls are
more natural here; only
half of them wear make-up
(which is very little) and
very few roll their hair.
People aren’t so preoccu-
pied with appearances.
They wear their clothing as
long as possible before
washing them. I was a
little surprised when a
teacher wore the same
thing to school every day
for the first week of school.
But now I'm used to it.

Norway has a lot of
farms, but because of the
mountainous countryside,
they are very small. The
tractors and other equip-
ments are much smaller
also. Another strange thing
is that the farmers pray
that it won't rain instead of
that it will. They had a lot
of problems with the har-
vest this year because the
rain flattened the grain
stalks.

Politics are very impor-
tant to Norwegians, and a
major topic of discussion
among teenagers. Most are
either to the far right or
the far left. I'm constantly
defending the United Sta-
tes and President Reagan.
I also read news magazines
and an English section of
the newspaper to keep up
with all the news. I feel
like an absolute fool if 1
don't.

Norway has a state
church, which is Lutheran.
As a result, religion itself if
an obligatory subject in
school. Religion doesn’t
play a major role in a
Norwegian’s life, though. 1
would guess 5% of them
attend church regularly,
and the majority of the rest
attend a service on Ch-
ristmas Eve. 1 have never
met so many athiests in my
life. People tend to ridicule
the religious ones.

The social gatherings are
mostly private parties be-

cauaeithsoexpenliveto‘

2o out. lbey_,.don't have a

dating system as America
does; kids tend to go out in
groups with each paying
his own way. Kids also
bring their own liquor or
soft drinks to parties. Of-
ten they bring money to
cover food costs if it is a
large dinner party. Nor-
wegians have a lot of
formal gatherings also as
they live to dress up and
bring out their guest
things. At parties we usu-
ally talk, eat and dance.
They are lots of fun.

Norway has lots of in-
teresting customs, but two
that are especially inter-
esting are the sayings --
‘Skal’ and ‘Tak for maten.’
‘Skal’ is special though
because Norwegians con-
stantly use it and have a
special manner of saying
it. ‘Takk for maten’ means
‘Thanks for the food.” Nor-
wegians say that after ev-
ery meal and the statement
is directed to the host or
cook.

I am very lucky in that I
live only thirty minutes
drive from Oslo, Norway’s
capital. Oslo is a very
interesting city with an
enormous amount of cul-
ture. It is over 1000 years
old and has a population of
nearly 500,000. Norway’s
king lives there in a huge
castle. Oslo also contains
the Norwegian parliament
and many fine museums
and parks.

I've had lots of humor-
ous experiences here like
taking freezing morning
baths in a lake by the
cottage and walking in the
boys dressing room at
school. I've also learned
how to knit, kayak and
windsurf. I've learned how
to ski better and how to
speak another language. In
addition, I've learned how
to be patient and live in a
completely different envir-
onment. | know as a result
of my experience that all
people are basically the
same; they have the same
goals in life, but each
person has their own way
of getting there.

My stay over here hasn’t
been one big vacation,
though, as some may be-
lieve. It's been tough at
times trying to adjust and
always straining to under-
stand and speak the lang-
uage. But I've survived
and I've gained a lot of
knowledge and self-confi-
dence. My mind  has

broadened tremendously.
Throughout it all, I'm con-
vinced that being an ex-
change student is one of
the most rewarding oppor-
tunities a young person can
have.
