ALBANY. N. Y. The sta te  b u ­
reau  o f motor vehicles has em­
barked upon an intensive cam ­
paign to  reduce autom obile acci­
dents and fa ta lities to  a minimum 
in New York S tate, where never 
in history has autom obile and 
truck  tra ffic  been so heavy.

Aware tha t more than 2,100.000 
m otor vehicles are  being operated 
on New Y ork’s highways, the Na­
tional Safety  Council and the 
M otor Vehicles Bureau are collab­
o rating  with new spapers through­
out the sta te  to  educate more than 
1.7,000,000 pedestrians and m otor­
ists in safety  on the stree ts and 
highway*.

Motor Vehicle Commissioner 
Charles A. H artne tt, leading the 
saftey  drive, calls a tten tion  to a 
num ber of vehicle laws passed by 
the 1936 s ta te  legislature. He as­
serted tha t “ mere enacem ent will 
not solve our problem s."

Stress Rigid Enforcement
"E nfo rcem en t m ust be more 

rigid than  ever before, o r the 
whole s truc tu re  o f official super­
vision will fa il,"  he said.

F igures show th a t while motor 
vehicle reg istra tions are  increas­
ing rapidly from  year to year, mo­
to r vehicle fa ta lities and accidents 
are  on the decrease.

D uring last year there were 
2,917 motor vehicle fa talities in 
the Empire S tate against 2,075 in 
1034, a decrease o f 58 deaths, or 
approxim ately 2 per cen t—-a sav­
ing of more than  one life a week 
for the year. In the same period 
there  w e r e  70.592 accidents 
against 82,875 in 1934, a decrease 
o f 3,283 accidents, or approxi­
m ately 4 per cent.

At the same tim e, motor vehicle 
registra tions in 1035 increased 
2.77 per cent over those fo r 1934 
and gasoline consum ption gained 
2.56 per cent.

In 1034 autom obile registrations 
to taled  2,330,570. Last year regis­
tra tio n s rose to 2,305,144. an in ­
crease o f  64,5W. A corresponding 
increase in the num ber of licensed 
drivers also obtained last year, the 
to ta l rising from  3,304,501 on De­
cem ber 31, 1934, to  3,306,533 a 
year later.

An extortionist w luS th reatened  

"to  wipe ou t” one or both of the 
children of Samuel B utler, prom i­
nent Eastland resident and brother 
of B rigadier G eneral Smedley D. 
Butler, was sought by Governm ent 
officials a f te r  he escaped a net 
thrown earlie r today.

Butler, following orders given 
by the extortionist, T hursday night 
boarded a west-bound Texas and 
Pacific tra in  and was accompanied 
by two railroad agen ts and one 
G overnm ent official. He had been 
advised th a t a verbal o rder o f 
“throw  out the money”  would be 
given between Eastland and El 
Paso. He had also been advised 
th a t he was to rem ain on the rear 
p latform  of the tra in .

Two blocks from  the Cisco pas­
senger station B utler heard the 
commend and "threw  out the mon­
ey ," said to  be a considerable sum, 
in a brief case. Sim ultaneously 
one of the officials threw  a flare 
which lighted up the countryside. 
A youth fled.

And the American is beginning to acquire an equally 
distinguishing national habit; he likes to get into the car, 
and drive out into the open country-, whenever he gets a 
chance.

Considering the awful beating that his climate gives 
him every so often, he must have a strong, ingrained love 
of nature to do this. For he does not live in a kindly land.

In winter it freezes his bones, and in summer it hakes 
him to a crisp. It drowns him in floods and dries him up in 
drouths. It smites him with dust storms and tornadoes, and 
now and then it gives him the jar of an earthquake.

And yet, in spite of verything, he knows that it is a 
grand, grand country for a man to live in. The earliest 
settlers knew it, when they had Indians and tangled for­
ests and swamp fever to contend with; their up-to-date 
descendants know it. and wheel the family bus out along
the country roads on the slightest excuse.
