SHANGHAI, Oct. 30.— The 
dure-to-die battalion of 150 Chi­
nese, who for three days have de­
fied Japanese efforts to storm 
iJieir stronghold in two barricad­
ed warehouses across Soochow 
Greek from the International set­
tlement, began to emerge alive 
tonight, their flag still triumph­
antly flying.

The Chinese marched into the 
British |iost, where they deposited 
their arms and awaited the ar­
rival of trucks to take them to 
hospitals and shelter in the settle­
ment.

TOKYO. Oct. 50.— The council 
on the current situation compris­
ed o f leaders of the Sciyukai poli­
tical party and other important 
personuges, tonight adopted a 
resolution favoring a movement 
to sever diplomatic relations with 
Great Britain. The resolution 
blamed the British government 
for complicating international re­
lations in connection with the 
Chinese situation. It branded the 
British attitude as regrettable.

Announcement that the pur­
chases would start Tuesday was 
made by W. E. Star, president of 
the Southwestern Peanut Grow­
ers Association.

Dick Weekes has been selected 
by the Ranger Chamber of Com­
merce and approved by the peanut 
growers association as grader and 
weigher. He will also have charge 
of the warehouse.

Negotiable warehouse receipts 
will be issued when peanuts are 
purchased and stored, and the 
receipts can be cashed at the lo­
cal bank, it was stated today, 
thereby giving the peanut growers 
a ready market and a steady price 
for their product.

Teachers Advised 
On Continued Pay 

In Retiring Plan
Failure o f the legislature to pass 

the omnibus bill should not dis­
courage teachers in paying their 
part in the Teachers Retirement 
System plan. County Superintend­
ent C. S. Eldridgc has been ad­
vised by officials.

The suggestion was received by 
Eldridge, who was instructed to 
advise teachers from the Texas 
State Teachers association and o f­
ficials of the Teachers Retirement 
System.

The letter from the Teachers 
Retirement System stated that op­
erating expenses o f  the system 
were already partially provided 
for because o f a previous appro­
priation o f $25,000 o f the legisla­
ture and the $1 annual expense 
contributioii o f teachers.

The omnibus bill carried an ap­
propriation of $800,000 which 
failed to pass because of last- 
minute disagreement o f the house 
and senate on certain parts o f the 
legislation. The contested parts 
were not over the teacher retire­
ment appropriation.

“ We urged that the teachers do 
not exercise their option to stay 
out of the system and lose their 
prior service rights,” the teacher 
association stated. “ We urged 
them to continue to pay 5 per cent 
o f salaries as required by statute 
setting up the retirement system. '

“ Success is merely delayed,” 
commented the association which 
voiced certainty that the Stats 
will later make an adequate fund 
for the program.

Officials Saturday expressed 
gratification over the announce 
ment o f the stationing, effective 
Monday, o f  two state highway pa­
trolmen in the county with head­
quarters at Eastland.

Crude Production 
Is at a Standstill

HOUSTON, Oct. 30. —  Daily 

average production of crude oil 
in the United States remained 
practically unchanged this week, 
totaling 3,605,550 bnrrels, the Oil 
Weekly reported today.

Production was 1,850 barrels 
less than reported for the period 
ended Oct. 23, but was 37,458 
barrels above the estimated mar­
ket demand as set by the U. S. 
Bureau of Mines for October.

Texas had a gain o f 3.200 bar­
rels daily, averaging 1,467,300.

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Scrubs Make Heroes 
but Get No Glory

W e Americans have the success bug. and we pour out 
admiration on ihe man who can lead the field. This is a 
pretty good trait, as it creates an atmosphere which pro­
duces successful leaders; but we might well spend a little 
time paying tribute to the great army of second stringers 
who make the success of the leaders possible.

A pointer comes from— of all places— the football field 
of Yale University.

When this season ends, some time in November, the 
inglorious members of Yale’s “ scrub” team are to be for­
mally banqueted; and then one of them will be given a 
big silver football about the size of a pumpkin, to honor 
him, his teammates, and the whole mute line of scrubs who 
have gone unhonored and unsung through many football 
generations.

The scrub leads a tough life. He has to get out on the 
field four or five days a week all through the season and 
take his bumps while the varsity polishes up its play. He 
never has the slightest hope of actually playing in a regu­
larly scheduled game. His classmates never honor him with 
their cheers. He gets all the grief and none of the glory. 
Iiut because of him the first team is able to win games. It 
there were no scrubs, the varsity would he ina sorry state. 
Behind every great gridiron victory there stands a bat­
tered scrub team, which rates a good share of the glory 
but never gets it. *

All right; that’s part of the game, and the scrubs love 
the game or they wouldn’t be playing it. But the football 
field isn’t the only place you’ ll find scrubs. The world is 
full of them. Most of us are scrubs; part of the great army 
of second stringers who contribute what we can to victories 
for which we can rever get either fame or fortune.

John Jones may become famous as president of a 
transcontinental railway. But he himself would be the first 
to admit that he doesn't run the railroad single-handed. 
Under him there are innumerable section hands, firemen, 
train dispatchers, master mechanics, shop foremen and so 
on. If they didn’t do their part, John Jones wouldn’t he 
a famous railtoad president.

Bill Smith may be a steamship captain, acclaimed for 
the heroism of his rescues in mid-ocean storms. He didn’t 
make those rescues unaided. He had stout guys down in, 
the engine room with sweat rags around their grimy necks, 
keeping his ship a jump ahead of Davy Jones in its fight 
With the storm; skilled seamen in the deck force, ready 
to take a small boat across tossing waves at their captain’s 
command. Bill Smith gets the glory; the scrubs made it 
possible.

And so it goes. It is true in every walk of life, from 
banking to politics, from coal mining to war A few men 
have the gifts to be great leaders— the star halfback*, as 
you might say, of the game of life. The great ma;ority 
have to stay on the scrub team. They'll never be either 
rich or famous, and they know it and don t mind much. 
They do their jobs and do them well and the gifted ones 
get the cheers.

But the service the lowly scrubs render is something 
/hat should never be overlooked.

whole body? He is to seek wis­
dom. and he is to find that wis­
dom from aboM* the wisdom that 
is pure and peiceable and gen­
tle; full of meicy and without 
hypocrisy.

There is no uie hoping to con­
trol the tongue if there be not a 
right attitude of mind and heart; 
if there be not rnercy in the soul, 
there will be little mercy in one’s 
words, and if there be not a 
peaceable disposition, the tongue 
will be a breeder of strife and 
bitterness.

Few counsels for living lifo 
well are of more practical value 
than these plain words of James; 
and it ought to be remembered 
that "the fruit of righteousness is 
sown in peace for them that 
make peace.”
