The oldest arrow in the quiver of the experienced crim- 
tn a l lawyer is the picture ol a gray-haired mother weeping 
jjver the waywardness of her unfortunate son.

Any reporter who has covered very many criminal 
court trials can tell you all about it. Ihe thing who is be­
ing tried w ill sit at the trial table, doing his level best to 
wear an innocent more-sinned-against-than-sinning look, 
and his advocate, with quavering voice, will tell the jury 
about the mother of “ this por boy,”  and will beg them to 
send sonny back to her so that her pure mother-love may 
redeem and ennoble him.

It is all very pretty and inspiring, of course. But it is 
^bout time that someone spoke up and inquired why mo­
ther isn’t right there in the dock along with sonny boy, 
facing trial on her own account.

J. Edgar Hoover, renowned head of the G-Men. told 
The New York Round Table Forum the other day that an 
jttnazing number of the crimes charged to our underworld 
these days should really be charged to the underworldings’ 
parents.

Some 20 per cent of all our crime, said Mr. Hoover, is 
committed by lads who are not yet old enough to vote. 
Many of these youngsters are still of high school age. 
Practically all of them come from homes w here papa and 
mama just couldn’t be bothered to enforce discipline, set 
up high moral standards and. in general, see to it that 
vtanior set his feet in the way that he should go.

Worse yet, continued Mr. Hoover when one of these 
"wayward boys does get into a jam with the law. his par­
ents come down to court with only one thought in mind— 
to get him out of trouble.
