LOYALISTS IN 
CATALONIA ARE 

PUT TO ROUT

PERPIGNAN, France, Feb. 0. 
— The Spanish Loyalist defeat in 
Catalonia became a rout today 
und the rich province appeared to
be lost.

The Loyalist government has 
fled to France amj the main body 
o f the army has started a mass re­
treat over the frontier, giving up 
its arms to French troops.

There were persistent reports 
that the Republican Government 
was seeking an armistice, but 
from Nationalist territory came 
buck word only unconditional 
surrender would be accepted.

A conference by Loyalist Pre­
mier Juan Negrin, with members 
o f his cabinet, resulted in a defi­
nite split on peace or war. Only 
Negrin and Julio del Vayo wanted 
the cabinet to risk flying back to 
Valencia and continue the war in 
Central Spain with the facilities 
available to Gen. Jose Miaja, who 
i- defending Madrid.

President Manuel Azana, Luis 
Companys. president o f Catalonia 
and Jose do Aguirre, president of 
the Basque Republic, favored 
peace on the best possible terms.

Azana was expected to reach 
Paris tonight and to urge the 
French and British governments 
to overrule Negrin and seek the 
best terms possible from General­
issimo Franco.

Meanwhile thousands of French 
troops along the frontier we re­
placed on war footing. They had 
mounted field guns and machino 
guns at strategic points in the 
Pyrenees, ready to drive back any 
nationalist encroachment. French 
anti-aircraft guns already huvo 
gone into action against air­
planes which flew over French 
territory.

Peanuts Bought 
In Program  Will 
Be In Oil M arket

Ten thousand tons of Texas 
goobers sidetracked into the pea­
nut oil market, and half a mil­
lion extra dollars to Texas pea 
nut growers in 1938.

That's the happy ending o f a 
story about the AAA’s peanut sur­
plus diversion program for 1938 
being concluded by the South­
western Peanut Growers’ Associa­
tion at Eastland.

C. E. Bowles, Texas A. and M. 
College Extension Service special­
ist in co-ops, said the association 
is now in the process o f selling to 
oil mills, at competitive prices, 
what’s left o f 10,0(59 tons of Tex­
as peanuts purchased from asso­
ciated growers at appreciably 
higher prices than the open mar­
ket would have yielded.

Financed in its purchasing op­
erations by the Commodity Credit 
Corporation, the association en­
abled a 20-cent-per-bushel advan­
tage in price on the 004,554 bush­
els purchased from its 000 Texas 
members.

Besides, it forced a price rise of 
some 10 cents on roughly four 
million other bushels produced in 
Texas and Okiuhomu, through re­
moval of a surplus from the "edi­
ble market" dealing mostly in 
nuts, peanut butter and confec­
tions.

The AAA will pay to the asso­
ciation the difference between 
prices paid for the diverted pea­
nuts and prices received from oil 
mills, plus an allowance to defray 
handling costs, Bowles explained.

Warehouses used In the project 
are at Gorman, Rising Star, Fast­
land, Fort Worth, Cisco, Coman­
che, Brownwood, Ranger, De 
Leon, Tolar, Lexington and Hous­
ton.

Legislative Session 
Is Boon for Typists

AUSTIN, Tex.— Sessions o f the 
legislature are a profit season for 
stenographers and typists. Sev­
eral organizations make a season­
al business o f supplying docu­
ments to business interests.

One service furnishes com­
plete copies of all bills on any 
topic for a session fee. One con­
cern mimeographs a daily report 
of measures affecting the oil bus­
iness. Similar service is given oth­
er industries.

Bills are not published by the 
legislature itself until they hnve 
received a favorable report. Then 
they may be available in the jour­
nals o f the House -and Senate. 
Many o f them are npproved with­
out printing.

When bills are filed two copies 
are required. Some authors have 
extra copies; some do not. The 
result is a rush for the official 
copies. After legislative clerks 
have registered them and made 
the necessary notations, they are 
available for the typists. One or­
ganization has five girls hammer­
ing aw’ay at the bills as soon as 
the clerks release them.

Representatives of business in­
terests peer over the shouldrs of 
the typing girls to catch the gist 
of the bills and rush their infor­
mation by telegraph or telephone 
to employers.

I therfeore dragged the 
skeleton out o f the closet and said 
in plain English what our polite 
government officials have never 
dared to say, that this reprieve 
meant 30 days more o f crtu-1 
punishment, the same punishment 
that the pi*onjr has suffered ev­
ery- day since his sentence was pro­
nounced and th«- same punishment 
that every death-sentenced prison­
er ha> suffered for weeks and 
months and sometime years be­
tween the time of sentence and the 
time of death.”

new Constitution must contain a "Bill of Rights.”  This 
was later embodied in the first 10 amendments to the 
Constitution, and is the national charter of religious liber­
ty.

It s entirely clear that the Constitution could not have 
been adpoted without the promise of such guarantees by 
later amendment. Hence the first 10 amendments are 
properly regarded as an integral part of the Constitution 
itself, though adopted a couple of years later after being 
submitted to the states by the First Congress.

So 150 years after this Constitution, Protestant, Cath­
olic, and Jewish leaders throughout the country are urg­
ing "a new study of the Bill of Rights and its implications 
for a free America.’ That is timely and proper.

It was the first clause of the first of those precious 10 
amendments that read “ Congress shall make no law re­
specting an establishment #of religious, or prohibiting the 
free exercise thereof . . . ”

What that meant was that Congress shall not establish 
a state church, with special privileges and relations to the

Increase Only 
Sure Thing 
About Pensions

TJTASHINGTON —The old folks 
”  are going to get a break at 

this session of Congress. The only 
question is who gives it to them 
and how big it is.

On the one hand, the adminis­
tration wants to liberalize the So­
cial Security Act. It aims to hand 
out more money and hand it out 
to more people.

On the other hand, various 
free-lance senators and repre­
sentatives are offering everything 
from the original Townsend Plan 
down to relatively mild changes 
in the existing law.

All of these trends operate on 
one another. Out of them, in one 
way or another, will come help 
for the aged on a broader base

The administration wants to 
make more people eligible for old 
age insurance—that’s what you 
pay for in salary deductiona each 

' week—and wants to change the 
old age benefit plan so that more 
federal money can go to states 
unable to maintain pensions at a 
decent level.

At the opposite extreme is a 
measure called the General 
Welfare Act. introduced in the 
Senate by Senator Claude Pep­
per and in the House of Repre­
sentatives by Joe Hendricks, both 
ot Florida. It is the Townsend Plan 
without the 1200-a-month floor 
It calls for a straight two per 
cent transactions tax and flat 
monthly payments to everyone 
over #0, with th# provision that 
the person getting the money 
must give up his job and spend 
all his money as fast as he gets 
it—viz. monthly.

Its sponsors figure that It would 
t provide at least $60 a month to

start and probably more. 3v»ntu- 
ally, they say, it would furnish the 
full $200.

Then there is Senator Sheridan 
Downey of California, wbo rode 
into office with Townsendite back­
ing, and who says that while he 
did not initiate or advocate the 
famous California pension plan, 
he thinks the country has got to 
raise its purchasing power 
through some system of old age 
annuities.

“Our farms and industries are 
operating at half capacity,”  he 
says. “ We must double our pur­
chasing power, and to do it wc 
must raise wages and get decent 
retirement annuities into the 
hands of our senior citizens.”

Within a few weeks Senator 
Downey will declare himself from 
the Senate floor He likes the 
General Welfare Act but doesn’t 
think it goes far enough, and as­
serts that the country must pay 
pensions of at least $100 a month

Senator Edward C. Johnson of 
Colorado is out to amend the ex­
isting act. He would lower the 
age limit for old age assistance 
payments from 65 to 60, and 
would hike the federal govern­
ment's payment to the states from 
the present $15 to $22.50, which 
would create a $45 pension in all 
states which matched the federal 
government's payments.

Finally, there is Senator Henry 
Cabot Lodge, Jr , of Massachu­
setts.

Senator Ixxlge last year exam­
ined the huge revolving fund 
which is set up under the old age 
benefits section of the Social Se­
curity Act, and figured that it war 
so big that the payments could 
be increased without hurting any­
thing. So he brought in an 
amendment which would have 
made a straight boost of $3 per 
cent in the benefit payments

His idea caught on, and he 
came within a few votes in get­
ting it through the Senate He is 
still for it, and he will be heard 
from before the session ends.

Fair Visitors W ill 
Hear Human Heart
SALT LAKE CITY.—  At the 

request of the American Medical 
Association, a Salt Lake City 
sound recording engineer, James 
B. keyaor, is preparing a special 
transcription through which vis­
itors to the Golden Gate eigio.si- 
tion in San Francisco this year 
may hear the beat of a human 
heart.

The recording, highly amplified, 
will be played while the A. M. A.

exhibit at the exposition is open 
to visitors.

The recordings are made by
means of an electrical stetho­
scope, placed over the heart of 
patients in a Salt Lake City 
physician’s office. The electrical 
impulses are carried by telephone 
wires to Keysor’s recording studio 
and “ refined”  so that disturbing 
noises caused by “ heart mur­
murs” and heart leakages are 
eliminated before the sound is re­
corded on wax muster discs from 
which the transcriptions are pre­
pared.

HOUSTON.—  More than one 
hundred thousand dollars has been 
disbursed for a wide variety of 
charitable purposes by the Elks 
National Foundation, since its in­
ception in July, l'.ijs, W. W'. 
Short, President o f the Texas 
State Elks Association, announced 
yesterday on receipt of a report 
from John F. Malley, Boston, 
Chairman of the Board of Trus­
tees o f the Foundation.

“ The Elks National Foundation 
was established by the Benevolent 
and Protective Order o f Elks to 
foster, promote and assist in fi­
nancing the welfare activities of 
the Order," Mr. Short said yes­
terday. "Its principal fund as of 
May 31st last totaled approxi­
mately half a million dollars. The 
fund is administered by a board 
of seven trustees, all o f whom are 
former Grand Exalted Rulers of 
the Order. The fund's entire in­
come is used each year- and its 
principal remains intact. It has no 
administrative expenses. These arc 
all taken care of by the Grand 
Lodge.

"A  diversity o f activities has 
characterized the work of the 
Elks National Foundation. Each 
year for the past five years it has 
awarded financial aid to deserv­
ing students who had difficulty 
financing their way through col­
lege. In addition, it has donated 
money to state associations of 
Elks to foster their varied philan­
thropic endeavours. This money 
h&s gone towurd the upkeep of tu­
bercular hospitals, clinics for the 
rehabilitation of crippled children, 
the promotion of fresh air camps 
for children, to assist in furnish­
ing children with eyeglasses and 
for many other purposes. The 
Foundation donated $10,000 for 
relief in the flood of 1937, gave 
$2,000 to the Georgia Warm 
Springs Foundation and contribut­
ed money for the alleviation of 
human suffering in the disastrous 
east coast hurricane of last fall.”

Monntie Tells Of 
1874 Cornpaign

LONDON.— A man who was 
one of the original “ mounties”  
who established law and order in 
the wild Northwest Territories of 
19th century Canada has been 
found living in London.

He is James H. Fullwood, 88, 
who believes that as ex-trooper 
ICO he is the only surviving mem­
ber o f the three troops of the 
newly formed Northwest Mounted 
Police which, on June 13, 1874, 
crossed the United States border 
into Alberta.

They went to exterminate the 
Montana "bad men”  who were 
plying the In dians with whisky, 
lobbing and murdering them, and 
preying on the few white settlers 
scattered through the territory.

So widespread had their activi­
ties become that they were endan­
gering the peace of the Dominion.

The "mounties”  had orders to 
supnrrss them at all costs.

"W e finally moved them off 
from Fargo, N. D., in a column 
two miles long— horses and men, 
cattle, farm implements and Red 
River carts which you could hear 
squeaking a mile o ff .” Fullwood 
said.

“ We were making for Edmon­
ton, Alberta, at the foot of the 
Rockies, which he had to patrol. 
It was a hard trip o f well over a 
thousand miles. It took us under 
five months.

“ It was especially hard on the 
horses and cattle, Forage was 
scarce and grazing generally non­
existent. Yet day after day our 
horses covered 50 miles. Long be­
fore we made camp at night the 
men were leading them.

“ About half-way along our trail 
we had to establish a ‘crippled 
camp* for men and horses. Short­
ly after that the main body, which 
carried on, had plenty o f meat for 
the first time. We were in buffalo 
country.

“ Our Colonel MacLeod estab­
lished his post in the Porcupine 
Hills. It was the first post ever 
built by the new police, and I 
helped with the construction. To­
day it i s the town of MacLeod.

"W e had little trouble with the 
Indians. They soon realized that 
we were there to protect them and 
they became our allies in our 
fights with the criminals.”
