first witness called was
Scott Noble, who resides a
_miles southeast of Cisco. She
testified that on the morning of
1 2 she and her daughter, Mrs.
S h Ramsey, were taking
children to school in Cisco. when
they saw the body of the slain man
in the gravel pit. They notifed W.
Dill, manager of a filling station,
and he returned to the gravel pit

s

with the two women after they
had left the children at  the
school.  She said that the body

was about 30 feet from the road
and in plain sight of anyone pass-
ing along the highway. The body
was lying with its head to the
north and was near a stump in the
gravel pit. A hat was seen near
the feet of the slain man.

J. H. McDonald, Justice of the
Pecace of Precinct No. 6, was the
next witness called. He testified
that the man who was found in
the gravel pit had taken supper at
his hotel in Cisco on the night of
Sunday, March 31 and had offered
# check made out to R. C. Hill in
payment but that his wife had re-
fused to cush it. He did not see
the man again until he visited the
kospital where officers had taken
him. He stated that after the man
had died he had seen the doctor
take a bullet out of the back, of
the man’s head and identified the
bullet which Joe H. Jones, county
attorney, offered as evidence.

B. B. Poe, city policeman of Cis-
co, next took the stand. He stat-
ed that he had visited the grave!
pit on the morning of April 2 and
described the gravel pit and the
position of the body. He also
identified the ha{ that was found
near the slain man and he identi-
fied a gun that was found in a
dresser drawer in Leach’s room.
He said that he went to the house
and Mrs. Leach had answered the
door and upon being told that - he
wanted Danny’s gun she went to
the room and got it for him.

The court recessed a few min-
utes at 11:00 o’clock.

_Three carnival employees testi-
fied in the case in the afternoon
and the testimony of all three was
practically the same. They stat-
ed that they had first seen Danny
Leach in Eastland on the last
night the carnival played here,
which was the last week in March.
The three of them had gone to

Lindbergh has traveled about
350,000 miles since he first learned
to fly. In the last three years he
bas flown over both North and
South America, across the con-
tinent a score of times by night
and by day and since his air mail
flying days he has not had a ser-
jous mishap. He has flown every
kind of machine—military, sporty
commercial, Jand and \ater and
amphibian, He has joined army
and navy fliers in intricate maneus
vers and has pioneered hew trials
over trackless-jungles. Thousands
of miles of airways have been laid
out and are being flown daily
along the paths he blazed.

After his return from Paris three
years ago, Lindbergh started out
on a 30,000 mile tour of the coun-
try without ruth\$ up from the
arduous task of being lionized by
the world. Ha then flew to Latin
America, Then cime a hon-stop
flight to Mexico City from Wash-
ington, and thence to Central
America and the Canal Zone. He
then flew across the Caritbean to
the West Indies and Havaha.

63 Are Killed In
Foreign Countries
By Fires, Storms

By UnITeb Phiss

LONDON, May 20— Floods, earth-
quakes, fires and mud flows took
03 lives in Central Europé and
Asla during the past two days, ad-
vices received in Lohdon indicated
today.

The heaviest casualties pccurred
on the Island of Java, where 45
persons were killed by a mud flow
frem the volcahlc mountain  of
“Telemojo, betweén Batavia and
Surabaya. Only five inhabitants
of the village of Likasan escaped
the flow, and the entire settlement
was wiped out.

An earthquake nt Shiraz, Persia,
caused the death of ten pérsonk
and devastated a Inrge aréa,
8ix persons were burned to death
whén the Hungafian villages nf
Takaczi and Fert-Dehomok were
destroyed by fire.

FAMIN RICKEN CHINA

Hope for 'relief of the famine
situation In northwest China now
centers largely on the crop har-
vests this spring and summer with-
in the stricken aren, and also upon
the subsidence of brigandage and
military maneuvers, Paul O. Nyhus,
American agricultural commission-
er at Shanghai, reports to the Bu-
reau of Agricultural Economics,
United States Department of Agri-
culture,

“Relief from outside the affected
area,” Commissioner Nyhus says,
“appears to be practically impos-
sible because of the primitive and
costly methods of transport in this
part of China. The area includes
western Honan, Shansi, Shensi,
and Kansu Provinces. The area is
bordered on the south by the Tsin-
ling range of mountains, on the
east by thé Great Plain, on the
north by Siiyuan Province, and on
the northiwest by the arid or semi-
arid Ordos Desert and inner Mon-
golla. The region has a population
of about $25100,000,"

Commissioner Nyhus reports that
short crops, as the Frésult of
drought in 1928 ahd 1929, are the
foundamental factors Ih the curkent
famine situation. Military opéra-
{lons dnd brigandage have reducel
fufther the nlready keant fodd sup-
ply. The faiminé began in Shensi in
the autiimn of 1928 and éven earlier
in Kansu. A famine rellel workér
at Siam, the capital of Bhensi,
i says there was an excellént wheat

crop on the Plalh of Shenai in 1927,
but mich of 1t was approptiated ror
milltary purposes.

“The wheat crop in the spring ot

“was about half a normal crop due
to lack of spring rains, and the
autymn crops also were very poar.

h, ANY time tables for roasting
and baking and brewing and
stewing have been worked out
and the beginner In cooking will
find them Invaluable; but there
are many factors that must be
considered In the cooking of meats
and vegetables. Time tables can-
not specify the varying age, ripe-
ness and size of materials.

The experienced housekeeper
has a definite routine she follows
in preparing a meal. Many new
cooks, however, have known the
unhappiness of finding part of the
meal cold or dried out before the
rest is done enough to eat.

Young, freshly gathered vegeta-
bles will cook In less time than
riper ones. Vegetables which have
wilted will take longer to cook
than fresh, unwithered ones.

The size and shape of the veg-
etable enters into the problem.
Small vegetables or large ones cut
in small pleces will cook quicker
than those left whole. The more
surface exposed, the shorter the
cooking perlod.

Allow for Time

The time required for preparing
vegetables for cooking must be
considered in the planning of the
whole meal. Green peas should
cook in 20 to 830 minutes. The
time depends on the maturity of
the peas. But it takes time to
shell peas, longer than preparing
beans or paring potatoes, so they
are not a good vegetable to choose
when dinner. must,be served in 30

minutes,

Asparagus cooks quickly and.is
quickly prepared. Thirty minutes
should be allowed for cooking this
vegetable.
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Green beans cut In dl d
should cook In 30 minutes. If the
beans are young and tender and
freshly plcked, they will be dell-
ciously tender and delicate In this
length of time. But we can't all
gather our vegetables from the
garden, so in order to cook the \
beans quickly and preserve thelr
color they are cut lengthwise be-
fore cutting In short pleces. This
takes time and must be calculated
and allowed for In preparing the
meal. Al

New carrots cook tender in 15
or 20 minutes. Since they are
lightly scraped, they are quickly
prepared and only a few minutes
nleed be allowed for thelr prepara-
tion.

New beets require only a thor-
dbugh scrubbing before cooking,
and as they should cook in 30 to
40 minutes, they are an excellent
vegetable to use when an hour s
allowed for the meal's prepara-
tion. They should be smooth,
without {nnumerable tiny halr-
like roots and about the size of a
small egg.

New potatoes will cook In 30
minutes. A few minutes must be
allowed for scrubbing.
