WASHINGTON, April 14.—  A 
federal transportation authority is 
necessary to keep pace with 
changes in the transport industi y, j 
Joseph B. Eastman, Interstate 
Commerce Commission member, j 
told the senate interstate com -: 
merce committee today.

Eastman said the transporta-1 
tion problem had become too big j 
for the I. C. C. The committee is | 
considering general railroad leg­
islation with a view toward co­
ordination of transport facilities.

“ This proposed federal trans­
portation authority would have the 
function o f planning and promot­
ing,”  Eastman said. “ This trans­
port business requires constant 
attention.

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Where Justice Might 
Beget Injustice

On Congress, and on the legislature of every state j 
which levies an income tax, now rests a grave duty.

Each should pass laws which will guarantee that in -! 
justice shall not proceed from the new decision of the U. 
S. Supreme Court permitting states to tax incomes of fed­
eral employes, and the federal government to tax salaries i 
of state employes.

For, immediately the court reversed its long-time 
cours« supporting mutual immunity from such taxes, every 
person affected became theoretically liable for past taxes. 
That is, a federal employe who paid no state income tax 
in 1931, because the courts then ruled that he did not have 
to. now becomes liable for that same 193-1 tax because the 
coiM now holds that he owed it.

It is easy to see how grave injustices might proceed 
from strict enforcement of any such procedure. To go back i 
as far in som-» cast s as 12 year*, and say that a citizen 
must pay now, today, taxes for all those years when high- ! 
est authority ruled he did not owe them, would be lj 
thoroughly unjust. f
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The Constitution provides that no ex post facto law may 1 
be passed. That means a law may not he passed w hich to- 
day penalizes you f°r something you did yesterday hut j 
which was then quite legal. Yet it would seem that a court ' 
decision can have the same effect, making you liable to- . 
day tor something yuikdid yesterday, even though the same 
court yesterday said you were not liable.

The remedy to prevent any -uch injustice see-ms to be ' 
for Congrpsa promptly to pass a law exempting state cm- j 
ployes from back taxation, and for such states to have j 
income taxes to pass similar laws specifically exempting 
federal employe from similar back taxes.
