Connally, who helped d r i f t  the

"unbeatable” two-ocean navy, an 
arm y built up to  authorized 
strength and increased anti-air­
craft defenses.

Sen. A rthur . Vandenberg, Re­
publican, Michigan, renewing the 
attack on the arm s embargo repeal, 
declared th a t if the United States 
becomes an ‘‘arsenal for one belli­
geren t,”  it wili become a “target 
for the othey.”

“ In my opinion," he said, “ this 
is the road that may lead us to war. 
and 1 will not voluntarily take it.”

This tendency has been m arked before the w ar broke. 
T here no longer seem s any doubt of the  result. W hether 
we like it or not, w he ther we want it or not. the United 
S tates is rapidly becoming the financial center of the world.

The relationship  betw een the British pound and the  Am­
erican dollar is a w eathervane tha t shows how this wind 
blows. Britain did not even try  to m aintain the pound s te r l­
ing, but dum ped it w ithout support even before fighting 
s ta rted . It dropped  im m ediately from $4.68 to as low as 
$3.73. During the  four years of the W orld W ar it never 
fe ll below $4.51.

The whole financial relationship is d iffe ren t today from 
th a t of 15*14. Then a sudden and expected war. knocked the 
props out from under the Am erican stock m arket. In 1935). 
a long-expected and well-discounted w ar saw an im­
m ediate  advance in U. S. stocks. In 15)11, the United States 
held about $1,9(0.900,000 in gold, perhaps 20 per cent of 
the  w orld ’s supply. Today it holds more than  $16,<00,- 
000,000 in gold, above 60 per cent of the w orld’s supply.

T he trad e  of South Am erica is literally  being dum ped 
into our lap. A lready orders have begun to  come here from 
B razilian and A rgentinean. Colombian and V enezulean 
firm s supplied from G erm any and Britain whose sources of 
supp ly  have been cut o ff by the war.

This is not a question of the  United S tates launching a 
c im paign of financial im perialism  or do llar dom ination. I t 

a fact, and it is happening today w hether we like it or 
not, w hether we w ant it or not.

AUSTIN, Tex.— Safety educa­
tion w ith the S tate Highway De­
partm ent is paying big dividends, 
figures just released by the in ­
surance division of the departm ent 
reveal.

Since the inauguration of work­
men's compensation and the ac­
companying fac to r of safety 
train ing, the accident frequency 
ra te  (the  num ber of disabling in­
juries— injuries resulting in a t 
least one day lost tim e— per mil­
lion man hours w orked) has drop­
ped from  35.53 in 1938 to 21.62 
in the firs t six months of 1939. 
The actual percentage of reduc­
tion w as 39.15.

For the same periods the acci­
dent severity ra tes— the number 
of days lost per thousand man 
hours worked—; were 4.31 for 
1938 and 2.24 fo r  1939, making a 
total reduction of 48.03 per cent.

D uring 1938 employer's of the 
departm ent worked 15,195,841 
man hours o r about twice the I 
7.676,492 worked in the first [ 
six months of 1939, yet the lost , 
time injuries fo r last year totaled 
almost five times as many as for 
the f irs t six months of this year. 
There were 540 lost time injuries 
with a loss of 65,438 work days 
last year and only 166 lost time < 
in juries with 17,218 days lost this 
year. Figuring the average wage 
of all employees a t 40 cents an 
hour, this indicates a saving of 
approxim ate!? *50,000 for the 
firs t ha lf of this year over half of 
la»t year. Hence, safety  education, 
which really just began showing 
results this year, will probably 
net the highway departm ent a  to- 

Ita l saving o f *100,000 in 1939.
