TWO ARE SERIOUSLY 
INJURED IN WRECK IN 
RANGER ON SATURDAY

Barge Of Planes 
Bound For Great 

Britian Is Sunk

Raymond Slaton o f Dallas, driv­
er for the Gillette motor trans­
portation company, was in tb' 
West Texas hospital in Ranger in a 
very’ critical condition Saturday 
night, following an accident in 
which he was injured early Satur­
day morning. Hospital attendants 
aid Saturday night he was not ex­
pected to live,

Slaton was injured when thi 
truck he was driving through Ran­
ger early Saturday morning was 
stiuck by a freight ear on the 
Wichita Falls, Ranger and South­
ern railway crossing in the east 
part o f  town. T. E. Whitfield, o f 
Dublin, brakeman for the railway 
company, was also in the hospital 
with a broken back, but was ex­
pected to recover.

The accident occurred about 
three o'clock Saturday morning, 
police who were on duty at the 
time stated.

The truck, driven by Raymond 
Slayton was going east along 
Highway 80, within the city limits 
of Hunger, when it was struck by 
the huge freight car, being pushed 
along the tracks by a locomotive. 
Behind the freight car was an oil 
tank car. These two cars were so 
firmly jammed together that they 
had to be cut apart with an acety­
lene torch before the highway 
could be cleared.

Warning lights were set out 
along the highway on both sides of 
the wreck to warn passing motor­
ists, and to protect them from the 
box car, which stopped partly on 
the highway.

The truck cab was completely 
demolished, the heavy box car 
rolling halfway over it, and ap­
parently grinding the truck cab 
beneath its wheels before the train 
came to a stop, with the boxcar 
completely on top o f the truck, 
one end o f the car sticking up at 
least 10 feet o f f  the ground.

A railway wrecker arrived at 
the scene o f the accident at 9 MO 
Saturday morning and began the 
task o f celebrating the tracks and 
the highway o f the wreckage of 
the freight car and the truck. The 
truck was knocked completely 
clear o f  the highway by the im­
pact o f  the crash.

Wire Barricade Is

NEW YORK, Nov. 11.— A light 

barge, loaded with two, disassemb­
led Lockheed bombers, purchased 
recently by Great Britain, capsiz­
ed at its pier in the foreign trade 
zone at Station Island today.

The capsiz­
ed barge was one o f two on which 
crated bombers were loaded.

The automobile in which they 
were riding skidded into the 
wrong traffic lane north o f Round 
Rock and was struck by a motor 
truck.

Mias Moyer was killed instantly. 
The others were taken to the Mar­
tin Hospital in Georgetown.

Hubert Durham, 21, Everett R. 
Kennedy, and Miss Sue Hender­
son, 19, suffering serious injuries, 
were reported resting as well as 
could be expected Saturday night.

Miss Moyer’s home was in Aus­
tin. Miss Henderson lives at Ter­
rell. Kennedy at Taylor, and Dur­
ham at Morse.

Every “ Strad” ’ Not 
Worth A Fortune 

An Expert Warns
By United Press

CHICAGO.— If your hope o f 
sudden wealth rests in a violin 
case labeled Stradivari, 1716, you 
may as well abandon it.

Kenneth Warren, violin ap­
praiser for a national music 
instrument firm, counsels:

“ It is significant that of all the 
hundreds o f so-called Cremonesa 
violins that have been brought in 
for appraisal not a single genuine 
instrument has ever been found.

“ Hundreds o f persons a year 
who have violins bearing the labels 
o f  the Cermonese makers, Stradi­
vari, Guarnieri and Amati, come 
to us to sell them.

“ These instruments were not 
made to deceive anyone. They 
were originally made as models 
from those o f  the Cremonese and 
a ticket put inside to indicate they 
were copies o f  the maker. In the 
course o f time people think they 
were the original instrument. 
There are only about 450 Stradi­
vari instruments left and we know 
where all o f  them are. The chanc­
es o f  another turning up are ex­
ceedingly slim.”

Possom Kingdom 
Is Near Completion

FORT WORTH ,Tex.—  Possum 
Kingdom dam. part of a $20,000,- 
000 Brazos River development re­
ceiving federal financial aid, 
should be completed by next 
March, officials here have an­
nounced.

Work on the big dam itself, on 
a bend o f  the Hrazos 18 miles 
northwest o f here, has progressed 
so rapidly that the committee buy­
ing land to be inundated when the 
floodgates arc closed still is at 
work. Nearly $250,000 will be 
spent in clearing away brush in 
the future lake basin.

The lake’s shoreline will be sev­
eral hundred miles long and the 
widest point o f the lake is expect­
ed to be 12 miles across. Besides 
facilities for water conservation, 
generation o f electric power, and 
flood control, the project is con­
sidered important as for the re­
creational opportunities that it 
will o ffer to a large portion of 
West Central Texas.

Through New Eyes

‘ ‘When I die, I will tell the dead about it.”
It was an incredulous, happy old lady speaking—  

and she was talking about America. She had been brought 
from her village home in Romania by her son. who had liv­
ed in the United States fqr some time. It was her first 
visit to this country.

The things she saw and marveled at when she reached 
this shore were the things most citizens see every day. 
They were little things, most o f them— hut all integral 
parts of a land that is still comparatively rich and free. On 1 
a drive through the country, she was struck by the dairy | 
herds on American farms— the unbelievable size of the full
udders. Cows are not so productive in her homeland.

• • •

To this little lady, America is the most remarkable 
place in the world. She couldn't get over the fact that she 
could travel for several hundreds o f miles, across state 
lines, without once showing a passport.

How often do the citizens o f this country stop to think 
what that means? Americans travel thousands o f mile-- 
across the continent without once being stopped for identi­
fication, unless they run afoul the traffic regulations some­
where.

Americans don’t stop often enough to count their bless­
ings. They accept all the details o f their lives a« part o f 
their heritage. Yes, they are pari of American heritage—  
automobiles, telephones, electric lights, radio, healthy cat- 
tie. freedom of interstate passage, opportunity to become 
s ’.ccessful. They belong to America, and the citizens here 
have become used to them. They have become so much a 
part of the general acceptance o f things that no one ever 
stops to reflect over them.

“ What about the houses?— there aren’t any fences 
around them. And where do the watchdogs stay?" Leftving 
houses unprotected while their owners slept seemed to her 
like over-reliance on the virtue o f humanity. She is learn­
ing now that houses don’t get robbed in this country—  
most houses don’t, at least.

There also are numerous laws, 
still in effect, which provide pen­
alties for blocking streets and 
mutilating posts, etc., by tying 
horses or mules to them.

'  "It .-hall be unlawful,”  one law 
reads, “ for any persons to hitch or 
tie any animal whether attached 
to a vehicle or not, to any post or 
pole which has placed thereon a 
street sign o f the City o f Dallas, 
or to tack, tie or in any manner 
attach an arimal thereupon.”

Also, another ordinance provides 
“ It shall be unlawful for any 
person to allow nny horse or oth­
er animal driven or ridden by him 
to break down, bite, injure or in 
any manner damage or destroy 
any living tree standing in any 
street or public highway o f sai 1 
city.”

According to the code book, 
"Any person who shall in this 
city allow any animal with a bell 
or bills o f any description at­
tached thereto, to run at large, 
shall be de nied guilty of a niis- 
d« meunor, and fined not more 
than S10, provided that this articl • 
hull not extend to strangers pass- 
ng through the city.”

Imen in line, principal objective 
being the 61 Democrats who last 
spring voted to insert the Vorys 
embargo amendment in the Bloom 
bill

This pressure is taking the form 
c f  personal contacts and appeals 
to groups “ back home.” in the 
hope that a flood of letters and 
telegrams will descend on Capitol 
Hill.

Meanwhile, both organizations 
are looking ahead to the period 
when the embargo debate shall 
nave ended and are mapping their 
strategy for the rest of the fall and 
the early winter.

Frederick Libby, head of the 
National Council for Prevention of 
War, plans an active campaign 
for “ peace now.” His organization 
will try to create sentiment for an 

, international peace conference to 
end hostilities and settle differ­
ences between warring nations. It 
is trying to re-establish its pre­
war contacts in Great Britain.

The Women’s International 
League for Peace and Freedom,

■ meanwhile, plans to make a strong 
‘drive for enactment of a war ref- 

4 crendum measure similar to the 
proposal which Senator LaFollette 
unsuccessfully tried to tack onto 
Ihe neutrality bill.

Cutting Down On 
Legislative Time 

Didn’t Work Out
B)' United Pr***

AUSTIN, Tex.— A revolution­
ary proposal foi shortening work 
o f Texas legislatures was rejeuird 
by n house committee to recom­
mend new rubs because the 
change could he effected only b) 
united action of the house and 
senate.

Rep. Maurice Dowell o f l.uling 
suggested to the committee that 
committee hearings on hills might 
be eliminated. He proposed that 
when a bill passed either the 
house or the senate it should go 
on the calendar o f the other body, 
without having to go again to a 
committee.

To curry out his |iuin, joint 
hearings by representatives anil 
senators would have to be arrang­
ed for the single committee hear­
ing. This has been done occasion­
ally on particular bills. Do Weil's 
plan would make it the rule.

Committee hearings are design­
ed primarily to give the pnblb an 
opportunity to have n say. Son- 
members may not argue merits or 
demerits o f  a bill before either 
liouso or senate. At committee 
hearings they have that privilege.

Dowell believes that passage of 
a bill by either branch o f the leg­
islature gives it sufficient stamp 
o f merit to require a vote upon it 
in the other branch. Committees in 
the past have prevented that. Not­
able example was failurt o f til" 
state affairs committee to report 
to the senate any of the tux bills 
passed by the house* at th" last 
regular session.
