“ Statistics o f  the public safety 
department reveal that youthful 
drivers constitute 30 per cent of 
all drivers involved in fatal traf­
fic accidents and 26 per cent of 
the total number o f drivers in­
volved in non-fatal accidents.

“ The driver training course will 
not only teach the mechanics o f 
operating a motor vehicle safely 
but o f equal importance will en- 
doctrinate the student with the 
safety concept that his driving 
rights are secondary to his driving 
responsibilities.”

Although graduation credit will 
be allowed for the course in 1,214 
accredited high schools, it will be 
necessary for the boards o f those 
schools to approve inauguration 
o f the course in each school. The 
Texas Safety Association through 
affiliated safety councils and co­
operating organizations such as 
the Texas Congress o f Parents and 
Teachers will seek early approval 
o f the school boards.

The safety committee o f the 
Texas State Teachers Association 
and the school education commit­
tee o f the Texas Safety Associa­
tion are assisting the state de­
partments of education and public 
safety in preparing the text o f the 
course.

We generally like to think that the United States 

bought itself out of foreign ownership of its industries dur­
ing the World War.

By and large, that is true. Much of the railroad plant 
of this country and many other industrial ventures were 
made possible by foreign capital. When the World War 
broke, there was heavy ownership in Europe of all sections 
of American industry. European countries generally sold 
those interests to buy war supplies with the proceeds. The 
United States “ bought itself hack.”

But not entirely. And during the unsettled conditions 
of Europe during the past 10 years, much European cap­
ital came back to the United States for safety’s sake.

This is nothing to get excited about, and we know of 
no major and vital industry that is today foreign-controll- 
»*d. There is no reason to suspect undue foreign influences 
within the boards of directors of any important corpora­
tion.

• • •

But the foreign stake in many great American corpora­
tions is interesting, and in some cases may cause real com­
plications. John Lloyd, writing in the Magazine of Wall 
Street, has listed some of them. According to Lloyd. Ameri­
can Telephone reports 462,000 shares of Steel, Lloyd re­
ports, are held in Holland, and the largest single stock­
holder of Southern Pacific is an Amsterdam firm. A Swiss 
corporation is first on the list of B. & O. stockholders, 
third on Pennsylvania.

None of these holdings, Lloyd estimates, approaches 
control, nor even any certainty of the right to elect a direc- 
.or. But he forsees possible complications if. in the “ re­
organization”  of Europe now being brought about by the 
Nazis, holdings of Dutch. Swiss, French and Belgian hold­
ers might be brought together.

• * *

In the present European confusion, no one knows pre­
cisely what is the status of such holdings. Many foreign 
credits have been frozen because there is no guarantee 
that, if paid, they would be sure to reach their rightful 
owners.

These foreign interests are nothing to be concerned 
about, and there is not the slightest reason to believe that 
they have had any influence on the policies of any Ameri­
can firms.

But it is good to know that the situation is being watch­
ed, and that American directors are conscious of a situa­
tion that might at some future time breed complications.

Regular Army N e e d s  Equipment, 
Leaves Only Obsolete Material. . .  
And Not Very Much of That

N troubled times. America takes
comfort in the custom of its 

nusewives to ern and preserve 
>,e season’s fruits for other times 

(n the year. This is the heart of 
(he preserving season. Our do­
mestic economy is outstandingly 
important this year, when the rest 
of the world is busy destroying 
itself and its food supplies.

Fruit for preserving should be 
in a firm-ripe rather than soft- 
ripe stage. It shouldi be uniform 
in size or in uniform pieces so as 
to cook evenly. For good results, 
it is necessary to use weights 
rather than measurements. Weight 
of a quart of fruit varies consider­
ably with the kind, the way it is 
packed, and also with shape and 
size of the pieces.

Preserves are cooked until the 
syrup is quite thick and the fruit 
fairly translucent. Glass jars are 
the most satisfactory containers. 
The jars should be filled three- 
fourths full with the preserved 
fruit, and then enough syrup 
added to completely fill the -con­
tainers. Seal while hot.

The Foods and Nutrition Divi­
sion of the Bureau of Home Eco­
nomics has prepared a valuable 
booklet called “ Home-made Jel­
lies. Jams and Preserves.”  It 
should be part of your pantry 
equipment.

Three quarts (4 Vi pounds) ripe 

tomatoes, peeled and diced, 9 cups 
(4 pounds) sugar, 3 lemons.

Combine tomatoes and sugar in 
preserving kettle. Cook slowly 
until mixture boils, stirring only 
until sugar is dissolved. Cook 
about 15 minutes, stirring occa­
sionally. Scrub lemons, cut into 
quarters, remove seeds and all 
coarse membrane. Cut crosswise 
into very thin slices. Add to to­
matoes and cook about lVi to 2 
hours, or until clear and desired 
consistency is reached, stirring 
frequently to prevent scorching.

ISTANBUL.- In the west it is 
the Chakmak line. In the north­
east it is the Caucasus. Allied ter­
ritory lies to the south and east. 
“ Down below” are the highly for­
tified Dardanelles. And above all 
there is Allah.

The Turks, holding the key po­
sition in the Near East, are rely­
ing on all o f these with the aid of 
British forces in this part of the 
world to come through the war 
with the boundaries they now pos­
sess.

But of all these defense poten­
tialities, Turkey is counting more 
on the Chakmak line as it is from 
the west that any land attack is 
expected to come. Named after 
Chief o f Staff Fevzi Chakmak, 
the line cannot be compared to 
the Maginot Line or the Westwall. 
It is Turkish designed and built, 
constructed to take advantage of 
every natural defense aid Euro­
pean Turkey possesses.

In reality the fortifications are 
made up of three lines consisting 
of field artillery emplacements, 
tank traps and machine-gun nests.
