Richardson said this figure did 
not include the daily permits issued 
by the scores of fishermen who 
take advantage of excellent fish­
ing facilities, nor the people who 
have failed to renew their annual 

j permit.
I All persons who put a boat on 
the lake arc? required to have a 
permit. Annual permits cost five 
dollars and daily permits cost fifty 
cents: Richardson inspects each 
boat before a permit is issued.

It must be ir. perfect condition 
in order not to endanger the live's 
of tile - persons who will use the 
boat. Richardson noted that no 
lives have been lost due to drown­
ing since the lake opened in Sept­
ember, 1955.

Tlie boats, valued at from $300 
to $1,500 each, are mostly the 
outboard type. However, Richard­
son said there were several 18 foot 
boats.

All o f the people who have 
registered boats on the lake live in 
Texas, Richardson said, but scores 
of the daily permits are issued to 
out-of-state people.

The 45 houses constructed on 
the shores of the 2,800 acre lake 
are valued at approximately 
$200,000. Several more are under 
construction, Richardson said. This 
does not, however, include the 
money spent on roads, picnic 
grounds, and boat docks.

Richardson, who has been care­

taker at the lake for more? than 
two years, believes it will continue 
to grow at an increased 4-ate.

Rental boats are available at the. 
lake also. There are 24 boats own­
ed by various individuals that are' 
available for rent.

Here is his letter:
‘ 'Since getting' your letter I 

have talked with officials of the 
Air Force about the sonic booms. 
They have no general answer to 
such complaints, explaining that 
each such incident has to be in­
vestigated. I have asked them to 
lock into your report.

'‘This sort of thing has come 
up before, the most recent being

at Hamilton where it was thought 
the planes from Connally Air 
Pbritfr Base. As' would'-be-expeeted, 
the Air Force makes no admission 
and of course 'no individual pilot 
is going to do so. The Air Force 
will argue that these so-called 
sonic explosions never do any act­
ual damage!”

dow broken by the concussion, the 
chances are that you will never I 
know who was responsible.

A jet plane, breaking the sound 
hairier over the city, to be sure.

A couple of months ago Bellaire 
and the southwest portion of the 
city were shaken by no less than 
three sonic booms. A pilot in a 
F-101 buzzed Bellaire repeatedly, 
once descending as low as a re­
ported.500 feet, each time break­
ing the sound barrier.

Of course a jet pilot can veer 
from his scheduled flight pattern 
and in four minutes or so be 50 
miles away from the spot where 
he is suppsed to be. Still, does the 
Air Fore have so many planes out 
at. a time that it is impossible to 
track these pranksters?

It is enough to make one won­
der how good our detection system 
is in case of attack by an enemy 
plane.
