0ld Fort Concho (near San Ang-
. elo), which still. stands today.

“This Fort was one of the most
important frontier posts and was
‘the pride of the Army of the
west.” It was primarily erected
and commissioned for protection
zgainst the Indians.

“Stationed at the Fort was one
k partlcular soldier (whose ‘name
1' is unknown) who had recently en-

listed and was a little homesick.

River not far away.
“Suddenly, without any perceiv-
able forewarning, he was attacked
by a huge wild sow. She had a lit-
ter of young pigs.

Jected as a long, cliff-like ridge
in  the river bank. After what
seemed like ages, the old sow
tinally sauntered off and the sol-
dier started to desend to t h e
