Arkansas Congressman Hays Works

Out Compromise On Civil Rights

(Copyright 1048 by Bell Syndicate)
WASHINGTON—A compromise

solution to the dynamite-laden

civil-rights program has been
worked out by Arkansas Con-
gressman Brooks Hays. It may
prevent the battle of Northern
Democrats vs Southern Demo-
erats which could bog congress
down for weeks.

The Hays compromise is to
sidestep the federal employment
practices commission, otherwise
known as FEPC.

Several southern solons are now
reluctantly ready to admit they
eannot block the antilynching
bill. The poll tax is no longer 2
real issue, since approximately
one-hall the southern states have
already abolished it on their own
initiative. Thizs leaves FEPC as
the real sore thumb in the Tru-
man eivil-rights program.

Congressman Hays' solution is
to substitute for the FEPC an
employment counseling service.
This would protect Negroes' work-
ing rights and straighten out
racial problems on an Individu-
al basis. The plan wouldn't be as
harsh. Congressman Hays ar-
gues, as an outright fair employ-
ment law. He also proposes that
criminal penalties be removed
and clvil penaities substituted to
nudge reluctant employers.

As an added concession end a
slep toward abolishing segrega-
tion In the South, the Arkansas
econgressman is willing to outlaw
segregation of ihterstate commer-
cial transportation—and he doen’t
think his fellow southerners will
object. ;

Many Northern Democrats have
already studied Hays' proposals
and are willing to compromise.
Hays, however, must still con-
vince President Truman.

SIX-MONTH PROGRAM

The democratic goal, as the
81st Congress opens today, is to
smash through passage of the
Truman program In exactly six
months. They want to do this
while the new cougress still has
the smell of the grass rocls in
its nostrils. Heré is the legisla-
tive bill-of-fare:

1. Vote a raise In the Presi-
dent's salary to $100,000, plus
$25,000 expenses; and the vice-
president's salary to $30,000, plus
$10,000 expenses, during the first
two weeks while congress is get-
ting organized; 2. Repeal the
Taft-Hartley act; 3. Raise mini-
mum hourly wages to about 75
cents; 4. Put across public hous-
ing:‘;d slum clearance; 5. $300.-
000, vital aid to education; 6.
Public health insurance; 7. Res-
toration of reciprocal trade trea-
ties; 8. Abolish the tax on oleo-
margarine; 5. Vole more storage
space for government-purchased
grain; 10. Ratify the internation-
al wheat agreement; 11. Grant
statehood to Hawail and Alaska;
12. Open U. S. doors to 200,000

The North
Carolinian was politely, but firm-
ly, tcld that his committee would
have to undergo a [ace-lifting.

Airlift - Deeply Affecting
Europe Political Thought

WIESBADEN, Germany—Next to the
European Recovery Program, the Berlin
airlift is the most impressive demonstra-
tion of American power In Europe, ‘deep-
ly affecting the political thinking of Euro-
peans and Russians allke. To Americans,
also, the airlift should be stirring.

The airlift Is no longer stirring, how-
ever, as a brave, dramate and dangerous
last mingte expedient. such as it was in
the early dayfof the “Lemay-Coal and
Food Company.” The Joint Chiefs of
Staff have in faet quietly directed that
planning for the Berlin airlift should pro-
ceed on the assumption that it will con-
tinue for three years. And ther is no
more flavor of emergency about the pres-
ent airlift operation than there Is about
the operations of the New York Central
Railroad.

What is stirring about the airlift, rath-
er, Is simply the showing of an often
vaunted, but not always conspicuous na-
tional trait—American efficlency. For the
first time the famous Taylor system for
avoiding wasted industrial motion has
been Imported from manufacturing into
air transport. The man who has made
this surprising application of old prinei-
ples Is Major General William Tuhner,
who made his first large scale experi-
ments with what can only be called as-
sembly line air cargo movement in the
days of airlift over the hump. What has
been done here is simply to bring the ef-

. fort to organize .air transport llkke an as-

sembly line to a sort of peak of com-
. pleteness.

Idevitably all romance of the “‘wide
blue yonder' varlety has had to be
tossed out the window. For the essence

of the whole business, as in the business
of an industrial assembly line, Is to re.
duce every Individual, whether pilot, en-
gineer or ground transport officer, to the
status of a cog in a vast machine.

The machine itself Is fantastically com-
plicated, but the way it works is essen-
tially simple. Tracks as well defined as
railroad tracks are laid out in the alr—say
at from 5000 to 6,000 feet betwesn
Rhein-Main Airport at Frankfurt and Tem-
plehof Airport in Berlin. The buge C-34's
each carrying ten tons of cargo, are, des.
patched along! these tracks at stated in-
tervals of three or four or five minutes,
depending on the weather.

The planes fly alternately st altitudes
of five or six thousand feet, lo Increase
the distance between them. If the weather
Is good, they land by rote at Tempelhof,
always flying cisely the same course
into the airfield. And If the weather s
bad, they are brought [n under the all-
powerful orders of the “G.CA." ¢ontrol-
ler whose judgment of the alrplane’s po-
sition on his radar scope entirely replaces
the pilot’s initiative.

The return trip o Rbein-Main is ae-
complished In precisely the same man-
ner. The course flown, the reports fo
Rhein-Main operations, and the approach
at Rbein-Main airfield are -equally eut
and dried.

Such are the basic rules. In order lo
make the rules work, miracles of organ-
ization must be accomplished daily.
Frelght must be moved into airfields in
uninterrupted flow, must be transferred
in exactly ecaleculated ten fon loads to
fleets of trucks, and must be loaded into
landing airplanes the instant thejr pro-
pellers cease revoiving.
