The Texas senators as well as 
representatives are eligible for 
the pensions— at least Ben. Tom 
Connally is and Sen W. Lee 
O’Daniel will be if he is re-elect­
ed this year and serves a total o f 
five years. O'Daniel was absent 
and Connally voted against the 
pensions.

Only congressmen who served 
before the 7$th congress are im­
mediately eligible for pensions 
under the five year rule. The 
present session o f Congrsss is the

77th and the sessions are two- 
year affairs.

A congressman does not re­
ceive a pension upon, leaving con­
gress unless he has reached an 
advanced age. There are several 
classifications. A ftr 30 years ser­
vice a retiring congressman would 
receive his annual payment begin­
ning at the age o f 60 years. He 
can also be paid the annuity aft­
er 15 years service, at the ago 
o f  62. There is a provision also 
which makes the present worth 
o f an annuity available at 50 
years o f  age.

A congressman who began hi* 
term on March 4, 1907 (the 59th 
congress) could retire Jan. 1, 
1943 and if he is 62 years old 
then receive 14,176.44 a year for 
the rest o f  his life. If he had 
entered congress as late as 1915 
the annuity would be $3,139 a 
year. Eligibility dates and amounts 
that Texas congressmen can . re­
ceive would have to be figured 
out on actuary tables.

CISCO, Tex.— “ We farmers are 
going to do our best to comply 
with the slogan, “ Feed the Sol­
dier Boys,”  said N. L. Barnes, 
farmer from southwest o f Cisco.

"W o will give them eggs and 
fried chickens if the old hens 
keep on the job, in addition to 
growing all the vegetables wc 
can,”  he continued.

Barnes said that farmers out 
his way were stressing chicken 
and turkey growing this year. A 
number o f the neighbors’ wives 
w-ere getting brooders and were 
going to buy custom-hatched baby 
chickens and try their hands on 
a more or less larger scale than 
ever before. A few million men 
in the army camps and that many 
or more on the battle fronts are 
going to consume lots o f  food and 
he expects food products to be in 
demand, with fair prices offered 
for all foods.

Asked what stocks o f  chickens 
he liked best, Barnes said he 
usually kept two breeds— Leg­
horns for spring and summer lay­
ing and Barred Hocks for winter 
laying. Brahmas are mighty good 
winter layers, he said, and they 
make giant fryers at an early 
age. Any kind o f heavy breed 
chickens lay better In winter than 
the lighter weights, he stated.

“ There are 8000 Texas boys in 
the Corps now,”  said Murchison.

However, the training in National 
Defense work is being increased 
in all camps and our boys are 
leaving camps to take good jobs 
in civil employment every month

BERLIN, Germany, Feb. 12.—  
A report from Lisbon tonight 
claimed that the British Legation 
there had announced that Singa­
pore has been surrendered to the 
Japanese forces.

LONDON, Eng., Feb. 12.— Bat­
tered and reeling under the blows 
of the Japanese, the British still 
held on at Singapore today, and 
sent out over the air the defiant 
cry o f "W e Shall Win.”

The words, almost shouted by 
an announcer at the close o f  a 
broadcast from Singapore’s radio 
station, typified the courage and 
valor of the garrison that not on­
ly is holding out but even found 
enough strength to counter attack.

The broadcast was picked up 
here at 9:30 a. m. Central War 
T ime, by the British Broadcasting 
Company, and showed the British 
held the Japanese o ff  for at least 
another day, for the time in Sing­
apore then was 9:80 Thursday 
Right.

Reception was poor during the 
broadcast, but the British Broad­
casting Company's listening post 
heard the start o f  a newscast.

“ This is the 10 o'clock news 
from Singapore,”  he said, “ and 
this is Michael Miles reading it.

“ The Japanese arc endeavoring 
to obscure the reai situation on 
Singapore Island."

Then as the listeners strained 
to catch the next words static be­
came so bad be could not be 
heard. When the channel cleared 
he was reading yesterday’s com­
muniques.

W'hat the static washed out may 
have been a description o f four 
desperate counter attacks against 
the Japanese, only one o f which 
was successful.

Miles stressed the fact that the 
Japanese demand* for uncondition­
al surrender o f all Malayan forces 
had not even been deemed worthy 
o f a reply by Lt. Geh. A. E. Per- 
cival.

When he concluded Miles re­
linquished the microphone to an­
other and then the call “ We Shall 
Win”  came through.

Despite optimism, however, the 
situation was extremely grave, a 
spokesman at London said today.

In Rangoon Area

Boosting Silver Use

NEW YORK.— Use o f silver 

reached a record high o f HO.000,- 
000 ounces last year, virtually 
double the amount o f 1940 con­
sumption. according to the auth­
orities, Handy and Harman.

Increased use of the metal was 
attributed to the speedup in de­
fense construction. Silver and its 
alloys are used to help build any­
thing from a battleship to a bomb­
er, mostly in the form o f a braz­
ing alloy, or solder.

Another contributing factor to 
the increase was the use o f silver 
as a substitute for copper, nickel 
and zinc to release those metala 
to war production.

Check On Rentals To 
Be Made By W .P .A .

ABILENE, Tex. (C P ) — WPA 
research workers are checking to 
see if rental prices for average 
family dwelling units in West 
Texas have risen any more.

NEW ORLEANS, La. —  High 
-ehool students in Texas will be 
given a opportunity to participate 
in a vital part of the U. S. Navy 
training program by Secretary of 
the Navy Frank Knox.

Under a new plan, 500,000 air­
craft models— 10,000 models each 
o f 50 different types o f fighting 
planes —  will be needed for train­
ing personnel in aircraft recogni­
tion, range estimation in gun­
nery practice and civilian defense 
training. The Navy soon will call 
on Texas students to build at 
least 20.000 o f them.

The United State- Office of  Ed­
ucation. which will administer the 
program, will send letters outlin­
ing the plan to state superintend­
ents within the next few days. 
The first set o f  working drawings 
will be in the hands o f cooperat­
ing schools by Feb. 23.

The models will be made on a 
precise scale o f 1 to 72— one inch 
on the model represents 6 feet on 
the actual airplane. The same pro­
portion holds true as to distance, 
a model seen at 35 feet is identi­
cal with the true airplane seen at 
just under half a mile. Studying 
the models through the standard 
ring sight used on aerial gun 
mount- becomes invaluable train­
ing for the cadet flier, teaching 
him not only type and identifi­
cation, but range. Only three 
dimensional models can serve pro­
perly for all these functions.

After a review o f every model 
submitted, students completing 
stated quantities o f models, will 
receive certificates in recognition 
o f the importance o f the work. 
Approved models will be sent to 
aviation units ashore and afloat.

victims o f Axis aggression.
Mrs, Thomson is a native o f 

New Jersey and spent her girl­
hood in Staffordshire, England. 
She and Captain Thomson were 
married in London in 1923 in St. 
Margarets Westminister, since 
heavily bombed during raids. She 
came to New Orleans in Decern 
ber o f  1940 with Captain Thom­
son when Eighth Naval District 
headquarters were commissioned. 
They have two children, a daugh­
ter, Jean, 17, and a son, Thaddeus 
III, 12, who reside at 1536 Nash­
ville Avenue, New Orleans.
