Blue food stamps in the amount 

of 1 10,'*31.50 were issued during 
February to stamp program par- ‘ 
ticipants in Eastland County, it 
was reported today by P. M. Mil­
ler. Acting Area Supervisor, Sur­
plus Marketing Administration. 
The total of blue stamps issued 
since the beginning of the program 
is $394,079.00.

Orange stamp clients were re­
quired to buy at the local Issuing 
Office amounted to 1X5,'JOS.00, 
bringing the total o f food pur­
chases with food stamps this 
month to $26,834.50.

There were 1292 cases repre­
senting 4755 persons participat­
ing in the program last month ac­
cording to the report.

The benefit of the program to 
farmers as well as participants 
was pointed out by Miller. Blue 
stamp purchases represent food 
markets the farmers would not 
have otherwise had since clients 
are required to purchase each 
month the amount o f  orange 
stamps they would ordinarily

KLAMATH FALLS, Ore. (UP) 

Klamath Falls has organized a 
mounted reserve for national de­
fense.

Approximately 30 are enrolled, 
and their horses are kept at the 
fair grounds for immediate action 
in case o f  call.

Sheriff Lloyd Low is captain of 
th® reserve. Each member o f the 
unit provides his own horse, 
equipment and firearms, and each 
of the men contribute about $10 
a month voluntarily.

ven, a large-scale cattleman op­
erating in Mantague County about 
16 miles from the Jack county 
line. Comanche* were terrorixing 
the country, swooping down on 
isolated ranch houses and run­
ning o f f  horses and kidnaping 
women and children.

It was a cold, raw March day in 
|s74> that the Comanches left 
th>ir hidieuts in the Hig Wichita 
mountains and lode down upon 
the white man's country. They 
raideu the innches and carried o ff 
horse* and women.

The whites organized a pursuit 
party and took up the Indians' 
trail. Arriving at Steven’s ranch 
late at night, they awoke him, 
Allen and others and with Allen's 
brother's dog, followed the Com­
anche trail. They overtook the 
raiders about 11 a. m.

“ The Indians shook their blank­
ets at us as a sign they didn’t 
want a fight,”  Rev. Allen said. 
“ Hut we fired at them. Then 
their chief, a big man, shook his 
shield, twirled it about his head 
until it seemed it would lift him 
right o f f  the ground, and gave 
the signal for attack.

“ We fought from 11 o’ clock 
until sundown,”  he continued. 
"Then Bob Stevens called out to 
check our ammunition. We had 
about a round or so left, but 
about that time the Indians decid­
ed to withdraw, carrying o ff their 
wounded and leaving the others.

“ That was the way Texas was 
settled in those pioneer days," 
Rev. Allen said. "It was settled 
by men who pushed into the fron­
tier. fought Indians, braved all 
the discomforts of pioneer life, 
and had their women fighting by 
their side.”

M ay Be Used Now

MT. MORRIS, N. Y.— An *800 

fund which has been on deposit 
in the pavilion State Bank since 
the last war, when it was collect­
ed for the relief o f soldiers, may 
be put to use in the present con- 

I flict.
Residents who have discussed

methods of disposing of the money 
I for the past two decades now- 
favor contributing the fund to 
the United Service Organization. ,

The money was collected by an 
excited populace in rural Coving­
ton more than 20 year, ago, when 

| word spread that American dough- 
■ boys in France would be compell- 
I ed to pay their own passage home.
1 Quickly *900 was raised and 
I placed in the Pavilion bank, but 
the rumor proved false and there 
was no need for the fund.

Only once since 1919 has the 
money been touched. A few years 
ago *100 was withdrawn and con­
tributed to the Red Cross.

WASHINGTON (UP) —  Short­
age o f transportation facilities in ’ 
many cities is expected to become 
more acute as the war effort gain, 
momentum.

Despite increased loads, the 
War Production Board is unlike­
ly to release strategic materials 
for new equipment. Defense 
Transportation Director Joseph B. 
Eastman warned in suggesting 
steps that might help relieve con­
gestion.

Methods o f making greatest pos­
sible use of facilities, Eastman 
pointed out, are staggering busi­
ness, school and working hours,' 
improving regulation o f street traf 
fic to speed vehicle movement, 
and making more efficient use o f 
private automobiles through doub­
ling up.

Staggering of hours, a step al­
ready taken in government agen­
cies, promises to be one o f the 
most effective methods o f reliev- ' 
ing the problem, he said.

He stressed the importance o f  > 
this program by pointing out that 
in most cities more than 50 per 
cent o f  total volume o f local traf­
fic is carried during morning and 
evening rush hours, leaving 50 
to 76 per cent o f the facilities 
idle during the rest o f the day. '
