DALLAS Correcting erron-
eous reports that have been pub-
lished, Max L. McCullough, re-
gion OPA administrator, said to-
day that local rationing boards
will not be asked to take in or re-
sell tires under any plan by which
the OPA may offer to purchase
consumers’ excess supplies.

“The OPA is studing plans to
offer to buy excess tires in con-
sumers’ -hands, but the details are
not completed as yet,” Mr. McCul-
lough said. “Regardless of what
mechanism is provided for the
purchase of excess tires, the board
will not be requested to take in or
resell ties as part of their func-
tion.”

Local boards, however, proba-
bly will be called upon to ration
any new tires and serviceable
tires that might be collected un-
der contemplated voluntary sale
plan, Mr McCollough said, ad-
ding that this, however, would be
no departure from their ordinary
duties.

However, if other milk must be
used, the supply should be clean
and pure. The water should be
clean, pure and boiled. Any other
articles of food should be fresh
and clean and no unsuitable arti-
cles of food such as cake and

candy should be given,

If a feeding formula is used, it
should be one preseribed by a phy-
sician and it must be prepared
| With extreme attention to cleanli-
ness and kept cold until used. The
baby should be fed at regular in
tervals and should not forced
to eat when he is not hungry. The
baby shoul be kept cool and com-

be

fortable in hot weather, should
not be overclothed and should be
given plenty of clean water to
drink. Any infections which de-
\'"np in the nose, throat, ears or
other organs should receive
prompt attention from a physician

If diarrhea develops, feeding
should be stopped or greatly dim-
inished and an abunance of water
shoul be given. Cathartics should
not be given except on the advice
of a physician. If the diarrhea does
not improve within a short time,
a physician should be called and a

complete examination should be
made,
The three F's, flies, fingers,

and food are the three sources of
danger to the baby. Flies carry
disease germs to the baby and to
its fo6d. Fingers and hands that
are not thoroughly washed before
preparing the baby’s food are like-
ly to be germ carriers also. All
milk and water that is intended
for the baby should be boiled for
five minutes, then carefully cov-
ered and kept in acool place un-
til used.
