Insurance Buard Chairman 
Joe Christie expressed hope 
that evidence will bring a 
reduction for insurance buyers 
in most of Texas' 40 statistical 
rating territories 

This years' hearing was 
conducted against a backdrop 
of new legislation and a price 
freeze which applies to in­
surance as well as the usual 
review of accident frequency, 
claim cost and inflationary 
factors

Laws which must be con­
sidered are comparative 
negligence, repeal of the guest
