SEVEN OCEAN FLEET OF 
AIRCRAFT CARRIERS IS 

UP TO THE PRESIDENT

The A xis M enace In The Eastern Mediterranean

WASHINGTON, I>. C., June 27 
-  Legislation authorizing a “ Sev 
en Ocean Fleet”  and embodying a 
revolutionary change in naval war­
fare in which aircraft carriers will 
replace battleships a* rulers o f the 
sea today awaited President Roose­
velt’* signature.

The senate sped the $8,500,000,- 
000 <Bi fleet expansion bill to the 
W’hilc House after the first secret 
legislative debate in 18 years.

The measure, approved by voice 
vote, superimposes 1,900,000 tons 
o f  warships upon the current two- 
ocean navy program —  itself the 
most ambitious building enterprise 
in history —  to give the United 
States a 5,649,480-ton naval strik­
ing force.

During the session, held behind 
locked doors lest Axis sources learn 
valuable information, members 
were told by Chairman David I. 
Walsh, I)., Mass., o f the naval a f­
fairs committee, that the battleship 
— once the backbone o f the fleet 
v-has been outmoded and is to be 
supplanted by the carrier with its 
covey o f plunes.

Also discussed were statistics on 
progress o f  construction on the old 
"two-ocean" programs authorized 
when France was falling before the 
Nazi onslaught.

Sen. Allen J. Kllender, D., Ia ., a 
committee member who attended 
the session, said the ^formation 
“ showed that amazing progress has 
been made in our effort to build 
and eomplete our two-ocean navy."

The new legislation ignores bat­
tleships of this type. It also pro­
vides for 500,1*00 ton* o f cruisers, 
900,000 tons o f  destroyers and es­
cort vessels und some 800 small pa­
trol craft.

Passage came after senators 
shouted down an attempt by Sen. 
Bennett C. Clark, I*r„ Mo., to end 
further battleship construction.

He contended that to forbid 
further construction merely would 
carry nut the announced intention 
of the navy department which, he 
said, had notified WuljJi that it had 
deferred indefinitely work on the 
lust five battleships authorized by 
congress. He added that construc­
tion would not be undertaken until 
tlie navy consulted with the naval 
affairs committees o f  both houses.

Sen. Ralph O. Brewster, R., Me., 
reveuled last week that the five 
ships were o f  the Montana class, 
designed as 60,000-ton super 
dreadnaughts, the biggest and most 
powerful fighting ships ever plan­
ned. In addition to the Montana 
they were to be called the Ohio, 
Maine, New Hampshire, and Louis­
iana.

Amoig those who shouted down 
Clark’s amendment was Sen. Tom 
Connally, D., Tex., who roared:

“ I'm not going to vote tonight 
to send a message to the Mikado: 
‘Come on over, we’re not going 
to have any battleships to resist 
you’.”

Connally interpreted the navy’s 
statement, which Walsh had given 
the senate in confidence, as not in-

dicating the battleship was an ob­
solete weapon. He said he was par­
ticularly struck by a point made 
by Walsh that “ the time o f the 
battleship is not past, that its util­
ity is still necessary in certain sit­
uations, in contests o f long range 
and o f heavy armaments."

The senate's speed in approving 
the gigantic measure was match­
ed by the senate a^oropriations 
committee in providing funds for 
the army. A subcommittee whipped 
through the $42,820,948,000 IB) 
war supply bill for 194.8 without 
change after only two ddys o f  tes­
timony from high army officials 
and it was indicated the senate will 
pass the bill on Mond&v.

MOSCOW. June 27— Front line 

dispatches today said that a daring 
counter attack and hand-to-hand 
lighting by Soviet Murines had 
blocked a German thrust into the 
Sevastopol defenses and that one 
o f the most violent battles o f the 
war had stemmed “ exhausted”  
Axis troops on a vital sector of 
the Kharkov front.

Heavy fighting was still in pro­
gress on both the Sevastopol and 1 
Kharkov fronts— where enemy) 
gain- had been admitted in recent" 
days— but Russian dispatches to­
day emphasized the intensity of 
the Battles and the stubbornness 
of Red army resistance.

The •‘massive’ ’ Axis attacks east 
o f captured Kupyansk railroad
junction were “ partly successful” 
as the Germans brought up fresh 
men and materials in an effort 
to fan out in the Ukraine.

“ In one of the most violent 
battles of the war. the Red army 
is defying numerically superior 
enemy forces, defending every 
inch o f land and. repulsing syn­
chronized infantry and tank at­
tacks,”  sand a dispatch to the 
government newspaper lzvestia.

“ Our forces ate exhausting the 
Germans by means o f powerful 
counter-attacks."

An Ambitious German thrust 
on the Bryansk sector, southwest 
o f  Moscow, was reported in the 
first communique today, which 
said Soviet forces had repulsed 
three battalions of enemy infan­
try (9,000 men) and killed 300.

Northwest o f Moscow, on the 
Kalinin front, Soviet guardsmen 
killed up to 400 Germans and des­
troyed five tanks, besides other 
war material. More than 200 Ger­
mans were killed in two day's 
fighting on the Leningrad front.

A new threat has been added in the eastern Mcditer-ianean where a quarter million German parachutists 
are reporteil poised in Crete for attack on Suez or Syria.

Cafes Will Get A 
• Larger Ration Of 

Sugar In Future
DALLAS, June 27— Instruc­

tions have been sent to local war 
price aid rationing boards au­
thorizing increases in sugar al­
lotments to restaurants, hotels, 
boarding houses and other institu­
tional users in proportion to an 
increase in the number o f meals 
they are serving, Max L. McCul­
lough, region OPA administrator, 
announced today.

This relief plan is expected to 
| j be particularly advantageous to 

institutional users o f  sugar in 
areas where war industry has 
brought an increase in the service 
o f  meals.

Present regulations permit In­
stitutional users to obtain 50 per 
cent of the amount o f the sugar 
they used each month last year, 
for meal serving purposes, o f 50 
per cent of the sugar used during 
each month the establishment was 
in business between January, 19- 
41, and April 28, 1942. if the 
establihment did not use sugar in 
each month of 1941, or the addi­
tional alternative o f  50 per cent 
of the amount o f sugar they 
used in the month o f March.

The prospect for a second 
front against against the Axis 
mounted today when the United 
States snd Great Rritian moved 
to relieve attacks on Russia and 
China and to offset the enemy’s 
gnins in the battle for Egypt.

“ The coming operation will di­
vert the Germans strength from 
the attack on Russia,”  President 
Roosevelt and Prime Minister 
Churchill said in a joint state­
ment reporting that the “ over-all 
picture is more favorable to vic­
tory than is was either in Aug­
ust or December of last year.”

No specific mention was made 
o f u second front in Europe but 
London disclosed that American 
Air Corps personnel had been ar­
riving in the British isles, pre­
sumably to take part later in at­
tacks on German war centers. *

The Roosevelt-Churchill state­
ment emphasized that a tremen­
dous task lies ahead of the Uni­
ted nations but said that the pic­
ture on the whole was optimistic 
regarding production and that 
joint action was being undertaken 
to reduce the menace o f Nazi 
u-boats in the Atlantic.

Detailed discussions were held 
in regards to methods against Ja­
pan, and for  the relief o f  China.

In North Africa the enemy des­
ert army o f Gen Rommel has 
pushed to with 11 to 15 miles of 
the main British base at Matruh, 
where minor engagements were 
reported as contact was made be­
tween mechanized units.

In Russia some of the most 
violent fighting of the war was 
reported on the Kharkov Front, 
where the Red Army had been 
pushed back on several sectors, 
late Moscow dispatches, however, 
said Soviet counter attacks ap­
peared to have stemmed the Axis 
advance in the Ukraine.

Wheat Estimate
Increased Slightly

WASHINGTON, June 27, (UP) 
— A special agricultural survey 
of winter wheat conditions in 15 
important producing states indi­
cates a production o f 661, 962,- 
000 bushels, compared with 553,- 
497,000 bushels estimated June 1 
for those states.

Growing condition* for spring 
wheat in nine states surveyed on 
June 15 indicated that production 
will total 224,220,000 bushels 
compared with 215,045,000 bush­
els estimated on June 1.

The department said the mid­
month report showed that rains 
soon after June 1 off-set the de­
terioration that was beginning | 
as a result of dryness in Kansas. 
Colorado, Oklahoma and Texas.

WASHINGTON, D. C.. June 27
__War production board officials
disclosed today that An;erican arms 
production now ha* reached an 
over-all total two and one half 
time* that attained before Pearl 
Harbor.

Comparison ul output a little 
more than six months ago with 
May production figures disclosed 
by President Roosevelt, they suiJ, 
make it clear why last month’s 
statistics ‘ ‘are definitely going to 
give the Axis just the opposite of 
‘aid and comfort’ .”

Those were the word* Mr. Roose­
velt used in announcing production 
figure* for May— “ nearly" 4.000 
planes, 1.500 tanks, 2,000 artillery 
and anti-tank guns and 100,000 
machine and sub-machine guns 
to show that the nation now is I 
“ well on its way toward achieving 
the rate o f production which will 
bring us to our goals."

Goals for this year are 60,0(*0 
planes— an average o f 5,000 a 
month— 45,000 tanks, 20,000 anti­
aircraft guns and 8,000,000 dead­
weight tons of shipping.

Here is a partial comparison of 
the President’s figures with those 
published before Pearl Harfor:

May Pre-Dec. 7
P lanes....... 4,000 1,947
Tanks . . . .  1,500 "Several
Guns . . . 100,000 1,700

Mr. Roosevelt did not reveal the 
rate o f shipbuilding during May 
but William H. Harrison, director 
of WPB's production division, said 
several months ago that it was 
slightly behind schedule at that 
time but might be made up.

WPB officials indicated that the 
5,640 planes produced during the 
seven years from 19.33 to 1940 —  
revealed by the president in a 
"fireside”  chat last year —  will 
just about match the output anti­
cipated during the coming five or 
six weeks.

A year ago, the production of 
tanks was just getting underway 
and several hundred was the limit 
o f the assembly lines. In May, 
1940, there were 1,700 tanks “ on 
hand or on order”  which, officials 
said, is just about the output ex­
pected in the next month or so.

ill mapped plans in London today 
for a critical parliamentary debate 
on war developments that have 
pushed the British back to Matruh 
in Egypt and forced the Russians 
to give ground in hard fighting on 
the Ukraine front.

Churchill, flying home from 
talks with President Roosevelt, 
found the battle fronts little chan­
ged in the last 24 hours, but im­
pending major battles in Egypt 
and Russia possibly supplement­
ed by an Axis paratroop thrust at 
the Middle East —  left no doubt 
o f the grave Allied situation.

Parliamentary leaders discussed 
with the British Prime Minister the 
favorable prospects for crushing 
motions o f  non-confience in the 
conduct of the war in the house of 
commons, but it was acknowledged 
that there was considerable de­
mand for Churchill to relinquish 
the defense ministry and that the 
outcome might depend on weekend 
developments on the Russian and 
Egyptian front.

On the Russian front, dispatches 
reported that powerful German 
offensive operations had forced the 
Soviet armies back on several sec­
tors but that counter-blows 
stemmed the enemy advance

WASHINGTON, D. C., June 27 

— The prospect of any increase in 
the present sugar ration appeared 
dim today as price administration 
officials pointed out that any de­
cision on rationing will be influ­
enced by shipping forecasts for the 
next six months

A stepped-up war effort— pos­
sibly including a second front —  
woulg divert shipping from the 
Caribbeah and practically close 
down sugar shipments from Puerto 
Rico and Cuba, they said.

While imports during April and 
May were beyond expectations, 
OPA officials said that any esti­
mates on future imports were sheer 
speculation. Information now being 
compiled by the OPA will give a 
reliable estimate o f  sugar con- 
sumpton under the rationing pro­
gram, but no matter how accurate­
ly the nation's sugar consumption 
is gauged, OPA officials empha­
sized that the available supply al­
ways is in a state o f flux.

Until th’at ' 
has been accomplished, nothing else can matter The sec­
ond is to obtain from Great Rritain and the United States 
some guaranty that, when the war has been won, China 
will be treated as an equal.

•There is nothing theoretical or abstract about this sec­
ond goal. China isn't social climbing at our expense. She 
is only asking that we make good on some of the nice things 
we are saying about democracy and about the rights of all 
peoples to make their own governmental mistakes in their 
own wavs.

Specifincally, China wants to know what we are 
to do about extraterritoriality and exclusion.
