All availabe estimates indiacte 
that labor requirements o f th'1 
war-vital automotive industry arc- 
tar abuve labor supply. Ernest 
Kauzler, regional WPB chief, said
660.000 workers now are employ­
ed in the Detroit aiea manufac­
turing plants. Among them arc-
70.000 women.
Register All Women Over 18

By September, according to 
Kauzler. employment should reach 
080.000. He estimates Detroit 
eventually will require 740,000 
workers fur peak urnis produc­
tion

One of the first »*c-ps to cush­
ion the impending shortage of 
male workers will be u registra­
tion o f all women over 18, re­
gardless of whether they now' art- 
employed, during the week of 
Aug. 10. It ia the first survey uf 
its kind ever attempted in a inaj- 
of war production area and doubt­
less will serve as a guide in other 
ureas where the labor supply prob­
lem may become acute.

Sponsored by the WPB and the 
federal employment service, the 
registration will cover approxi­
mately 650,000 women in the De 
troit urea—-Wayne, Oukland, Mr - 
comb and Washtenaw counties. 
Mail carriers will deliver the reg­
istration records to homes and 
apartments. #
Thousand* Now Learning

The cards ask each registrant 
if she is available for war work, 
either full or part time; the types 
o f work the prefers; and whether, 
if she is a mother, she will ac­
cept work if nursery school care 
ir provided for her children. .

Lack o f training or experience 
the instructions explain, is no 
serious barrier to obtaining war 
work. Thousands of Detroit wo­
men already arc- being trained in 
classes sponsored by the board of 
educatiqn.

The registration of women 
should provide an ample reservior 
tha* can be utilized when all av­
ailable hianpower has been ex­
hausted. There are now approxi­
mately 10 men for every yeoman 
employed In Iketroit urea manu­
facturing plants, but this ratio 
is expected to rise sharply with­
in the next few months.

The 1942 edition of Accident 
Pacts, the National Safety Coun­
cil's accident statistics yearbook, 
reports:

"Every type o f motor vehicle ac­
cident, except collisions with street 
curs, showed a higher fatality to­
tal in 1941 than in 1940.

“ The bulk o f  the total increase 
came in collisions between motor 
vehicles, which were up 24 per 
cent; collisions with bicycles up 20 
per cent; collisions with fixed ob­
jects, up 2.'1 per cent, and non- 
collision accidents up 21 per cent."

And on the subject o f grade 
crossings Accident Facts says:

"Deaths from motor vehicle- 
train collisions at grade crossings 
numbered 1,834 in 1941. This was 
even fewer than occurred in 1928, 
when motor vehicle travel was only 
a fraction of its present volume 
and when far fewer trains were 
operating than in the-preparation- 
for-defense-period of 1941.

Some will send representatives 
here to study it, Pickett said.

Pickett added that Joseph B. 
Eastman, national director of the 
Office of Defense Transportation, 
is interested in making the Hous­
ton plan a national one

Key points in the plan, accord­
ing to Thomas E. Willier, city 
traffic ehgineer, was the organiza­
tion that took place before ;t 
went into effect. Seventy women 
volunteers from the Office of 
Civilian Defense aided the paid 
workers iri enlisting business 
firm's co-operation.

Under the plan, retail stores 
open and close one-half hour lat­
er, as do insurance and law o f ­
fices. Oil companies, which em­
ploy a large percentage of Hous­
ton’s downtown workers, open and 
close one-half hour earlier. All 
opened at 8 n. m. and closed at 
6 p. m.

Under the new system, essen- 
tial workers such as those going 
to war plants always can find 
scats on city busses at 8 a. m.

Elevators in buildings, sidewalk 
traffic and eating establishments 
also have benefited, particularly 
during the noon hour, by the 
spre ading-out o f business hours.

On Thursdays, many retail es• ] 
tablishmonts, such a department 
stores, are opening at noon and 
closing at 9 p. m. to accomodate; 
worker*, particularly those in 
shipbuilding and other war indus­
tries, who are unable to make ] 
their purchases during ordinary 
business hours

He urged 
farm groups not to wait untN too 
late ta obtain their pickers as no 
more will be made available after 
the original allotment is exhaust­
ed.

Vance pointed out that peanut 
goals for next, year probably will 
be much larger than they were 
for this year when the Texas acre­
age was tripled.

"W e can't aflord to let any of 
the pickers allocated to Texas get 
away from us," he declared, “ as 
well no doubt need them badly 
In the years to come.”

The pickers are being shipped 
to dealers by the Southwestern 
Peanut Growers’ Association. 
County USDA War Boards have 
complete information about the 
availability of the equipment.

CHICAGO —  Manufacturers 

building military aircraft for the
destruction o f enemy lives and 
piuperty wen partcuiarly e ffec­
tive in protecting from accidental 
death or injury the workers who 
built the death-dealing machines.

Of 31 industries studied, the 
aeronautics industry was among 
the top five for 1941 in terms of 
both accident frequency and sev­
erity, according to the 1942 edi­
tion of Accident Facta, the Na­
tional Safety Council's arm Jo! 
statistical year book.

Workers in the aeronautic- in­
dustry suffered only 7.40 disabling 
injuries per l.OOO.OOu man-rours. 
aa compared with an average if 
15.39 for all 31 industries.

The severity o f accidents, in the 
aeronautics industry was .39 days 
lost per 1,000 man-hours, compar­
ed with an average o f 1.83 for ail 
31 industries. Only the tobacco 
industry, with a severity rate of 
.20, had a better record in this 
respect than the aircraft and inr- 
craft parts builders. Tobacco, ce­
ment, steel and gla.-s, in that order 
hud better frequency rates than 
the aeronautics industry.

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H om e Fires
The eastern states— the same 17 plus the District of Co­

lumbia which have been experimenting with gasoline ra­
tioning— are looking forward to a cold winter.

Just as it has been found impossible to supply their mot­
orists with automobile fuel, because of transportation diffi­
culties, so it is going to be impossible to provide sufficient 
fuel for their oil burners.

There is no "wolf, wolf”  in the warnings that are being 
broadcast. If there were, the nation’s largest petroleum 
company would not have substituted coal equipment in 
place of oil burning

Unfortunately, changes have been coming thick and 
fast, interspersed with just enough false alarms so that the ’ 
eastern public is a bit apathetic. There is a general and 
dangerous tendency for the home owner to let the matter 
o f next winter’s fuel drift, in hope that, rather than see the I 
public suffer, government will find some rabbit to pull out i 
of the hat.

During January and February, in the eastern area, ordi­
narily 1.130.000 barrels a day of fuel oil are burned. The 
best that is forecast for the coming winter is 791.000 bar­
rels a day. Obviously this leaves a shortage of about 340,- j 
000 barrels a day, or approximately one-third of the nor­
mal usage.

Much fuel oil is used industrially. So the reduction to 
householders may exceed one-third of what they have been 
using.

This has been reiterated time after time, and still house­
holders neglect to do anything in preparation.

Some 400.000 of them have furnaces originally built for 
coal but converted to oil. About all these would need to 
do is have the oil burners removed and grates installed.

The government is going out of its way to permit the 
manufacture of grates for this purpose, from metal needed 
elsewhere. The Federal Reserve Board has made an ex­
ception liberalizing credit restrictions, to help household­
ers fnance the conversion from oil to coal and also to cover 
the cost of weather-stripping, insulation and other fuel­
saving devices.

That, probably, is about all the government can do. 
Uncle Sam can hardly be expected to provide the conver­
sion free, or to send his workmen to do the job.
