Plans for Armed Forces Day 

Saturday, May 15, are almost com­
pleted with Mineral Wells and 
adjoining communities unit ing to 
participate in a huge parade on 
Armed Forces Day to  be followed 
by Open House a t  Wolters Air 
Force Base.

Principal emphasis in local com­
munity observance of Armed 
Force Day this year has been 
placed upon “ open house” a t  Wol- 
ters Air Force Base.

Designed to  give the residents 
of its neighboring communities a 
better  u n d em an d in g  of the per­
sonnel, equipment and operational 
activities of the A vla ton  Engineer 
Force, the Open House program at 
Wolters will feature  a demonstra­
tion of the huge 150-ton r o c k  
crusher in operation, the asphalt 
plant which converts the crushed 
rock in paving material, and a 
static exhibit of the giant earth- 
moving equipment which the Avia­
tion Engineers use in the building 
of airfields.

Charles Van Geem. He was to be 
one of four boys in their family.

When young Charles was three 
years old his parents,  along with 
his grandparents, came west to 
Flastland County in a covered wa­
gon. They had to make their own 
crossing across the Leon River 
with axes and shovels.

His father filed a homestead on 
a hundred and sixty acres of 
school land about a r.ile east of 
Yellow Mound, a familiar land­
mark to people of this part of the 
county. He filed his claim in a log 
house near Merriman that served 
as a courthouse, post office and 
general store.

They built a three room log 
house on the homestead and Char­
les grew up in a country almost 
untouched by the defiling hand of 
man. There were no fences, and 
wild game was everywhere. Deer 
abounded; hundreds of wild tu r ­
keys nested in the big trees of the 
Leon River bottom north of East- 
land, and wild mustangs wintered 
near by to escape the cold wea­
ther of the Northern prairies. One 
spring he found a fawn out in 
the  open.

He took it home and raised it 
to be almost full grown. His fath

A fter  they were married, Char­
les hired out to surrounding ranch­
es, doing anything from breaking 
horses to fixing fences. During 
this time yearlings sold for five 
dollar-, common cows for  eight 
dollars, fat cows for twelve dol­
lars and hundred pound hogs for 
one dollar. , 1

It was not long until this situa­
t io n  was changed by the oil hoom. 
Money became no object: land that 

[was once worth a hundred dollars 
■was then worth a hundred thous­
and dollars.

People arrived in droves: the 
population was tripled practically 
over night.
