$215,000 Bond Election 
Absentee Ends Friday

Absentee balloting in the 
Tuesday. Oct 31, *215 000 tax 
bond election, ends Friday at 
City Hall

At mid week a total of 1.3 
had voted absentee, indicating 
a generally heavy turnout for 
the Tuesday next voting In 
the April - last Commission 
election. 501 voted, but it is 
unknown w hat the total number 
of registered voters is at this 
time

The election was called by 
the Commission at the urging of 
a group asking that bonds be 
sold to build the *215.000 library 
- center Total co6t including 
interest and fees will exceed 
*340.000 If approved, the in­
debtedness would be retired 
over a 16 year period through 
the increase of tax valuations 
by 30 percent The City 
presently charges *2 50 rate 
i maximum i but has a low 25 
percent tax valuation This 25 
percent would be increased by 
30 percent to raise the 
necessary additional funds for 
the bond This hike would 
amount to approximately *20 
on every *10.000 worth of 
property valuation.

Proponents for the un­
dertaking have stated that the 
center would be maintained, 
i utilities, janitorial services, 
etc ) through rentals of the 
facilities, indicating that each 
and every club, organization 
and • or function which used 
the center would have to pay a 
certain fee for that use The 
library of course would be open 
to the public, operated by the 
Thursday Afternoon Club 
which charges rentals for 
circulation and receives Si.000 
yearly from the city in 
operation of the library

The Tuesday election will be 
at the City Hall on S Seaman 
St., and voting will be from 8 
a m  to 7 p m (not 7 a m  as 
stated on a brochure being 
circulated ) Mrs Marcus 
O'Dell will be election judge 
assisted by Milton Underwood

Two voting boxes will be

maintained one for registered 
voters who live within the city 
limits who have property on the 
city tax rolls, and another box 
for registered voters who live 
w ithin (he city limits w ho do not 
have property on the city tax 
rolls In order to pass, the 
matter must first carry in the 
box for taxpayers and the sum 
of the two boxes must carry 
Therefore, the non - tax box 
cannot alone "p a s s ”  the 
measure, but conceivably could 
keep the proposition from 
passing

The previous high year was 
1968 when the average yield 
was 1474 pounds per acre 
David Martin. ASCS Director 
says early reports indicate that 
vields will hr above the 1968 
average yield

The Gorman pranut com 
pan\ reports that yields are 15 
lo 20 percent lietter than last 
year The average yield last 
year was ira>2 ixxinds |>er acre 
There will be about IS.nmi a ires 
of peanuts harvested in 
Eastland County according lo 
the ASCS figures

Ross Wilson. Manager of the 
Southwestern I’eanul Growers 
Assn said Ihe slate wide 
lieanul crop will lie the liest 
ever Most local buy mg stations 
report better than average 
grades which means the quality 
is improved

The Pioneer Farm ers 
Cooperative says grades are 
running from 65 to 78. but 
mostly between 70 and 75. 
There are considered very good 
grade Gordon said

Peanut harvest for the State 
has reached 75 percent com ­
pletion com pared with 47 
percent a year ago at this time 
Yield prospects are excellent 
and digging has been helped by 
recent rains that have loosened 
some light soils the county 
agent said

Everyone agrees that dry- 
weather is needed until the 
completion of harvest Con­
tinued wet weather for the next 
two or three weeks would 
damage the 20 to 25 percent of 
the crop still in the fields

Gordon emphasized that a *6 
million peanut crop would 
greatly effect the over all 
economy of Eastland County- 
Most of this money is spent in 
the county buying machinery, 
seed, fertilizer and chemicals 
There has been such a demand 
for tractors this year that many 
dealers are six to eight months 
behind in deliveries While 
yields and prices received for 
peanuts have been going up the 
profit margins have been going 
down The agent said producers 
have had to become more ef­
ficient and increase production 
to pay for the added cost of 
production

No such notice was filed with 
the Eastland County Clerk's 
office prior to the called session 
of the Eastland City Com­
mission when it met in called 
session October 9. 1972 The 
County Clerk's records also do 
not reflect that a notice was 
filed prior to any of the special 
sessions which preceded the 
Oct 9 session
