In its original form, file prisoner" 
was in Spain: in more recent 
years, he is in Mexico but the

where th«a box is hidden.
With his last money, he has paid

“ So say nothing to anyone but 
come alone and at once. Time is 
of the essence.”  The letter is 
written in hold handwriting and 
the English is excellent although 
the phrases are in courtly Spanish 
•iicli as one would expect from a 
well educated Mexican.

If the American follows the 
plan, he is met by a lovdty senor- 
ita who conducts him to t w o  
friends. The procedure varies but 
he is asked to show tlie money; he 
is then asked to wrap it in plain 
brown paper and tie it with red 
string, which they provide. Soon, j 
they make an appointment to meet t 
him at a little cafe for break- . 
fast next day and from there they 
will proceed to the town where the ! 
prisoner is held.

Next morning, the American is 
at the little cafe but his new 
friends are not there. He waits 
half the morning still they do not 
appear, lie returns to his hotel 
room, locks the door and opens 
the package. It contains pieces of 
newspaper. An already-prepared 
parkage had been substituted for 
the one with the money.

That, in brief, is the Spanish 
prisoner story.

If you receive such a letter, it 
is suggested that you keep it as 
a souvenir but that you also keep 
yor $5,000 even though this will j 
mean that you do not get to meet 
the beautiful senorita.

A third type of benefit pay­
able under the Social Security 
prrgram is a disability payment. 
This is payable to a disabled wor- 
1 er beginning at age 60, or to a 
child receiving retirement , pay 
under Social Security, or who 
died fully insured provided the 
s in c e  before age 18. The child 
child is disabled and has bee.i 
must he dependent on the worker 
at the time he becomes eligible 
oi at the time of the worker's 
death.

The law also provides that a 
worker may “ freeze" his Social 
Security at the time he becomes 
disabled. This protects any fut 
ere benefit rights that a worker 
may have so it is very importan* 
that any disabled worker establisii 
his disability now with the Social 
Security regardless of the age at 
v. hirh he became disabled.

In order to be eligible for the 
“ freeze’ ’ payments, a person must 
be so severely disabled that he 13 
unable to engage in any substant­
ial gainful activity. This applies 
t-i the childhood disability eases 
as well as the disabled worker.

four-mile section of road.
Many of us would like to visit 

Lake Leon more often and spent 
more money in this area i f  the 
above mentioned road was pav­
ed and the hazards eliminated for 
transporting boats to and from 
the Lake. The road is rough and 
dusty and disagreeable to travel 
in dry weather, and almost impas­
sable in wet weather.

Also, there are 60 or 70 farm 
families who live South o f the 
lake who would be greatly bene­
fited by being able to get their 
pr >ducts to market and their fam­
ilies to hospitals for medical care. 
The road is also a route for school 
buses and rural mail delivery.

At the present time there are 
aVat-t 75 privately-owned cabins 
around the shoreline, in addition 
to four commercial lodges and 
boat docks.
