North Texas Federal O rder in- 
creasisl 26 percent from 1952 to 
1957.

Till tatement i made in a led 
letin ju s t released by the Texas 
A gricultural Experiment Station 
entitled "Trends in Sales of Milk 
in North Texas.”

Whole fluid milk sales account­
ed fo r most of this increase, states 
the bulletin. Sales of homogenized 
milk increased from 441,311 
quarts per day in 1952 to 691,670 
q u arts  in 1957, while regular milk 
sales decreased from 109,924 to 
12,370 quarts per day during this 
period. This indicates th r growing 
acceptability of homogenized milk 
and the decreasing importance in 
consum ers' minds of a “cream 
line” appearing at the top. of a 
bottle of milk.

On a quart-equivalent basis, 
daily sales of flavored milk and 
drink increased from 14,476 to 
30,922 ami skim and fortified- j 
skim increased from 4,988 to 12,- 
563. Half and half increased from | 
6,289 to 11,604, coffee cream d e­
creased from 5,431 to 2,478 and 
whipping cream increased from 2,- 
440 to 3,026 quarts per day.

The sales Jrem l is toward larg ­
e r  containers and more sales at 
whole-ale and in paper containers.

Total sales of Class I products 
generally are higher during the 
fall and winter. Termination of

the school lunch program and sub- 
-titution of iced tea and other cold 
soft drinks fo r milk during the 
summer accounts partly fo r this 
seasonal pattern.

VA Benefits 
Can be Reduced

An estim ated 2l»0,mi0 service 
men who have L i insurance pol 
i.-ies under in-service w aiver o! 
prem ium paym ents might in the 
event of death—  cause their suiv 
Ivors to  receive reduced b en efit- 
paym ents, says Edw ard F. Onstot, 
i.m eager of tile VA regional office 
in Dallas.

On tlie otner hand, lie adds, in
nit* case* an  in-jervire  waiver 

noirlit increase the VA benefits 
survivors would receive.

Onstot says the generally higher 
death payments authorized last 
j ea r by the Survivor Benefits 
Act do not apply to the survivors 
of those who die while their t i l  
insurance policies are  under in 
sei \ ice w aiver of premium pay­
ments.

However, such survivors may 
lie eligible for the old and gener 
,i’*y lesser am ounts of death com­
pensation payments.

■'Generally higher” o r ‘‘gener 
ally lesser" do not mean ''alw ays," 
he cautions.

Several factors determ ine which 
is the g rea ter benefit, he says. 
These include the servicem an’s 
num ber and kind of dependents, 
and his basic monthly pay.

Not affected  by an in-service 
w aiver is the payment of the (il 
policy proceeds to  the designated 
beneficiary or beneficiaries, he 
points out.

Servicemen whose policies are 
stid under in-service waiver should 
determ ine w hether— in event of 
death the w aiver’s existence 
v  a Id be in the best in terests of 
their survivors. Tf not. they should 
c - ’icel the waiver amt resume full 
paym ent of premiums, Onstot ad­
vises.

This 
is a su ggested  ed ito r ia l.)

W hat if a  d isaster wiped out 
e 'e r y  man, w oman and child in, 
«ay, a  half dozen small Texas cit­
ies? Places such as Brady, Cisco, 
Quanah, Eastland, Alvin o r Han­
ger.

Indeed, the en tire  state would 
be profoundly shocked.

Yet a total of 5,575 aceidental 
deaths occurred during 1957, in 
Texas, according to  the Texas 
Safety Association. Seventy-five 
n. -re than the population of any 
of the above named cities o f 5500 
people.

Further, Texas accidents fo r the 
same period injured 6,113,045 
j e-sons. A num ber th a t is compa­
rable to  the present to tal estim at­
ed populations o f Dallas and Gal-

ve-ton on combined, with 4,045 
to spare.

Each year the accident-disaster 
s'.rikes Texans. And each year we 
su ffe r an economic loss in excess 
of $440-million, o r about $49 fo r 
each child and adult in the entire 
slate.

W hat can be done about these 
t'T gic losses? Of course numerou- 
efficient and dedicated organiza- 
t ’aiis, both state and public, have 
been working on the problem for 
y«urs. They have done an out- 
hand ing  job of holding the line—  
even in making gains in the many 
fields of accident prevention. But 
the real answer can’t  rest with 
OTHERS.

I f  there is any panacea fo r our 
accident problems, it is the one 
g'ven to us 2,000 years ago—the 
Gulden Rule. The application of 
thi« simple guide for our behavior 
may appear futile, but it is the 
answ er. Individuals cause the ac­
cidents and only individuals can 
stop them.
