Rotarians Told of 
Atomic Energy Work

Eastland Rotarians were told 
Monday that if the w oA  of tile 
Tdxas Atomic Energy Research 
Foundation is successful ” . . .  we 
will have an almost unlimited sup­
ply of fuel, enough to meet our 
energy requirement* for thousands 
of years into tlfe future.”

Making the prediction was How­
ard R. Drew, of Fort Worth, ex­
ecutive vice president of the 
TAERF, a foundation supported 
by 11 privately-owned Texas uti­
lity companies, including Texas 
Electric Service Co.

Drew was introduced by Frank 
Sayre, Tdxas Electric Co. district 
manager.

“ During the early post-war 
years, we were deluged with fan­
ciful stories about how the atom 
would overnight revolutionize our 
way of living and he the instru­
ment for providing undeveloped 
countries a standard of living equal 
to ours,”  Drew said.

Pointing out that disillusion­
ment soon followed, he said sound 
work began.

“ There is now no doubt that the 
power of the atom cun be used to 
generate electric power,”  t h e  
speaker said.

Drew reminded Rotarians that 
fossil fuels —  coal, oil and gas—  
are definitely limited. Hut he said 
Texas has more fossil fuels in 
reserve than any other area, thus 
predicted that the Southwest will 
be one of the Hast areas to use 
atomic power to generate electri­
city.

So far, he derlared, the econom­
ics of atomic power generation has

been far too high. Plant costs are 
being brought down, but atomic 
plants still cost from two to three 
times us much as plants burning 
conventional fuels.

Drew said the day will come, 
[however, when the present fuel 
• supply becomes inadequate for 
the area’s needs. For that reason 
the Texas companies have joined 
to sponsor research. The Founda­
tion has signed a 10 million dol­
lar, four-year contract with the 
General Atomic Division of Gener­
al Dynamics Corp. to do research 
with the objection of controlling 
the fusion reaction.

In conclusion, Drew told his 
listeners that Russia also recog­
nizes the importance of such a 
program, and recently announced 
that their plans for future research 
projects placed COIl%ol of the 
fusion reaction ut the top of the 
priority list even ahead of space 
exploration.
