Almost all beneficiaries of 
monthly payments under the Soc­
ial Security Act will find that 19- 
55 starts a more liberal work de­
duction provision than was form­
erly possible. However, benefic­
iaries now receiving payment be­
cause their current employment 
or self-employment la not covered 
by the Social Security A c t  are 
cautioned to read the following 
paragraph very carefully.

The new law increases the a- 
moilf'. of covered earnings a bene­
ficiary is entitled to have and still 
receive his monthly benefit check. 
The provision in the old law which 
restricted such earnings to $75 a 
month in covered employment and 
to $9n0 a year from self-employ­
ment has been changed. Discrimi­
nation against the wage earner as 
compared to the self-employed has 
been removed and all retired per­
sons will have the earnings exemp­
tion on an annual basis. All bene­
ficiaries u n d e r  72 years of age 
may then have earnings up to $1. 
2fin in a year without loss o f any 
benefits. This applies to all earn­
ing* o f any kind, whether cover­
ed by social security or not. Only 
one month’s benefit will be de­
ducted for e a c h  additional $80 
earned. Benefits are payable re­
gardless of annual earnings for 
any month in which the benefic­
iary neither has wages of over $80 
nor engages i n substantial self- 
employment. After reaching age 
72, the beneficiary may earn any 
amount and still receive benefits, 
beginning in 1955.

The victory march began dur­

ing the 1938-34 season and con­
tinued until mid-way of the 1937- 
38 season.

Ironically the last college to 
beat Wisdom’s team before the 
streak started and to hand them 
their first set bark after 86 wins 
was San Angelo College.

The Rams defeated the Plow- 
boys in the la«t game o f the 1932- 
33 season, 41-39, and then turned 
the trick in January, 1938, 27-26.

"This always brought laughs” .
Possibly one o f the most 

memorable games in Wisdom’s 
mind was the time Texa- Wesleyan 
College phoned and wanted to 
schedule a game.

“ I didn’t much want to play 
them because we had a hard game 
the next night with Arlington 
(then called NT AC), hut 1 couldn’t 
let them think we were scared.

“ Well, TWC came, and they 
brough nearly all the newspaper­
men a n d  photographers in Fort 
Worth.

“ I think some of the newspapers 
already had their headlines set, 
‘TWC Ends Ployhoy Winning 
Streak.’ That was foolish for in 
the first eight minutes we had rol­
led up a 23-8 score.”
