“I really should .say that we
have many problems with our
schools which we lump together as
the problem of the public schools,
In my opinion, we. shall find no
$olution of these problems until we
frankly and honestly face the thing
which causes them. They are caus-
ed by the fact that the schools are
a" government monopoly; and the
only fields in which government
monopolies can work better than
private, competilive enterprise ov-
er an indefinite period of time are
police forces, courts of law and
armed forces for defense. In all
other fields, the government mo-
noplies which may seem good and
desirable at their beginning events
uvally grow im0 wasteful, ineffi-
cient, ineffective, expensive and
oppressive ‘burdens, not only for
the people served by them, but for
the people who serve in them. Mo-
nopolies are by their nature prone
to make mistakes at the expense
of their customers and, employees,
as there is no force of competi-
tion to make them correct their
mistakes and seek to avoid them.
Private monopolies, which are al-
most always due to some form of
government interference with com-
petition, cant be regulated by some
extent by governments to protect
their customers and employees
from this tendency. There is no
one to protect the customers and
employees of a government mono-
poly. Only free competition can in
the long run insure workers the
wages they deserve and only free
customer choice can insure the
best goods and services for the
customers at the best prices and
with the most rapid comstant im-
provement in_quality and price.
These things are just as rue in
the case of schools as they are
in the cases of medical service,
legal service or the distribution of
groceries.
