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Is mystery bug from  long-dead 
tvorld or just a tadpole shrimp?]

Matthew Ammerman. 13, of Pampa and his friend. Ricky 
Ryan, 12, of Las Vegas. Nevada, believe they have found an 
ancient and rare water creature called an apus in Red Deer 
Creek

But the head of the biology department at West Texas 
State University thinks it is a common tadpole shrimp And 
now we'll have to wait to find out for sure, because Ricky 
took it home to Las Vegas Thursday

The discovery was made while the boys were fishing for 
g i l í e s  and tadpoles Tuesday morning While at their 
“ fishing hole" under the suspension bridge which crosses 
Red Deer Creek near Kentucky Ave in Pampa, they saw 
“ this thing wriggling around "

Matthew said he was afraid to pick it up. but Ricky, 
thinking it was a tadpole, "just scooped it up in his hand and 
put it in a little jar "

As soon as he had it in his hand, the boys realized it wasn't 
a tadpole. "It sorta looked like a horseshoe crab at first." 
Ricky said

The boys took the animal home and started looking in the 
encyclopedia to identifiy it. They didn't find anything that 
looked like their specimen when they looked under

Matthew and Ricky with their “ bug.”

"horseshoe crab and tadpole' , so they waited until 
Matthew's dad (J B Walken came home tllht night.

“ We started with the As and found it right o ff," Matthew 
said Judging from the description and pictures in Funk and 
Wagnalls Wildlife Encyclopedia, they identlHed the tiny 
creature as a Triopt | Apus) caacrifarmis. commonly known 
as an apus

About 9 30 that night they called M B Smith, a biology 
teacher at the high school, to ask him about it. Smith said he 
went to the Walker home to see the boys' "find".

" I  had never seen one before, except in pictures ”  Smith 
said The tiny animal had died by the time Smith reached 
Walker's home, so he gave them some formaldehyde to 
preserve it “ It is an unusualfind really something to s e e "  
he said. Smith said to his knowledge the apus is rarely found 
in the United States

Dr Horace Bailey, head of the biology department at West 
Texas State University in Canyon, said in a phone interview, 
that he believes the animal to be a "tadpole shrimp, also 
called an apus He said the tiny animals are commonly 
found in temporary pools of water where there are no other 
predators

Bethel Walker. Matthew's mother, said the Ryan family 
took one of the animals home to Las Vegas where they will 
have it examined by a biologist there for formal 
identification The Ryans left Thursday morning, so it will be 
at least Monday before any official word is received.

Cattle quarantine could hurt the Panhandle

Cattlemen in Gray County are worried about the effect a 
proposed quarantine on Texas cattle would have on the 
cattle industry, but feel the heaviest pressure would be on 
cattle ranchers in the southern parts of the state

Montana has already banned Texas cattle from their 
borders, and several other states as well as the federal 
government, are considering banning Texas cattle due to the 
presence of brucellosis here

Brucellosis, commonly called “ Bangs." is a disease which 
can cause cows to abort, and can also spread undulant fever 
to humans on occasion

Tommy Bowers of Bowers Enterprises said, f think the

state should take care of the cattle problem, not the federal 
government

"The embargo in Montana is unecessary. the boycott 
against Texas cattle will hurt the cattlemen in Texas" said 
Bowers

Rex McAnnelly of the Moody Farms Feed Lot said. "1 
don't think the quarantine will affect us. Hell, if it wasn't for 
Texas cattle, those guys in Montana would hardly have any 
cattle

According to McAnnelly. If the quaratine hurts anyone it'll 
be the cattlemen in South Texas, and the boycott will affect 
the registered breeder

"The Texas legislators should have let the cattlemen vote 
it out. and as far as I know, the c attle in Gray County are 
pretty clean." said McAnnelly

Jim Campbell a local rancher, said. "The federal 
goverment ban will hurt the southeastern cattle breeders' 
stock, but will not severely hurt the Gray County 
cattlemen"

Dr .John Galbreaith of the Texas Department of Health. 
Region I. explained how the disease affects humans 

People can contract undulant fever from animals infected 
with brucellosis The disease is transmitted through 
handling the cow's blood, urine, afterbirth and vaginal 
discharge It is very common to contract the disease by 
drinking raw milk, and by working in the packing olants 

The symptoms of undulant fever caused oy bovine

brucellosis are headaches, sweating, chills, aches in joints, 
and depression

ay cause flare-ups and on 
Dr Galbreaith also said.

The disease is irregular and ma; 
occasion swelling in the testicles 
"The disease can cause inflammation of the bone structure 
on occasion "

While catching undulant fever is a rarity, there is a 
two-percent fatality rate with those who do

Treatment for the undulant fever include the uses of 
Tetracycline and Streptomycin and an incubation period for 
5-30 days explained Dr Galbreaith

Brucellosis can also be contracted from swine, sheep, 
buffalos, goats, wolves, coyotes, and sometimes dogs and 
horses

The disease poses little threat to humans

Tornado rips Meredith, 
killing woman in trailer

A solid line of severe thunderstorms 
15 to 20 miles wide pounded Pampa and 
the Panhandle this morning, and 
spawiwd a "freaky" tornado that killed 
a 38 year - old resident of Lake 
Meredith Harbor

Paula George, who was seven months 
pregnant, died when a tornado ripped 
through her mobile home on the shores 
of Lake Meredith Her mother. Sally 
Howell. 73. of Dimmitl. was treated for 
multiple cuts and bruises at North 
Plains Hospital in Borger and released 

The funnel also touched down in 
Sanford and destroyed a mobile home 
and several storage sheds there No 
injuries were reported at Sanford 

The heaviest band of thunderstorms, 
which began belting the Panhandle late 
Thursday, stretched In a line from near 
Claude, north to Perryton The storm 
produced the tornado, lightning, hail 
and very heavy rains into the early 
hours this morning

Amarillo National Weather Service 
spokesman J C Wells said the storm 
that produced the heavy rain and 
destruction formed rapidly late 
Thursday The 20 mile - wide "solid 
band" of thunderstorms dumped more 
than three inches of rain in several 
places in just hours. Wells said 

Fritch fireman - paramedic Ken 
Curtis said the tornado passed over 
Fritch shortly before midnight and 
slammed into the unincorporated 
trailer park about a mile northwest of 
town

The emergency volunteer said fire 
and police spotters heard the tornado 
roar over Fritch It passed over as 
sheets of rain fell, sucked up shingles 
and damaged roofs, and knocked out 
electricity and phone service in Fritch

Curtis said the tornado, "like a rope 
lashing around." picked up the victim's 
14x86 trailer, and "threw it over a two - 
ton truck." The trailer landed on its 
roof and was demolished, he said

"It was freaky looking. " Curtis said
Since power was out. an unidentified 

man who lives in the lake park drove to 
Fritch and told emergency personnel 
the tornado had hit

The Fritch emergency - services 
spokesman said George was apparently 
awake in tite kitchen near the front part 
of the mobile home when the tornado 
struck Curtis said the victim s 
hpsband. mother and children were in 
another part of the home and suffered 
only minor injuries

The spokesman said another trailer 
near the George home, on Tumbleweed 
Trail in Lake Meredith Harbor, was 
also destroyed He said that unoccupied 
trailer sat on a bluff about 100 feet away 
from the victim's home The second 
destoyed home was “ blown off a bluff

down into a ravine He said that 
trailer was demolished and "scattered 
over acres and acres ''

But other trailers, just yards away in 
the lake park, were untouched

The F ritch  police and fire  
departments, paramedics from the 
Fritch ambulance service, Hutchinson 
County Sheriff's deputies and security 
personnel at the harbor responded to 
the disaster

Curtis said George had no vital signs 
when paramedics arrived The victim 
was transported to the hospital in 
Borger, where she was pronounced 
dead by Justice of the Peace Nadine 
Spinks

Minutes after hitting the harbor 
development, the tornado struck to the 
northeast at Sanford, near the lake s 
dam

"It touched down right in Sanford, 
said Dean Forrest, owner of Tom and 
Dean's Bait Shop He said the tornado 
hit about three blocks from his shop It 
demolished a mobile home and knocked 
out power in the town Several small 
storage buildings also were scattered. 
Forrest said

"No one was hurl, he said
The storm dumped 3 30 inches of rain 

and caused flooding in Stinnett Pampa

picked up I 02 inches during the 24 - 
hour period ending at 7 this morning, 
and received 36 inch during thie 
previous 24 - hour period.

Wells said forecasters expect more 
ram and possibly severe weather again 
this afternoon and evening. He said the 
probability of thunderstorms today is 30 
percent

Wells said the reason for the severe 
weather now is an abundant supply of 
moisture whirling up from the Gulf of 
Mexico

The weather service spokesman said 
with the present moisture in the area, 
it s a blessing that temperatures are 
below normal He said the forecast 
calls for a gradual warming trend, with 
a high today near 80 and a high 
Saturday in the low 80s 

"We don't want it to warm up too 
fast." Wells said

He said a sweltering daytime 
temperature combined with the present 
moisture would only increase the 
chances for severe weather and 
tornados The conditions for 
destructive weather remain excellent 
for the next few weeks, he said

Tornado season goes well into June. 
We have another day or two of it left, at 
least. Wells said o

WASHINGTON (AP)  — The air traffic controller who 
calmly talked down a burning Air Canada jetliner, whose 
pilot was nearly blinded by smoke, doesn't consider himself 
a hero

Gregory Karam met reporters Thursday after the Federal 
Aviation Administration released air-to-ground radio traffic 
tapes of him reassuring and instructing the Canadian 
aircrew as they landed at Cincinnati's airport on June 2 

The cause of the fire that killed 23 passengers remains 
under investigation Eighteen passengers and the crew of 
five survived the harrowing episode 

Karam's voice remained steady throughout the ordeal, 
and he later said it was not the first emergency he has 
handled, although none in the past ended with deaths.

He repeatedly said his action could have been carried out 
by any of several members of the Cincinnati air traffic 
control staff and said the others should share any credit for 
helping the endangered plane.

" I  knew 1 could vector (lead) the aircraft to the airport if 
he could fly that far." Karam said 

And once It was down, he added. " I  felt good I didn't know 
then that there were people who weren't getting off that 
aircraft"

Public Utility Commission proposes fuel rule
AUSTIN (AP) The 

Public Utility Commission 
hu proposed a fuel cost rule 
that chairman Alan Erwin 
says should halt the 
unpleasant surprise of a 
higher utility bill Mch month.

OPEC’s 1573 crude oil 
embargo shot fuel pricM up 
in this country and led to the 
’'automatic fuel adjustment 
clauM," which enabled utility 
companies to pass on higher 
fuel costs without review.

Under the proposed rule. 
Erwin said Thursday, utility 
companies could not 
automatically add higher fuel 
costs to monthly bills, but 
“ would haw to come in and 
ask” the PUC for an increaw.

With the automatic 
pass-through, Erwin noted, 
even consumers who 
conserw often nre stuck with 
a higher bill each month.

In prohibiting such 
pasa-throughs. the PUC rule 
states that any revision in 
billings to recover additional 
fuel cosu requires a public 
hearing ana commission

To obtain a
factor" — or ___ ,
addition to the haw rate set 
by the PUC — the utility 
would have to show 
“ volatility.”  or os Erwin 
phrased it. “nnpndietablity” 
that is beyond the control of 
theutiUty.

Any "recovery factor”  
approved by the PUC would 
remain constant for a'year. 
Erwin said, and would appear 
on the monthly bill.

“1 predict it will be pretty 
difficult to prove volatility. ’̂ 
he said.

Erwin held a prem briefing 
Ihursday on the propooed

rule, which responds to a new 
law prohibiting automatic 
hiel adjustmenu. The law 
WM enacted at the urging of 
Gov. Mark White, who made 
Mgh ntUity bills an issue in 
Msftdlcampa^n.

While ako appointed Erwin 
H chairman of the PUC and 
nuMle a clean swwp of the 
rsfpilatory agency with two 
other appointmenu.

Erwin said the proposed 
rule would apply to 15 
investor-owned electric 
■snsratkig utilities and the 
Lower Colorado River 
Authoritv.

He saM the rule would be 
published June 17 for 
oomment from utUitiM and 
consumers, with a public 
h e a ^  temotivcly scheduled 
for Ju9 15 to adi^ or revise 
the rule.

Asked what he thought the 
effect of the rule would be.

Erwin said, “ I see stability,” 
with consumers able to 
predict their bills fram month 
to month. He also said he 
thought the rule would result 
in more negotiations by 
utilities in acqidring fuel.

Asked if the nde might drop 
monthly rates, Erwm said 
over “a long period of time— 
yes. Tomorrow, no.”

In general rate cases, the 
PUC could consider penakies 
or incentives baaed on how 
efficiently the utility had 
operated. For example, he 
nid. if the PUC thought a 
company had paid 54 million 
too much for fuel, it could 
impose a penalty for that 
amomU.

An incentive would never 
be more than fO percent of the 
fuel cost uvings. .

The propooed rule also has 
what Erwin called an “act of

would allow a utility to

Enterprise zones are ju st special privileges
By ANTHONY HARRIGAN

In a relatively free market consumers can call the shot 
much more effectively and flexibly than they would be 
able to in a more heavily regulated and bureaucratized 
system Government has more control than it should 
over building now Thank goodness it doesn't have more.

A couple of years ago. when the concept of “ enterprise 
zones" was first developed. I wrote a column expressing 
opposition to it. 1 thought it amounted to more federal 
subsidization and special privilege 

However, most conservatives thought it was a great idea. 1 
submit they didn't think out the proposal with sufficient 
thoroughness. Since then, the idea has been turned into 
proposed legislation which stands a good chance of being 
enacted. In my view, it's still a mistake.

1 was pleased to note, therefore, that Barron's Financial 
Weekly has added its influential voice to those of earlier 
critics of the enterprise zones concept

Under the plan, selected enterprises in decaying business 
areas would receive federal, state and local tax and 
regulatory relief The legislation has a mixed bag of 
supporters, including U.S. Rep. Jack Kemp (R  - N Y ) and the 
National Urban League.

While the aim of the legislation is worthy, namely the 
revival of deteriorated urban areas, it would penalize other, 
healthier areas Shirley Hobbs Scheibla. who wrote the 
recent Barron's editorial, said that noble aims aren't 
enough. She stated that the enterprise zone legislation 
“ would mean unfair, federally - aided competition for 
existing small business Instead of getting government off 
business's back, the bill would wind bureaucracy more 
tightly around its neck.”

Bairon's also said that the zones “ could mean 75 pork - 
barrel projects for locations within the districts and states of 
powerful members of Congres." This is precisely what is 
happening with the receiHly enacted jobs bill. One can be 
sure that politics will be the guideline in selecting the urban 
enterprise zones

While this program would undoubtedly be another 
exercise in pork - barrel politics, it is wrong in principle. 
Barron's asks: “ Is it wise to deprive the Treasury revenue

in order to influence the geographic location of businesses 
and substitute Washington's judgment for business 
decision?" A good question. This program is another 
example of politics being substituted for the free market 

Furthermore, the program is unfair to the entire spectrum 
of businesses in the U.S. Every business enterprise in the 
land needs tax relief and relief from excessive government 
regulation. If relief is to be granted, it should be granted in 
an equitable manner ■ to everyone, that is. and not to a 
selected few in decayed urban areas in the Northeast and 
Middle West. Certainly, enterprise zones aren't of any 
benefit to go • ahead, efficient businesses in areas that are 
making important economic gains 

Hie enterprise zones legislation amounts to special 
privilege and politics. It's too bad that so many 
conservatives Ignore this reality.

The after - school hours 
turned into years as Bruce 
watched his father turn wood 
and leather into utilitarian 
western art in his shop on the 
town square Then in 1974. 
Bruce figuratively, at least, 
struck out on his own. “ I 
didn't know any better." he 
said.

“ I grew up watching him 
a n d  I t h o u g h t  
(saddlemaking) was too 
hard, until I made up my 
mind to do it," he said. His 
father left on a hunting trip 
one day in 1974 and. in 
father 's absence. Bruce 
fashioned his first saddle 
without paternal guidance. 
Not only that, he sold it to a 
local resident for 9600 

In M l.  Bruce opened his 
own shop on Commerce 
Street. His father retired as a 
saddlemaker, but now has a 
western clothing store and 
tack shop nearby.

Paean for 
a portable

RIDGEFIELD.Conn. (AP)  

— Just as I was almost 
getting the hang of changing 
the ribbon. Smith Corona 
decided to stop turning out 
manual typewriters after 77 
years of pi^uction.

The last manual typewriter 
rolled off the Smith Corona 
assembly line a few weks ago 
at their plant in Cortland. 
N.V.

For those of us who follow 
the wordmodger's trade, it 
was a sad, shattering 
moment in the relentless 
q u i c k - t i m e  ma rc h  o f 
technology, a time to sit sadly 
at the keyboard of your 
pampered portable and 
musingly peck out:

The quick brown fox jumps 
over the lazy dog's back 

Like a musician running off 
some scales to limber up. this 
bizarre zoological statement 
was designed to loosen up a 
typist by employing all the 
letters of the alphabet, but 
except for the apostrophe, it 
leaves the top line of the 
keyboard luitouched 

Since most journalists were 
self-taught hunt-and-peck 
per formers on the old 
portable or the office grand, 
the concert version, they 
preferred this little exercise 
to the one recommended in 
secretarial schools:

Now is the time for all good 
men to come to fhe aid j ) f  
their party.

This no doubt required 
greater digital dexterity than 
the saw about the quick 
brown fox. but it ignored a 
half-dozen letters of the 
alphabet and was plainly 
designed for the virtuosos at 
the keyboard and not the 
working stiffs who lugged 
portables into the press boxes 
and across battlef ields 
around the world 

With - the old manual 
portable relegated to antique 
shops and craft museums, 
what is to become of the 
p u b l i c  i m a g e  o f  the 
g lo b e - t r o t t i n g  f o r e i gn  
corrsSpondent?

hours of work into each 
saddle .  A l though  the 
craftsmanship Bruce puts 
into the saddles has changed 
l i t t l e  s i n c e  h i s  
great-grandfather stretched 
leather across the seats of 
saddles, a marked change in 
the busineu has been the 
skyrocketing prices — mostly 
because of the cost of leather. 
Price tags for saddles can be 
as much as $3.000 complete 
with customized hardware. 
Bruce said

" I  sold my first saddle for 
$600. but it's worth $1.750 
now." he said. His father, 
who branched off his father's 
business and started his own 
in 195$. then charged $100 for

a custom saddle.
The higher prices haven't 

brought a saddle recession, 
however, On the contrary. 
Bruce said, orders come from 
across the country and there 
is usually a three-month 
backlog. Customers usually 
know exactlyy what they 
want, or perhaps they have 
seen one of his saddles at a 
rodeo, said Bruce's wife 
Karen, who learned to make 
bridles and other strap goods 
after their marriage four 
years ago

Karen has lived most of her 
life in Gainesville and recalls 
seeing a much younger Bruce 
in his father's store when she

shopped there years ago.
Karen juggles her schedule 

to spend time with their two 
cfailren and to help Bruce at 
the shop, where he sometimes 
puts hi IBbour days.. She also 
takes their tiro children to the 
Rnp a few hours OMh day so 
they can watch their father at 
work.

"He gets up at 3 or 4 in the 
morning and goes directly to 
the shop ." Karen said, 
sorting through account 
ledgers as she tawed.

During those early morning 
working hours, Bruce cuts, 
stretches, stitches and 
hammers leather into a 
perfect saddle seM — a

glove-like ftt for the horse's 
back and the r i d e r ’ s 
backside. Or he hand-tools 
l e a t h e r  c o m p o n e n t s ,  
Mgravtaig. perhaps, an acorn 
leaf or a woven pattern on a 
-saddfe skirt that will dreu  up 
the flniahed product. — -

Though Bruce has profited 
Aram Ms father’s expertise as 
a s a d d l e m a k a e r ,  the 
ll-yem-oid Gainesville native 
has branched out to learned 
to make murs and bridle bits, 
both of which he customises. 
He often takes a break from 
saddles to make spurs and 
MU in Ms office.

"It  is something that also 
requires a lot of patience."

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Changed, but apartheid laws remain alive

. JOHANNESBURG. South 
Africa (API — Blacks can

.Hotel in Johannesburg. But

Those two facU of South 
'A f r i c an  life reflect the 
contradictions of apartheid in 
 ̂INS. Thirty-flve years after 
the National Party won power 
on a platform of white 
domination, there are halting 
steps away from the most 
visible segregation. Yet the 
niliiw whites sUnd firmly 
behind the p i l lars  of 
a p a r t h e i d  d e n y i n g  
fundamental  citizenship 
rights to the black majority.

Blacks now use some public 
libraries, parks are often 
open to all races and some 
hotels and restaurants have 
received "in ternational" 
status permits, allowing 
multiracial clientele But 
toileU in libraries and other 
public buildings remain 
segregated, as are public 
schools and bars and movie 
houses . .

JOLO.W.Va ( A P i - S o m e  
people can't wait for the first 
robin of spring, but when the 
ancient hills of Appalachia 
begin to blush with redbuds 
Dewey Chafin's fancy turns 
to snakes

R a t t l e sn akes ,  to be 
specific

" I  love to catch 'em." says 
the unemployed coal miner, 
who often handles poisonous 
reptiles during services at 
The Church of the Lord Jesus.

Chafin is a resident of Jolo. 
a place where people wager 
their dollars on fighting cocks 
and their souls on poisonous 
reptiles.

Not everybody, of course, 
attends the local Jesus 
churches or the clandestine 
cockfights. However, this 
remote, rugged southern 
West Virginia community not 
only is the site of the oldest, 
c o n t i n o u s l y  a c t i v e  
serpent-handling church in 
the area, but also the scene of 
f requent ,  surreptit ious 
get-togethers where specially 
bred fighting fowl battle to 
the death while onlookers bet 
on the outcome

Chafin and Johnny Adair, 
both local residents, say they 
shy away from these illegal, 
weekend gambling events. 
Their Saturdays and Sundays 
are devoted instead to a 
non-secular and strictly legal 
form of risk taking.

The two men spend their 
weekends attending their 
respective churches, where 
thev often take up serpents 
and clasp the poisonous 
makes to their bosoms as an 
indication of their religious 
fervor and faith

apartheid laws, such as

‘Look how we've 
relaxed these laws, look how 
we are moving with the 
times, aren't we liberal?'"

Apartheid foes say too 
much attention is paid to 
“ petty apartheid." olmuring 
the government's steadfast 
commitment to "grand 
apar the id . "  the system 
relegating blacks to 10 tribal 
homelands.

Prime Minister P.W. 
Botha's government has 
embraced a plan to create 
two new chambers of 
Parliament, one for the 
“ colored" — mixed race — 
minority of 2.7 million and 
another for the nation's 
050.000 Indians. Both groups 
are now excluded from 
national politics.

E v e n  t he  hi nt  o f  
power-sharing with other 
races has prompted a surge 
in  s u p p o r t  f o r  
ultra-right-wing parties in 
recent special elections, 
although the country's five 
million whites would retain 
effective control
•But broader criticism 

comes from the exclusion of 
South Africa's 21 million 
b lacks f rom the new 
constitution.

The N a t i ona l  Par ty  
believes blacks should have 
citizenship rights in 10 rural 
homelands cover ing 13 
percent of the country, on the 
premise that apartheid — 
literally “ separateness" — 
prevents racial friction Four 
homelands  have  been 
declared independent, but 
they are not recognized 
abroad.

Since the late ItSOs. 
hundreds of thousands of 
black families have been 
removed from white land and 
resettled  in the bleak, 
overcrowded homelands, 
where malnutrition is rife and 
the gross domestic product 
averages less than |M per 
person a year. The Institute 
of Race Relations estimates 
three million blacks were 
reseUled from INOto INO

About hal f  the black 
population lives outside the 
homelands in townships such 
a s  S o w e t o  n e a r  
Johannesburg They arc 
required to carry passes 
s h o w i n g  t h e y  h a v e  
permission to be in white 
areas.“

The pass laws constitute 
one of ttie major enforcement 
tools of “ influx control”  — 
stopping the ,flow of blacks 
into white South Africa. In 
1M2. 2M.OOO blacks were 
arrested for pass law 
offenses, up from 160.000 the 
previous year and 112.000 in 
19M

The labor bureau system is 
another pillar of apartheid. 
Blacks in the homelands may 
not come to white areas to 
seek jobs. They must wait to 
be recruited on one-year 
contracts  through the 
centralized labor bureau 
system

Since 1977. the government 
h a s  i n c r e a s i n g l y  
distinguished between rural 
and urban blacks — those 
with the coveted right to 
remain permanently in black 
townships within white areas

The government has set up 
community councils, widely 
boycotted by blacks, to 
handle some local black 
government chores Those 
with permanent urban rights 
may buy houses under a 
99-year leasehold scheme. 
Wages also have increased 
for urban blacks to about 
one-fourth the level of white 
incomes.

The major breakthrough 
fo r  b l a c k s  w a s  the 
legalization of black trade 
unions in 1979. a year after 
Botha took office Although
