Wages, Competition
I f  a company still connot meet competition and is 

faced with closing down, should labor accept o.reduction 
In wages? Is it better for employees to receive $14 per 
day or demand $.16 and be unemplayed?

Sdveral groups of workers in the textile industry, the 
outomobile industry, and in meat pocking, hove'volun-
torily accepted minor wqge reductions in the hop* that

LSItSresulting low prices will stimulate demand for the prod­
ucts of their work, thus continuing their jobs.

In some instances labor leaders oppose these cuts and 
refuse to allow their members to accept them. In such 
cases workers were forced to continue striking and to 
be the unwilling victims of absentee leaders who pre­
ferred to see their members unemployed rather than 
accept slightly decreased wages. There ore rumors thot 
government has connived with this policy.

Such interference with the freedom of men to work 
when jobs ore offered to them is intolerable, not only for 
them, but for the public and the stockholders os well. 
The men need their wages; the public needs the goods. 
Stockholders hove risked their savings in what might 
be o modest, profitable venture but is now a loss be­
cause some men ambitious tor powef insist on con­
trolling the activities of other men

A flexible scale of wages and prices is needed to low­
er the cost of some goods and raise that of others in 
order that balance betwaen the different groups of work­
ers ond consumers moy be constantly maintained This 
clears the morkaf places ond mokes possible continuous 
prosperity to the very great odvontoge of labor, stock­
holders ond public alike. It induces men and money to 
leave industries making things people no. longer wont 
ond ore unwilling to pay for, and flow into industries 
moking things people do wont and.are glad to pay for 
This results’ in maximum production ond rapidly rising 
scale of living

Ordinarily it shouldn't be anyone's business but the 
people involved whether they want to work or don't wont 
to work ond if it were not for the mynod wpys in which 
government, meaning all of us, hos stepped into the 
picture we would not feel constrained to comment I. 
unions ran without any special dispensation and with­
out the threat of force or actual use of force, no one could 
object to their operotion. But it is inherent in existing 
union activity thot the use of force or the threat of the 
use of force be employed to bring about an unnatural 
ond artificial relationship between employer and em­
ployee.

“ANIMAL FARM”
(The Chicago Tribune)

W all it was bound to come The 
United Nations has spent ionic 
yeara trying to devise coienanis 
on human rights, the rights of 
women, end the rights of children. 
The movement has now been car­
ried to its logical outcome by a 
Belgian lawyer, .who has pit-pared 
a world charter of animal rights. 
He hopes U. N. will eventually 
adopt tt.

The author contends that there 
Should be animal hopsitals and 
policemen to enforce the right* of 
•nimala; he aays that animal* are 
entitled to be properly sheltered 
and fed and comfortably trans­
ported by land, aea. and air, and 
he asks that hunting be prohib­
ited.

*W# can see an extensive area of 
opportunity for U. N. in collecting 
funds to build de luxe burrows 
for rabbits, nests for wrens, dens 
for wolves, and lairs for tigers. 
This enterprise would put Jxiint 4 
in the shade. Congress might ex­
plore the possibilities of getting 
rid of subsidized agriculture over­
production by feeding it to the 
creatures of the wild, and Mr.

The chief reason seems to be 
the Treasury's debt position. In 
the next six months the Federal 
Government must borrow about 
S10 billion, some in refinancing, 
some in new money.

So even if every other consid­
eration dictated a conservative 
policy in the money market, the 
Central Bank officers cannot act 
as free agents when the money 
hungry customer is the Govern­
ment Treasury. And with the 
present Government debt and 
budget load, the Treasury is go­
ing to remain hungry for a long 
time.

There has been a lot of talk 
aliout keeping the Reserve Board 
"independent.” and the board has 
succeeded in keeping free of po­
litical dictation by the Treasury. 
But it is surely not without irony 
that the more successful the Re­
serve Board becomes in handling 
the Treasury's mountainous debt, 
the more securely the debt keeps 
the Reserve Board a ^pisoner in

determined a t  w« have the simple 
yardstick of profit and lots to mea­
sure by. This is not so Us the in­
stance of the postal department, 
for we have no guide or standard 
by which to measure.

This was brought out by Frank 
Chodorov in a pamphlet entitled 
"The Myth of the Post Office ‘ 
from which I would like to con­
tinue quoting. Chodorov says;

“ Is the postal system —'our busi­
n e ss -o p e ra te d  efficiently or in­
efficiently? How car) we tell? Effi­
ciency is a  standard of perfogm- 
anco, and a standard presupposes 
a method of measurement. By 
what yardstick can we measure 

“ he performance of the Poet,Office 
Department? To be dependable, it 
should be an objective yardstick, 
with unmistakable g r a d a t i o n  
marks. Without such a  yardstick 
dny discussion of the Departm ent's 
efficiency is like a  debate ‘on how 
high is up?' I t will not do to  depend 
on comparison with another na­
tionalized system, like the Russiar. 
for instance, for while one may 
serve better than the other both 
are conditioned by factors which 
might make for essential inefficien­
cy; something like comparing the 
speed of a horse having one lam e 
leg wdth that of s  horse handicap­
ped by two lame legs. If we point 

I with pride to the advances made 
by the Department in the past, wa 
are merely comparing a  stage­
coach with an airplane and ere not 
determining the possible efficiency 
of the airplane. Moat disrusaioi a 
of the efficiency of the Department 
either fall into the faulty compari­
son method or revolve around sub- 

i jective measurem ents, like ‘tin  t 
love grand?'

•'A business Ik an undertaking to 
s e n e  Jhe public, and whether it 
does so must be decided by the 
public, whose decision as to the 
efficiency of the bussmesa is final 
and irrefutable. In making a de­
cision, however, the public must 
have a choice between a t least two 
businesses in the same field. That 
is, telly where competition prevails 
can w* have a dependable and ob­
jective yardstick of efficiency. Un­
der such conditions the decision or 
the public is recorded in the bal­
lot booth of the marketplace. Groc­
er Smith viee with grocer Jones 
for the dollar • ballots, and. since 
(he field is free of compulsion, the 
winner will be the one who. all 
things considered, renders the bet­

t e r  service. He receives in propor­
tion to what he delivers, and what 
he delivers Is decided by compe­
tition, not his own inclination. For 
the public, thinking always of its 
own intei-est, votes for the per­
formance. not the performer, in 
the final analysis, the public votes 
for itself. The successful competi- 

i tor will gain because of the service 
| he renders, because of his efftcien- 
; cy and his gain ia recorded in his 
profit-and-loss statement. T h i s  
statement, in a competitive field, 
is the objective and mathemat- 

■ ically accurate yardstick of effi­
ciency.

•'With a privately owned mono­
poly the profit - ar«l loss statement 
is only a partially objective rec­
ord of Its efficiency, falling short of 

1 objectivity to the extent of its mo­
nopoly position. By control of th# 
supply of services — which is the 
essence of monopoly — it elimin­
ates competitors who, seeking to 
gam the favor of the p u b l i c ,  
would force the standard of per- J  formanre to higher levels. S i n c e  
the public has no choice in the 

I matter, save that of going without,

Their report refers to figures prepared by .  •»
D epartm ent of Agriculture economists to a
prove their point. In 1814, say economists, the ,  "1
average factory employe could buy 2.8 pounds 
of bread with an hour's earnings; in 1928 he 
could buy 8 4 pounds, and In 1983, 10 7 pounds.

In comparison with wages haa occurred during 
the yeara of the development of the present 
program  that has as its aim a parity of Income 
for agriculture.

Tile committee, calling the belief that flex­
ible price supports would result in Important 
price reductions ie ro a iu m e n  and a substan­
tial Increase la consumption a  “ fallacy.’’ rec­
ommended an examination of current wide 
m arketing m argins for farm  products.

It referred particularly to wheat and ro t­
ten. two of the biggest of the six basic crops 
that get 90 per cent of parity price supports.

*  “ A I .OAF of bread — the 14-ounce loaf, by 
governm ent figures, sells s ' an average of 14 
cents. The farm er gets 2'» cents lor the total 
amount of wheat in the loaf So if the price of 
the wheat were cut in half this would not m ean 
much in the cost of the bread The price a 
farm er gets for wheat would have to be cut 
about 78 cents a bushel to reflect a one-cent re ­
duction in the cost of a loaf of bread," the 
com m ittee report continued.

In addition to the "fallacy" that flexible 
price supports would result in im portant price 
reductions to consumers and a substantial in­
crease in consumption, the committee haled 
for other ''misconceptions ’

The first was "that the present program of 
90 per cent supports on the basics is prim arily 
responsible for the accumulation of existing 
surpluses." The facts, said the committee, re­
fute this
