Fortunately for all concerned. the
participants held their fire . the suspect
released his hostages. and police later
convinced him to put down the weapon
and give up. Chief JJ. Ryzman said
today

Brian Keven Sales. 26. 1912 N Coffee
was arraigned this morning on two
charges of aggravated assault in
connection with incident. Justice of the
Peace Margie Prestidge set bonds
totaling $20.000. and Sales remained in
custody today

Police evacuated about a dozen
homes in the 1900 blocks of Coffee and
Hamilton streets shortly
midnight. when the hour long
reported hostage situation developed
between police. the outraged Pampa
man. his common - law wife. and
children, ages four and eight

Linda S Maillet. 26. called police
about 11 15 p m Tuesday and said she
was having a problem with Sales. her
live - 1n boyfriend. according to police
reports

Officers Steve Chance. Curtis
Montgomery and Jeff Torgerson met
the woman in the front yard of the
couple’'s Coffee street residence
Ryzman said Sales and the
children were inside the home. he said

The suspect put the shotgun under
Maillet's chin and threatened to kill her
again, police said

The officers pointed their guns at the
suspect. “‘creating a diversion,'  and he
momentarily lowered the 12 gauge,
Ryzman said

Corporal Chance grabbed the woman
and again pulled her through the open
front door

Sales was left inside the house with
the two children Police took up |
positions around the house and began
negotiations by phone. asking the man
to surrender The department's special,
tactical unit was called into action

Sales turned off the lights in the
house. and officer Danny Lance
continued to talk to the man on the
phone. Ryzman said

The chief said the suspect then fired a
shot from the gun into the floor of the
home

It really sounded like a door

slamming We weren’t sure what it
was, " he said

Shortly after midnight. Sales allowed
his children by a previous marriage to
leave the house. the chief said

About 15 minutes later, Lance talked
the suspect into giving up. he said

Police recovered the shotgun,
live rounds and one spent round

The children were taken into the
custody of the Department of Human

Youth injured

A young Pampa boy was listed as
“‘doing fine "’ this morning at Northwest
Texas Hospital in Amarillo after
receiving a head injury while at the
Pampa Youth and Community Center
Tuesday afternoon

Walter Mack. 6. of 1933 N. Dwight,
suffered a slight skull fracture when he
apparently fell off the steps of the high
diving board in the swimming pool area
about 3:30 p. m_yesterday

Witnesses said the boy was climbing
on the steps when he apparently lost
control and fell backwards

Lee Garcia, temporary director of
the center. said the youth was taken to
Coronado Community Hospital by
Pampa Medical Services after the

The troops landed on the beaches and
fought their way inland as dawn lit the
skies. encountering less opposition
from the Germans than they had
expected

Hink remained on the LST. watching
the Allied forces sweep over the coastal
defenses. He remembered the huge
concrete pillboxes on the shore. visible
from the LST. with their 12-foot thick
walls

“You could see those battleship shells
hitting them . he said The pillboxes
were so strong some shells would
bounce off them or just stick in them_ he
recalled

LST 374 remained offshore until
about 3 pm. on the 6th. then headed
back to England to get more men and
supplies. There were so many ships in
the area "‘they just had to get us out of
the way. " Hink said

“The traffic was really heavy™ for
the next several days as ships crossed
and recrossed the Channel to continue
unloading men and suppliés as the
invasion inched inland into
German-occupied France

were barrage balloons. attached by
cables. The balloons were designed to
hinder German planes making
dive-bombing runs; the cables could
snap off the wings of planes as the pilots
tried to make their runs, Hink said

After the beachhead was secured, the
Allied troops moved further into
France, taking over the port at Le
Havre before retaking other cities
further inland

Hink didn't go ashore “‘until the 8th or
9th.” he remembered, and then only for
brief times. The smaller ships would
wait until high tide so they could land
troops and supplies further up on the
beach to avoid damages from the salt
water

He used the opportunity ‘‘mainly to
look at those emplacements,’ the
German-built pillboxes

An archway above two posts was set
up on the beach, with a sign: "*Through
these posts past the greatest soldiers on
earth”” - or 'something like that,”" he
recalled

After Le Havre was seized. the LST
could go up the Seine River past Rouen

to about 30 miles from Paris to continue
supplying the invading forces.

Hink remained stationed in England
for another 11 months, staying while the
Battle of the Bulge was fought. “The
Americans lost a lot of stuff there; we.
had to resupply them.’" he said.

He spent 27 months overseas in the
Mediterranean and the English

Channel areas before he returned®

home.

The LSTs were part of the U.S.
Navy's amphibian operations, ‘‘about
as much army as you were navy,"’ Hink
noted. The ships had antiaircraft guns
and other defenses ‘‘to protect
ourselves’ and to assist with keeping
enemy planes out of the beachhead
areas

But their majior purpose was to carry
invading troops and keep them
supplied, a goal they achieved well on
D-Day

After he returned to the United States
and left the Navy, he moved to Pampa,
and started working at Cabot on Jan. 8,
1947. Now retired. he still keeps his
photo albums of his World War II,
service

Sniper story a hoax

For a short time Tuesday evening,
Pampa police were looking for a
maniac who they were told randomly
shot a boy riding his bicycle

It turned out that the boy and a friend
were playing with a rifle, and the
Pampa teen - ager made up the story to
explain an accidental gunshot wound in
his rear end. police said today

Police pounded on the doors of
Pampa homes about 8 p. m. Wednesday,
looking for the ““sniper’* who reportedly
shot John Derek Weeden, 14

Weeden, who was ‘bleeding all over™
showed up at his home at 402 Finley
with a “hole in his buttocks,” police
said

The boy told his parents that he was
riding his bicycle in the 900 block of
East Frederic. near an Allsup’s store,
when he ‘‘heard a loud bang.”

according to police reports.

Pampa Medical Services taok the
bleeding boy to Coronado Community
Hospital.

Police launched a search for the
reported sniper

Police Chief J.J. Ryzman said that
when police talked to the Weeden youth
at the hospital, he admitted that he and
al- year - old friend were ‘‘messing
around’’ with a .22 - caliber rifle, and
the gun went off

Young Weeden was transferred to
Northwest Texas Hospital in Amarillo,
where he was listed in satisfactory,
condition today

“The other juvenile involved has
been referred to a juvenile officer at the
Pampa Police Department. The
investigation is continuing,” police
said

Harrelson's attorney. Bruce Coane,
claimed the alleged escape plot was
designed to influence appeals now
pending before state and federal courts

Harrelson, 45. currently is serving a
40-year state sentence for his conviction
on charges of unlawful possession of a
firearm by a felon and possession of
cocaine

Can we avoid
another D-Day

Today we pause to celebrate one of the most important
dates in the history of the free world: D-Day, the mighty
military action that led to the liberation of France from
Nazi occupation troops and made the fall of Hitler's
Germany inevitable

It was an operation of almost unbelievable magnitude
involving over 6.000 ships of various kinds, about 13,000
aircraft and a quarter of a million American. British and
Canadian soldiers. Had Hitler's forces been able to repel
and destroy the invaders. we shudder to think of what the
world would be like today

It is difficult to recall that historic occasion and pay
tribute to the thousands who fought and died on the
beaches of Normandy without reflecting on the
difference in America then and America now

During World War Il. thousands and thousands of
American citizens considered it their patriotic duty to
volunteer for military service and join the fight to defend
freedom. Today. many American citizens rebel at even
registering to provide the military with their names.
even though the possibility of eventual combat, at least

- for now. is remote
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During that period of history. Americans stood solidly
behind their citizen-soliders. applauding their victories
and mourning their failures. at the same time making
sacrifices without complaint and participating in many
activities in support of the war effort. Now. 40 years
later. many Americans habitually take to the streets in
protest at any suggestion that the United States might
resort to military force to protect its interests

“The Boys.” who fought in World War Il were
regarded as real heroes and those who returned from the
war were given heroes’ welcomes. Three decades later.
those who fought in Viet Nam were ignored. sometimes
evenridiculed. for their efforts

The genocide practiced by Hitler horrified the civilized
world Today. genocide practiced in Cambodia and by
the Soviet Union in Afghanistan goes virtually unnoticed

It is. perhaps. important to reflect on why our attitudes
are so different now

Have we concluded that war is so horrible that it should
be avoided even at the cost of freedom?

Do we simply take the liberties we have for granted.
forgetting that there are always those with designs to
rule others”

Or. is it possible that changes in American society In
the past 40 years have reduced our personal freedom so
much that many citizens feel there's little left to defend?”
Have "we’ become so much like “them that the
difference is not considered worth dying for?

Do we really have the national will to defend this
country if it becomes necessary”’ Do we have the wisdom
to ensure that liberty can survive without the necessity of
another D-Day. If not. why not”

These are questions that deserve consideration
because we have learned that freedom. in any degree. is
not automatic The challenges to liberty will never end
and this country someday will again be forced to respond
to those challenges

What will that response
answers. only the questions

You. the people. have the answers

Who says socially conscious Roman
Catholics back the Marxists in El Salvador
and Nicaragua?”

Nothing symbolizes better the Central
American church’'s growing revulsion
against Marx's field representatives than
does the recent Good Friday procession in
Managua, Nicaragua

procession. This. although 100,000 people
marched and shouted. *Somos Cristianos,
No Somos Marxistas (We are Christians,
not Marxists) - a daring claim in a country
run by and for Marxists. Imagine the
saturation coverage in the Western media,

had 100,000 Catholics demonstrated against
Roberto d’Aubuisson or some other minion
of the Central American Right

Two days later, Easter Sunday,
Nicaragua's nine bishops issued a pastoral
letter calling on the Sandinista regime to
enter into talks with the Contra freedom -
fighters: this, Mirabile Dictu, without a
word of criticism directed at the Contras’
American backers!

The week after Easter, Nicaragua's
archbishop, Miguel Obando y Bravo, flew
off to see the pope. On his return he
celebrated what the New York Times -
starting to catch on - called ‘‘a mass....that
in some ways resembled an anti
government political rally.”

Obando, a prelate with strong democratic
credentials, declared: 'To those who say
that the only course for Central American
countries is Marxism - Leninism, we
Christians must show another way. That is
to follow Christ, whose path is that of truth
and liberty."

“‘The archbishop.”” according to the
Times. “left no doubt that the pope had
encouraged him to continue his increasingly

A

militant opposition to the government,
which he said was ‘capable of any
barbarity.””

Meanwhile. what of the Church in El
Salvador, where the Marxists are in guerilla
camps rather than in power? The Roman
Catholic theologican Michael Novak. in
National Review, writes of a recent talk
with Archbishop Rivera y Damas

The archbishop affirmed that he supports
cutting off outside military aid; he affirmed
that this did not mean a UNILATERAL
cutoff of U.S. aid. He said the guerrillas
have “litle support™” among El Salvador’s
people, who reject BOTH the old oligarchy
and the guerrillas; and that the conflict is no
mere local one; and that peaceful solutions -
such as the archbishop himself seeks - are
not to be blocked for overnight.

‘‘Keeping strictly to his role as a
churchman,”” says Novak. “‘he refused to
offer political advice, even when explicitly
requested.”

On evidence like this. is the Salvadoran
church clamoring for the U.S. to get out and
leave the country alone? It certainly is not

This is the sort of thing that raises

troubling questions: Just why do so many
American Catholics - as well as Christians of
other stripes - roar against American policy
in Central America? Why do they offer
facile excuses for those who, in Central
America, oppose both American policy and
Christianity?

I assume God knows. Supposedly two
problems, peace and poverty, are ceéntral in
the thinking of these particular churchmen.
Both problems are momentous. And they
raise a momentous question: Why should a
person of good will think the victory of
communism would solve either problem?
What have Communists ever done about
poverty except create more of it? What have
they ever done about peace except destroy
it?

This is no time for psychoanalyzing such
U.S. Christians as have put on, not the whole
armor of God, but the trendy left - liberalism
of the secularized Western intelligentsia. It
is a time for wishing these Christians might
notice what really is going on in Central
America; which isn't always what they
THINK is going on.

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I have a friend who is a hospital
administrator. When I saw him the other
day he was very depressed

“I've just been to my hospital's board
meeting.”" he said. “They okayed a $5
million nuclear scanner, but refused to let
me pay $45.000 for a new chef ™

“Why is that?"’

"“They said food has nothing to do with
medicine, and the hospital was losing too
much money on the kitchen as it was. "’

“You would think that decent meals would
have as much effect on people getting well
as anything in a hospital

“I tried to make that case. and they all
looked at me as if | was crazy. They said
sick people don't really care what they're
served. Since there was so much pressure on
the board to hold costs down, the only place
they cut them was in the food "

“Can't you get the medical staff of your
hospital to help you get some decent meals

for your patients” "’

“The doctors are afraid to speak up when
it comes to the food because they believe
that if we spend more money feeding our
patients it will stop the hospital from buying
new equipment. They've told me, off the
record. that they try to never make their
rounds while the patients are eating off their
plastic trays, because it makes them sick to
their stomachs."'

“Why do you believe hospital food has
traditionally been so bad” ™"

““Very little research has been done on the
subject. If a patient doesn't eat, the doctor
usually prescribes more tests to find out
what is wrong. Instead of sending more
blood down to the lab, they would probably
find the answer if they sent the meal down
and had it analyzed. I'm sure they would be
shocked when the results came back."

With
scientific evidence to prove his case, the
doctor delivered a paper before the
American Medical Association, proposing
medical institutions put as much money in
their food as they do in their equipment.”

Businesses owned and operated by government are on the
increase everywhere It is so much easier to force taxpayers to
provide the capital for an undertaking than it is to raise it by
voluntary investment

And the public, or state, enterprise need not be a business
success ; if it incurs a deficit, the taxpayer can be raided again
to make up the losses

This evil sequence begins with the assumption that
government can and should strengthen the muscles of
producers and replenish the purses of consumers. This is a
false concept of the function of government

Political government - the state - which has the power to tax,
is for the purpose of preventing violence and preserving the
peace. The state is supposed to be a policeman, not a producer
Nowhere in the Constitution of the U.S. is it stated that the
government should carry on business or play an active role in
the economy

Government is necessary because man is not a perfect
social being. People disagree, and their disagreement
sometimes leads to stealth, fraud, and violence. The state is
set up, founded on written law, amply financed, and
commissioned to preserve order so that the work of the world
can go on, uninterrupted. This is the function of the state and
has been since time immemorial.

If a foreign power were to attack this country, the American
citizens would turn to the federal government to defend them
If an internal group should rebel. as one did in 1861, in an
attempt to set up a rival regime, Washington would act to nip
the rebellion in the bud. This is the special function of
government, on which virtually all people agree.

Thg state does not possess carte blanche to do good in every
way it may conceive. Only in a totalitarian state is such action
to be expected.

If people close their eyes to these facts and turn to
government to do everything for them - serve their meal,
mend holes in their pants, and wipe their noses - the state is
soon swamped in endless duty and detail. To pay the costs,
taxes rise unconscionably. Taxes on property will not suffice;
income taxes are devised, and calculating them becomes a
nightmare. People begin to ask, “What has come of the
freedom we enjoyed in our childhood? "'

To forestall such disaster, the Constitution of the U.S. should
be amended somewhat as follows:

“*Congress shall make no law and taxes should be levied for
no purpose other than to repel foreign foes and to preserve
peace internally. All laws and enactments which do not
contribute to these ends are hereby declared null and void."

Deaths at state cancer
center linked to spores

ALBANY, N.Y. (AP) — A
cancer treatment center
failed to adequately monitor
infections at its transplant
unit and to report 10
unexpected deaths now
traced to fungus spores that
entered through an old
ventilation system, state
officials said.

In a 148-page report issued
Tuesday. the state Health
Department said the deaths
at the Roswell Park
Memorial Institute in Buffalo
were caused by aspergillus
spores that entered a new
bone marrow transplant unit
through the air-filtering
system.

Ten of 25 transplant
patients died after
contracting aspergillosis

infections in the year before:

the institute's new transplant
unit was closed in April 1983

The patients either died
from the infections. which
brought on symptoms similar
to pneumonia, or the
infections contributed to their
deaths, said Frances Tarlton,
a spokeswoman for the health
department

An investigation concluded
that “‘the air-handling system
serving the transplant unit
was not adequate to filter out
aspergillus spores.” state
Health Commissioner David
Axelrod said

“Although the evidence is
inconclusive, construction
work near the institute may
have been responsible for an
increase in the numbers of
spores encountered by the

Heiress speaks for mentally ill

DENVER (AP) — She is
the daughter of billionaire
Texas oilman H.L. Hunt, but
Swanee Hunt's life is far from
the rough-and-tough world of
exploration.

She works with the
mentally handicapped, and
has been doing it since her
father took her to see her
half-brother, Hassie. in a New
York mental hospital

Today. she lives in an
unpretentious house in
Denver's Capitol Hill, where
she crusades for the rights of
the mentally ill in Colorado.

‘JJ remember Mother
saying to Dad. ‘Why don't we
bring him back home?'"" she
-said. The family did and so
began her first-hand view of
mental illness

The 33-year old heiress says
her family's wealth has
allowed her to do more than
just talk about the problem of
mental iliness.

“I have the resources to do
something about it,"" she said
in a rare interview granted to
the Denver Post and
published this week.

At present she is also
writing her doctoral
dissertation at the Illif School
of Theology on the
“Socio-Ethical Dimensions of
Empathy."

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Saudis receive super radar plane from
US and help in shooting Iran jet planes

WASHINGTON (AP) — A more sophisticated
U.S. radar plane was sent to Saudi Arabia to help
the Saudis protect tankers and oil facilities from the
widening Persian Gulf War, and sources said the
Saudis attacked two Iranian jets with the help of
U.S. electronic guidance.

The attack Tuesday by the U.S.-built Saudi F-15s
on U.S.-built Iranian F-4 jets was directed by one of
the four older U.S. Airborne Warning and Control
System (AWACS) planes sent to the Saudis after a
controversial sale three years ago, said U.S
officials, who spoke on condition they not be
identified

Pentagon spokesman Michael Burch said the new
AWACS, flown by crews of Americans and Saudis,
will patrol near the routes which have been flown
for four years — about 50 miles inside the Saudi
borders.

The Pentagon decided to send the newest AWACS
in the past two weeks because of the incréasing
attacks on Gulf shipping, Burch said.

Initial reports said two Iranian jets were shot
down, but a senior U.S. official in London with
President Reagan said later searches by US.
AWACS revealed evidence of only one downed
aircraft

The AWACS, a version of the Boeing 707 packed
with radar and other electronic gear, can detect a
wide range of flying targets. But the newer version
is sophisticated enough to actually ‘‘see" ships
gnder attack, something the older planes couldn't

o

The Saudis said they used the F-15 fighters to
shoot down the F-4s which were being flown by the
Iranians. The F-4s had been on a reconnaissance
mission and were heading back toward Iran when

they tangled with the F-15s over Saudi territorial
waters, according to a source who declined to be
named.

Saudi Arabia is trying to stay out of the
44-month-old war between Iraq and Iran. But the
Saudis are supporting Iraq, which has attacked
tankers near Iranian oil loading facilities and the
Iranians have responded in recent weeks with
attacks on Saudi tankers

Last month, the Reagan administration rushed
400 Stinger missiles and 200 launchers for the
short-range rocket to Saudi Arabia to meet a
‘‘genuine emergency,’’ Pentagon and State
Department officials told critical members of
Congress Tuesday

Saudis down Iranian jet, Iraq bombs town

Iran declared a day of mourning today for the 600
civilians it said were killed or wounded in an Iragqi
bombing raid. and Tehran radio claimed its defense
forces beat back another Iraqi air assault during
the night.

However, Iran did not comment on reports that
one of its American-made F-4 Phantom jets was
shot down Tuesday by Saudi pilots flying newer,
U.S.-made F-15 fighters.

Saudi Arabia said it shot down one warplane in its
airspace over the Persian Gulf, but did not identify
the plane. U.S. officials in Washington said the
Saudis — in their first dogfight ever and the
nation's first involvement in the 45-month Iran-Iraq
war — had attacked two Iranian planes and downed

at least one of them

Iraq. meanwhile, reportedly rejected an Algerian
offer to mediate an end to the war, even though the
offer was said to provide for the reopening of a
pipeline across Syria which, before the war, carried
Iraqi crude to Mediterranean terminals. Syria,
which backs Iran, closed the pipeline after war
broke out

Iran’s official Islamic Republic News Agency
reported Tuesday that Iraqi planes attacked the
Iranian border city of Baneh. IRNA first said more
than 300 people were killed, and later reported total
casualties of more than 600 killed or wounded

It was one of the largest civilian death tolls
reported in a single attack during the war

Today. Tehran radio said two more Iraqi planes

flew over over the city of Khorramabad in western
Iran on Tuesday night but were driven off by [ire
from defense forces in the region

On Tuesday. Iran vowed to bomb 11 eastern Iraqi
towns in retaliation for the Baneh attack. and
warned residents of the cities to flee.

Iraq. which did not mention an attack on Baneh,
said that if Iran carried out its threat. Iraq would
bomb 15 Iranian cities. It called on civilians to leave
the cities *‘as soon as possible."

Reporting on the Saudi air force action, the Saudi
Defense Ministry said radar detected a plane
streaking toward the coast of the oil-rich kingdom
shortly after noon Tuesday. The plane was
contacted by radio but ignored warnings to turn
back. and F-15s were sent aloft to intercept it

Acclaimed chef aims at greater triumphs

NEW YORK (AP) — At age
35, he’s at the top of his craft,
a master of traditional and
“‘nouvelle’” cuisine and
darling of even the feisty
veterans of France's haute
cuisine. Jacques Maximin
appears to have done it all.

But the precocious chef of
France's landmark Hotel
Negresco bristles a bit at the
suggestion. "'l want to arrive
at perfection.”” he declares,
his brown eyes flashing. ‘‘to
satisfy all the customers all
the time."’

While Maximin is a bit
inclined to bravado. he has
nonetheless won over some of
the world's more skeptical
food critics

After three years at the
Negresco's Chantecler
restaurant in Nice, Maximin
coaxed two stars from the
traditional Michelin guide
and got the highest rating —

four ‘“‘toques” — from the
more liberal but equally
respected Gault-Millau guide
to France, which described
dinner at the Chantecler as
“the best meal of the year"
and Maximin as ‘'‘a
revelation.”

He has traveled far from
his childhood in tiny
Rang-du-Fliers in northern
France, where his family ran
a modest restaurant. and
from his first apprenticeship
at age 14 in the kitchens of a
small hotel. *'I forsook an
ordinary adolescence to learn
the details of my trade." he

While
remaining Chantecler's chief
chef and living in Nice with
his wife and young son,
Maximin will travel to New
York every few months to
refine Toucano's menu and
style.

“Many of my friends are
artists and I am inspired by
them — more than [ am by
other chefs,'”” he said in
French. “‘All the time, I am
watching with my eyes for
colors ... listening for sounds

. tasting ... I learn from
everything."

This summer, a French
publishing house is scheduled
to publish his book on cooking
appropriately titled *‘Colors,
Odors and Flavors of my
Cuisine.”" He is also working
on a how-to book for
youngsters who want to
become chefs.

He also dreams of someday
engineering a perfect
marriage of high-technology
and haute cuisine, a
sophisticated computerized
system that would guarantee
the pleasure of every palate.

June is national dairy
month. says the American
Dairy Association. Milk and
dairy products are one of the
fou; food groups used as a
bgm for good nutrition and
diet. Food ile:\hs in the dairy
group are rich in calcium.
phosphorus. vitamins A and
D. In fact. sunshine and milk
are our main sources for
vitamin D.

Ou_r bodies cannot produce
calcium, so we must supply
them with the calcium they
need by eating calcium rich
foods. Calcium is the mineral
which is responsible for
'building healthy teeth and a
strong skeletal system

Although various amounts
of calcium can be obtained
from items in the meat. fruit -

vegetable and grain group, 72
percent of our calcium comes
from the milk group. If an
adult does not consume foods
from the milk group, then it is
usually impossible for them
to obtain their daily 800
milligram requirement for
calcium

Calcium has several
fqnctions in the body.
Ninety-nine percent of the
calcium in our bodies is found
in the bone and teeth

Calcium makes our bones
dense and hard. From birth
up to the age of 40, we can
build up the density of our
bones, but after age 40 we
cannot. However. people 40
and over can slow down the
rate at which their bones lose
calcium by exercising and
eating a variety of foods

Garlic’s cooking role

Garlic was prized as a medium of exchange in Egypt
And the authorities there fed a diet of garlic. onions and
radishes to thousands of workers laboring to build the
great pyramid of Cheops.

When he passed through the Yunnan region of China,
Marco Polo said he saw people eating raw liver. chopped
and flavored with garlic

Centuries later, the herb received a warm reception in
France, particularly in Provence. where the peasants eat
garlic on black bread for breakfast.

The British gave garlic a cool reception and were said to
have sought some means of disguising the smell. but little
was done. The Japanese are said to have developed an
odorless fresh garlic. however. No mean feat. since it is
estimated that one millionth of an ounce can be detected on
one's breath.

Garlic is a key ingredient in gourmet dishes everywhere.
but no one uses more of the herb than the Chinese. I
believe. Here's a Chinese recipe from Lloyd Harris' book
for Pekinese eggplant with garlic.

1 medium eggplant. firm and

dark

8 cloves garlic

1tablespoon Chinese black

beans

2tablespoons soy sauce

'2 teaspoon sugar
1'2 cups chicken broth

Vegetable oil, as needed

Cut eggplant into 2-inch cubes. leaving unpeeled. Brown
the eggplant in a heavy frying pan, adding a few drops of
oil as needed. Mix in paste made of crushed garlic and
black beans (about 2 tablespoons). Add mixture of soy
sauce, sugar and chicken broth. Reduce heat and simmer
covered for 12 minutes.

including calcium - rich
foods. Weak, soft. brittle
bones break easier than
strong, hard bones.

The remaining one percent
of calcium in our body is used
for our hearts to beat, for our
muscles to contract and
relax, for our blood to clot,
and for our nerves to transmit
messages. A diet inadequate
in calcium rich foods can lead
to serious health problems
such as osteoporosis — a
painful crippling disease
where bones become thin,
brittle and break easily. This
disease is common among
women over 40 and elderly
men. The National Dairy
Council estimates that 15
million Americans have some
degree of osteoporosis. Loss
of bones which support teeth
is another problem
associated with low calcium
diets.

One sure way of receiving
calcium is to eat foods in the

milk group including milk
(whole, lowfat, skim,
chocolate and buttermilk),
milkshakes, cheese, ice
cream. ice milk., yogurts,
puddings and custards

Be wary of calcium
supplements since they
usually contain other
chemicals which could be
poisonous if taken in large
amounts. Also, theseé
supplements often lack the
nutrients necessary for the

calcium to be absorbed and
utilized by the body. Calcium
is best received through the
food we eat
Recommended daily
servings from the milk group

are children — three
servings, teenagers — four
servings, adults — two
servings, pregnant and
nursing women — four
servings

A serving is usually

ronsidered to be a half cup. If

dieting, substitute skim milk
for whole milk and ice milk
for ice cream. By doing this a
person can keep the fat
content from dairy products
at a low intake and still keep a
balanced diet rich in caleium
To help insure a diet adequate
in calcium follow these tips
recommended by the
National Dairy Council
—Drink milk with meals or
as snacks
—Add
sandwiches
—Prepare canned soups
with milk instead of water
—Make your desserts
calcium rich. Select ice
cream, frozen yogurt, cheese
with fruit, custards and
puddings made with milk
Dairying is the only form of
agriculture found in all 50
states Texas has about 2,600
dairymen.

McDowell had three hits in
four at-bats to hike his
average to 405. Bonds, the
son of former major leaguer
Bobby Bonds. contributed
two doubles and three singles

Both starting pitchers were
knocked out in the third
inning

The Sun Devils' Chris
Beasley left when Oklahoma
State rallied from a 4-0 deficit
to score seven runs in the
third

Homers by Medina and
Cuchjen sandwiched around a
hit batsman sent Cowboys
starter John Farrell to the
showers

Arizona State took the lead
for good in the bottom of the
third. A two-out single by
Bonds drove home two
unearned runs to make the
score 9-7. The Sun Devils, who
scored in each of the first
seven innings, tallied four

France (AP) — I returned to
Normandy after 40 years. but

this time 1t was a peaceful
and friendly invasion by land
and not by water

As | drove toward this
small town near Carentan, |
saw the typical hedgerows of
the Normandy farmlands,
bramble-like hedges so thick
and strong that the farmers
need no other fences for their
livestock

Somewhere in one of those
rows I spent my first night of
D - Day

I recalled waking up the
next morning and sensing
something wrong and alien
and began to search the thick
bushes, where I found a dead
and very young German
officer. He had used the cover
of the hedges for his machine

gun nest but was killed by
advancing infantry.

Later, when the tanks came
ashore, they found the hedges
clogging their treads and had
to have large blades welded
in front to cut their way
through the fields

Shortly the fields ended and
I found myself on the beaches

Forty years later, the tears still flow

POINTE DU HOC. France
(AP) — Heroes of D - Day.
carrying memories of
comrades slain 40 years ago,
returned to the beaches and
clifftops of Normandy today
to join presidents and
monarchs in commemorating

Ranger officer recalls
taking cliff 40 years ago

BRYAN, Texas (AP) — Forty years ago today. James Earl
Rudder led two battalions of Army Rangers up a 100-foot cliff
in France with the aim of destroying Nazi coastal guns

Rudder. then a lieutenant colonel, was dropped miles from
his destination along with his two battalions of Rangers. The
Rangers were at first unable to find the six howitzers they
were sent to destroy

But James Eikner of Austin. a lieutenant who was Rudder's
communications officer during the D-Day invasion. told The
Bryan-College Station Eagle he is enraged when he hears the
mission called a failure

“Every year, on the D-Day anniversary. it's written that the
Rangers’ mission was in vain.'* Eikner said in an interview
published today ‘'It infuriates me every time '

Eikner said Rudder — later president of Texas A&M
University — thought Gen Omar Bradley was trying to scare
him by telling him of his mission — “‘take a force of 200 men,
land on a shingled shelf under the face of a 100-foot cliff. scale
the cliff and there destroy an enemy battery of coastal guns

*“No soldier in my command has ever been wished a more
difficult task than that which befell the 34-year-old
commander of this Provisional Ranger Force . Bradley wrote
inhis memoir. A Soldier's Story

Eikner. who began training with Rudder almost a year
before the 1944 invasion, said errors in execution made the
Rangers’ mission ‘'much more expansive'’ than it was meant
to be

The Rangers were to land at Pointe du Hoc. which juts out
between the Omaha and Utah beaches

But bad weather delayed the invasion a full day
hadn’t cleaggd up by June 6

The sm landing craft that carried the forces to the
Normandy beaches were vulnerable to the rough waters
Many soldiers. Rangers included. drowned before a shot was
ever fired

To make matters worse. Rudder's unit mistakenly landed
three miles from the destination The error spoiled the
element of surprise. Eikner recalled

It still

The Rangers suffered more than 50 percent casualties the
first day of fighting alone Rudder was wounded twice and
received seven medals for his actions, Eikner said

German torces

Among those participating
are President Reagan,
President Francois
Mitterrand of France. Queen
Elizabeth Il of Britain and
Premier Pierre Elliott
Trudeau of Canada

Providing security for the
visiting dignitaries were 6.300
police and gendarmes,
anti-aircraft units and navy
vessels patrolling offshore

One of the scheduled
highlights was a ceremony at
Utah Beach honoring the
156.000 soldiers, 195,000
sailors and 31,000 airmen who
participated in what
historians say was the
greatest sea-borne invasion

Also on today's program for
Reagan was a visit to the
Omaha Beach cemetery
where 9.386 Americans are
buried. The bloodiest fighting
of the D - Day assault took
place at Omaha Beach

West German Chancellor
Helmut Kohl was not invited
to the D - Day ceremonies,
and a Frankfurt newspaper
Tuesday quoted his

“It is no reason for the
German chancellor to
celebrate if others mark their
victory in a battle in which
ten-thousands of Germans
died miserably,’” Allgemeine
Zeitung quoted him as saying
German casualties on June 6,
1944, have been estimated at
4,000 t0 9.000

One of the most heroic
exploits of the Allied invasion
took place at Pointe du Hoc. a
limestone bluff along the
English Channel

At 7:10 am.. on June 6.
1944, a 225-man Ranger
battalion commanded by Lt
Col. James E. Rudder landed
at the base of the 130-foot
limestone cliffs and scaled
them in the teeth of fierce
German fire. Within two
days., about 170 of the
Rangers had been killed or
seriously wounded

The Rangers’ mission was
to destroy German heavy
guns commanding the
beaches. They succeeded,
tracking down the weapons
which the Nazis had moved

secretly inland

Today. on the flat-topped
cliff, there is just space for a
footpath to wind between the
craters left by Allied bombs
and the 12-inch shells of the
battleship U.S.S. Texas, and
the shattered concrete
bunkers of a strong point in
Hitler's Atlantic Wall

At the cliff's point, a rough
granite pillar commemorates
the valor of ‘‘Rudder’s
Rangers."

On Tuesday. some of the
veterans who came to hear
Reagan's address today
watched their Ranger
successors re-enact the climb
up the sheer bluff

““The feeling,
emotional "

it's so
said Amos P
Potts, a former first
lieutenant wounded by
shrapnel on D - Day. On the
eve of Reagan's visit to
Pointe du Hoc, he came back
to where his comrades fell at
water's edge. "'l don't know
how to express it all, what
seeing this place again makes
me feel,”” said Potts. He is
now 70

cool gray day. [ tried to

picture the D - Day activity. I

asked myself, did it all -
happen here, where some

4,000 ships. planes and

hundreds of thousands of men

came ashore?

All 1 saw were fishermen
and half a dozen other people
with their children and dogs
romping on thé beach. I still
was not convinced a huge
armada landed here 40 years
before. 1 needed proof and
began walking. in hopes of
finding a spent cartridge
shell, something to tell me
again this was a battlefield.

There was death and
destruction, fear and acts of
bravery, but there were also
some small victories.

One was to be alive and
mobile enough to get off the
beach and move inland away

decades later

from the accurate German
artillery fire

I continued to walk
eastward to a rise in the
dunes and coming over it, I
stopped and there it was. I
choked a bit, for in back of the
dunes was a German gun
emplacement. Then I knew:
Yes., it did all happen here, on
Utah beach, and for miles
eastward to Omaha, Juno,
Sword and Gold beaches of
the Allied Forces — British,
Canadian and French
landings.

I examined the gun and
looked up to see a monument
nearby that listed some of the
units of the landings of D -
Day and afterward. Here,
etched forever in history, |
found the name of my unit,
the 165th Signal Photo
Company attached to the 4th
Infantry Division

Without shame, [ burst into
tears for a moment and the

French officers turned dway
politely and fell silent and I
was grateful they let me have
my moment. .

w1 continued to move along
the beach photographing the
now peaceful scenes and
again looking out to the
waters of the Channel, to
recapture in my mind that
day of June 6, 1944.

On these beaches, there will
always be respect for the
sacrifices made here by
many men, from the
monuments erected in their
honor, from the French
people and their loved ones
here and at home. Many are
coming this year to visit the
grave sites of the beautiful
cemetery at St. Laurent Sur
Mer where over 9,000 are
buried.

I spent a morning there and
at the edge of the crosses and
stars of David is a simple
sign: “Silence and Respect."
