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Jobless rate 
edges higher

W A S H IN G T O N  (A P )  -  
Unemployment edged up to 7 2 
percent of the civilian work force 
in December as a surge in 
Americans looking for work 
surpassed the creation of about 
340,000 new jobs during the 
month, the government reported 
today

The number of Americans 
a c tu a lly  holding jobs in 
December rose to a record 106 3 
m illion , but the tota l of 
unemployed increased to 8.2 
million as the labor force 
expanded by 390.000. the Labor 
Department report said. '

Meanwhile, the number of 
“ discouraged workers.”  those 
without jobs but not counted as 
unemployed because they’ve 
given up looking, increased to 1 3 
million from the September level 
of 1.2 million. Those quarterly 
figures have been failing for the 
last two years, since reaching a 
recession high of 1.8 million at 
the end of 1982

Since then, some 7 1 million 
jobs have been created In 1984 
alone, the economic expansion 
produced 3.2 million new jobs.

A yearend slowdown in U S 
economic growth had led many 
economists to expect that the 
jobless rate would either rise a 
bit or remain flat in December 
But widespread predictions of at 
least somewhat faster growth 
early in this new year would 
s e e m  to  in d ic a t e  th e  
unemployment increase will be 
short-lived

Many analysts had been 
surprised by November figures 
that showed the rate declining to 
7.2 percent from October’s 7 4 
percent. Today’s report revised 
those figures to 7 3 percent for 
October and 7 1 percent for 
November

The rate, which reached 10 7 
percent near the end of the 
1981-82 recession, dropped to a 
revised 7 2 percent last June but 
bounced back to 7 5 percent 
before beginning to decline 
again

Texas joblessness 

over six percent
D A L L A S  (A P )  -  The 

unemployment rate in December 
hit 6 2 percent in Texas — the 
first time since August of last 
year that the seasonally adjusted 
rate crept above the 6-percent 
mark, the government reported 
today.

The increase from the 5 7 
percent November rate was not 
c o n s id e r e d  s t a t is t ic a l ly  
sign ifican t and may have 
resulted from less retail hiring 
for the Christmas shopping 
season  than eco n om is ts  
anticipated, said Bureau of 
Labor Statistics economist Bryan 
Richey

“ What 1 think we re seeing 
r e f l e c t e d  h e re  is th e  
disappointing sales in retail 
trade. " Richey said

” I don’t know whether this is a 
function of our targets being too 
high or of moderation of 
consumer spending But when 
the exact numbers are available 
later this month, 1 think we’ll see 
that retail employment was not 
as substantial as last year.”  he 
said

While the number of people out 
of work increased by 44.000 in 
December, the total number of 
people employed in the state also 
rose to 7.580.000. up 43.000

Mother claims her child ‘beaten’
DA s office investigating 
incident at church nursery
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Jackie Adams talks about ‘spanking*

Harlow asks for new trial
LUBBOCK Attorneys for The Harlow 

Corporation and related parties have petitioned for a 
new trial in the lawsuit with Dorchester Gas 
Producing Co., alleging one of the jurors acted 
improperly

The petition also reiterated past claims that 100th 
District Judge Robert Montgomery, who presided 
over the trial held in Lubbock on a change of venue 
from Pampa, erred in not allowing jurors to 
consider Texas Railroad Commission regulations 
and a 1940 Texas attorney general’s opinion on 
casinghead gas ^

The jury ruled for Dorchester after a nearly 
five-week long trial ended in August in the dispute 
over natural gas from two Harlow wells located 
south of Pampa

Judge Montgomery in December entered a 
judgment of 1966.000 against Harlow and 
co-defendants, but he later vacated the judgment 
after Harlow indicated it had filed for bankruptcy 
and asked the judge also to defer to the awaited 
rulings by the Federal Energy Regulatory 
Commission in Washington, D C 

Harlow’s request for a new trial alleges juror 
Deborah Bass of Lubbock, who lost her job as a 
housekeeper during the trial, discussed merits and 
evidence of the case before Harlow had completed 
its presentation of evidence and before the jurors 
were to begin their deliberations 

The petition also alleges Bass told the other jurors 
that she had made up her mind in favor of 
Dorchester before the deliberations began 

When the jurors began consideration of the case. 
Bass allegedly used obscenities and threats against 
several jurors who were opposed to her position, the

petition claims. She reportedly said she would drag 
out the deliberations until a sufficient number of 
jurors agreed with her position, according to the 
petition

After her threats, one or more jurors changed 
their votes on special issues, resulting in the 10-2 
verdict, the Harlow petition alleges.

The petition also claims Bass was assisted by 
Dorchester attorney Robert Garner of Amarillo 
According to Harlow attorneys. Garner noticed Bass 
crying shortly after the trial started and pointed it 
out to the court. On Aug 29 Bass reportedly talked to 
Garner in the Lubbock County Courthouse and told 
him she had lost her job Garner allegedly told her 
he would take the matter up with the court 

Bass indicated to the other jurors that Garner had 
assisted her. the petition alleges 

The two instances violated the court’s instruction 
to jurors that they were not to talk with the lawyers 
or any other person involved with the trial except for 
casual greetings, the Harlow petition claims 

Garner’s actions improperly sought the favor of 
Bass as juror and prejudiced Harlow's position in 
the trial, the petition alleges 

An Associated Press wire story after the trial 
recounted Bass' loss of her job as a housekeeper for 
an elderly couple in Lubbock Bass claimed the 
couple fired her because she was tied up un the jury 
Bass also claimed she had developed a rash shortly 
after the trial began

In other troubles she recounted, she said she had 
developed trouble in meeting bills because of her 
jury service She also said her car’s fender was 
damaged while it was parked in the jurors' parking 
lot

Employees in the nursery of the 
Bible Baptist Church gave little 
Tammy Adams the beating of her 
life “ in the name of Jesus Christ” 
on Dec. 18, the child's mother 
claims.

The next day, the baby girl 
celebrated her second birthday.

Jackie Adams, 21. a single 
P a m p a  p a r e n t ,  and the 
Department of Human Resources 
say the woman’s infant daughter 
suffered a “ severe beating” by 
employees of the church - run day 
care center.

Assistant District Attorney 
David Hamilton said the DA’s 
office is currently investigating the 
DHR’s complaint «against the 
unlicensed nursery and said he will 
present the case to a grand jury for 

^possible criminal charges against 
one or more of the facility's 
employees.

TTie Rev. Jerry West says the 
state’s latest complaint alleging 
child abuse at the day - care 
f a c i l i t y  is c o n t i n u i n g  
"harassment”  related to the 
church’s refusal to accept state 
licensing. He said the complaint 
amounts to a deliberate attempt by 
the state agency to generate bad 
publicity about the church nursery 
and school and to hurt enrollment.

If the mother thought her child 
was beaten by the nursery’s 
employees, then why did she leave 
the girl there on the following day? 
the Rev. West wonders

Adams, who grew up in Pampa 
and Amarillo, works at the 
McNeil’s Tomatoes fruit stand 
The working mother, who doesn’t 
attend the Bible Baptist Church 
( fo rm e r ly  Pam p a  Baptist 
Temple), had taken her child to the 
church’s day care center for more 
than a year She said friends and 
family had recommended the 
facility

The mother said she knew 
children at the nursery receive 
spankings and had heard rumors of 
abuse there.

“ 1 thought it was just a rumor. I 
had just moved to Pampa when all 
of that was going on I knew they 
spanked them, but I didn’t think it 
would turn out like this I thought 
maybe a little tap on the rear I 
didn’t figure it would be a beating 
like this,”  Adams said

The woman said she picked up 
her child at the nursery after work 
on Dec 18 She said Rev. West’s 
wife reported her child had 
m isbehaved and had been 
punished

’’Mrs West said, 'Jammy got a 
spanking today,’ ”  Adams said she 
was told

She said she gave the girl a bath

when they got home and first saw 
severe bruises on both sides of the 
tot’s buttocks and on the back of 
her legs

Adams said she called West to 
ask about the bruises. She said 
West and a registered nurse, a 
church member, came out to her 
house that evening. She said the 
preacher and the nurse looked at 
the marks. The nurse told her the 
bruises looked to be the result of a 
fall.

The mother said she didn’t 
beheve the story and called her 
employer. Ginger McNeil. Adams 
said she asked McNeil whether she 
could leave the girl with her 
employer's babysitter the next 
day. McNeil says she told Adams 
that the sitter couldn’t handle any 
more children

Adams said that even though she 
’’didn't feel right about the whole 
deal.” she dropped the girl off at 
the center before going to work the 
next morning.

McNeil said the employee came 
to her crying that morning and told 
her about the bruises.

The women said they decided to 
drive to the church and take the 
girl from the nursery

McNeil said when she saw the 
bruises, she couldn’t believe their 
severity. The women said they 
immediately went to the Pampa 
office of the DHR to file a 
complaint. They said the agency’s 
employees processed a complaint 
and photographed the bruises. 
Adams said she then took the child 
for an examination by Dr. Keith 
Black.

Dr Black said the child had been 
"severely spanked.”  with a “ rod or 
astick.” Adamssaid

The employer and mother came 
forward with their allegations after 
reading a newspaper account of the 
complaint and the preacher’s 
claim of state harassment. West 
previously said thie child was 
bruised in "a fall, obviously ”

"They’re just trying to say she 
fell to get out of it. It’s awfully 
funny that she’s supposed to have 
fallen and gotten a spanking on the 
same day. Is that a coincidence, or 
what? ” Adams said

”I don't think it's harassment. 
I ’m just trying to protect the kids 
before one of them gets killed over 
there.” she added.

"1 don’t know what a two - year - 
old can do to deserve a beating of 
that severity It just makes you 
wonder how many things are going 
on that you don’t know about,’ ’ 
McNeil said in an interview with 
the women in the employer's home.

“ 1 think the whole school ought to 
be closed As long as people in this

Pampa man severely burned in house fire
A 37-year-old Pampa man was 

taken to Lubbock early this 
morning with severe burn injuries 
received in a fire shortly before 3 
a m today.

Robert Preston, 802 N West, was 
burned by superheated air caused 
by a fire at his residence occurring 
about 2:50 a m today, according to 
reports by Fire Chief J D Ray.

Linda Haynes, public relations 
director for Coronado Community 
Hospital, said Preston was brought 
to the hospital’s emergency room 
by Pampa Medical Services 
ambulance at 3:19 a m

He had received second and third

degree burns to his face, head, 
hands, arms, legs and trunk 

CCH personnel treated Preston 
for an hour and 45 minutes Then he 
was transported by PMS to the 
Lubbock Burn Center at Lubbock 
G en era l H o sp ita l, Haynes 
reported

Haynes said a Lubbock doctor 
told PMS personnel that Preston 
had burns severe enough to affect 
his kidneys and lungs 

Preston was initially reported in 
critical condition at the Lubbock 
burn .unit But a spokesman there 
reported about 10 am  that

Preston’s condition had been listed 
as serious

Ray said when firemen arrived 
at the scene shortly before 3 a m .  
the house was "heavily charged 
with smoke”

Preston's wife was outside the 
house and informed firemen her 
husband was still inside the house 

When firemen entered the house, 
Preston was located in the corner 
of a bedroom, apparently the 
center of the fire Preston had 
attempted to escape but could not 
find the exit, Ray reported 

Firem en escorted Preston 
outside, where PMS personnel

transported him to CCH
Ray said the bedroom received 

"very little flame damage. " but 
the room was heavily damaged by 
heat and smoke from the 
superheated air

Fire Marshall Floyd Steele has 
determined the cause of the fire 
was a short circuit in an electrical 
wire

Ray said firemen also rescued a 
cat lying on the bed "It was in 
pretty bad shape, but it was alive,” 
he said

The wooden frame house has two 
bedrooms. Preston was located in 
the back bedroom.

City plans action against abandoned autos

The city commission took action Tuesday morning 

to move toward strengthening its efforts to remove 
abandoned and junked vehicles from city streets and 
property.

Commissioners approved establishing a vehicle 
storage area on city property near the pump station 
on South Barnes The area would be used to store 
impounded vehicles, including those towed off as 
abandoned or junked and those impounded by the 
police for various infractions.

Acting City Manager Allyn Moore said about 15 
acres of city property is available near the pump 
station He said the city would fence off about 
one-half to two-thirds of the land for the storage 
area The fencing would cost approximately $7.000. 
he estimated

Commissioners authorised Moore to advertise for 
bids on the fencing and on obtaining a contract with 
a private towing firm on an annual basis

Moore said the storage area and towing contract 
could save the city money. Currently the city has to

hire towers on an individual basis every time a 
vehicle is impounded, then pay storage fees for the 
vehicle with a privately owned storage yard.

Moore said an annual contract could lower the per 
vehicle towing costs, plus the city would have its own 
storage yard to use instead of having to pay someone 
else to store the vehicle.

Though accurate figures are hard to obtain, Moore 
estimated there are approximately 1.000 to 1.200 
abandoned or junked vehicles in the city on public 
and private property. He said the city could 
probably eliminate at least 300 of those in the next 
year.

Impounded vehicles could be redeemed by the 
owners by payment of $20 plus the towing fee, plus |l 
a day for storage. Moore said Impounded vehicles 
would be kept in the city storage area for six 
months, then they would be put up for sale at public 
auction

“ We want to get old cars off the street,’ ’ Moore 
said, but "w e don't want to make it difficult" for 
those who need cars on a daily basis, referring to 
vehicles Impounded for reasons other than being

abandoned or junked
Moore said the new fees would be less expensive 

than currently imposed for such impounded 
vehicles The vehicles also cftuld be retrieved more 
easily from the city pronertv than from private lots, 
which might have more limited hours of operation 

Commissioners also discussed tightening 
enforcement of the ordinance against abandoned 
and junked vehicles, authorizing City Attorney Don 
Lane to review the ordinance and make changes 
needed to make the ordinance more enforceable 

Lane said minor changes are already needed to 
bring the city ordinance ihto accord with changes in 
state statutes

He said legal action is more easily taken against 
vehicles .on public property, including city street 
rights-of-way Vehicles on private property require 
stiffer rules for enforcement, with declaration of a 
public nuisance needed to take action, he explaine4 

Kirk Duncan, representing Clean Pampa, Inc., 
recommended the city ordinance be enforced He 
said there is a problem with dealers and junkyards 
having junked vehicles too readily seen, he

suggested some requirement be made to have fences 
or shrubbery to screen the vehicles from sight

Commissioner David McDaniel said Lane should 
con s id er incorporating such standards. 
Commissioner E L “ Smiley”  Henderson agreed, 
saying there are problems even in the downtown 
areas with junked vehicles too readily seen from the 
streets

Lane said he would have to check to see if such 
standards could be imposed. He said zoning laws 
could probably require such fences or screens on 
future properties, but he wasn’t certain the 
.standards could be Imposed on already operating 
properties

Mayor Calvin Whatley said “ if we were to put 
teeth”  into a revised ordinance and give people 
proper notic,; of the city’s intentions to move against 
junked and abandoned vehicles, most residSnU 
might get rid of such cars before the city movin 
against them

McDaniel suggested the etty manager. poUoa and

town condone that kind of 
treatment in the name of Jesus 
Christ, then 1 guess th^ 'll continue 
operating," the pXrty to the 
complaint added

The local pro.secutor said he has 
reviewed the DHR's file on the 
case He said photographs and 
diagrams of the child's brui.ses are 
"certainly not consistent with a 
fall "

Hamilton said two teachers at 
the nursery are suspects in the 
case He declined to release their 
names at this time He said the 
mstructors apparently both struck 
the baby, "apparently when one 
decided the other wasn't doing it 
right

West admits that both teachers 
spanked the baby on the day in 
question He said employees 
"swatted" the child with their 
hands and denied that any rod or 
board was used One employee 
simply swatted the girl once 
earlier in the day. the preacher 
said Later, the second employee

laid her over her lap and swatted 
her with her right hand, probably 
four or five licks, something like 
that, he added

West said the baby kept climbing 
on play furniture and ignored 
instructions to get down He said 
the employees had to pull the girl 
down He said the child was 
spanked after she threw a fit' and 
lay kicking and screaming on the 
floor

"Please add that I wasn't even 
here I was gone that day 1 didn't 
even hear about it until about 7:30 
that night." West said "1 don't 
have any problem with what the 
teachers did "

The preacher pointed out that 
two previous, criminal abuse 
com plaints aga inst nursery 
employees were later dismissed

West suggested that the 
employer and DHR had changed 
the mother's attitude about the 
incident

"That is not the attitude the 
mother had when she brought her 
child back here If she thought her 
child had been abused here, then 
why did she bring her back the next 
day’ " West asked "If the child 
was hurt at the academy, the 
mo'her would have been furious at 
the time There's something 
.shady"

"It all brils down to the Texas 
Department of Human Resource's 
harassment. " he said

West said the DHR investigator 
told him shortly after the incident 
that the agency "had provided a 
place for the child's care '

"1 asked them if the mother had 
filed First they said.'No.'and then 
said. 'We really can't tell you,' "  he 
said

For more than four years, the 
DHR has tried to force the church 
nursery to be licensed by the state 
or close After lengthy hearings 
spanning parts of two years. 223rd

Audit report shows 
financial condition

District Judge Don Cain ordered on 
Jan 4. 1984. that the church
nursery to be licensed or closed

Judge Cain lifted the injunction 
during the church's appeal to the 
7th Court of Appeals in Amarillo 
The appeals court hasn't ruled in 
the dispute between the church and 
state.

Abandoned vehicles- CoBtlaued from Page one

Clean Pampa representatives sit down to discuss 
recommendations for better enforcement against 
vehicles on public property and rights-of-way. with 
Lane looking into stronger ordinances against such 
vehicles on private property

The-current city ordinance defines an abandoned 
motor vehicle as one inoperable and over eight years 
old left unattended or illegally parked for more than 
48 hours on public property, on city rights-of-way or 
on private property without the consent of the 
owner

A junked vehicle is defined as one which is 
inoperative and which does not have lawfully 
affixed, unexpired license plate and motor vehicle 
Inspection sticker and which is wrecked, 
dismantled, partially dismantled or discarded, or 
which remains inoperable for a continuous period of 
more than 120 days

The police department has authority to take into 
custody any abandoned vehicle found on public or 
private property

Junked vehicles may be declared a public 
nuiaance if they are located in any place where they 
are visible from a public place or public«

right-of way, the ordinance states
The ordinance lists reasons why the junked 

vehicles can be declared a nuisance
- they are detrimental to the safety and welfare of 

the general public, tending to reduce the value of 
private property, to invite vandalism, to create fire 
hazards and to constitute a nuisance creating a 
hazard to the health and safety of m inors;

- and they are detrimental to the economic welfare 
of the state by producing urban blight which is 
adverse to the maintenance and continuing 
development of the city.

The city has to declare such vehicles a nuisance 
before beginning legal action against them

The nuisance procedures are not applied if the 
vehicles are enclosed in a building where they 
cannot be seen from outside; if they are stored or 
parked in a lawful manner in connection with a 
licensed dealership or junkyard, or if they are 
antique or special interest vehicles stored by a 
collector on property, as long as they do not 
constitute a health hazard and are screened from 
ordinary public view

Pampa’s "financial condition is 
still good," reported Keith Tunnell, 
representative of Peat, Marwick, 
Mitchell and Co. of Amarillo, while 
presenting the annual audit report 
to the city commission Tuesday 
morning.

But while giving the city a 
generally good report for its 
financial status, Tunnell said the 
audi t  was  p r o v i d e d  wi th 
“ qualified”  conditions.

He said the city still needs to 
include a General Fixed Assets 
Account Group in its audit figures 
" t o  conform with generally 
accepted accounting principles "

Tunnell said the fixed assets 
figures are not required by the 
state, and the lack of the account is 
"pretty common" among cities. 
But accounting group agencies 
prefer the account to be included to 
offer unqualified audits.

The fixed assets account has 
been mentioned in past audits as a 
measure the city should pursue for 
its audit purposes.

Tunnell said the account helps 
safeguard city equipment and 
i n v e n t o r i e s  and a i ds  in 
determining the total valuation of 
the city’s financial status. It's also 
a good management tool for the 
city, he said.

Following the audit report 
presented last year, the city has 
taken steps toward developing 
f ixed asset figures. Tunnell 
reported city and accounting firm 
officials have been "m aking 
progress on compiling" the fixed 
assets account for inclusion in next 
year's audit.

Commissioner Clyde Carruth 
said such an account would be 
helpful in case the city wanted to 
trade off equipment by being able 
to provide a history of the 
equipment and its value.

in  other aspects, the city’s audit 
presents a clean bill for flnancial 
statements. Tunnell reported. He 
said the firm had been very 
thorough in analyzing the city’s 
check and balances procedures on 
financial matters, confirming 
r evenue  sources, check iir l 
expenditures and receipts and 
otherwise auditing the c ity ’s 
finances

He said the city began the fiscal 
year with a six-months’ reserve of 
cash and available revenue.

T h e  a u d i t  i n d i c a t e d  
a p p r o x i ma t e l y  a $440,000 
deficiency between revenues and 
expenditures, mostly resulting 
from expenditures on street 
repairs and seal-coating projects.

But Tunnell explained the 
deficiency really is insignificant, 
since the additional expenditures 
over revenues were paid from 
reserve funds available from the 
previous year. The city had dipped 
into its reserve funds to provide 
additional financing for the street 
program

Street expenditures w ere 
$616,919 in the 1983-1984 fiscal year, 
compared with $1,289,924 for the 
past fiscal year.

Total current funds at the end of 
the fiscal year Sept. 30 were 
$4,571,999. Tunnell reported. On 
Sept 30, 1983, the city had current 
funds of $4,874,154 The difference 
resulted from expenditures for 
street programs. Tunnell noted.

In the past fiscal year, the city 
had expenditures of $10,947,867, 
compared with $7,773,674 in the 
previous fiscal year. In addition to 
reserve  funds, most other 

-expenditures were covered by 
bonds issued by the city.

In addition to the street 
expenditures, other increased 
expenditures last year included 
$668,748 for capital outlays for 
purchase of new equipment

($368,012 in 1983-1984) and 
$1,724,000 for debt retirement 
<$no,000 in the previous fiscal 
year).

Revenues increased from 
$8,095.161 in 1983-1964 to $8.736.457, 
he noted.

Tunnell said 1983-1984 was an 
"extremely good year" and now 
things are returning to norm al.

In o th er bus iness ,  the 
commission approved on first 
reading an ordinance granting a 
zoning variance to Tract D, Section 
101, Block 3, I8eGN RRC Survey, a 
parcel of land generally known as 
Kelley’s horse lot. Furr’s Family 
Center is purchasing the property 
for expansion of its present 
building.

The matter had previously been 
considered for a Specific Use 
Permit, but City Attorney Don 
Lane said the zoning variance 
would better m eet zoning 
ordinance requirements for retail 
purposes.

The variance specifies the 
standards and limits for use of the 
land in accord with previous 
meetings between Furr’s and 
neighborhood residents.

The com m ission  granted  
approval for the final replat of the 
Q>ronado Medical Complex. Gene 
Barber, engineering consultant, 
said the tract has been divided into 
plots for future development.

In other  bus iness ,  the 
commissioners approved new 
price rates for cable television 
service proposed by Sammons 
Communications, Inc. Rate for 
basic service will go from $8.62 a 
month to $9.51. Peggy Hunter, 
Sammons representative, said the 
new price includes recently passed 
taxes placed on cable TV service 
by the state.

The commission also approved 
salary changes and accounts

has to have a population of 5,000 or 
more to qualify as a home rule city 
with the power to annex outlying 
areas without the consent of those 
being annexed.

The city’s resolution states that 
economic vitality “ depends on a 
strong and growing tax base”  and 
that planned growth is "widely 
recognized as beneficial both 
econom ically and socia lly”  
According to the resolution, the 
power to unilaterally annex 
outlying areas has contributed to 
the "econom ic  health and 
stability,”  of home rule cities.

The resolution claims that “ tlie 
inability of general law cities to 
annex has limited the growth of the 
tax base in numerous cities, has 
hampered efforts at planned 
growth, and in general has 
contributed to stagnation and 
d e c a y  and d e t r i m e n t a l  
development patterns in many 
smaller cities throughout the 
state”

In other matters, the council 
members agreed to continue 
including motor vehicles on the 
city tax roll and will continue 
granting exemptions to residents 
65 years or older

BORGERf  Texas ( AP )  -  

Phillips Petroleum Co. officials 
said they were pleased that 
employees here and in Utah agreed 
to defer pay increases so the 
company can regroup after an 
aborted takeover bid.

Although members of the Local 
351 Internat ional  Union of 
Operating Engineers in Borger 
approved the deferment, ballots 
from the company ' s  26,000 
employees nationwide had not been 
totaled.

"A  number of locations are going 
to be voting this week at varying 
times,”  Phillips spokesman Don 
Harrison said

About 500 union employees in 
Pasadena, Texas, and 100 union

employees in Woods Cross, Utah, 
also voted to delay their raises.

The 2.6 percent salary increases 
that workers in Borger agreed to 
postpone were to take effect 
Tuesday.

Union members stipulated in the 
balloting, which occurred Monday 
night and Tuesday, that Phillips 
must outline the new stock plan by 
March 31

“ If the stock ownership is not 
explained by that date, the 
membership wants the negotiated 
wage increase to go into effect 
retroactive from (today),”  Union 
president B.J. Grove said.

Phillips spokesman Art Austin 
said he was pleased with the 
union's decision and pledged the

company would present the new 
plan before the March 31 deadline.

If approved, the deferment will 
give Phillips time to draw up a 
stock ownership plan as required 
under an agreement to prevent a 
takeover by Mesa Partners Inc. 
and oilman T. Boone Pickens of 
Amarillo.

The Borger-area vote was turned 
into Phillips at 10 a m. Tuesday — 
an hour before the deadline set by 
Phillips for a union response after 
the company made the request 
Thursday.

There are 1,100 union members 
in the Borger area. Non-union 
members' wages also would be 
frozen under the plan. Grove said.

Visiting State District Judge 
Perry Pickett. Midland, dismissed 
the indictments Nov. 14, a week 
after Parker was re-elected 
without opposition. The judge said

evidence presented at a pretrial 
hearing indicated some grand 
jurors may have been biased.

Even today, however, Parker's 
problems are not over A new 
grand jury in Beaumont has begun 
hearing evidence against him 

"Oh. God. it was awful It's kind 
of like somebody telling you you've 
got incurable cancer.”  Parker said 
of the original indictments 

"My daughters cried, my son got 
mad. and (his wife) Beverly — 
she’s a trooper. I’m sure she’s just 
overwhelmed by i t "

Asked how people responded to 
the indictments, he said. "Well, it 
was more than I had hoped for. 
better than 1 had hoped for You 
never know when you’re charged 
with a heinous thing how people 
will react"

indictment.  Parker attended 
church at Memorial Baptist in Port

Au s t in . Texas (AP)  — Bones of 
prehistoric mastodons uncovered 
at a construction site may be the 
second largest finding in North 
America, an expert said

Ernest Lundelius. paleontologist 
with the University of Texas 
geology department, said Tuesday 
he was waiting for confirmation 
from the Smithsonian Institution 
that the site ranks second in 
quantity of remains to a mastodon 
site in Missouri

The bones, teeth and td^ks of 
m a s t o d o n s ,  p r e h i s t o r i c  
elephant-like beasts, wer^ found 
over the weekend in What may 
have been a watering hole more 
than 10.(X)0 yeai^ ago

The discovery was uncovered 17 
feet below street level by a backhoe 
operator who itoticed a flash of 
ivory in a mound of clay.

Lundelius said the bones were 
found in clay material which was 
probably the bottom of a pond on 
the old flood plain of the nearby 
(Colorado River. Lundelius said he 
did not know if the construction 
crew would discover any more 
bones

Scientists used hand shovels 
Tuesday to sift through the damp 
soil where the first bone was found 
Dec 30, while bulldozers scooped 
up dirt from other parts of the 
excavation for a 22-story office 
tower

"They're watching everything 
falling out of the bucket like 
crazy," said Lundelius

Rainy weather  last week 
prevented archeologists from 
looking for more parts until 
Friday. More bones were found 
during the weekend, and at least

four tusks had been uncovered by 
Monday

Steve Tarkington found the first 
piece, a 3-foot section of tusk

“ I just saw a piece of ivory 
flashing in the bucket." Tarkington 
said. " I just threw it out and looked 
at it later."

Mastodons died out more than 
10,(X)0 years ago. but at least one of 
the tusks di scovered was 
well-preserved by the clay, said 
Lundelius

Archeologist  Alton Briggs 
identified Tarkington s find as a 
mastodon tusk

" I v e  never encountered

anything like this before," Briggs 
said Tuesday, as he and five other 
experts dug through the clay 

Mastodons stood 7-to-lO feet at 
the shoulder and were similar to 
mammoths, an extinct relative of 
elephants But Briggs said the 
bones of only a few hundred 
mastodons have been found, 
compared with about 3.100 
mammoths that have been located 

Besides tusks, the find so far 
includes a rib. part of the upper left 
jawbone with two large teeth 
intact, a well-worn molar, spine 
bones, foot bones, and another bone 
that might have come from a leg

There s at least one thing that can be said for John 
No r t on  s bid to becom e deputy s e c re ta ry  of 
agriculture—the man knows how to grow fat o ff the 
programs he would administer 

Norton is the Phoenix. Ariz.. businessman who 
recently was interviewed for the No 2 job in the 
bepartment of Agriculture He also is the man whose 
California farm last year received cotton and wheat 
worth more than $1.5 million through the department s 
payment-in-kind ( P I K i  program 

That's surplus cotton and wheat—grown by one 
farmer, purchased by the governm ent because that 
farm er couldn t sell it at market rates he liked, and given 
to another farmer i Norton i because he was good enough 
not to grow cotton or wheat last year that he might have 
had to sell to the government because market rates were 
too low to suit him

Asked about the payment. Norton posed a rhetorical 
question to the reporter That probably qualifies me as 
some kind of criminal, doesn t i f ’

W e l L i f  you believe that forcib ly taking money from 
one jf^ s o n  (taxes», laundering it through Farm er A by 
purfmasing his crops, then giving those crops to Farm er 
B is theft, what other conclusion can you draw 

Norton offered the standard defense for his act: " I f  
you re in a com petitive business and you don t 
participate in these programs, you put your operation at 
a very serious competitive disadvantage 

The question for Norton, as well as others considered 
for the Agriculture Department job. is whether they will 
commit themselves to President Reagan s avowed wish 
to cut the size and scope o f the federal government 

Norton s attitude leaves him open to questions about 
his ded ication  to the Reagan commitment How 
dedicated a boondoggle-eliminator can a man be who 
self-righteously defends his w illing participation in those 
very boondoggles^

The P IK  program is one of the best examples of the 
absurdities perpetuated by the federal government As 
such, it should be one of the first program s targeted for 
el iminat i on by a Reagan administration that so 
eloquent ly advocates free-m arket economics and 
individual self-worth.

That administration should be seeking to include in its 
ranks men and women dedicated to such proposes, not 
people who prefer to grow fat o ff the hard-earned money 
of the nation s taxpayers
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Have you beard, gentle reader, of Nancy 
Harvey Staorta? I would imagiM not, unleu 
(whkfa God forbidi you spend conaiderable time in 
the fever swamps of Washington D.C. Let us talk 
of ber anyway. Sbe, or ratber, wbat she 
symbolisu. is of major iaterek.

Mrs. Steorts resigned recently ss ebairman of 
tbe fed era l Consum er P rodu ct S a fe ty  
Gommisskn. Hers w u  a memorable tenure - for 
all tbe vrrong reasons.

A public relations consultant, Mrs. Steorts 
wangled ber appointment from tbe Reagan 
administration in IM l. The Reaganites assumed, 
logically enough, that she was on their side: i.e., 
desirous of reducing federal rules and working for 
voluntary agreements to promote product u fety  
Ha. ha Guess again. The lady proved to be a 
Wuhington regulator of the old school.

Mrs Steorts strongly pronounced formaldehyde 
foam insulation unufe and voted with the 
commiuion majority to ban it. Ultimately the ban 
was overtu rned  when the evidence the 
commiuion had leaned on was contemptuously 
thrown out by the Fifth U S. Circuit Court of 
Appeals

Nor was the commission willing, in a vote last 
May. for American manufacturers to sell abroad 
products recalled in this country - even if the 
governments in question had been notified of the 
recall

By far Mrs. Steorts’ most - publicized exploit

was proposing that the commission regulate 
amusement parks, such as Disneyland and the 
State Fair of Texas, in order that "consumers will 
not have to play amusement ride roulette.”

Fellow commiuion member Terrence M. 
Scanlon protested, in an article for the Wall Street 
JouniAl. that “ Amusement rides are among the 
safest forms of recreation, according to federal 
government statistics, ranking 134th on the CPSC 
rdèter of safety hazards, sandwiched between 
aquariums and doll bouses. ”

The requisite legislation passed the House but 
not the Senate. At last in October, Mrs. Steorts' 
own statutory authority as chairman expired. In 
December, she announced her resignation from 
the commiuion. Consumer "spokesmen”  came 
down with, the swoons and vapors Alas, alas! 
Here was truly a smoke • breathing regulator; 
when, in Reaganite Washington, comes such 
another? „

Would “ never”  be too soon? This is where Mrs. 
Steorts' poignant story abuts the story of the 
second Iteagan administration. Is it too much to 
hope that' this time the White House will make sure 
the people it puts in office back its policies?

In the case of the CPSC, this means 
Commiuioner Scanlon, the prime candidate to fill 
Mrs Steorts' warm chair.

Scanlon, though a Democrat, is more Reaganite 
than Mrs. Steorts or, for that matter, the other two 
commiuioners Reagan has seated on the CPSC. 
This is to u y .h e  believes in making products u fe  
rather than banning them outright, and in leaving

problems like amusement - park safety to state 
and local government.

Sad to tell, the Reagan administration is 
deficient in administrators of its own mentality. 
Don Devine has done sjdendid work at the Office of 
Personnel Management, Dallas' Tom Pauken at 
ACTION, Don Hodel at the Energy Department 
There are others. Vet the Nancy Harvey Steortses 
are there in force.

Here, I think, is one reason why. Washington is a 
world unto itself, circumscribed by the Capital 
Beltway. Often enough, to crou  that magic line is 
to become - shudder! -a Washingtonian; a reader 
of the Washington Post, a guest at cliquish 
cocktail parties, a believer in the shibboleths of 
big goverhment and federal regulation, a 
contemner lof The Outside World, meaning the 
fifty states.

In a perfect world, Washington would be razed, 
the site sown with salt, and the offices of 
government apportioaed to outposts like Chicago. 
Dallas. New Orleans, and Frisco.

No perfect world is this; meaning that in its final 
four years, the Reagan administration, which won 
the votes of forty - nine states and, to its credit, 
lost the votes of the District of Columbia, must be 
careful indeed, lest its mandate from the people go 
glimmering.

No more Nancy Harvey Steortes, please, 
instead, lots of people determined to undo her 
legacy and the legacy of the legions like her.

This is Chicago Public welfare was invented in 

Chicago The earliest disciples of organized aid for 
poor people were Chicago's Jane Addams and 
Saul Alinsky

In the 19S0s their mission was mostly advocacy
In the 1960s public welfare evolved into delivery 

of services • child care, health, education
In the 1970s we tried slum clearance with high - 

rise housing development which themselves 
became slums.

And dangerous *
No mother, however well intentioned, can 

control her playground children from 17 floors up

In the 1980s - with cities losing industry and 
white flight to suburbs eroding the cities’ tax base

the new focus of welfare agencies became 
“ jobs.”  economic redevelopment

But by now the poor, statistically mostly blacks, 
in measures of basic education, crime and family

stability, are worse off.
The much vaunted War on Poverty and the 

Great Society, for all their commitment of many 
billions of dollars, failed to keep their promises; in 
one respect, boomeranged.

Anti • poverty programs provided an incentive 
not to take jobs Welfare paid more than the 
Iminimum wage

From 1962 through 1980 almost 33 million people 
took part one or more times in federal 
employment programs - yet, more Americans live 
below the so • called “ poverty line”  now than then

When Lyndon Johnson left office 13 percent of 
Americans were "p o o r . '' Though federal 
government spending for health and medical 
programs had increased by 600 percent.

Government spending for public aid had 
increased 1,300 percent.

Government spending for education had 
increased ̂ 400 percent.

And to the em barrassm ent of those 
administering aid for dependent children it was 
discovered that many of the women receiving that 
money are widows; many have not been married; 
and worse, they did not stop having more babies.

This had not been part of the plan Today there 
are more latent poor, 22 percent, than ever since 
government has kept records.

Now our federal government is seeking to 
reduce welfare to whqt it was meant to be in the 
Hrst place: a safety net under the disadvantaged, 
elderly and disabled.

And most of the anguish protests are 
‘ ‘ o rgan ised ,”  representing the "poverty  
professional.”  the "welfare pimps”  and the 
ensconced bureaucrats who have more to gain 
from perpetuating the problem than from solving

Pentagon expands secrecy
WASHINGTON (NEA) -  The 

Defense Department has devised a 
plan to deal with discloeures that it 
lubitually purchases defective weap­
ons at in ^ ted ,^ ts .

But the Pemagon isn’t neceasaiily 
going to improve Its procurement pol­
icies and practices to ensure that any 
fntnre weapons it buys are reliable 
and reaaonaMy priced.

Instead, it is attempting to solve 
the problem by severely »restricting 
poblic access to previously noclaasi- 
hod information about Hs chronic 
incompetence.

All sensitive information under tbe 
department’s control alreadv is pro­
tected by official aoenrity ciaaaifica- 
ttsns snch m  “confldsatial,” "aoent'* 
atM “top aocrot’’ In adrUtioii, “ for 
official nae only”  aad othor sxtra-

legal catoMfies enjoy wide populari­
ty irithln uie Pentagon.

But even thoee ctaasificatioiiB don’t 
provide sufficient protection for a 
department whoee penchruit for buy­
ing inoperable, overpriced weapons 
has become a national scandal.

In an apparent attempt to avoid 
fntnre embarraMment, the dqiart- 
ment has established a new seenrity 
claaaiflcation system, not sanctioned 
Iqr any law. It is for nae “whan thsre 
is a Dssd to restrict iHmsmtnsttnn 
beyond the limits provided by appli­
cation of seenrity clearance and 
‘nead-to-lmow’ contools.’*

A recently Issued departmental 
directive lays, “All nnclaaMfied DoD 
technical doenmenU shall be aaslmwd 
diatribntion statamenta A, B, C,̂  D, B, 
P  or X.”  Oaly daU ia tha “A " catafo-

ry Is eugible for public release. Mate­
rial in aU other categories can he dis- 
seminated only within the 
daparonant, to other federal agencies 
or to m ilita^ contractors.

Food choking deaths in tots preventable
(^ Id ren  in their first years of 

life require constant watching. 
This is particularly true when the 
child is eating.

Between 60 and 70 children under 
S years die from choking on food in 
this country each year, says the 
Texas Medical Association. This is 
comparable to the number of 
deaths from poisoning.

A recent report in the Journal of 
the American Medical Association 
notes that the largest number of 
choking ̂ aths from food occurs in 
one-year-olds.

Although children can choke on 
almost any food, they have the 
most troub le w ith smooth, 
slippery, hard foods that are the 
right size for plugging the throat. 
When this ocurs, the plug prevents

the p r o t e c t i v e  cou gh in g  
mechanism from expelling the 
food. Even worse, .a parent in 
another room will hear nothing and 
not know the child is in danger.

More than 40 percent of 
childhood choking deaths are 
caused by candy, nuts, grapes and 
hot dogs, the biggest problem. 
Other food that cause problems are 
sausaged - shaped meats, hard 
pieces of fruits and vegetables, 
popcorn, cookies, biscuits and 
peanut butter.

This is not to say any of these

foods should be avoided, but 
parents should use common sense 
in feeding them to children. 
Choking deaths from food can be 
prevented by the following 
suggestions:

—Never leave a child unattended 
when he or she is eating.

—Don’t let the child eat in a car 
because you may not be able to 
take quick action while driving.

—Make sure foods are cooked 
well and cut into small pieces. If

you are not sure a child can safely 
eat a particular food, don't serve it.

—Make sure the child is sitting 
up while eating or drinking. Baby 
bottles should be held by a 
responsible person and not propped 
up.

—Ask your pediatrician what to 
do if choking occurs.

—Don’t worry needlessly about 
the possibility of choking. Just be 
sure to stay in the room when the 
child is eating

El Gato learns, as your 
children will, how dangerous flammable liquids can be in a room 
with poor ventilation.

In his second life. El Gato falls asleep on his couch with a burning 
cigarette in his paw The cigarette causes the couch to catch fire and 
thick smoke fills the room Too bad for El Gato He doesn't know that 
more people ( and cats! i die in bed and upholstery fires, as a result of 
smoking than m any other kind of fire 

Kl Gato also creates fire hazards by overloading his extension 
Cfird, letting his small nephew play with matches (which turn out to 

hazardous for both of them). getting his kite caught in power lines, 
and putting his woodstove together the wrong way.

An engineer by trade, John 
worked at PRtaburgh Plate Glass 
Go. by day and in the workshop 
progreadvely more in the evenings 
and on the weekends.

Flu-like symptoms traced to herpes virus.

A P  ScicM e E d it o r ___,
NEW  YO R K  (A P ) — People 

who fo r  years thought that 
ongoing fa t i ia o ,  fe v e r  and 
swollen glands were “ all in their 
heads" because doctors couldn't 
find a cause may have a herpes 
virus, according to two reports 
published today.

About 90 percent o f Americans 
have been exposed to the virus 
by age 30. making it one of the 
most w idespread  in fectious 
agents known, said Dr. James 
F. Jones of the National Jewish 
Hospital in Denver, principal 
author o f one o f the two reports 
appearing in the January issue 
o f the Annals o f In terna l 
Medicine.

The newly recognized flu-like 
illness is not caused by the 
v iruses that produce genital 
herpes or fever blisters, but is 
apparently caused by another

member of the herpes virus, 
fa m ily  ca lled  E pste in -B arr 
virus.

Epstein-Barr virus is known 
p r im a r ily  a^ the cause of 
in fectious mononucleosis, a 
d is e a s e  m ost com m on  in 
adolescents and young adults, 
sa id  D r. S tephen  Straus, 
principal author of the other 
report.

“ Most o f the individuals we 
studied had been through many 
medical evaluatiims and had 
come to believe that there was 
nothing physically wrong with 
them, that it was all in their 
h e a d s , "  Straus said in a 
telephone interview Friday

“ Considering the extent of the 
p a t ie n t  c o m p la in t s  and 
disability, the results o f routine 
laboratory tests were strikingly 
norm al," he and his colleagues 
wrote in their report.

The illness was so severe that

"ab5u t half the individuals 
couldn't work or go to school," 
said Straus, a researcher at the 
National Institute of A llergy and 
Infectious Diseases in Bethesda, 
Md., part o f the National 
Institutes of Health.

The researchers said they do 
not know, however; how many 
pople a re  subject to these 
unusual flare-ups. nor can they 
be certain that Epstein-Barr 
virus is the cause.

“ This probably is not the only 
in fectious agent which can 
induce this syndrome." Jones 
said in^ an interview. “ For 
instance, if 1 gave a well person 
interferon. I could make them 
have the same symptoms."

" T h e  r e a l p ro b le m  in 
publicizing a study of this type is 
that chronic fatigue is very 
comm on." said Straus. "T h ere  
are many diseases associated 

,,^with chronic fatigue, and a 
n u m b e r  o f  p s y c h ia t r i c  

. conditions.
" I f  an individual has had 

chronic fatigue with low-grade 
fevers, mild swollen glands and 
sore throats, then they might 
consider this diagnosis." Straus 
said.

It is only within the past few 
years that researchers have 
b e g u n  to  s u s p e c t  th a t  
Epstein-Barr virus might be 
responsible for illnesses other 
than infectious mononucleosis.

WASHINGTON (AP)  -  Reagan 
administrat ion p o l i c i e s ' a r e  
preventing m oderate-income 
Americans from buying homes 
while taking subsidized housing 
away from the poor, says Henry B. 
(Gonzalez, chairman of the House 
Subcommittee on Housing and 
Community Development.

“ This is an administration that 
only feels indifference, callousness 
and contempt for the. poor," 
(knzalez, D-San Antonio, said in a 
speech to the National Housing 
Conference on Tuesday

"But the Reagan administration 
not only threatens all efforts to 
provide decent housing for the poor 
and near-poor of this country," 
(^ z a le z  said "Its abdication of 
respohsibility with regard to 
economic management and fiscal 
policy threatens the affordability 
of housing for all but the richest 
among us "

Gonzalez said that in response to 
what he sees as a gutting of federal 
housing programs, he introduced 
last week H R. 1, a bill that would 
almost double the budget of the 
Department of Housing and Urban 
Development from $12 billion to $22 
billion

“ This year, we either force the 
administration into a change of 
direction on housing policy, or 
there will be no meaningful federal 
housing p r o g r a m f or  the 

' foreseeable future," Gonzalez said
"T h e  question we face in 

Congress this year is whether or 
not there is a future for federal 
housing efforts It's that simple," 
he said

HUD spokesman Bob Nipp said 
the administration has taken no 
.position on Gonzalez's bill. He said 
the administration has done more 

, than ever before for those who need 
housing

"We recognize that there has 
been a housing problem in this 
country that goes back many, 

'many years," he said. "A t the 
same time, we have been providing 
housing assistance to more 
families than ever. In fiscal 1981, 
when this administration came into 
office. HUD was assisting 2.3 
million families with housing. Now 
it has risen to approximately four 
million."

The 73-year-old president 
endoreed the plan when it was put 
before him on Monday, Speakes 
said. Reagan's style has been to 
delegate many of the deUils of 
m an agem en t to his s ta ff, 
preferring that his aides reach a 
coneeneus before they approach 
him for a decision.

“ Frankly, I thought It was a 
great Idea. It sure beat having 
them decide to go back to private 
life,”  Reagan said in The Dallas 
Morning News interview.

But the job swap, along with 
several other major personnel 
changes announced in the early 
days of the New Year, means that

few of the president'a long4ime 
California cronies and none of the 
“Big Three" aides who managed 
Reagan's White House during his 
first term will remain in their 
poets.

The top threesome — Baker. 
Deaver and White House Counselor 
Edwin Meese III — are all headed 
for positions outside the White 
House gates.

Deaver, who has complained 
about low pay at the White House, 
is expected to take a post in the 
hi^powered whirl of Washington 
pinlic relations. ‘

Meese has been renominated for 
attorney general, and if confirmed, 
he will succeed William French 
Smith, another old friend of 
Reagan's who wants to return to 
private life in California.

William P. Clark, national 
security advls«’ to Reagan and 
also a dose friend, left the White 
House to becom e in te r io r 
secretary. His resignation vas 
handed to the'president last week, 
and he intends to return to 
California and his ranch.

Lyn Nofsiger, one of the first to 
leave Reagan's senior staff After 
coming to Washington with Reagan 
from California,. predicted there 
will be a "different approach" 
inside the White House under 
R e ^ 's  direction.

"Now all the troika will be gone. 
You have a new man in there," 
Nofziger $aid. Nofziger said he 
viewed the switch as a “ good idea 
for everybody.... (R eg ln ) isagood 
administratlor, he cerUinly is a 
strong supporter of the president "
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Reagan is holding rare formai news conference tonight

WASHINGTON (A P ) -  Since 

President Reagan’s last formal 
White House news conference, new 
governments have come to power 
in Israel and Canada, Secretary of 
Labor Raymond Donovan has been 
indicted for fraud, and Nicaragua 
has accused the United States of 
plotting an invasion.

Don’t count on any of theite 
subjects dominating tonight's 
televised session with reporters, 
however. It is expected to focus on 
exploratory arms talks that ended 
Tuesday in Geneva and the 
president’s surprise announcement 
that Secretary of the Treasury 
Donald Regan and White House 
Chief of Staff James A. Baker III 
are exchanging Jobs.

“The questions you tend to get 
are not about the most interesting 
things, but about the most recent,’ ’ 
said Jody Powell, who was press 
s e c r e t a r y  to  R e a g a n ’ s 
predecessor, former President 
Carter.

“ If the press conferences were 
held on a more regular basis, the 
reporters would home in far more 
on events of the most interest,’ ’ 
said Stephen A. Hess, a senior 
fellow at the Brookings Institution 
who has made a study of 
government press relations. •

“ As* it is, you have excellent 
reporters asking questions almost 
designed not to e lic it much 
information,”  Hess said.

The Brookings scholar and the 
former Carter aide commented as 
Reagan prepared for his first full -

scale White House meeting with 
reporters since July 24. The session 
was scheduled for 8 p.m. EST.

Reagan has had brief question - 
and - answer sessions with 
reporters in more casual settings 
and a fairly wide - ranging session 
in Los Angeles on Nov. 7, the day 
after his re-election.

The longest previous gap  ̂ in 
Reagan’s formal meetings with 
reporters was from June 16 to Oct. 
1, IM l. During some of this time he 
was recuperating from his wounds 
in an attempt on his life on March 
90 of that year. j

Altogether, this will be his 27th 
full dress White House meeting 
with reporters, compared with the 
59 news conferences held by 
Carter.

“ During the Iranian hostage

situation, we lim ited press 
conferences rather severely, but I 
don’t think there ever was a six • 
month period without one,”  Powell 
said.

The news'^nference is likely to 
be the last of Reagan's first term 
erhich ends at noon on Jan. 20. This 
would be one fewer than former 
Presiderit Nixon held<i in bis first 
term. Altogether, Nixon had 37 full 
- scale meetings with reporters 
before his resignation r

Former President Ford met with 
reporters 39 times in his less than 
2V9 years in office.

“ The strange thing about it is 
that presidents do hold a good hand 
at press conferences,”  said Hess, 
"rhey seem to be more fearful of it 
than they need to be. They needn't 
look on it as a no - win proposition

from their point of view.”
Hess served as an aide to Nixon 

and before that to the late 
President Dwight D. Eisenhower. 
E isenhower held 193 press 
conferences in his eight years in 
office in spite of often being 
criticised for speaking in twisted 
syntax that made it hard to unravel 
his meaning.

“The general view of people is 
that the president is standing up 
there dealing with a range of issues 
and reaching a large audience with 
a fair degree of confidence,”  Hess 
said.

Reagan held news conferences 
about once a week when he was 
governor of California, as did 
Carter when he was governor of 
Georgia.

"T te  pressure (on a president) is
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Just much greater and the 
consequences of a slip of the tongue 
or a mistake are a good bit 
higher.”  said Powell.. “ Also, even 
in a state as large as California, 
you are dealing with a relatively 
small number of JournaliUs, most 
of whom you tend to know.”

Like o ^ r  presidents, Reagan is 
b r ie fe d  b e fo r e  h is n e w r i  
conferences. But Lou Cannon, 
White House correspondent of The' 
Washington Post, in his biography 
of the president, says Reagan has 
“ met with the press so infrequently 
that it was difficult for even the 
most skillful briefers to anticipate 
what ground the questions might | 
cover.”  I

Powell said aides prepared 
elaborate briefing books for 
Carter, but Cannon, who has 
c o v e r e d  R ea gan  both  in 
Sacramento and Washington, said 
the president “ simply has no 
inclination to cuddle up with a 
briefing book for any prolonged 
period of time.”

E a r l y  i n R e a g a n ’ s 
administration, a loudspeaker was 
installed to help him hear the 
questions, as he is hard of hearing.

Although there have been many 
news accounts of factual mistakes 
by Reagan in his answers. White 
House aides have made it their 
general policy not to elaborate on 
what he says.

“ The president meant what he 
said, and said what he meant”  is 
the usual response of White House 
spokesman Larry Speakes.

Sonora state 
recovering 
from floods

MEXICO CITY (AP)  -  Some of 
the thousands of people who were 
evacuated when a river in Sonora 
state overfowed its banks more 
than a week ago began to return 
home Tuesday, but the area 
remained under a flood alert.

According to the Department of 
Agriculture and Water Resources 
here, the 16 dams in the 
northwestern border state were 
filled to 98 percent capacity. 
Techjicians were venting some of 
the accumulated water to prevent 
any dams from bursting 

Light, scattered shgwers such as 
have fallen for the past week were 
forecast for the region late 
Tuesday  and Wednesday .  
Temperatures retained chilly, 
ranging from 48 to 68 degrees 
Fahrenheit

About 15,000 people were 
evacuated the weekend before New 

, Year's, when water from a dam 
near the town of Navojoa began to 
be drained off, swelling the Mayo 
River until it overflowed its banks.

The areas most affected were the 
low farmlands around Navojoa, 
Huatabampo and Etchojoa. in the 
southwestern corner of the state, 
about 1,000 miles northwest of 

.Mexico (^ty.
Most of the evacuees were taken 

to higher ground in the towns and 
were housed in schools, tents and 
other shelters

Although only light rains have 
fallen in the area for several days, 
much of the farmland remained 
underwater

A s p o k e s m a n  f o r  the  
Agricultural Department, who did 
not wish to be identified, said “ a 
f ew■’ of the evacuees were 
returning on* their own accord to 
their homes Tuesday, but most 
remained in the emergency 
shelters He added that schools 
were still closed in the area, as all 
the classrooms were being used to 
house the evacuees, most of whom 
are peasants

The Agricultural Department 
estimated in a news release that 
some 17,000 acres of the winter 
wheat crop were destroyed, and 
another 30,000 acres ready to be 
planted were under several inches 
of water

The government extended the 
deadline for the winter wheat 
planting from Jan 10 to Jan. 30, 
and encouraged farmers to plant 
corn and beans later on in the 
season in areas where they could 
not plant wheat because of the 
water.

Last w eek . A g r ic u ltu r e  
Secretary Eduardo Pesqueira 
visited the hardest hit area and 
announced that the government 
was making available about R1 
million in emergency funds to 
repair roads and bridges damaged 
by the flooding.

The Department of Agriculture 
and Water Resources continued to 
drain off some of the water in dams 
across Sonora state, trying to lower 
water levels to around 98 percent 
capacity. But the department said 
the dams were not in immediate 
danger of bursting since the rains 
have apparently tapered off.

The problems caused by 4he full 
dams are seen as temporary, as 
the extra water will provide a boon 
to fanners in the arid area which b  
under irrigation most of the year.

“Thb b  the most positive year 
we've had in about ten years." said 
the Agricultural Department 
spokesman. ‘ ‘There’ s enou fjl' 
water in the state to last for mor* 
than a full year.”

Landry had also indicated that, 
ra ther  than cont inue  the 
quarterback controversy, he would 
attempt to deal either White or 
Hogeboom during the off season. 
But several days ago, Landry said 
he planned to sit down with both of 
his quarterbacks and hadn’ t 
decided whether to trade either or, 
if so, which one.

"We had a real good talk,”  
Hogeboom told the Dallas Morning 
News Tuesday

Hogeboom said the coach told 
him that everything depends on

what happens in the off-season.
“ He said Danny and I both could 

be here," Hogeboom said. “ If that 
happens, we will just have to fight 
for the job.”

Landry said he met with 
Hogeboom for 15 minutes Monday. 
He said he wants to meet with 
White, too, before he leaves next 
week f o r  his Super Bowl  
assignment with ABC.

“ At this point, I don’t have any 
intention <A trading either-one,”  
Landry said. “ But I can’t say I 
won’t. If I can help the team 
enough, I would trade most 
anybody.”

Landry also said that he has had 
no inquiries about a.trade involving 
White, whose market value is 
higher than Hogeboom’s.

“ There have been no calls from 
other teams,”  Landry said, but he 
added that he had been “ out of 
pocket”  since Christmas.

Landry said he will pick a 
starting quarterback next season 
and stick with him This season.

a blessing for Boston College’s 
basketball Cagles 

Thanks to the attention lavished 
on Doug Flutie and rest of BC’s 
football team, the basketball 
players labored in glorious 
anonymity while winning 10 
straight games Only when the 
Eagles lost for the first time — an 
82-00 overtime decision to No. I 
Georgetown last Saturday — did 
Boston College gain a spot in the 
national rankings 

BC's first outing asg  ranked club 
proved just as disappointing when 
No 7 Syracuse rallied for a 64-50 
victory Tuesday night

"I feel frustrated, rather than 
down." said Boston College Coach 
Gary Williams " I t ’s not like I ’m
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Hogeboom started the first eight 
games and two others. White 
started six, including the last four.

“ If he’s going to open it up to the 
best player, that’s all I can ask 
for,”  Hogeboom said. “ And that’s 
all Danny can ask for.”

NEW YORK (A P ) -  The subject 
WM home runs end the speakers 
were two p layers  who had 
contributed to the major league 
total — Lou P “ock and Hoyt 
Wilhelm. Between them, baseball’s 
newest Hall of Famers hit 150 
homers -  149 by Brock, the other 
by Wilhelm.

They share one distinction, 
though. Brock’s most memorable 
home run and Wilhelm’s only one 
both were hit in the peculiarly 
shaped Polo Grounds in New York, 
which years ago was demolished to 
make room for a housing project.

The foul lines ran just 257 feet to 
the stands in right field and 279 in 
left field, which made home runs 
ea sy  fo r  pu ll h it t e r s .  A 
straightaway hitter had a much 
tougher shot because the center 
field bleachers were 485 feet from 
home plate.

“ The Polo Grounds made you 
learn to keep the ball away and 
down,’’ Wilhelm said Tuesday at a 
news conference hailing him and 
Brock on their election to the Hail 
of Fame. The re lie f pitcher 
launched a brilliant 21-year career 
at the Polo Grounds with the New 
York Gianto in 1952. “ Make them 
hit it to center field and Willie 
(Mays) would catch up with it."

Not always. In 1953,Joe Adcock, 
a Boston Braves slugger, reached 
th e  b le a c h e r s .  W ilh e lm  
remembered watching the shot

from the Giants’ bullpen. “ It just 
kept carrying, carrying," he said.

Adcock’s homer was the first to 
reach the Polo Grounds’ bleachers 
in 50 years. By 1902, the Giants had 
moved to San Francisco and the 
Polo Grounds had become the 
temporary home of the New York 
Mets. Brock was a rookie with the 
Chicago Cubs in mid June when the 
team was in New York, playing the 
Mets.

“ Al Jackson was pitching and he 
got ahead of me with two strikes," 
Brock said. “ Richie Ashbum 
started to shade in a little because 
a lot of hitters will slap the ball in 
that situation. But I never gave in. 
I swung the same on the last pitch 
as I did on the first one.”

Brock recalled that he sent the 
ball soared toward center field. “ I 
saw Ashbum’s number so I knew it 
was over his head," he said.

He didn’t know, though, that the 
ball was headed for the bleachers. 
“ I was running as fast as I could," 
Brock said. “ When I got to second 
base, the umpire, Tom Gorman, 
gave it the home run sign. I thought 
it might be an inside-the-park 

I homer."
So, he never eased into the trot 

that sluggers routinely use and 
circled the bases like the sprinter, 
not realizing he had hit one into 
that rarely reached sector. On the 
bench, no one shook his hand. The 
other Cubs were too shocked at

what the 170-pound rookie had 
accomDlished.

“ Th ^ ’s amazing, that/ a guy 
Brock's size could do that,”  
Wilhelm marveled. “ My first 
M-bat, I hit one in the same ̂ a ce ."

Not exactly. Wilhelm’s went 
down tM  right field foul line, a 
short-porch wot that made him one 
of the very few pitchers to hit a 
homer in his first big league swing. 
He never hit another one. “ After 
that,”  he said, “ it was a long dry 
spell.”

Just as Brock remembered 
Jackson as the victim of his tape 
measure shot, Wilhelm recalled 
the man who gave up his homer.

“ A left-handed pitcher with 
Boston," he said. “ Dick Hoover."

Hoover's name la not often 
recalled, and understandably. His 
major league career lasted just 4 
2-3 innings over two games.

Court records show Skillern was 
«w n  in the car in which the 

f  #  victim was gunned down.
^   ̂ It's called the “ law of parties,"

and it made Skillern as guilty of 
capital murder as the accompUce 
who admitted shooting narcotics 
officer Patrick Randel at a Live 
Oak County roadside park on Oct 
M. 1974.

Skillern went to death row. 
Cliarles Sanne, the accomplice who 
testified he was the triggerman, is 
serving life. It ’s a dichotomy that 
anti-death penalty forces hope will 
force Texans to rethink capiUI 
punishment, and could test the 
state's fortitude for enforcing the 
statute.

“ It shows the capriciousness of 
the death penalty. Basically, what 
we have to a lottery system,”  said 
Charles Su llivan , executive 
director of the Citixens United for 
Rehabilitation of Eirants.

Skillern’s execution would be the 
flfth in Texas since December 1982. 
Board of Pardons and Paroles 
records show that Sanne's parole 
request is under consideration. 
And the case has already stirred 
emotions in several corners.

“ I'm surprised Sanne isn't out 
yet,”  said Richard Hatch, who 
represented Sanne on appeal. “ I 
don't want him living next to me." 

“ I ’m not here to judge fairness.

q h f

My job to to see the law carried 
out," said Assistant Attorney 
General Duane Crowley, who is 
pushini the death sentence for 
Skillern.

"It doesn’t make sense,”  said 
M a ttie  Sparks o f W eches. 
Skillern's toster.

“ It’s hard growing up without a 
father, real hard," said Michael 
Randel, the victim’s son.

Skillem, now 49, and Sanne, now 
SI, first crossed criminal paths 
when Skillem was convicted of 
murdering his brother Milton on 
Padre Island in July 1971. The two 
Skillems and Sanne lived together, ’ 
according to court records. Sanne 
testified against Skillern at that 
trial.

Milton Skillern's body was 
buried in a flower bed, undw four 
inches of concrete. Doyle Skillern 
was sentenced to five years for 
"m u rd e r  w ithout m a lic e ”  
Narcotics charges,against Sanne 
were dropped and he received a 
probated five-year sentence for 
fo r ^ y .

Doyle SUIIera was freed on May 
3.1974.

On the nigM of Oct. 24, 1974, 
Skillern and Sanne negotiated to 
sell drugs to Randel in a Beeville 
motel room, They suspected 
Randel was a police informant. 
Randel. five days past his 40th 
birthday, was a Department of 
Public Safety undercover agent 
working out of Austin. He had a 
wife and three children.

Randel’s body, found in his car, 
was riddled with six shots fired at

Rabies ‘flareup’ in Laredo
. LAREDO, Texas (A P ) -  Health 
officials say they have been unable 
to track down the source of a rabies 
flareup that has resulted in five 
people seeking medical attention.

“ We have had four cases of 
canine rabies in Laredo,”  said 
Low ell W oodward, assistant 
director of the Laredo-Webb 
County Health Department.

All four cases were confirmed 
after the dogs were captured, 
killed and their heads sent to a 
state health department lab in 
Austin.

Jose L. Gonzalez, director of the 
local health department, termed 
the situation a “ flareup" of the 
deadly disease.

“ I don’t believe we are in for any 
kind of epidemic," he said. “ The 
stray dog population in Laredo is 
very low. This to where the disease 
spreads.”

Gonzalez said officials are not 
sure what the source of the current

cases to.
“ We are setting up traps this 

week to see if they are coming from 
wildlife," he said.

Gonzalez said the rabies could be 
ffom across the border, from an 
animal brought into Laredo or 
from a possum, skunk, coyote o r . 
other animal.

There was a rabies outbreak in 
Nuevo Laredo across the Mexican 
border in early 1984, with 18 cases 
reported.

The first case here was reported 
in November and a second in 
December.

The la test case, reported 
Saturday, resulted in two people 
getting bit. In a case reported Jan. 
2, one person was bitten and two 
others were exposed in some way 
to the rabid dog.

A ll are receiving medical 
attention.

“ The owned dogs had no history 
of rabies vaccinations,”  he said.

close range. Sanne testified he shot 
Randel in self-defense. Tests 
showed that Randel was legally 
drunk at the time. DPS officials 
testified that undercover agetttl 
sometimes must drink with their 
targets.

w lle rn  was in a stolen car 
nearby when Randel was killed, 
the records show. A fter the 
slaying, Skillem and Sanne took 
$890 in state money intended for the 
drug buy. They also took Randel’s 
diamond ring.

They were captured the next day 
in the Lower Rio Grande Valley. •

At a joint trial, Skillern and 
Sanne were convicted of capital 
murder. Jurors decided Skillern 
would be a continuing threat to 
society, but l^nne would not. 
Skillern got death. Sanne got life.

The convictions were thrown out 
by the. Texas Court of Criminal 
Appeals because jurors were not 
sequestered before punishment 
deliberations.

At the retrial in Aransas County, 
both men were again convicted. 
This time both got the death 
sentence.

The 'Court of Criminal Appeals 
later reformed Sanne’s sentence to 
life.* It would be double jeopardy, 
the court said, to increase the 
initial sentence to death.

Skillern’s sentence has been 
upheld by state and federal appeals 
courts, including the U.S. Supreme 
Court. A new appeal is pending.

To return a death sentence, 
Texas jurors must be persuaded 
that a defendant is capable of 
future violence. In Skillern’s case, 
some of that testimony came from 
the pathologist who did the Randel 
autopsy.

Dr. Joseph Rupp testified, 
“ There is an element of overkill 
when you empty a revolver into the 
side of a victim ”

Appeals courts blasted Rupp's 
testimony as improper comments 
from a non-expert, but said it did 
not warrant a reversal.

In a dissent, Texas Court of 
Criminal Appeals Judge W.T, 
Phillips said upholding the death 
sentence despite the pathologist’s 
testimony was “ a bold departure 
from reason”  Sanne shot Randel, 
Phillips said, and despite Skillern’s 
previous murder conviction, jurors 
“ reasonably’ ’ could have said 
Skillern did not pose a future 
threat.

“ Jurors have supplied a negative 
answer to this issue in cases far 
more egregious than the present 
one," he said. ^

Neither man testified at the first 
tr ia l.  ̂At ihe second, Sanne

admitted he was the triggerm an.
The Sth U.S. Circuit Court of 

Appeals in’ New Orleans,' the 
hlglMSt court that has written an 
opinion on Skillern, said a 
"raUonal jury " could find that 

Skillern and Sanne plotted the 
robbery rnd slaying.

“ When Handel’s body was found, 
it was in a position in^ating  that 
he was totally unaware of the 
imminence of danger; a cigarette 
was still dangling from his right 
hand," the court noted.

The appeals court said the 
Skillern , case differed from a 
Florida case in which the U.S. 
Supreme Court said the death 
sentence was unfair for a 
non-triggerman accomplice who 
drove a getaway car.

“ Can the state justify taking the 
life of a non-triggerman who has 
not taken a life, when the 
triggerman is serving a life term ?’ ’ 
says a pro-Skillern petition 
circulated by families of Death 
Row inmates.

Lois Robison, representing the' 
families in Help Our Prisoners 
Exist, said, “ Doyle Skillern didn't 
kill anybody and everybody knows 
it. He just happened to be involved 

'in a crime where someone was 
killed."

“ It should be commuted to a life 
sentence — no more and no less 
than the t r ig g e rm a n  has 
received," she said.

In a letter to Mrs. Robison 
(whose son Larry is on Death 
Row), Skillern recently said, “ I am 
the non-triggerman in this case. I 
was not even in the same car where 
the murder took place.”

It doesn’t matter, says the law 
and the state officials charged with 
enforcing it. The law of parties 
makes accomplices as guilty as 
trigger men

Oowley, an assistant attorney 
working on the case, would not 
comment on whether it is “ fair”  to 
execute the accomplice and leave 
the triggerman eligible for parole. 
The only question that needs an 
answer, says Crowley, is, “ Is it in 

'  conformance with the law?”
“ It is in conformance with the 

law,”  he said. “ The issue that’s 
critical is future dangerousness. 
You’ve got somebody convicted of 
murdering his own brother. That in 
itself might very well point to 
future dangerousness. “

The lawyer handling Skillern's 
appeal said his client was near the 
murder scene, but “ whether he 
assisted is sure hard to tell from 
the evidence.”

says, to “ unconstitutionally severe 
for a non-triggernuin unless the 
non-triggerman to standing there 
saying.

Randel'a son said he believes 
Skillem was Involved almost to 
that extent.

" I t ’ s justice,”  he said of 
Skillera’s execution. “ It should 
have been done a long time ago. 
Ten years to a little bit too much. ”  

“ I ’d like to be a witness" at 
Skillern’s execution, he said. “ I ’d 
love to be a witness”

Randel believes Sanne will get 
the death penalty “ eventually...one 
way or the other he won’t make it.”  

(Carles Butts of San Antonio, 
who served as q special prosecutor 
at the retrial, wastes no time 
worrying about the fairness of 
executing a non-triggerman.

“ I don’t believe ^nne in the first 
place,”  he said. “ I think he and 
Skillern cooked that up so Sanne 
could try to unhook Skillern. I've 
always been convinced Skillern 
was the triggerman in that case. ”  

“ They planned It. They went to 
that motel room, followed that poor 
devil to the roadside park and 
assassinated him in his own car,”  
said Butts.

Crow ley noted that Sanne

admitted shooting Randel at the 
second trial — wlien his lawyers 
probably knew Sanne was safe 
from a death sentence.

In closing arguments to jurors at 
the' first trial, both sides talked of 
Sanne as the lone triggerman.

" I  hope you don't convict Mr. 
Skillera because you believe he 
w as '  somewhere in the area,”  
defense lawyer Douglas Tinker 
argued.

P r o s e c u to r  John F lin n  
countered. “ Sanne to the one that 
actually pulled the trigger, but you 
reoMmber the testimony apd the 
evidence to that this gun that in all 
likelihood did the killing was Mr. 
Skillern's gun.

“ Who was the mastermind? Who 
furnished the gun? Who got the 
money? Who got the replacement 
gun?

At the punishment phase of the 
first trial Tinker did not try to hide 
his client's character:

“ Somebody a lot smarter than 1 
am said that the justice of the 
society is measured not by how we 
treat our best men, but how we 
treat our worst.”

Someone who has gotten to know 
Skillern in recent years and 
believes the death sentence in his 
case to unfair, but asked not to be 
identified, said this;

“ A lot of my friends ask me: ‘Do 
you think Doyle should die?’ I say, 
'Yes, but not for this crime.

A last stand for old-time music

EMORY, Texas ( A P ) -  

Cowboys, barbers and 
fidd lers gather in a 
three-chair barbershop in 
Emory each Saturday 
morning and pit country 
music against time.

As visitors approach the 
old barber building, they 
may see musicians 
through a right side 
window On the left a 
candy-cane barber pole 
rotates. Passing through 
the door, persons are 
greeted by melodious 
sounds

Regular patrons mince 
into the 20x20 room with 
little dance steps and 
wave half-raised arms in 
time with the beat They 
greet old friends with a 
handshake or an upturned 
eye.

As the impromptu band 
fades into "Faded Rose," 
rows of toes tap. The 
mood is happy, then 
melancholy. The mood is 
oid-time Texas

“ Scenes like this are 
disappearing ," laments 
James L. Goins, a regular 
visitor. “ I wish this could 
goon forever."

T h ese  barbershop  
m eetings began four 
years ago under former 
owner R.R. Turner, who 
now is one of the barbers 
in the shop

"This music is a part of 
Texas," Turner said. 
"Everyone sure likes it 
here "

Turner is a soft-spoken 
man who moves slowly 
due to recent illness But, 
he is not slow to praise his 
friends

"A  person can count on 
these people They are 
friends They will stand 
by you," Turner said

W.J. Wheatley, 81, is 
one of the more outspoken 
members of the regular 
crowd.

Wheatley was asked 
why he likes this music 
"Everybody likes this 
music. Don't you?" he 
replied with a smile.

A n o th e r  re 'gu la r , 
Aubrey Dougherty, is 
motivated in physical 
ways to the music.

"It makes me want to 
d a n c e .”  Dou gh e r ty  
swoons as his arms arch 
around in ballet-like 
movements and his head 
is laid to one side. A 
cow boy  hat and a 
cigarette are his constant 
companions.

Dougherty is not shy in 
talking about his daily 
life, perhaps motivated by 
t h e  s o u n d s  o f  
"Desperado " playing in 
the background.

“ I have to wear false 
teeth now, but I have a 
hard time finding them 
sometimes. My two cats 
steal them out of the bowl 
on the sink and toss them 
a rou n d  in p l a y . ”  
Dougherty said

The band interracts in a 
friendly manner.

As one of the guitar 
players, Rex Williams, 
closes his eyes behind big 
round glasses during a 
r e n d i t i o n  of  ‘ La  
Cucaracha," a fiddler. 
Ryon Wright, hits a long 
sighing note that tingles 
nerves in the audience

W illiam s opens his 
eyes, looks at Wright and 
they both flash quick 
s m ile s  H eads a re  
l o w e r e d  and p la y  
continues Junior Willis, 
the mandolin player, 
sums the rapport between 
the members, "This is the 
way Texas should be.”

Besides Wright, Willis 
and Williams, the band 
members are Buckle 
Palmore, Al Carter, John 
Byram, and Vale Osborn.

Only a couple are 
professional musicians. 
Vale is a preacher at 
County Line Baptist 
Church nearby. A few 
others are retired.

In the barbershop a 
couch is against the wall 
on the south side of the 
room. Above it are two 
round mirrors and a coat 
rack.

Frank Mantle sat on an 
end of the couch and 
crossed his long legs. His 
toboggan was worn on his 
bent knee as he slouched 
down and rested his neck 
on the couch.

His eyes focused a 
million miles away as 
another tune floats over 
the room.

" I  come and get a 
haircut on Saturday 
mornings," Mantle said 
“ I come to listen, and it 
makes me feel good. I 
kind of drift off in thought 
and think of things."

President warm to Senate
effort to cut federal deficit

DALLAS (AP ) — President Reagan 
says he welcomes the unprecedented 
effort by Senate Republicans, 
scheduled to begin today, to draft their 
owh deficit-reduction plan because
they may have some ideas that we

"I'm  perfectly willing to have the 

Senate do that. " Reagan said in an Oval 
Office interview Tuesday with The 
Dallas Morning News.

However, Carl Leubsdorf. the News' 
capitol correspondent who interviewed 
the president, said Reagan displayed a 
diitinct lack of enthusiasm for any 
attempts by Congress to try to pare the 
bu^et by cutting back on cost-of-living 
increases planned for Social Security 
recipients

Suggestions made Monday by 
unnamed White House officials that he 
might accept a restraint on Social 
Security benefit increases stemmed 
from a reqiark he made at one of the 
many budget sessions in recent weeks, 
the president said

Reagan recalled that he had said. 
"Obviously if Congress en masse 
came cown on the side of, say, reducing 
or holding off on the COLA — 
ooat-of-living increase — you know, 
what would I be able to do about that ?''

As he prepares to surt his second 
term 12 days from now, the president 
had this to say about other issues:

— On cutting the defense budget; " I  
do not look with great favor upon this 
idea that you're supposed to project for 
the next five years what your budgets 
art going to be. ... No one can tell you 
what the necessities are going to be 
down the road What if a potential 
adsteraary does someUiQig in the 
coating year that forces your hand to 
havb to move in some way to Increase 
your dafanse capability? "

— On balancing the budget: “ There's 
no way that you can gear segments of 
the society to government doing many 
of these things and then just pull the rug 
out from them all at once and say 
you're going to balance the budget in 
one year. It's only fair to give people a 
chance to adjust."

— On conservatives’ complaints that 
there are no true believers in the White 
House: “ The true believer in the White 
House is sitting in the Oval Office. 
Sometimes I wonder if some of those 
very vocal conservatives are really 
conservatives in conservatives' eyes. 
They’re not in mine.”

The president said he still hopes to 
find a way to keep outgoing United 
Nations ambassador Jeane Kilpatrick 
— a favorite of conservatives — in his 
administration.

Groups decry bumper decision
WASHINGTON (AP)  -  Safety 

groups and insurance companies 
say a court decision upholding the 
R e a g a n  a d m i n i s t r a t i o n ’ s 
relaxation of automobile bumper 
standards spells a major defeat for 
consumers and leaves motorists 
with “ eggshell protection"

A federal appeals court on 
Tuesday upheld a decision by the 
Transportation Department nearly 
three years ago to scrap a federal 
requirement that all cars have 
bumpers that protect the vehicle 
from damage in crashes up to 5 
mph. The requirement was cut to 
2V̂  mph.

The department's National 
H i g h w a y  T r a f f i c  S a f e t y  
Administration concluded that the 
stronger bumpers are not cost 
effective because they increase the 
price of cars and make them

slightly less fuel efficient because 
of added weight

The insurance industry strongly 
criticized the rule change and since 
has argued repeatedly that the 
weaker bumpers result in sharply 
higher repair costs and higher 
frequencies of claims.

But in a 2-1 decision the U S. 
Court of Appeals sided with the 
highway safety agency.

Judge Antonin Scalia in a 
ma j o r i t y  opinion said the 
government  had not acted 
"arbitrarily and capriciously" and 
reached its decision “ through a 
methodology that was sensible" 
while listening to all sides in the 
dispute

"N o  more is necessasry to 
survive our review, ” Scalia wrote

But Judge J. Skelly Wright, in a 
dissent, called the agency ’s

decision “ an unacceptable retreat 
from our judicial responsibility’ ’ 
and said NllTSA in its easing of the 
bumper standard “ moved into the 
field of unreasoned ratification of 
preordained conclusions. ’ ’

Clarence Ditlow of the Center for 
Auto Safety, a consumer group that 
challenged the new regulations, 
called the decision “ a major defeat 
for consumers.”

James F. Fitzpatrick, counsel 
for State Farm Insurance Co., 
which joined the Center in its suit 
opposing the the rule, called on 
T r a n s p o r t a t i on  S e c r e t a r y  
El izabeth Dole " to  consider 
current evidence that the 2.5 mph 
bumpers are a consumer disaster" 
that “ leaves the average motorist 
with eggshell protection in the 
front and rear of the car.”

Fighting reported outside Ampil
ARANYAPRATHET,  Thailand 

(AP)  — Vietnamese troops and 
Cambodian guerrillas skirmished 
today outside Ampil camp in 
Cambodia, which was abandoned 
Tuesday by the anti<ommunist 
resistance fighters. Red Cross 
officials and Thai army officers 
said ^

Between the sporadic clashes 
along the Thai-Cambodia border, 
guerrillas of the Khmer People’s 
National Liberation Front were 
regrouping in preparation for 
further combat, the Thai officers 
said

Some 5.000 of the fighters were 
overpowered by an artillery and 
tank-powered Vietnamese assault 
launched on their headquarters 
camp Monday.

The resistance leaders decided to 
withdraw Tuesday in the hope of 
keeping their force intact to fight 
again They abandoned the small

portion of the camp they had held 
onto through two days of 
fighting.and thousands of rebels 
scrambled aboard military trucks 
bearing Thai markings to be taken 
to undisclosed locations

Six of the eight Khmer People’s 
National Liberation Front camps 
inside Cambodia have been 
overrun during the dry season 
offensive that Vietnamese forces 
began in mid-November

The Sok Sann and Dong Ruk 
camps remain unscathed and some 
of the guerrillas from Ampil were 
believed headed for Dong Ruk 
About 20.000 Cambodian civilians 
and 4.300 Vietnamese refugees are 
at Dong Ruk

The resistance coalition had 
about 20 camps just inside 
Cambodia, including the bases now 
in Vi etnamese hands The 

.communist Khmer Rouge have 10, 
the Liberation Front had eight, and

the suppor t e r s  of  f o rmer  
Cambod i an  l e a de r  Pr ince  
Norodom Sihanouk have two.

The three groups joined in a 
shaky coaiition in 1981 to oppose 
the Heng Samrin government 
installed in Cambodia six years 
ago by Vietnamese forces who 
ended a reign of terror by the 
Khmer Rouge

The numter of casualties from 
the two-day battle for Ampil 
remained uncertain. The guerrillas 
insist that their men inflicted a 
heavy toll on the better-armed 
Vietnamese, but this could not be 
verified

Lt. Gen. Pichitr Kullavanijaya, 
commander of Thailand’s first 
army region, estimated that not 
more than 20 guerrillas were 
killed. 50 seriously wounded and 
about 50 more with lighter injuries.

The Khmer Rouge is the largest 
of the three guerrilla groups.

IRS says 299 ‘taxpayers’ earned 
over $200,000 but paid no taxes

WASHINGTON (AP)  -  Two 
hundred ninety-nine couples and 
individuals with incomes over
1200.000 used deductions and tax 
credits to avoid paying a penny of 
federal income tax in 1982

Their income totaled 8149 
million

The number  of  untaxed 
upper-income Americans was 
down slightly from the 304 who 
escaped the tax net in 1981 but 
considerably higher than the 114 
recorded by the Internal Revenue 
Service in 1979

However, since the number of 
returns with incomes over $200,000 
a year more than doubled from 
1979 to 1982, the IRS says, ”a 
high-income return was 55 percent 
more likely to be non-taxable in 
1982 than it was in 1979."

In 1979, about 9 of every 10,000 
people above the $200.000 level paid 
no tax, by 1982 the portion had 
grown to more than 14 per 10,000

The IRS is required by Congress 
to report annually on the tax status 
of Americans with incomes above
1200.000 The report is based on the 
unaudited returns filed by these 
people, and the IRS declared that 
almost any change caused by an 
audit would add the 299 couples and

individuals to the roll of taxpayers 
The latest report is for income 

earned in 1982 and reported on 
returns filed in 1983 The IRS said 
207,291 couples and individuals 
reported incomes above $200,000 in 
1982. up 18 percent from 1981 and 
up 70 percent from 1979 

The report is understated in one 
respect A favorite legal way of 
avoiding taxes is to invest in 
tax-free state and local bonds, 
whose interest is not even reported 
to the IRS An uncounted number 
of Americans are pushed above the 
$200,000 threshold by their 
tax-exempt interest.

The biggest single means used by 
the 299 non-taxpaying returns to 
avoid any liability was the foreign

tax credit, which allows a $1 
reduction in U.S. taxes for each $1 
paid to a foreign government. The 
IRS said the credit was the largest 
offset on 139 of the returns.

On the other hand, 153 of the high 
earners 'paid no income tax to 
either the United States or any 
other country.

The deduction for casualty and 
theft losses was the largest 
tax-saving item on 84 of the 
high-income returns that paid no 
U.S. income tax. In fact, one of 
every 10 high-income returns 
reported a casualty or theft loss, an 
average of 14,388 per return. That 
trend prompted Congress in 1982 to 
severely restrict future deductions 
for such losses.
