Union Carbide 
memo causes 
safety scare

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Union 
Carbide Corp safety inspectors 
concluded there  was "real 
potential" for the type of toxic gas 
leak that killed more than 2,000 
people in Bhopal. India, to occur at 
a company pesticide plant in West 
Virginia

"A real potential for a serious 
incident exists," a company safety 
team concluded in a memo last 
September after inspecting Union 
C arb ide’s In s t i tu te .  W Va , 
pesticide plant where methyl 
isocyanate was manufactured until 
the Dec 3 disaster at a sister plant 
in Bhopal

Dick Henderson, a spokesman at 
the Institute plant, said the safety 
team — which stated that the 
problems were not "imminent 
hazards requiring immediate 
correction — plays "a devil's 
advocate They take the worst-case 
scenario "

The report cited the "possibility 
of a runaway reaction"' if water 
mixed with the chemical and 
warned that "response to such a 
situation would not be timely or 
effective enough to prevent 
catastrophic failure of the (MIC

storage) tank "
In its investigation of the Bhopal 

tragedy, the Indian government 
concluded that water came into 
contact with stored MIC, creating a 
chemical reaction that ruptured a 
storage tank and released an 
estimated 45 tons of poisonous gas 
into the air.

The safety report was made 
public Thursday by Rep Henry A. 
Waxman, D-Calif . who demanded 
to know whether corrective action 
had been taken in Institute or 
whether an alert was sent to the 
operators of the Bhopal plant.

"They're warning about the 
exact same thing that happened in 
Bhopal," Waxman told a news 
conference. "It looks like there's a 
possibility Bhopal could have been 
avoided If nothing was done. I find 
this a very distressing situation.' ’

The safety memo surfaced a day 
a f t e r  the E n v i r o n m e n t a l  
Protection Agency released a 
report saying that 28 unreported 
spills of MIC had occurred since 
1980 at the Institute plant, which 
chemical industry critics describe 
as one of the best-operated U S. 
facilities
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Both sides 
claim they
won suit

NEW YORK (AP) -  Both sides 
claimed victory afte r the ju ry  in 
Ariei Sharon’s $50 million libel suit 
a g a in s t  T im e Inc sa id  the 
magazine acted "negligently and 
carelessly " but ruled against the 
former Israeli defense m inister on 
the crucial issue of actual malice

The verdict Thursday m eant that 
even though the panel had earlier 
found the T im e article  about 
S h aro n 's  a lleg e d  ro le  in the 
m a s s a c r e  o f h u n d r e d s  of 
P a le s tin ia n s  to be fa lse  and 
defam atory, it decided the piece 
did not libel Sharon.

" We find tha t certain  Time 
e m p l o y e e s ,  p a r t i c u l a r l y  
co rre sp o n d e n t D avid H alevy . 
acted negligently and carelessly  in 
r e p o r t in g  an d  v e rify in g  the 
in fo rm atio n  w hich u ltim a te ly  
found its way into the published 
paragraph of in terest in this case. " 
the ju ry  sa id  in an  unusual 
s ta te m e n t re le a se d  a f te r  the 
verdict was announced. Halevy 
w a s  T i m e ' s  J e r u s a l e m  
correspondent

"He (Halevy) was careless, and 
we found him to be careless, but we 
didn't think he was actually  out to 
hurt Sharon with m alice," ju ror 
Patricia DeLoatch, 27, said afte r 
the verdict.

Another juror, Lydia Burdick. 35, 
said. "The bottom line was that he 
believed what he had w ritten was 
true, which m eant he did not act 
with actual m alice."

1̂̂,1 Sarpalius introduces hill 
easing grade requirements

AUSTIN (AP) -  Sen Bill 
Sarpalius, D-Amanllo, says he has 
a revision of the recently passed 
school reform bill that will be 
we l comed by t he s t a t e s  
" borderline " students 

Sarpal ius '  bill, introduced 
Thursday, would ease the grade 
requirements for students who 
want to take part in athletics or 
other extracurricular activities 

"We’ve got to realize that not 
every student in this tate is going to 
be a college graduate. Sarpalius

said "Many students are looking 
to high school to provide them with 
a foundation for survival in the real 
world, not a preparation for 
college

The proposed measure would do 
away with the requirement in the 
public school reform bill passed by 
the summer special session that a 
student must make a passing grade 
in five academic courses to be 
eligible

Sarpalius proposed that students 
only be required to pass five

"state-approved " courses 
Academic courses include 

English, math, science and history 
"We voted for education reform, 

but we never wanted it to be 
unfair ' he said "All we're trying 
to do with this bill is make the 
world of extra-curricular activities 
available to all students, not just 
those headed for college "

He said his bill still requires a 
student to pass five courses “but 
would not limit the requirement to 
academic courses

The verdict gave both sides an

The jury  decided a disputed 
paragraph published by Tim e on 
Peb 21. 1983, was defam atory  and 
false, but did not show evidence of 
" a c tu a l m alice" — tha t Time 
published the paragraph  knowing 
it was false, or with reckless

disregard" for whether it was true 
or false

Sharon claim ed the Time cover 
story libeled him by saying he 
reportly had discussed' revenge 
for the assassination of Lebanese 
president-elect Bashir Gem ayel — 
head of the P halangists — one day 
before the Christian m ilitiam en 
m a s s a c r e d  h u n d r e d s  o f 
Palestinians a t two refugee cam ps 
in Israeli-occupied West Beirut

At issue in the tria l which began 
Nov 13 w ere the confidential 
sources of an internal mem o from 
Halevy on Dec 6. 1982, reporting 
th a t  S h a ro n  h a d  g iven  the 
P h a la n g is ts  "the fe e lin g "  he 
u n d e r s to o d  th e i r  n e e d  fo r  
vengeance.

A forgery ring consisting of three 
ad u lts  and two juveniles and 
accused of p assin g  w orthless 
checks in II Texas towns, including 
Pampa.

The checks cashed by the forgers 
were taken in a P erryton burglary,

D an a ’s Exteriors The officers 
recovered more than 400 of the 
checks with the a rre s t of the 
suspects Also found were dozens of 
checks belonging to an Eastland 
business, Jones Insurance Agency, 
the sheriff said

Wheeler County Justice of the 
Peace H erbert Stacy set a $43.000 
bond for Teague and a $38.000 bond 
for Roe Thom as's bond was set at

HOUSTON (AP) — An Air Force officer who sued 
to force Texas A&M U niversity to let -women in its 
band and an elite corps of cadets unit says she 's 
“thrilled" with a federal judge’s action in the case 

US. D istrict Judge Ross Sterling approved a 
settlem ent Thursday which o rders the school to 
actively encourage women to join the groups.

Regents of the school issued a w ritten sta tem en t 
complaining tha t Texas Attorney G eneral Jim  
Mattox settled the case without their approval. They 
charged that M attox “ is not a fighter "

Capt. Melanie Zentgraf filed the law suit in 1979, 
when she was a senior a t Texas A&M in College 
S tation . Ms. Z en tg ra f  was not accepted  for 
membership in the Ross Volunteers, a group of elite 
cadets who serve as the honor guard  for the sta te  
governor

“R ’so v e r, but it's  just begun ," Ms Z entgraf said 
Ms Zentgraf was shunned by m any Texas A&M 

students and faculty m em bers a fte r she filed her 
suit. At May 1980 graduation  exercises, form er 
President Ja rv is  Miller shook hands with every 
student receiving a diplom a except Ms Zentgraf 

She said she never learned why her application for 
m em bership in the Ross Volunteers was turned 
down, but assum ed she had been blackballed 
because she had been openly critica l of the 
male-only policies

As far as she knows, she said, no woman has ever 
tried to join the band “ because they knew they would 
be publicly harassed if they tried  You lost friends by 
even talking about it. It will be very difficult for the 
first woman m em ber."

She said she is still the subject of criticism

“ I'm  very proud of what I've done, but I don 't 
announce it to people when I m eet th e m ,"  she said.

S terling's order becam e effective im m ediately.
“ I find it fair, just and reasonab le ," Sterling said 

of the decree. “ I understand the feelings of the 
alumni and students on this. T here is a g reat deal of 
tradition, but tradition changes."

Aggie regents were irate.
“The figh ting  Texas Aggie Band is worth 

p rese rv in g  a s  a very  distinctive and unique 
organization unlike any other volunteer organization 
in the country." the regents said in a p repared  
statement.

John Tyler, a Houston law yer and a 197S A&M 
graduate, vowed he would appeal S terling 's decision 
to the 5th U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals in New 
Orleans

Mattox, who decided last year to settle the lawsuit, 
said Sterling’s ruling will “ bring the un iversity 's 
band in line with long-standing practices a t  other 
Texas universities.”

"This settlem ent upholds our Texas constitution 
and its equal rights am endm ent. That is im portant 
to all citizens of Texas, no m atte r whether they a re  
male or female because it says th e re  is equal 
opportunity for everyone and th a t persons will be 
judged upon their own m erits and not the ir sex ,” 
Mattox said in a prepared  sta tem ent.

In the suit, Ms. Z entgraf asked th a t the corps be 
forbidden from blocking the m em bers of women in 
such organization as the Aggie Band, the Ross 
Volunteers, an elite m ilitary  honors group , the Fish 
Drill Team, a freshm an organization; and the Color

White is ‘concerned’ over prison pact
AUSTIN (AP) — Proclaim ing 

that the sta te  would “not rubber 
stam p som e d ream " of ideal care 
for prison inm ates. Gov Mark , 
White said he is concerned that a 
state lawyer m ay have gone too far 
in negotiating a proposed prison 
lawsuit settlem ent.

W hite to ld  his weekly news 
conference Thursday that he wants 
Texas prisons to m eet minimum 
standards set by the courts, but he 
doesn’t want the prisons spending 
more money than necessary  on 
inmates

"We re not going to be sitting 
back and rubber stam ping some 
d re a m  o r  so m e  sc h e m e  or

Wednesday between law yers for 
inmates and the Texas D epartm ent 
of Corrections called for 500 more 
single-inmate cells and a 60-day cut 
in sen tences of prisoners who 
complete educational or vocational 
program s.

It also called for building a $6 5 
million psychiatric hospital a t the 
Ellis II Unit nea r Huntsville The 
money was appropriated  by the

White sum m oned TDC lawyer

Rick Gray to his office for an 
evening meeting Thursday After 
th e  m e e t in g .  W h ite ’s p re ss  
secretary, Ann Arnold, said the 
governor would have no further 
comment.

E a r l i e r .  W hite sa id  he is 
concerned  that the psychiatric 
care portion of the agreem ent may 
be more than needed

"They are receiving psychiatric 
care at this tim e. I t’s a question of 
w hat a r e  th e  c o n s titu t io n a l 
minimums or standards. I assure 
you that when you build them a 
hospital, they 're  probably getting 
better care than private citizens 
generally," White said

“ I'm just very concerned that we

don't reach some sort ot tradeoff 
with the plaintiffs tha t we have 
some psychiatrist beside every 
prisoner over there. T h at's  not 
constitutionally required We re 
not going to do it "

U S D is tr ic t Judge William 
Wayne Justioe in 1981 placed the 
Texas prison  system  under a 
sweeping reform  order, including 
tight curbs on overcrow ding.

■‘There may be d ream s and 
hopes and goals and desires to do 
all these things, but th a t doesn 't 
n e c e s s a r i l y  m e a n  i t ’ s 
constitutionally required. " White 
said, adding that he thought the 
s ta te  should  ap p e a l “ to t h e - 
Supreme Court!’

of President R eagan 's overwhelm ing election to a second term  and 
this w eek’s inauguration, most of the GOP faithful rem ain  on the 
same Cloud Nine they occupied im m ediately  afte r Reagan defeated 
Jim m y C arter

But somewhere, there have to be a few who wonder what becam e 
of the "R eagan  Revolution" they expected to occur afte r the 
president assum ed office

I rem em ber many who were absolutely convinced th a t election of 
this avowed foe of big governm ent, th is cham pion of individual 
freedom, this foe of federal spending would suddenly liberate the 
American people from Big B rother and transform  a wasteful 
government into a model of thrift and efficiency 

If they are truthful, they must now be wondering what happened 
Four years later, governm ent is spending even m ore above its 

income than when the president took office The hated departm en ts 
of energy and education have not been dism antled and, in fact, have 
larger budgets than before Billions of tax p ay ers ' dollars a re  still 
being doled out to both the needy and the well-off The federal deficit 
is twice as large as before the president took office even though 
federal revenues have increased in th ree of the p ast four years 

But while some of those who saw Ronald Reagan as the savior of 
freedom and the m an who would resto re  sanity  to a runaw ay 
government can justifiably feel disappointed, there a re  a few 
reasons for m aintaining hope

Forem ost among these is the realization tha t if the econom ic 
liberals had continued to hold the White House, A m erican citizens 
would very probably be much worse off. econom ically, than they a re  
now The president has been successful in preventing governm ent 
from increasing its take from our pocketbooks The regulatory  zeal

While these accom plishm ent are significant, they hardly  am ount 
to a “ revolution ' And judging from his first four years, if P residen t 
Reagan does, indeed, trigger a political revolution in th is country . I 
think it will be because of his rhetoric , not his deeds. Too often he 
talks about the im portance of preserv ing  individual freedom , then 
turns around and proposes actions tha t would restric t individual 
Jreedom
' But the things he says a re  perhaps his biggest contribution to the 
•future well-being of th is country The president is probably the m ost 
^convincing speaker in politics this country has ever seen and his 
^rhetoric has caused a com plete tu rnaround in citizens' a ttitude today 
igovernment
• While Jim m y C arter was successful in running aga inst the people 
■in governm ent. Ronald Reagan was successful in running aga inst 
governm ent, itself. His way with w ords and his obvious sincerity  
!have apparently  convinced millions of A m ericans th a t governm ent 
*Js an institution tha t is not to be trusted , is a continuing th re a t to 
^individual liberty and is not capable of solving m any of the problem s 
'that face us
• If tha t assessm ent of the p resid en t's  im pact is co rrec t, we a re  in 
-much better shape than we were before he cam e along

His legacy could be a public th a t once aw akened will slum ber no 
more; that will no longer seek or accep t candidates who p reach  th a t 
an all-powerful, benevolent governm ent is the answ er to m ank ind 's  
woes

If that, indeed, is a perm anent public attitude , his “revolution" has 
already begun

T h e re  w as an a r t ic le  of 
clothing, a T shirt, but it could 
have been either a m an 's or a 
woman's. " police spokesm an Doug 
Clarke said Hair found near the

scene led investigators to guess the 
skeleton was a fem ale's.

20. was 
last seen at her west Fort Worth 
home and was found shot to death 
Jan  9 west of the city lim its

The body of Cindy Heller. 23. was 
discovered on the grounds of Texas 
Christian University Jan  5 Her 
head was found in a pond the 
following day.

Sarah Ann Kashka. 15. was seen 
last Dec 30 at an apartm en t 
complex, where she had gone to 
visit a friend Her body was found 
in a wooded area  off In tersta te  20 
southwest of Dallas

All five of the women were 
described as a ttractive , friendly 
and outgoing.

Meanwhile, a car reported  stolen 
about the sam e tim e that Miss 
K ashka d isa p p e a re d , from  a 
shopping center only one block 
from the apartm ents, was found 
this week in the P leasan t Grove 
area of east Dallas

Dallas investigators said they 
feel the teen-ager's death probably 
was unrelated to the four other 
disappearances.

S tacey  Lynn Merkt, another 
volunteer at Casa Oscar Romero, 
and Elder face another tria l Feb 5 
in B row nsville on charges of 
transporting  illegal aliens. Ms. 
Merkt, 30, already is on two y ea rs ’ 
probation for her conviction last 
May on sim ilar charges.

Elder declined to discuss the

Berg had called five w itnesses — 
two U.S. Border Patro l agents and 
the three Salvadorans 

In closing argum ents, he urged 
the jury to find E lder guilty, saying 
E ld e r  knew  t h a t  the  th re e  
S a lv ad o ran s had e n te re d  the 
country illegally and that they 
wanted a ride to the bus station to 
get to Houston

That, the prosecutor contended, 
showed that Elder attem pted  to 
help the Salvadorans get into the 
interior of the United States 

But jurors, deliberating less than 
two hours, disagreed

Activist conservatives on Capitol Hill reportedly plan 
to "change the focus of debate on civil rights" in the new 
session of Congress.

li^nsure laws that make going into business for yourself 
tint much more difficult, but repealing or liberalizing 
siirh laws could be a great boon for would-be minority 
business people

"h paper being circulated among members of the 
House s Conservative Opportunity Society argues that

federal suffocation.

Big-government activists have their own "civil rights " 
agenda for this Congressional session, with the emphasis 
on increased federal control over educational institutions 
already suffocating in red tape.

I Not plunging into poverty
Shortly before the New Year, newspapers and 

television gave heavy coverage to the death of a 
World War II veteran who froze to death in the 
shadow of the White House. A number of news 
articles and editorials suggested that the 
veteran's death was the nation's fault.

It was no such thing. As detailed reporting 
revealed, the man in question was an alcoholic 
who had decided many years ago to live on the 
streets. He refused efforts to reintegrate him into 
a normal life pattern. Nevertheless, the preacher 
at his funeral ignored this fact and went on to 
allege that there are millions of similarly situated 
homeless people in the United States Again, this 
simply isn't so.

A protest group called the Community for 
Creative Non - Violence helped organize media 
events in connection with the death of the alcholic 
drifter in Washington, D C. This organization 
contributes nothing to a clear understanding of the 
problem of homeless people

The American people deserve a realistic.

accurate portrayal of this problem. There are 
several distinct elem ents in the homeless 
population, k

n r s t  of all, there are chronic alcoholics who 
have become derelicts in society. Countless social 
service agencies endeavor to help these people. 
Mission organizations in cities provide food and 
shelter, but the alcoholics usually return to the 
bottle after a short spell in a mission. Police pick 
up drunks and take them to detoxification centers 
and hospitals where they receive costly treatment 
at public expense. These people usually return to 
their old way of life immediately upon being 
released from treatment.

A sizable part of the homeless population is 
made up of mentally disturbed people who have 
been deinstitutionalized. They aren't fit to assume 
a normal role in society. Therefore, the states may 
have to return these people to mental health 
institutions.

The third element in the homeless population 
are the truly poor and economically unfit. Many of 
these people are young mothers who are

unmarried or young men who have become 
involved in drugs. These people are the hardest to 
help. What does society do to provide permanent 
help to a mother of four who is in her twenties, who 
is without skills, without housing or the ability to 
provide food, clothing and medical care? 
Obviously, she has to te  helped. It's equally 
obvious that the United States is paying for the 
permissive social attitudes of the past quarter 
century. These attitudes have produced millions 
of broken or unformed families.

However, it's important to view the problem of 
the poor and homeless in perspective. As Dr. 
Michael Novak recently pointed out, among intact 
families with two wage earners, only five percent 
of white families and nine percent of black 
families are poor. The nation is not being engulfed 
by a tidal wave of poor, homeless people.

What's needed today is an intelligent, 
discriminating analysis of the composition of the 
poverty - stricken element in American society. 
It's well to remember, however, that the U.S. is 
not a country that is plunging into poverty.

Had Zaccaro been able to get away with these 
two counts of “scheming to defraud" he would 
have received $333,000 commission plus 8 percent 
ownership in the five apartment buildings.

I'm told that Zaccaro, in a deal with the DA, was 
willing to plead guilty to this one offense in order 
to escape jail on other charges. ,

Scheming to defraud on a real - estate contract 
in New York is a misdemeanor, nothing more.

That means Zaccaro. Feb. 20. will get off with no 
more than a $1,000 fine - and perhaps less.

Nor will he necessarily forfeit his real estate 
license, under New York law.

The grand jury continues to investigate Zaccaro 
and friends, conceivably could yet find grounds 
for felony conviction.

No earthly reason for raising taxes
BY ROBERT W. POOLE

The advocates of big government are at it again 
Their latest ploy is the claim that we must have a 
tax increase in order to reduce an unending 
stream of federal budget deficits. Indeed, dismay 
over the deficit projections is leading even 
reasonable people to conclude that, while 
spending cuts are needed, there's no way to 
balance the budget without a tax increase as well.

This ostensibly neutral conclusion is actually an 
endorsement of bigger government It ignores the 
fact that federal revenues have grown enormously 
over the past four years, keeping pace with the 
growth of gross national product (GNP). The 
problem is simply that government spending grew  
even faster, as Congress proved unable to 
discipline itself and stop giving away our money to 
every interst group in sight.

Numerous analyses during the past few months 
have shown that modest, achievable reductions in 
the growth of federal spending, combined with 
normal postwar rates of economic growth, can 
eliminate the deficit entirely in a few years, with 
no tax increase

New York economic consultant A. Gary 
Schilling, for example, shows what happens if the 
growth of federal spending is limited to just the 
rate of inflation (that is, zero real growth) f(^ four 
years. Assuming real GNP growth of 4 percent a 
year and modest (3 percent) inflation, the deficit 
would be nearly aero by 1990. And if interest rates 
declined significantly, a balanced budget could 
occw as early as 1908. Even a two • jrear fraeae 
only on nondefensc discretionary'spending (that 
Is, excluding Social Seciaity, Medicare, as well as

the defense budget) plus 4 percent GNP growth 
would shrink the deficit to $58 billion by 1989, 
according to a special study by the Congressional 
Budget Office.

The key to achieving either of these results is to 
prevent government from growing faster than the 
economy. And the two essentials for doing that are 
(1) to control federal spending, and (2) to resist 
incwitiv^ - incrfBtw

The latest Washington buzzword is a “one - year 
spending freeze" - holding expenditure levels 
constant for a year to allow revenues time to catch 
up. The advantage of this tactic is that it short • 
circuits the special • interest constituencies for 
each particular spending program, by going after 
all programs at once. But this would only be a 
stopgap. It would leave every single spending 
program in place, to rise up again the following 
year.

The sad fact is that there are hundreds of 
programs for which there is no real Justification 
and which ahould be eliminated, not frozen. Why 
ahould |7  billion of our tax dollars be loaned or 
given to middle • class college students each year? 
Why Miould $20 billion be doled out to farmers not 
to grow crops? On what grounds ahould a handful 
of urban transit riders (or an even smaller handful 
of Amtrak riders) be able to get cheap rides at 
everyone else'e expense? Questions like these 
could nu  volumes, accounting for well over $100 
billion of grants and subsidies each year.

Then there are the so • called entitlement 
programs • some $400 billion worth. Only about $60 
billion of that is aid to poor people, where the 
recipient has to paaa a means test to get aid. The

Finally, there are the hundreds of businesses 
that are run by the federal government. Some 
were identified by the Grace Commission: : 
hydroelectric planu, military commissaries, the j 
Washington. D.C., airports, veterans’ hospiUls. '  
Others include huge commercial forests, grazing • 
lands, the posUl and weather services, printing I 
p lan ts , and hundreds more.

a false article that defamed but did 
not libel Ariel Sharon was a partial 
victory for Time Inc., but may add 
to public suspicions about the 
credibility of the news they read 
and hear, some news industry 
executives say.

A federal court jury, which 
earlier had found that the former 
Israeli defense m inister was 
defamed by a Time article, decided 
Thursday that Time had not 
recUessiy or maliciously published 
a false story linking him with a 
massacre of Palestinians, the basis 
for his $50 million libel suit.

San Jose (Calif.) Mercury News 
■ president and publisher Tony 
Bidder welcomed the verdict, 
saying “ It was careless reporting, 
but not malicious."

Radio Marti still silent, the backers irked
WASHINGTON (AP) -  Radio 

M a r t i ,  t h e  R e a g a n  
administration's bid to broadcast 
directly to the people of Cuba, is 
still on the drawing board 14 
months after being authorized, 
g e n e r a t i n g  i m p a t i e n c e ,  
puzzlement, and consternation 
among its backers.

The delay has angered members 
of the Florida congressional 
delegation and other legislators as 
well as some officials who have 
been working on the project since 
the outset.

“We are ready to go on the air six 
to seven hours a day," said one 
official at the Voice of America, the 
agency responsible for station

Six weeks ago. Rep. Dante 
Pascell, a Miami Democrat who is

chairman of the House Foreign 
Affairs Committee, wrote a letter 
to President Reagan expressing 
"deep disappointment" over the 
delay. He asked the president for 
an explanation but an aide said 
Thursday no reply has been 
received.

Also expressing concern to 
Reagan have been Sen. Paula 
Hawkins, R-Pla., Sen. Lawton 
Chiles, D-Fla., Sen. Steve Symms, 
R-Idaho, and Rep. Jack Kemp, 
R-N.Y, among others.

R o g e n e  W a ite ,  a VGA 
spokeswoman, said the problem 
relates partly to getting security 
c le a r a n c e s  fo r s c o re s  of 
prospective employees, many of 
whom were born in Cuba.

“It's a good verdict. The law and 
justice prevailed." said Richard 
J.V. Johnson, president -of the 
American Newspaper Publishers 
Association and president of the 
Houston Chronicle.

Johnson said the case helped 
educate the public about libel but 
he also said he feared a backlash to 
Time's victory.

“The concept of actual malice 
and state of mind are fuzzy apd 
vague and very subjective things. 
The problem is that the public 
could decide to support legislation 
that would make it (libel) easier to 
prove," he said. “We've got to be 
accui ate. Otherwise we'll be facing 
a public outcry for tighter controls 
on the media."

In an editorial today. The New 
York Times said: “Public officials 
remain on notice that they cannot 
easily punish criticism with libel 
suits. The press is on notice that it 
c a n  n o n e th e le s s  be held  
accountable — and that it needs to 
provide better forums of rebuttal 
and redress."

Dave Mack, managing editor for 
news at the Binghamton (N.Y.) 
Press, said it was clear that 
“mistakes were made and there 
was some carelessness involved.

“The thing I think is important is 
that the decision preserves that 
essen tial distinction between 
mistakes — honest mistakes — and 
vicious abuse of our power, the 
power of the press.

“I think the whole trial serves as 
a p re tty  blunt rem inder to 
everybody in the news business 
that our credibility is on the line 
every day and that we have to do a 
much better job of safeguarding

against any form of carelessness 
and Inaccuracy."

The jurors said in a unanimous 
statement that they believed 
c e r ta in  T im e e m p lo y e e s , 
e s p e c i a l l y  J e r u s a l e m  
correspondent David Halevy, 
acted “ negligently and even 
carelessly."

“I'm not quite sure what the jury 
had in miml when it called our 
employees negligent or careless, 
because it didn’t specify." lim e 's  
editor-in-chief Henry Grunwald 
said on the McNeil-Lehrer News 
Hour., “I myself when I reflect on 
the matter feel that we made one 
mistake, a mistake we corrected 
when we finally had clear evidence 
that it was in fact a m istake...

David Brown, executive editor of 
The C om m ercial Appeal in 
Memphis, said the decision was “a 
relief from the point of view of a 
citizen's right to know the facts and 
the press' right to report the 
facts."

“ But n e ith e r should the 
magazine company nor members 
of the press across the country feel 
too smug," Brown added. “The 
case proves once again that 
laccuracy and fair play must be 
tantamount in journalism."

William A. Hilliard, executive 
editor of The Oregonian in 
Portland, said the case is “a 
warning to be more sensitive and 
more careful in reporting.

"It seems to me that the Sullivan 
Rule of the New York Times case 
has once again proved its worth," 
said John B. Johnson, editor and 
publisher of the Watertown (N.Y.) 
Times. The Supreme Court's 1964 
decision in New York Times vs. 
Sullivan held that public officials 
cannot recover damages for a 
report related to their official 
duties unless they prove actual 
malice.

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New Caesarean guidelines issued
WASHINGTON (AP) -  Many 

« o m tn  who had babies by 
Caesarean section may be able to 
deliver subsequen t children 
vaginally without fear of serious 
cotnplications, according to new 
medical guidelinesrelqas^ today.

The A m erican  College of 
Obstetricians and Gynecologists 
said  It is loosening sim ilar 
guidelines released three years ago 
because of greater confidence that 
vaginal delivery is safe for many of 
thoe women.

W om en w ith  p r e v io u s  
Caesareans may try labor and 
vaginal delivery when they have no 
recurring conditions that require 
surgical delivery, and if they had a

low, horlaontal incision instead of a 
v e rtica l one for their prior 
delivery , acco rd in g  to  the 
guidelines.

"We estimate that between SO to 
•0 percent of these women who 
choose a trial of llbor can deliver 
vaginally and still maintain the 
present low infant and maternal 
death rates," said Dr. Luella Klein, 
president of ACOG.

The professor of obstetrics and 
gynecology at Emory University 
Medical School said the guidelines 
would “over a period of time help 
stop the rise in the nstion's 
Caesarean delivery rate and result 
in a decreased number of repeat 
Caesareans."

The benefits of vaginal deliveries 
include no surgical risks, leu  
anesthesia, no post-operative 
complications, shortened hospital 
stays and decreased costs, she 
said.

Federal health statistics show 
that surgical deliveries have 
increased from S.S percent of all 
births in 1970 to 10.4 percent in 197S 
and 20.3 percent in 1993. the last 
figuru available.

From 1980 to 1083, 55 percent of 
the increase in these operations 
were repeat Caesareans in women 
who had prev ious su rg ica l 
deliveriu, 24 percent for prolonged 
tabor, 13 percent for fetal d istrus 
and 5 p ercen t for b reech

presentation of the fetus.
The traditional worry abou^^ 

vaginal delivery after a CaeM reah'! 
h u  been that the scar oh the womb , 
could rupture under the premure of ̂  
labor and bleed, endangering th e ' 
life of the mother and the fetus,

The ACOG recommendations 
said such a rupture could occur, 
but it is rarely catastrophic. The 
guidelinu call for continuous 
electronic monitoring of the fetal 
heart and uterine contractlona 

“As long as we have modern 
fetal monitoring, anesthesia, and 
obstetrical support serv icu ,” said 
the ACOG president, "the mother's 
health and safety, and that of her 
infant, are protected."

1RS may ease its strict record-keeping ride

W A SH IN G TO N  (A P ) -

S e r v i c e  r e c o r d - k e e p i n g  
requirements are about to get 
some relief.

The regulations, which went into 
effect Ja n . 1, require that 
" ad eq u a te  contem poraneous 
records" be kept to substantiate 
claims for business deductions for 
motor vehicles, home computers, 
entertainment equipment and the 
like. No deduction will be allowed 
without detailed logs; claiming the 
writeoff without the records can 
result in a 5 percent penalty for 
underpayment and conceivably a

50 percent penalty for fraud.
Once farm ers and business 

executives became aware of the 
rules, members of Congress began 
demanding a change. Dozens of 
bills have been introduced to 
repeal the rule; one repeal bill has 
the support of a majority of the 
Senate Finance Committee.

“We are going to be making 
some changes on th a t... in the near 
future," Mimi Feller, deputy 
assistant secretary of the treasury, 
told a tax seminar Thursday. “ It 
should be within the next couple 
weeks."

She noted the issue was raised by 
several senators Wednesday when 
James A. Baker III, the White 
House chief of staff, went before

the Senate Finance Committee in 
his bid to be confirmed as 
secretary of the treasury. "He 
noted a letter from some poor guy 
who takes his wife to dinner in his 
pickup truck" and fears he will 
have to keep records of that 
mileage. Ms. Feller recalled.

The Treasury Department has 
not decided what changes to make 
in the rules, she said. However, she 
added, one option being considered 
would simply allow a person to 
declare that a mininum share of 
mileage on a vehicle — perhaps 10 
percent — was for personal use 
without having to keep detailed 
logs. A deduction could then be 
claimed for the 90 percent business 
use.

The regulation was imposed by 
the Internal Revenue Service after 
Congress last year ordered a 
crackdown on taxpayers who

disguise personal expenses as 
tax-deductible business expense».* 
Before the new rules went into 
effect, a taxpayer was not required 
to keep a detailed log of how 
equipment was used, although 
substantiation was required.

Under the new rules, records 
must be kept “at or near the time 
the ... property is actually used.” A 
single use, such as a round trip in a 
car, may be accounted for by a 
single entry, the rules say, but they 
do not say, for example, whether 
every stop a farmer makes during 
the day must be logged separately •

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AUSTIN - The State Board of 
Education has scheduled three 
public hearings in February in 
Austin on student discipline, 
textbooks and vocational education 
programs.

The first hearing, on Saturday, 
Feb. 2, concerns the law enacted 
last summer requiring school 
districts to develop a Discipline 
Management Program in which 
parents, school administrators, 
teachers and students will set 
guidelines for appropriate student 
conduct.

The law also calls for districts to 
train all teachers and other key 
m em bers of the d isc ip lin e  
management teams.

To some extent, the law changes 
the direction of student discipline 
in Texas schools. For the first time 
in the state’s history, disciplining 
students will become a cooperative 
reaponsibility. The focus of the 
discipline will be supportive, 
exploring a variejty of discipline 
tech n iq u es and a l te rn a t iv e  
classroom programs designed to 
keep students in school.

Recommendations on proposed 
rules to implement the law will be

held at the hearing from 9;30 a.m. 
to noon in the Texas Education 
Agency Board Room, 1200 E. 
Anderson Lane, in Austin.

The public will be invited to 
comment on essential aspects of 
the program, the role of key 
members of the teams, training, 
alternative educational settings for 
students and procedures for 
determining Incorrigibility and 
assessing discipline actions.

For the last 29 yearsrr the 
inyear-old former beautician has 
Jownsd and operated Trade-Way 
nrooary, 1803 WeM County Road, a 
J ’mom-and-pop" convenience store 
known in oU drilling rig circles as 
i“the roughneck store."
" Up to 80 rig crews nie through 
lb s  store daUy near shift changes 
at 4 a.m., 12:90 and 1:30 p.m., Mrs. 
.Grindle said last week.
, And w ith a livelihood so 
dependent on the oil industry, the 
diminultive Mrs. Grindle admitted 
sh e ’s qu ick to  defend  her 
customers -  especially those who 
do the hands-on work in the oil 
patch.

’’When they get talking bad 
about roughnecks. I bristle up," 
she said. "What would we do 
without them? We couldn’t drive 
our cars or heat our homes without 
them. I t’s a shame the word 
‘roughneck’ had to be attached to 
them."

B esides se lling  — or, on 
occasion, giving away — lunch, 
coffee, cigarettes and thick gloves 
to the rig hands, Mrs. Grindle said 
she also provides an employment 
service of sorts for up to 100 jobless 
at a time.

Eleven-year rig floor worker 
John R. Hatfield of Odessa recalled 
he first heard about the store 
through a friend.

"He said if I wanted to get a job

here I’d have to put my name on 
the waU," the 40-year-old HaUield 
said. “ I did, and I’ve been getting 
Jobs here ever since.

"Drillers stop in here if they’re 
riiorthanded. They look on the 
board, see somebody they like and 
follow it up," he added.

Inside the comer grocery and 
former delicatessen. Mrs. Grindle 
hung a cork board on which 
oiK-of-work chain hands, lead tong 
men, derrick men and other rig 
w orkers post th e ir  nam es, 
experience and phone numbers.

Drillers and toolpushers scan the 
handwritten, often barely legible 
paper scraps for likely job 
candidates, then ask Mrs. Grindle 
for her d esc rip tio n  of the 
job-seekers.

She knows most by name and 
reputation. Mrs. Grindle estimated 
s h e ’s m ad e  th o u s a n d s  of 
recommendations in her informal 
employment serv ice 's  12-year 
history.

Hatfield said he’s found 30 
roughneck ing  jobs th rough  
Trade-Way since he began visiting 
the store in 1874. He takes breaks 
from the work, said Hatfield, 
because, “You can’t keep working 
seven days a week at the same job. 
It’s day-in, day-out, heavy work.”

P osting  h is nam e on the 
Trade^Way board for the first time, 
roughneck Lee Olliff, 19, said he 
had been referred to the store as a 
m ean s  by w h ich  to  gain  
employment.

“People out at the rig said this 
was the place to come to find a job. 
Ihey said, ‘Go put your name up. 
Some driller will hire you in a day 
or two,”’ said Olliff, who’s been 
roughnecking for eight months.

Mrs. Grindle’s service began 
with drillers' piaAs to, "Find me a 
roughneck, Lucille,'* the store 
owner said.

She said she initially obliged by 
keeping a list of rig workers’ 
names behind the cash register, 
later moving the cache onto a peg 
board after the roster quickly 
began to grow.

Word-of-mouth spread like a 
West Texas grass fire, and Mrs. 
Grindle said ̂ ' s  gotten calls from 
Job-seekers as far away as 
recession-ravaged M arquette, 
Mich. That was particularly true 
during Odessa’a oil and gas boom 
of 1161 and 1982.

Some who were placed in jobs 
s till  w rite le tters and send 
Christmas gifts, the store owner 
said, while the mothers of others — 
worried by a distant son's long 
silence — call her for confirmation 
of the offspring’s well-being.

Concern fw the workers’ welfare 
comes naturally to the mother of 
three, Mrs. Grindle said.

After putting her own daughter 
and two sons through college, Mrs. 
Grindle said, she tries especially 
hard to find jobs for would-be 
roughnecks working their way 
through school.

And while she stoutly defends oil 
workers, the businesswoman said 
she alw ays hopes y ounger 
roughnecks will go on to a less 
rugged way of life.

She also endeavors to lessen 
grow ing pains for homesick 
youths, Mrs. Grindle said.

“These boys come in and tell me 
their problems." Mrs. Grindle 
said. ‘‘They’re away from home 
and need someone to talk to. I 
always ask, ‘Have you called your

mother?’”
Mrs. Grindle said she sometimes 

doles out financial support along 
with maternal guidance.

The job-seekers “tried hard, and 
they were nice and courteous. And 
a lot of them would be without 
money, so I ‘financed’ them with 
food, or sometimes by setting them 
up in apartm ents,” she said, 
adding that most never took 
advantage of the generosity.

That’s despite the fact that 
roughneck beneficiaries ranged 
from  p re -m ed  s tu d en ts  to 
ex-convicts, Mrs. Grindle said, 
quickly noting that rig workers fit 
no stereotypes.

And despite her S-foot-3-inch, 
112-pound frame, Mrs. Grindle 
said, she rarely feels threatened 
dealing with the buriy roughnecks.

“They talk rough, but when 
another man starts swearing, 
they'll call him down. They’ll say, 
‘Cut it out. There’s a lady 
present,” ’ Mrs. Grindle said.

“Some of them are the best 
family men in the world. You see 
them out on the rig, and see them 
come in here on a Sunday, and they 
don't look like the same person.”

Many rig hands defend her as 
they would their own mothers, 
Mrs. Grindle said.

Describing an armed robbery of 
the store, she said a drilling crew 
chided her for not shouting as the 
thieves fled. But Mrs. Grindle said 
she choked back cries for help, 
reasoning the robbers might shoot 
at her would-be saviors.

In addition to her part-time jobs 
as counselor and job liaison, 
Mrs.Grindle said she provides a 
clearinghouse of oil Industry 
information.
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Medieval art develops into business for Texas woman
: GRAND PRAIRIE, Texas (AP) 
— The smells of Joan Gilbert’s 
buslnen welcome visitors at the 
'floor. Gold brocade fabric is spread 
out over the breakfast bar. Boxes 
of dried herbs and flowers cover a

Sble. On the walls, on the mantle, 
every comer are examples of 

what Mrs. Gilbert makes with 
potpourri.
' Ih e  making of potpourri goes 
bMk to the Middle Ages, Mrs. 
Gilbert says. Recipes for some of 
her favorite combinations come 
from medieval times, others from 
Î he Elizabethan period. Other 
redpes are her own.

’ ‘ I ’ve  b e c o m e  a l i t t l e  
unorthodox,” she said. “ I like for it 

tfo be colorful."
'  Some of the recipes combine 20 

ingredients all designed to blend 
for their smell and to make the 
dmdilast.

Mrs. Gilbert, 55, got involved 
with potpourri when she started 
drying flowers. Her hobby grew 
iato a full-time business that she 
calls Elegancees.
' “ It’s my life,” she said simply, 

‘i  spend sometimes 12 hours a 
ttay.”
' ■ Using the potpourri, she creates 
the cachets that a re  usually

associated with potpourri. But she 
also decorates straw hats with the 
dried flowers and herbs. Or 
wreaths made of grapevine woven 
into shapes and then decorated 
with the dried m aterials. Or 
baskets, lined with heirloom 
material, and scented with rose 
p e ta ls . Or d ec o ra tio n s  for 
Christmas that are not only pretty 
but fill the house with perfume.

Most of the work she does is 
custom designed for someone. “ I 
don’t want it to become like an 
assembly line," she said. "That’s 
what makes it fun being in your 
ow n b u s i n e s s ,  y o u  c a n  
accommodate people."

Mrs. Gilbert moved to Grand

Prairie from New York City while 
w ork ing  for the  te lep h o n e  
company. A year ago she took 
ea rly  re tirem ent and began 
working full-time on Elegancees.

“The American crafts are a part 
of our history," Mrs. Gilbert said, 
noting that many women are 
getting back into crafts again. “ It 
inspires me that the pioneer 
women would take these flowers in 
the summer to have charm and 
beauty during the winters. ’ ’

“ I love it so much; it has so much 
history." she said.

Mrs. Gilbert makes and sells her 
work in her home. She also has 
work for sale in several shops in 
the area. Some of her work has

Quickly from national conciousness 
when it lost by two points to 
Washington in its final gam e and 
lost a shot at the title in the 
four-team jum ble tha t was the 
NFC East

" I  th ink  th e  recognition  is 
beginning to com e With the s ta ts  I 
get. people can 't overlook me too 
m uch." says Wilder

True enough Those s ta ts  include 
1.544 y a r d s  ru sh in g  an d  85 
receptions for another 685 yards 
this season and gam es of the kind 
that caused linebacker Lawrence 
Taylor of the New York G iants to

call Wilder the best running back 
he'd ever played against.

Athletic Director Tom Ford 
an n o u n c ed  T h u rs d a y  th a t 
Yeoman's contract had been 
extended through the 1988 season 
and would be autom atically 
renewed on Jan. 1 of each year.

The announcement ended weeks 
of uncertainty about Yeoman's 
status and cleared the way for 
recruiting to proceed without 
questionmarks.

“ It's more of a frame of mind 
thing than anything else," Yeoman 
said. “ It allows us to attack any 
problem with a great deal of 
enthusiasm and gives the coaches 
on th e  road  a feeling  of 
permanence.”

Yeoman's teams had slipped to a 
5-5-1 record in 1982 and 4-7 in 1983 
and his job was rumored on the line 
following an early season loss to 
Louisville. But the Cougars rallied 
to a 7-4 finish, tied for the 
Southwest Conference title and lost 
to Boston College in the Cotton 
Bowl.

More controversy came at the 
Cotton Bowl when Ford announced 
t h a t  Y e o m a n  h a d  b e e n  
recommended for a contract 
extension.

R egent Don Sanders said 
Thursday that the UH Board of 
Regents' decision on Yeoman's 
contract was unanimous although 
two other regents earlier reacted 
angrily to the manner in which 
Y e o m a n 's  c o n t r a c t  w as  
announced

Regent Charles B. Marino said 
the initial decicion on Yeoman's 
contract was made without the 
entire board's advice Marino 
claimed 50 per cent of the regents 
were unaware of the decision.

Regent John E. Kolb said the board 
had lio advance knowledge of the 
proposed contract extension.

P r i o r  t o  T h u r s d a y ' s  
announcement, Marino said “The 
problem is we can’t go out on a 
five-year contract when the last 
three years haven't been winning. 
We want to set a policy that we can 
use for all our other head coaches 
that have a long history of 
winning."

Yeoman, called the father of the 
veer offense, has a 155-90-8 overall 
record at Houston.

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Prison.boss wants more staff; could cost state millions
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HUNTSVILLE. T e u i  (AP) -  

TBus may have to spend nearly a 
,half billion dollars before the 
nation's second-largest prison 
sirstem is in shape, the chairman of 
the House Committee on Law 
Enforcement says.

“Other departments may have to 
s u f fe r ."  Rep. Ray K eller. 
R-Duncanville, warned after 
touring several state prisons on 
Thursday.

Keller and members of his 
committee, which oversees the 
Corrections Department, along 
w ith  th e  H ouse C rim in a l 
Jurisprudence Committee, were 
b r ie fe d  by D ep artm en t of 
Corrections Director Raymond 
Procunier, who served as tour 
guide for the inspection.

Procunier also put in a pitch for 
an “astronomical number" of staff 
additions to put his department in 
order.

Rep. Bill Blackwood of Mesquite
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said that while the department is 
“ headed toward a solution,” 
I^ocunifr probably would not get 
his requests granted in a single 
year ./T h is  is a growing process,” 
Blackwood said.

Legislators, however, were 
unanimous in their support for 
Procounier, now on the job for 
about nine months.

“I ’m p le a s e d  w ith  th e  
im provem ents,” Keller said. 
“We've come a long way. But there 
is some way to go. ”

“ It has quite an effect on you,” 
Rep. Bob Melton, of Gatesville, 
said, walking down corridors and 
peering into cells at the Ellis II 
Unit, one of several prisons visited 
by lawmakers.

“ I'm pleased with his ppeness,” 
he said * of Procunier. “They 
showed us everything we wanted.” 

Previous visits before Procunier 
took over were “ sanitized,” 
legislators said.

“He seems to be the right man,” 
said Rep. Mike MlUsap of Fort 
'north.

“It’s a miracle we have had as 
few problems as we have.” 
Procunier said. “And I know that 
sounds strange.”

The prison system ju s  been 
rocked by disturbances and 
hundreds of inmate stabbings over 
the past year.

Procunier told legislators how he 
reorganised the administration of 
each prison unit, how he is 
reclassifying inmates so similar 
prisoners are housed together, and 
what challenges faced him when he 
arrived.

"There was not one department 
procedure in a procedure manual,” 
he said. Now, he said, 25 training 
captains are on the job to make 
sure people know procedures.

"We are hopeless optimists,” he 
said. “ I have never seen a better 
attitudes.”

P ro cu n ie r said the m ajor 
problem — and the reason he needs 
more staff — was the elimination of 
the system of building tenders — 
inmates who guarded inmates.

“All I know Is the old system is 
Ulegal,” he said. "The con boss’ 
system is not bad. It 's just illegal. ” 

The building tenders were 
replaced by guards, he said, but 
administrators failed to take into 
consideration that the inmate

building tenders were on the scene 
24 hours a day, seven days a week, 
and each guard was not.

"Everyone in T e u s  felt every 
prison was masimum security. But 
they are really lightweight to 
medium security. With the building 
tenders, they were maximum 
security.”

It takes five guards to replace 
jeach building tender, he said.

The staff shortage was so acute

that inmates were en route to the 
new Beto I Unit when he 
discovered not enough staff was 
available at the new prison. 
Procunier ordered the bus turned 
around. •

"It's so frustrating." he said. 
“ We were adding facilities to 
prisons but no staff. We've got 
gymnasiums in fallow because, 
there's not enough staff.”

Another Canadian cooler 
is blasting upper Midwest

A “very potent" storm packing 

•0 mph wind gusts tiiat made it feei 
iike 56 beiow blasted the upper 
Midwest today, triggering biizzard 
warnings in the Dakotas and 
M in n eso ta  where  Nat ionai  
G u a r d s m e n  p a t r o i i i n g  
snow-choked ro ad s  rescued 
noarooned motorists.

The fast moving storm from 
ce n tra i C anada pushed the 
mercury to 11 degrees heiow zero 
in Warroad, Minn., today as it 
headed toward the central Plains 
and Ohio Vaiiey. In Fargo, N.D., 30 
mph winds made the S below 
reading feel like 56 below.

On Ihursday night, 60 mph winds 
rip p ed  t hrough F arg o  and 
Alexandria, Minn., the National

Weather Service said.
It came on the heels of a 

bone-numbing cold snap that has 
been blamed for 173 deaths in 23 
Mates and the District of Columbia 
in the past week.

The storm was expected to bring 
freezing temperatures back to 
Florida by Saturday, said Jack 
Hales of the National Severe 
Storms Forecast Center in Kansas 
City, Mo.

“It is a very potent winter storm 
with very strong winds and rapidly 
falling temperatures," Hales said.
I Snow was falling today from the 
¡Great Lakes through the central 
Appalachians, much of the Ohio 
Valley, the upper Mississippi 
Valley and South Dakota. Blizzard 
warnings were posted today for the

Dakotas, Minnesota and part of 
Iowa. I

In Preston County, W.Va.r 
roughly half the mountainous 
county’s 30,000 residents have been 
stranded since Jan. 18 when an

“unreasonable" and said it would

com pany's Vickery facility. Ms 
Donohua said.

The EPA contends Chemical 
W aste M anagem ent em ployees 
illegally discharged high levels of 
PCBs into w aste lagoons to dilute 
the PCBs and avoid the federal 
regulation requiring PCB fluids to 
be destroyed by incineration. Ms.

The forces hurting U.S. farmers, 
from declining land values to a 
strong dollar that dampens farm 
exports, “are huge, and are bigger 
than a farm bill, they’re bigger 
than a secretary of agriculture, 
and honestly they’re probably 
iHgger than the Congress and the 
president,” Block said.

“ For the country, or farmers, or 
agribusinessmen, or whoever, to 
always look when they have tough 
t i mes  to the s e c r e t a r y  of 
agriculture or the government, and 
say, ‘What are you going to do to 
save us?’ — As much as I would 
like to say. I’ve got the solution, 
honestly I don’t have it,” he told 
reporters.

Block said the administration’s 
lonjg-term farm bill, to be sent to 
Congress the second week in 
February, will gradually phase out 
government’s role in influencing 
markets and production and will 
apply to all crops that now benefit 
from price supports, from cotton to 
tobacco to wheat.

He also said it will include an 
absolute upper limit on farm 
spending “so that it cannot get 
away from us” like it did in 1963.
