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Texas Has Highest Primary Control Squadron For Doomsday

Filing Fees In United States

Martin Dies Jr. really must
be having a good chuckle up
the sleeve of his black judicial
robes.

Dies, now a judge on the
Beaumont Court of Civil Ap-
peals, told the Texas Legisla-
ture and everyone more than a
year ago what would happen if
Texas stuck to its outmoded
and unfair system of political
filing fees.

And Dies, with the backing
of election experts in his
Secretary of State's office and
several other agencies, gave
legislators a cure in the form
of suggested legislation that
even now most everyone
thinks would be accepted by
the federal courts.

What happened? Texas
senators and representatives
approved instead a filing fee
law that copies most of the
disadvantages of the old law
plus a so-called ‘‘pauper's
oath."

A Dallas federal court
knocked down the new filing
fee law just as quickly as they
did the old one. One judge re-
marked that it might take a

Gov. Preston Smith quickly
reminded Lt. Gov. Ben Barnes
and Speaker Gus Mutscher
that he had backed Dies’
recommendations for reform,
and the legislature had not
followed his advice. It's quite
likely Smith will extend his
remarks on this subject into
his . gubernatorial campaign
with Barnes.

Before the 1971 legislature
began, on Dec. 10, 1970, Dies
appeared before the House
Interim Election Code study
committee and said that the
cost of primary elections
should be borne by the state
and counties{ not the
candidates.

He pointed out that filing
fees paid by candidates
ranged up to 30 per cent of
year's salary of the job they
sought, as much as $8,900 for
some candidates for district
judge just to get on the ballot

“Texas not only has the
highest primary filing fees in
the nation, no other state
requires fees that even
approach levies in Texas,"
Dies said.

Dies recommended that
Texas Democrats and
Republicans do their voting at
the same place, using the
same officials, instead of the
separate polling places now
used. He said Texas is the only
one out of 50 that still uses two
primary systems

Dies, and others studying
the problem, said they
believed the federa) courts
would accept ‘‘reasonable
fees' of up to $500 for county
officers and up to $1,000 for
statewide jobs, including
governor and U_S. Senator

Dies told the House study
committee, and later told
other House members and
Senators the same, that under
a one primary or unilary
primary system the 1972
primary elections should not
cost more than a total of $1.5
million. Each county would be
expected Lo pay about half the
cost of that county’s elections
with the state paying about
$100 a precinct—meaning
about $500,000 each

~The allendance 13 expected to—— This would leave candidates

to pay the remaining $500.000

from the “‘reasonable fees."
The filing fee law passed by

the 1971 legislature and struck

down last week would have the
candidates paying all the $1.5
million or whatever the total
cost.

Now, the legislators have
the whole mess in their laps
again, in a crucial election
year.

Some officials think that
party leaders can call on local
partisans to volunteer for
much of the election day duty
with the remainder of the cost
being squeezed or borrow
from different state slush
funds. The current Secretary
of State Bob Bullock has
indicated there may be
enough such money for
printing, supplies and such in
various fund balances in the
governor's office and in Bull-
ock's. _

Others, including Texas Re-
publicans, who can't see
themselves getting an even
financial break from either
the governor or Bullock, think
a quick special session on
filing fees—and maybe
redistricting—is in order

To Worsen In ’72: Economists

HOUSTON (AP) — Two
economists say existing
shortages are expected to
worsen during 1972 but the
nation’s energy
can be fully satisfied.

John G. Winger and
Gregory J. Shuttlesworth of
Chase Manhattan Bank say,
however, the requirements
will not necessarily be met in
the form preferred by
consumers.

“In some instances custom-
ers will have to resort to
substitutes,”” they report in
their energy outlook for 1972,

“Natural gas is a premium
form of energy and much in
demand in many energy
markets. But not nearly
enough will be available to
satisfy the full market
potential "’

In the latest edition of a
monthly review prepared by
Chase Manhattan's ener

division, Winger and Schutt-
lesworth reported a rather
moderate increase of 3.2 per
cent in the nation's 1972
energy requirements. They
said the increase was less than
had been expected but
reflected both the persistent
sluggish pace of the economy
and unusually mild weather.

“A somewhal stronger rate
of expansion seems in
prospect for 1972,"" they
forecast. ‘The improvement
is based upon a fairly
widespread expectation— or
hope—that the tempo of the
economy will quicken and that
weather conditions will return
to normal.”

They add, however, that
much will depend upon atti-
tudes.

“If uncertainty on the part
of consumers and
businessmen persists, the
markets for primary energy

are likely to be smaller than

abnormal weather— either

portation categories, 8 per
cent for electric utilities, 2.5
per cent for residential, and
4.5 per cent for commercial
activities.

“As of now, the overall
needs for primary energy in
1972 are expected to increase
by approximately 4.7 per
cent,” . “But in
view of the continuing
uncertainties in respect to the

As the natural gas
worsens, they add, oil and coal
will be called upon to fill the
deficit.

LUBBOCK—A ‘rare and
exciting'' new find has been
announced as the latest
acquisition by developers of
the Ranch Headquarters, an
autdoor living museum of
ranching history growing up
on ,a site adjacent to The
Museum of Texas Tech
University

To be designated according
to its form of construction as
the ‘Picket and Sotol House,"’
the newly acquired structure
combines two of the earliest
methods of construction used
by pioneer cattlemen during
the Tledgling days of the
ranching industry

Jerry, Rogers, associate
director of The Museum in
charge of the Ranch
Headquarters project, said
the structure could well be one
of the very last of its kind still
in good enough condition and
near enough its original state
to-allow historically accurate
restoration

A slgnn!ncanl
characteristic of these types
of structures was that they
were almost always erected
as ‘temporary’ shelter,’’ said

Rogers. “Thus, after having
served their purpose for a
number of years, most simply
were abandoned and allowed
to collapse and deteriorate. "’

For this reason, he
explained, and because the
structure _combines the two
very primitive forms of
frontier construction, the
Picket and Sotol House - is
indeed a ‘‘rare and exciting"’
acquisition for the Ranch
Headquarters

Original site of the
structure, donated tv the
Ranch Headquarters by Mr
and Mrs. Bascomb Cox of
Ozona, is near the Pecos River
and west of that southwest
Texas city

Rogers said the date of
construction of the house has
been established as 1904, and
it was built by an early settler
of the region in an effort to
‘‘prove up'’' (make
improvements on) 8
four-section claim of land to
be used for ranching

The structure is a tribute,
Rogers said, to the ingenuity
of the pioneer cattlemen of
Texas who found it necessary

Designated as ‘‘picket and
sotol’ house both for its two
representative methods of
construction and for the
materials used, the structure
actually consists of three
rooms — one of wholly
picket-type construction and
two combining this with
another more primitive type
which utilized a native range
plant called sotol

Rogers described sotol ds a
yucca-like plant common to
the Southwestern U.S. and
Mexico, with a woody stem
and long sword-shaped leaves

Picket construction,
originally introduced into
North America by French

Canadians, was popular as an |

early method of erecting a
shelter because it didn't take a
great amount of time
