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U.S. exercises
in Libyan gulf

conclude today

WASHINGTON (AP) The
U.S.naval exercises in the Gulf of
Sidra will end later today, the
Pentagon announced this
morning

A spokesman, Maj. Fred Lash,
said only

““The exercise by the 6th Fleet
in the Gulf of Sidra is ending
today."”

He would not be more specific

First word that the exercises
were about to end came form the
Italian government. In Rome, a
spokesman said the United States
had informed Premier Bettino
Craxi's office that the maneuvers
would soon be over

The spokesman, Antonio
(Ghirelli, said his government had
been told of the decision to sus
pend the operations at 6 a.m
EST

An hour later, a spokesman for
the 6th Fleet in Naples said the
operations were not yet over

‘The ships are continuing to
operate as scheduled, "’ said Capt
Douglas Strole, a Navy joint in
formation bureau spokesman for
the U.S. European Command in
Naples

‘There haven't been any inci
dents or things with the 6th Fleet
ships. They're continuing to oper
ate in the same area of Sidra,’’ he
said

Defense Department sources
said that if the maneuvers within
the gulf do end today, the 6th
Fleet vessels would remain near
by in the Mediterranean Sea

The Pentagon had said the cur
rent naval maneuvers would
occur between last Saturday and
April 1

Word of the impending depar
ture came as Libya vowed to re
taliate with terrorism for the des
truction wrought by the U.S
warships

It also followed a day on which
the Pentagon reported that U.S
planes and ships operated with
out challenge inside the disputed
gulf. The American forces re
mained on what amounted to a
war-time alert, officials said,
primed for action against an
enemy that didn’t appear

We have demonstrated that

international waters.,”” Pentagon
spokesman Robert Sims said
“You have to do that periodical-
ly. There’s nothing unusual about
a freedom-of-navigation exer-
cise.

Air Force wants more rockets
as space shuttle replacement

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Air
Force wants additional rockets to
launch satellites and a replace-
ment for space shuttle Challen-
ger to meet a backlog that in one
to two years could total 10 to 21
satellites the service says are
essential to national security

‘“The near-term impact on the
Department of Defense is severe
if the orbiter fleet is down for a
year,”” Edward C. Aldridge, the
Air Force's top space official,
said Wednesday. ‘‘There is no re-
covery option that will mitigate
this impact within the next two
years.'’

Aldridge, testifying before two
Senate subcommittees, said deci-
sions must be made immediately
‘“‘to minimize the negative long-
term impacts of the orbiter loss.”’

The Air Force has had 10 ex-
pendable launch vehicles (ELVs)
on order since last year when it
convinced Congress that the na-
tion could not afford to rely on
only one launch system — the
shuttle.

‘““‘Even with additional ELVs, it
is not clear that the current three-

ary of the Air Force.

“Our view of this is that it's a
national emergency,’’ he said.

The National Aeronautics and
Space Administration, which
once fought to prevent the Air
Force from getting throwaway
rockets that might divert milit-
ary payloads from the shuttle, en-
dorsed them Wednesday.

““The right thing for us to do is
to have a balance between shuttle
capabilities and ELV capabili-
ties,’’ said Richard Truly, a Navy
rear admiral and former shuttle
astronaut who was appointed as
NASA's shuttle chief after the
Jan. 28 Challenger explosion.

Truly said, as he has before,
that NASA expects at least a

year's down time before any
shuttle flies again.

When the flights resume,
Aldridge said, the Pentagon will
exercise its ‘‘bumping rights'’ to
reduce a backlog of 10 military
payloads that will have accumu-
lated by then.

If the down time is two years,
there will be 21 backed up milit-
ary payloads, Aldridge said.

Sen. Jake Garn, R-Utah, who
as chairman of the subcommittee
that oversees NASA spending
flew on the shuttle last year, had
opposed the Air Force request
last year for its own expendable
rockets to launch satellites.

On Wednesday, he apologized
to Aldridge: ‘‘I think it’s fair to
say that you were right and I was
wrong. I'm glad you held me to
the fire.”

Stock market moves
to another new high

For the third time this month,
the stock market has chalked up
a gain of more than 30 points in
one session — and hit a record
high as well.

Fueled by hopes for more de-
clines in interest rates, the Dow
Jones average of 30 industrials
climbed 32.20 to 1,810.70 Wednes-
day, surpassing the peak of
1,804.24 it reached last Thursday.

The average soared 43.10
points on March 11 and another
39.03 on March 14.

In other economic news
Wednesday:

—Citgo Petroleum Corp. said it
was cutting the price it would pay
forimmediate delivery the major
grade of U.S. crude oil by $1 to $13
a barrel, among the lowest prices
currently being offered by a ma-
jor U.S. producer. The average
posting price currently ranges

between $14 and $15 a barrel.

—McGraw-Hill Information
Systems Co. said new construc-
tion contracts in the United
States increased by 11 percent in
February on the strength of a
startup in delayed public works
projects.

—Yields on,seven-year Treas-
ury notes fell to 7.48 percent in
Wednesday's auction, the lowest
level in more than eight years.

Wall Street analysts said the
market bounced back from a re-
cent spell of profit-taking with the
help of a highly positive news
background. The 0.4 percent drop
in the Consumer Price Index re-
ported by the government Tues-
day exceeded most expectations
on Wall Street. With inflation dor-
mant and economic activity re-
maining relatively subdued,
many analysts believe the case
has been strengthened lately for
more easing of credit policy by
the Federal Reserve.

Trade deficit pushed

lower by oil prices

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
country’s foreign trade deficit,
aided by falling petroleum
prices, totaled $12.5 billion in
February, 24 percent below the
record deficit set in January, the
government reported today.

The Commerce Department
said imports of petroleum pro-
ducts plunged by 28 percent. The
decline in imported oil reflected a
cut in the amount purchased and
the price of oil.

An average of 5.4 million bar-
rels of oil was purchased daily,
down from 6.2 million barrels a
day in January while the price
fell to $24.85 per barrel, down
$2.29 from the January level. This
was the lowest oil price since
November 1979.

The price of oil on the spot mar-
ket has fallen by more than $10
per barrel since November. But
the bulk of oil is purchased under
long-term contracts that do not
change as quickly as the spot

TRIPOLI, Libya (AP) — The
official media called on all Arabs
to make suicide attacks against
American targets around the
world, but despite the rhetoric
the Libyan capital and the dis-
puted Gulf of Sidra appeared
quiet.

State Department spokesman
Charles Redman said in
Washington that Libyan agents
have U.S. installations under sur-
veillance and may have targeted
Americans for attack. He called
the situation ‘‘potentially
dangerous.”’

There were no signs in Tripoli
Wednesday night of the anti-U.S.
demonstrators who have para-
ded through the streets in recent
days, and no sign of extraordin-
ary military activity.

Economists also believe that
the sharp decline in the value of
the dollar will help to boost ex-
ports while reducing Americans’
appetite for foreign goods.

The dollar has fallen by 30 per-
cent since it peaked in March
1985, but experts say it normally
takes between one year and 18
months for a currency decline to
show up in more favorable trade
numbers.

The improvement in the trade
deficit last month came from a
9.7 percent drop in imports,
which still totaled $30.2 billion,
and a 4.3 percent rise in exports.
This gain put exports at $17.7 bil-
lion, the highest monthly level
since last June.

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School district trying to attract spring-break teachers

BROWNSVILLE, Texas (AP) — College students
on spring break have flocked to area beaches to
forget about school, but local education officials
don’t want to let them.

The Brownsville Independent School District
needs about 400 teachers for math, English, scien-
ce, elementary and special education for the fall
semester, and it has advertised for teachers both
in and out of state.

But now, they are interrupting the rock 'n’ roll
tunes on local radio stations to try to attract would-
be teachers who are tanning at South Padre Island.

‘“Like the beach, stay and teach,’’ is the message
that blares from stereos in cars, on the beach and
around hotel swimming pools.

The message tells listeners about the teaching
field, the salaries, bonuses and fringe benefits in

an area close to the border and the beach with
great weather year round.

‘“The radio spots are just something new,’’ said
Oscar Barbour, assistant superintendent for per-
sonnel. ““We have to try everything. We thought
radio was the best way to do it.”’

During the month of March, more than 150,000
people — most of them college students — will have
visited the area, chamber of commerce officials
say. The throngs will pump about $8 million into
the area economy.

The enrollment next year is expected to be
around 38,000 students in 33 schools. There are ab-
out 1,950 teachers in the district, Barbour said.

So I just drove back home, undressed and slipped back into bed

I later mentioned the disappointing experience to Paul. I received
no sympathy. Instead, he expressed wonderment that anyone would
want to waste time looking at a piece of dirty ice in the sky, especially
at that time of the night. And to rub it in, he offered to come by my
house in the middle of the night and toss an ice cube past my bedroom
window.

It took me awhile, but I was finally able to come back with a com-
ment: “Well, Paul, there are those who always have their feet stuck in
the mud, and then there are those of us with our heads in the stars.”

I have always been intrigued by the mysteries and the wonders of
the planets, comets, stars, galaxies and whatever else lies beyond our
atmosphere.

I can still remember the first really big book I read, 300 pages or so,
while only in the second grade. It was a collection of science fiction
stories, and among them was H. P. Lovecraft's ‘‘The Colour Out of
Space.”

I became a big sci-fi fan, reading Heinlein, Van Vogt, Bradbury,
Clarke and numerous others oyer the years, and attending all the sci-fi
shows that came to town. And I read widely in the field of astronomy
and other sciences, memorized the constellations and various stars
and planets in the sky, looked though smoky glass at the various
partial solar eclipses we had in the area, gazed at Comet Khoutek

And I was soured by the launching of the Sputnik and then soared
with Shepherd and Glenn as they headed out into space, even being
late to junior high on the morning Glenn circled the earth, my mother
not being able to pull me away from the TV set

I can still recall one warm summer night when my friend Mike and |
slept out on the flat roof of his garage. We were listening to Wolfman
Jack when he was still in Del Rio. Mike fell asleep, but I remained
awake, gazing at the twinkling stars, watching for falling stars and
thinking how great it would be to travel among the stars

Suddenly, almost as though it were a vision, I could feel myself being
pulled into the sky, falling among the stars and the galaxies that
rus .ed by me in a kaleidoscopic maelstrom. The experience was so
real I became dizzy and grabbed for the shingles on the roof to keep
myself from being pulled skyward.

Such was my attraction to t[\e universe above us

Over the years, though, some disillusionment has set in. I gave up
my desire to have a career in astronomy when I realized all the math,
chemistry and physics that was required. I've given up hope that I'll
have a holiday on a space station or that there will be colonies on the
Moon and Mars in my life time, and maybe never

And the science fiction I loved has been replaced by dreary fanta
sies, sword and sorcery, Dungeons and Dragons rot, based more on
weird imagination than speculations of factual possibilities.

When I was younger, so many science fiction writers had predicted
the space stations and colonies to be common occurrences by now, or
at least by the end of the century. Instead, we can’t even count on a
safe space shuttle presently.

And instead of Star Trek expeditions to ‘‘boldly go where no man has
gone before,”” we have a President who would prefer to fill the skies
with murderous weapons — although I have to admit there were
writers who had predicted that eventuality also.

But there are still times when that wonder and starry wanderlust
returns: when I've seen and reseen 2001: A Space Odyssey, Close

‘Incounters of the Third Kind and even the Star Wars movies, though

he latter are more fantasy than real science fiction.

Yet I have toface the strong probability my feet will remain gravity-
bound to the earth. At least until I die.

Then I look forward to heaven, a heaven where there will be eternal-
ly available tours of the universe, the experience of watching some
worlds end and helping others form, participating in the endless varie-
ty that will unroll through eternity with other sons and daughters of
God.

Until then, I'll settle for a chance to glimpse Halley’'s comet or to
view the pictures of Mars, Jupiter, Saturn and Uranus that have come
back to us all too rarely

The replica is expected to be
airlifted to the top of the Texas
Capitol on May 31.

Is it because government is so efficient? Clearly it is
not. Is is because we lack workers need to increase
production? Quite the contrary. For several years,
nearly 10 percent of or labor source has been unem-
ployed. Is it because we lack natural resources from
which to produce goods?

~Conservative blacks’

As a young American who happens to be
black, conservative, and outspoken about his
beliefs, I have been charged with ‘‘selling out’’
to white America and being a ‘‘traitor’’ to my
race. While these accusations are frustrating,
they’'re also puzzling. It seems blacks are the
only citizens in this country expected not to dis-
agree with one another.

Debate among members of other ethnic
groups is utterly routine. The majority of Irish-
men voted for Ronald Reagan for president, yet
no one accuses Rep. Tip O’Neill, (D-Mass.) lead-
er of the loyal opposition in Congress, of ‘‘selling
out’’ the Irish. Governor Mario Cuomo (D.-N.Y.)
serves the people of New York with a set of
beliefs which conflict with those of the state’s
Republican senator, Alphonse D’'Amato. Will
the real Italian please stand up? Neoconserva-
tive Irving Kristol and New York Mayor Ed
Koch can disagree without anyone questioning
either’s Jewish credentials.

Just as this diversity of ‘‘white opinion”’
raises no eyebrows, the disagreements of other
minority groups are starting to look run-of-the-
mill. For instance, while long-time Democrat
Cesar Chavez organizes California farm work-
ers, former White House aide Linda Chavez is
seeking the Maryland Republican Senate
nomination. Ms. Chavez’'s move has been hailed
as a milestone in Hispanic progress and not de-
nounced as a cynical betrayal of all Mr. Chavez
ever stood for.

Why then is political pluralism, one of Amer-
ica’s greatest strengths, so strongly discour-
aged in the black community? Many black and
white liberals seem to feel there is only one
“black’” point of view to which all blacks must
subscribe. But given blacks’ diversity of values,
backgrounds, and ambitions, the expectation
that blacks will hold one set of beliefs is as ludic-
rous as the idea of unanimous ‘‘white’’ opinion

on any matter.

There is afrightening premise underlying this
thinking: that blacks are not yet sufficiently
sophisticated to disagree with each other, or
that the black rank-and-file is not equipped to
choose between the differing opinions advo-
cated by blacks of various political comple-
xions.

But the fact is: blacks are becoming in-
creasingly sophisticated in many areas, and
consequently are being accepted by others now
more than ever. In politics, Rep. William Gray
(D.-Pa.) has received kudos for his work as
House Budget Committee chairman; last
November Virginia voters elected a black
lieutenant governor; Washington, Atlanta, Chi-
cago, and Los Angeles are among the many
cities which have elected black mayors. Bill
Cosby, Whoopi Goldberg, and Lionel Ritchie are
just three of the many black performers who
have attracted sizable white, as well as black,
audiences; and, with much less fanfare, a black
middle-class is emerging.

Despite these encouraging signs, the need for
debate among blacks has never been greater.
While some 55 percent of black infants are born
out of wedlock, and the number one cause of
death among black males age 18 to 25 is murder,
black conservatives cannot accept the notion
that the formulas prescribed by liberal black
leaders are either effective or desirable. With
these and other grim realities facing blacks in
the United States, it is time to examine alterna-
tive proposals to the status quo:

To revive our inner cities, black conserva-
tives have proposed enterprise zones which
would draw commerce to areas it has previous-
ly scorned.

To relieve black teenagers of a 45 percent un-
employment rate, we have proposed a youth
opportunity wage. It seems self-evident that it is
better to be employed at $2.75 per hour than
unemployed at $3.35.

problem

To build a sense of community in public hous-
ing projects, we have proposed that residents in
those areas be allowed to purchase their homes
from the government at reasonable prices and
interest rates.

To boost educational quality, we have prop-
osed vouchers and tuition tax credits to give
lower income families wider opportunities for
schooling their children.

And with the hope of seeing policies and be-
liefs guided by personality rather than pigment,
we have dreamed of a color-blind society - free
of quotas and racial preference schemes.

Black conservatives also understand that by
wedding themselves to one party, black Amer-
icans are being taken for granted by Democrats
and seen as inaccessible by Republicans. In con-
trast, Hispanics remain uncommitted and thus
have both parties courting them, appointing
them, and supporting their efforts. Black Amer-
icans can benefit from the political leverage
inherent in the bipartisan spirit Hispanics have
embraced.

Black conservatives may not have all the
right answers, but we have something to offer.
We also do not expect to be agreed with on ev-
erything. But with so many black Americans in
dire straits, we expect our ideas to be treated at
least with curiosity and interest. And as people
with the well-being of all Americans, black and
otherwise, at the center of our thinking, we de-
serve to be treated with respect, not intolerance
and verbal abuse.

It is time for black America to shed itself of
monolithic thinking and wake up the internal
debate which has witnessed the success of Irish-
men, Italians, Jews, and others who emigrated
to this land. If black progress is to come from
within, we must have the courage to discuss new
views - and listen to new voices.

Textile industry losing imports battle

HILLSBOROUGH, N.C. (NEA)
The Eno Cotton Mill here has a long,
proud tradition dating back to its con-
struction in 1895 but today it
stands abandoned and forbidding be-
hind a barbed wire fence

The mill’s plight in recent years
typifies the anguish of the entire tex-
tile industry as it has sought to cope
with competition beyond its control
the torrent of low-cost imports from
throughout the world

The mill, the 550 jobs it provided at
its peak, the residents of this small
community and the plant's owner,
Cone Mills Corp., all are victims.

In the late 1950s, Cone Mills began
producing corduroy at the sprawling

340,000-square-foot facility, but by
the early 1980s, this country was ex-
periencing what William O. Leonard,
a company vice president, describes
as ‘“severe import penetration” of
that fabric.

Cone Mills sought to keep the plant
open by adding twills and other fab-
rics to its product line, but they also
faced stiff competition from imports.

“After losing $7 million at that one
facility, we just had to give it up,”
says Leonard. The plant closed per-

manently in early 1984.

The textile, fiber and apparel in-
dustry is the largest single source of
employment in North Carolina, pro-
viding jobs for slightly more than
300,000 people — but its payrolls now
are being relentlessly pared.

In January, the most recent month
for which statistics are available,
slightly more than 205,000 men and
women were working in the state's
textile mills alone — a decline of
more than 20,000 from the compara-
ble figure only one year earlier. Na-
tionally, more than 150,000 textile
mill jobs have been lost since 1980.

At that time, U S. textile and appar-
el imports were equivalent to 4.8 bil-
lion square yards of material. That
figure increased in each ensuing year
and by 1985 it had more than doubled,
to 10.8 billion square yards.

Last year, the value of this coun-
try’s textile and apparel imports was
$21.2 billion. The value of its compa-
rable exports was less than $3.2 bil-
lion, producing a trade deficit of more

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Mattox promises hearings on

liability insurance problems

AUSTIN (AP) — Attorney
General Jim Mattox; saying he is
disappointed that the State Board
of Insurance won’t hold special
public hearings on liability insur-
ance, says he will launch a probe
on his own.

““Since the State Board of In-
surance will not use its statutory
authority to get to the bottom of
this, my office will use every pow-
er within our authority to do this
job,” Mattox said Wednesday in
an exchange of letters with board
chairman Lyndon Olson.

Olson told Mattox earlier that
the board had no immediate
plans for a special hearing be-
cause the board had no specific
information about state law
violations in the insurance in-
dustry.

‘““The State Board of Insurance
is proceeding in accord with our
best judgment and within the con-
straints of our authority to seek
solutions to today’s liability in-

surance problems and to assist
Texas consumers-in-finding
coverage,’’ Olson said in answer
to Mattox’s March 7 and 19 letters
asking for the hearing. ‘“We be-
lieve we are moving properly and
successfully.”

Mattox said he asked for the
special hearing because ‘‘our
citizens who own small
businesses, our local government
officials and local taxpayers, our
professionals such as ministers
and corporation officers are con-
fused and suspicious about why
they suddenly cannot obtain
liability coverage or, if they can,
their rates are double or triple
what they paid last year — even
though they’ve had no claims
filed against them.”

Olson replied that Mattox men-
tioned facts that he did not for-
ward to him.

“If you have specific informa-
tion in your possession which
warrants board action, please

forward such information- im-
mediately,” Olson said.

He added that it was his under-
standing that the attorney gener-
al had authority to prosecute any
unfair trade practices.

‘“I believe that the attorney
general’s office has full powers
under the anti-trust statutes and
other laws to bring charges
where the evidence is indicated,”
Olson said. ‘‘I understand that
you have authority to initiate
fact-finding visits in relation to
that authority.”

Olson said no special hearing
was planned on liability insur-
ance but information could be
submitted at an upcoming hear-
ing on the ‘“‘claims-made’’ policy
in commercial liability insur-
ance.

‘““We plan to again entertain
testimony on market availability
to meet the public need for in-
formation,’’ Olson said.

Police catch one escapee

GAINESVILLE, Texas (AP) —
The first time Lawrence Edward
Byrom escaped from Cooke
County Jail, he escaped in a taxi.

The second time, authorities
said, he and another escapee
commandeered a pickup truck
and abducted the driver.

Authorities continued their
search today for Byrom, 56 —
who has been called half of a mod-
ern-day Bonnie and Clyde, hus-
band-wife bank-robbing team —
and three other men who sawed
through bars Monday night and
escaped.

Five men escaped from the
jail, but Steven Dooley, 22, was
arrested in Gainesville Wednes-

day without incident.

Byrom and his wife, Alice Hart
Byrom, pleaded guilty last year
to robbing four North Texas
banks.

Byrom was serving a 50-year
federal sentence and was in
Cooke County awaiting trial next
month in connection with the
June 1983 robbery of Valley View
National Bank. Mrs. Byrom is
serving a 25-year sentence in
federal prison in Alderson, W.Va.

Authorities said it was not the
first time that Byrom had
escaped from the Cooke County
Jail. In 1950, Byrom and another
prisoner overpowered a guard
and made a phone call.

Inmates say family ties
help reduce repeat offenders

HUNTSVILLE, Texas (AP) —
Promoting good relationships be-
tween prisoners and their fami-
lies could help reduce the number
of repeat offenders, several state
prison inmates say.

The inmates told a legislative
committee Wednesday that their
families were the only connection
with reality they could cling to
while in prison.

‘““Without such (family) feed-
back, the inmate can become dis-
oriented to the outside world,
thus incurring severe problems
upon eventual release,’”’ said
John Indo, who is serving a life
sentence for murder.

Indo said ex-convicts with good
family relationships were six
times more likely to stay out of
trouble than those with bad rela-
tionships.

Five prisoners testified
Wednesday at a hearing of the
Joint Special Committee on the
Family Role in Reducing Re-
cidivism after being subpoenaed
by the committee.

The inmates and several fami-
ly members of prisoners who also
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testified supported the Texas De-
partment of Corrections’ 6-year-
old inmate furlough program and
the new contact visiting policy.

‘““Those have really helped us
and give an inmate a chance to
reconstruct his family,’’ said
Huntsville resident Barbara Her-
rera, wife of an inmate.

Harris County law enforce-
ment officials have criticized the
program as being as too danger-
ous, but TDC Director O. Lane
McCotter defended the program
that allows convicts five-day
vacations home.

‘I believe it’s one of the finest
tools we havein allowing a man to
go home and maintain the family
support system,’’ he said.

McCotter said there have been
few incidents of violence and only
a handful of escapes from the fur-
lough program.

The Texas prison system’s 43
percent rate of recidivism — the
tendency to lapse back into anti-
social or criminal behavior — is
higher than that of most other
states, McCotter said.

But he said recidivism could be
reduced by a combination of the

WASHINGTON (AP) — “You
can't cover the war from the
White House,"' presidential
spokesman Larry Speakes told
reporters as they peppered him
with questions about Nicaragua's
reported attack across the Hon-
duran border.

That statement is evident, but
this was a fight that might not
have been noticed — much less
netted $20 million in U.S. military
aid to repel the attackers —had it
not been for the bully pulpit in the
White House press briefing room.
The White House, in fact, was the
principal source of information
about the conflict this week.

A senior administration offi-
cial, briefing reporters there
Monday, told of a report — he cal-
led it preliminary and uncon-
firmed — of ‘‘a very large Sandi-
nista incursion into Honduras.”

Normally, when administra-
tion officials are asked about
such reports, they refuse to
answer until they know more ab-
out the situation.

But in this case, the official,
speaking from behind the curtain

of anonymity, was unusually
forthcoming and took care to
point out the purported attack
came ‘‘within 48 hours of the
House vote” last week rejecting
President Reagan's request for

$100 million in aid to the Contra
rebels battling Nicaragua’s San-
dinista government. He was
speaking only three days before
an even more critical Senate vote
was scheduled on the same issue.

Speakes and other administra-
tion officials in Washington and
U.S. Embassy spokesmen in
Tegucigalpa quickly became the
primary sources of information
about the incursion, which was
said to involve two 800-man
Nicaraguan battalions assault-
ing a rebel base camp and hospit-
al about 12 miles inside Hon-
duras.

Honduran officials at first de-
nied there had been an attack,
then reversed themselves. Nicar-
agua denied its forces had cros-
sed the border and called for in-
ternational observers to monitor
the frontier.

Although the fighting de-

e,
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scribed by Speakes was the
largest confrontation in recent
years, reporters in Honduras
were unable to verify it was tak-
ing place. And Honduran milit-
ary sources said Wednesday that
soldiers were ordered to keep
journalists out of the area.

Associated Press reporter
Filadelfo Aleman reported from
northern Nicaragua that he was
able to move along the Nicara-
guan side of the frontier without
restriction and found the border
region quiet. Speakes said his in-
formation indicated Sandinista
reinforcements were massing on
the border and had crossed at
another point.

The White House spokesman
continued to be hammered with
questions, both as to details of the
fighting and as to why his in-
formation could not be verified
elsewhere. R

“It’s an isolated region,” he
said, explaining his inability to
provide many answers. “In-
formation is sketchy. Com-
munications are sketchy.”

But the spokesman insisted he
was sure the attack was real and
that the information he had was
true.

Abruptly she awoke, rearing
upright in bed, her eyes wide with
fright. The nightmare still

“'churned in her mind and she

could hear the deadly drone,
almost as if it were real. It was
real!

With a sweep of her arm,
Claudia Procula yanked the net-
ting from around her canopied
bed and called out for her slaves.
Oh gods, she murmured. Her
dream had turned to fact and she
could hear the rasping chant for

: blood.

Her maid slaves came running,
bringing trays of fruit, but she
. waved the food aside and ordered
'them to dress her at once. She
clasped a tiny icon of Juno at her
breast, breathing a supplication.

From outside on the stone-
paved square came the harsh rise
‘and fall of dickering voices and,
‘at intervals, that organized r'm-

doubtless gained the procura-
torship for Pilate, since he didn’t
rank in the empire’s ruling aris-
tocracy. A tough military officer,
the son of slaves and product of
Rome’s conquering legions, he
had resorted to iron discipline
and swift reprisals to hold Judea
under heel.

His wife privately dis-
approved, an attitude she made
expressly clear in the case of
Jesus. She was among those
background figures who gamely
sided with him, despite the coun-
tervailing weight of political-
institutional authority.

Though her role is generally
unnoted, she sought to save him.
Unlike his panicked men who fled
into hiding, one even denying ac-
quaintance with him, Claudia, in
the very center of power, tried
her best to protect him — an un-
sung heroine of those hours.

A religiously disposed woman,
reared in the state polytheism of
the empire, drawn to amulets, di-
viners and omens, she may have
heard Jesus teaching in the
streets or adjacent Temple. At
least she had learned of him from
others, moved by his sure, dis-
cerning and compassionate
appeal.

Now, alarmed by the sound of
those lethal execrations outside,
she hurried down the corridor to-
ward the open platform of the
praetorium. Sentries at the arch-
ways saluted, slapping arms to
chest, at her approach. Claudia
halted, just inside the portal,
ljstening.

‘‘We found this man perverting
our nation, and forbidding us to
give tribute to Caesar, and saying

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he himself is Christ a king.”’ Then
came Pilate’s taunting query,
‘“‘Are you the king of the Jews?”
No answer, only silence.

She foreknew her husband’s
reaction. Vexed, he ordered the
Galilean to the guardhouse for
scourging, a vicious lashing with
bone-tipped whips while tied over
a post.

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the world, to bear witness to the
truth.”

Pilate snapped cynically,
‘““What is truth?’’ His chair
scraped the floor and his boots
clomped back toward the outer
platform, his judgment seat. She
edged quickly to the curtained
portal, beckoning an officer, giv-
ing him the note to relay to her
husband.

Some peculiar parleying went
on between him and the Temple
claque, jammed in the narrow
compound gateway. She saw him
glance briefly at the note, scowl-
ing, then crumpled it in his hands.
“Then what shall I do with the
man you call the king of the
Jews?”’ he baited them.

“Crucify him!”’ they shouted.
‘“‘He stirs up the people ... If you
release this man, you are not
Caesar’s friend; every one who
makes himself a king sets him-
self against Caesar.”

A knot formed in Claudia’s
throat. All of it was so arranged,
contrived, phony. She, Pilate and
Rome itself knew the Jews bitter-
ly hated the empire’s occupation,
but now these confederates
mouthed the imperial line.

Claudia moaned and dropped
to the floor. Gradually she col-
lected herself and groped back to
her room, sobbing.

Out of a dream long before, a
royal ancestor, Calpurnia, had
tried to warn her husband, Julius
Caesar, not to go to the Forum,
where an assassin felled him,
Neither he, nor Pilate, had lis-
tened.

As recorded in the ancient Acts
of Pilate, Claudia that day
‘‘neither ate nor drank’’ and for a
long time, was ‘‘exceedingly
grieved.'’ Her husband re-
marked sardonically to some
priests, ‘‘You know, my wife is a
worshiper of God."”’

He himself later was sum-
moned to Rome by the emperor
on a charge of unwarranted
bloodshed, but according to the
ancient historian Eusebius, fell
into such calamities before his
arraignment that he committed
suicide.

By his deeds, he had been swal-
lowed into a vortex of violence
like that foreseen in his wife’s
dream which he had spurned.

Hill recalls tension of
Final Four tournament

FORT WORTH, Texas (AP) —
It has been 20 years since Bobby
Joe Hill was in the furnace of the
Final Four, but he still can feel its
unique heat and tension.

“Oh yeah, this is the time of
year when I really think about
it,”” he said from his office at the
El Paso Natural Gas Co. “‘A lot of
memories start coming back.”

Memories. He remembers
going to the Final Four with a
Texas Western team viewed by
the aristocrats of the game not
only as an underdog, but an im-
postor.

Memories. He remembers
stealing the ball twice in the first
half of the final, sending the first
shivers of doubt through Adolph
Rupp's aristocrats from Ken-
tucky. .

Memories. He remembers
coming back to El Paso with the
only NCAA basketball cham-
pionship ever won by a Texas
team and finding the city literally
ablaze with prde and joy. Victory
bonfires were glowing every-
where

““No one else thought we could
doit,"” Hill said Tuesday. ‘‘But we
were a very tight bunch with a lot
of confidence. We had to be.

We've been close ever since,
too."”

Rupp went to his grave refus-
ing to believe what happened that

March night in College Park, Md.
Years after he retired, the Baron
would say, “‘I still wake up in the
middle of the night wondering
what I could have done to help my
boys win that game.”’

He never got an answer. Bobby
Joe Hill and the Miners were too

quick, too close, too underrated,
too confident. When Hill stole the
ball from Louie Dampier and
raced down the court for an easy
layup, Rupp rose off the bench,
barked at Dampier and stared
hard at the Miners on their bench,
as if they were insolent party
crashers.

Rupp later admitted, ‘I knew
at that point we were n trouble. I
knew we might not be able to con-
trol their speed and, adjust to
their defense.”

He was right. Texas Western
held the lead the rest of the game
and won, 72-65, one of the biggest
of Final Four upsets.

Texas Western no longer ex-
ists. In its place is UT-El Paso.
The small pit of a gym has lon
since been replaced by a big field
house. The memories are still
there, however. And the team
still exists.

Three weeks ago, an El Paso
jeweler fitted championship
rings on their fingers in a cere-
mony during halftime of a Miners
game in the big field house.

‘“Every one of us showed up,
too. Like I said, we're still close,”
Hill said.

Twelve of the 13 walked on the
floor for the ceremony. The 13th,
Willie Cager, was in a wheel-
chair. He suffered a stroke a
month ago, left the hospital to get
the ring he worked for 20 years
ago, and went back to the hospital
that night.

They were a diverse collection
of players recruited by Don Has-
kins, who was Texas Western’s
coach and is still UTEP’s coach.
They came from the streets of

New York, from Detroit, from
Texas. The closer they got to the
Final Four, the more their pedig-
rees were questioned.

‘“Rupp even suggested we re-
cruited some of them from jail,”
Haskins said.

Whatever their origins, they
were welded by Haskins into a
dogged, unselfish defensive-
oriented team that lost only one
game, to Seattle in the middle of
the season.

‘“Outlaws.”” ‘““‘Playground
punks.” The Miners were given
several nicknames, especially in
Kentucky, especially in Rupp’s
bitter soul.

If he could only see them now,
though. They’ve done well in the
20 years. Only Cager has been
struck by misfortune.

Five of them — Cager, Nevil
Shed, Willie Worsley, Jerry Arm-
strong, and Togo Railey — be-
came coaches.

Two of them became corporate
vice presidents — Dick Myers for
Farrah Manufacturing in EIl
Paso and David Palacio for Capi-
tol Records in Hollywood.

Two of them entered and
flourished in strangely different
professions — Louis Baudoin as
an art teacher in Albuquerque
and Orsten Artis as a detective in
Gary, Ind.

Hill joined the gas company
soon after he left Texas Western
and has been there ever since.
Dave ‘‘Big Daddy’’ Lattin is a
public relations executive for a
Houston liquor distributor.

‘““They were good kids then and
they’re fine men now,”” Haskins
said.

Buckeyes win NIT

NEW YORK (AP) — Maybe if
Ohio State had played this way
sooner, Coach Eldon Miller
would be back later.

As it turned out, the Buckeyes
went on to win the 49th National
Invitation Tournament. They did
it in Miller’s final game with the
team before his firing went into
effect.

‘I didn’t say goodbye to them. I
don’t say goodbye to friends,”
Miller said after Ohio State beat
Wyoming 73-63 in the NIT cham-
pionship game Wednesday night.
‘“‘But next year, they won’t have a
bigger fan than Eldon Miller.”

Miller was dismissed Feb. 3,
but was told he could complete
the season at Ohio State. In the
meantime, he was hired to coach
Northern Iowa next year, and
Boston College’s Gary Williams
was hired for the Ohio State job.

The Buckeyes completed the
regular season at 14-14, yet man-
aged to draw an NIT bid. And,
with Miller continuing to recruit
for Northern Iowa by telephone,
Ohio State kept winning.

Victories over Ohio University,
Texas, Brigham Young and
Louisiana Tech set up the cham-
pionship game at Madison
Square Garden, and the Buck-
eyes pulled together one last time
to give Miller a memorable
going-away present.

With
Leckner out of the game, Hopson
moved inside and teamed with
Sellers, the tournament MVP, to
help Ohio State steadily pull
away.

Contras say Sandinistas are cornered
inside Honduras and will not escape

TEGUCIGALPA, Honduras
(AP) — Anti-Sandinista rebels
claimed to have surrounded up to
1,500 Nicaraguan soldiers in
southern Honduras and said they
could foil any attempt to break
the encirclement and retreat
back across the border.

On Wednesday, U.S. military
helicopters ferried about 600 Hon-
duran soldiers to the remote area
to join another 3,000 Honduran
troops near the border. Honduras
has said its soldiers are not
directly involved in the fighting.

A U.S. Embassy official, who
spoke on condition of anonymity,
said no further flights were con-
templated.

Nicaragua's leftist Sandinista
government denies sending any
soldiers onto the territory of its
northern neighbor, and claims
the reports of an incursion are de-
signed to promote the Reagan
administration’s campaign in
Congress to allocate $100 million
in aid to the Contras.

Accounts of the fighting could
not be verified independently.
Honduran military sources said
soldiers were ordered to keep

JOHANNESBURG, South Afri-
ca (AP) — Police said today they
shot dead two blacks in a slum
near Cape Town when a crowd
firebombed a private vehicle,
bringing to 30 the number of
blacks killed in two days anti-
apartheid unrest.

It has been one of the most vio-
lent outbreaks since daily rioting
began in September 1984. Police
confirmed 27 black deaths from
police gunfire and three in black-
against-black fighting.

U.S. officials in Tegucigalpa
said 14 helicopters from Palmer-
ola air base, 50 miles northwest of
the Honduran capital, airlifted
infantry and artillery units to the
‘‘Las Vegas salient”’ on Wednes-
day. The previous day, Honduran
helicopters transported about
3,000 soldiers to the border area.

Israeli jets attack Palestinian cam,

SIDON, Lebanon (AP) —
Israeli jets attacked Palestinian
refugee camps outside Sidon to-
day, 10 people and wound-
ing 22, police said. The attack
came shortly after a rocket ex-
ploded in an Israeli town near the
Lebanese border.

Guerrillas in the Ein el-Hilweh
and Mieh-Mieh refugee camps
and the nearby hilltop village of
Siroubieh unleashed barrages of
shoulder-fired SAM-7 anti-
aircraft missile at the Israeli
fighter-bombers.

The planes released scarlet
hot-air balloons to deflect the
Soviet-made heat-seeking mis-
siles.

Police said no hits were re-
ported on the four planes that
made six attack runs firing rock-
ets on the three targets. Israel’s
military command reported all
planes returned safely to their
base.

~ Israel’s military command
said the air strike was launched
1% hours after a Soviet-made
Katyusha rocket fired from
southern Lebanon hit a school

trapped inside Honduras by re-
bels who cut off their retreat.

There was no immediate evi-
dence of Sandinista reinforce-
ments gathering on the Nicara-
guan side of the border.

Jorge Alberto Arguella, the
army’s chief information officer.

The Coco forms the border be-
tween Honduras and Nicaragua
in the region the Honduran gov-
ernment says the Sandinista
troops invaded.
