linked to labor hassle

SAN JUAN, Puerto Rico (AP) Puerto Rico's
governor said today there were indications the dis
astrous fire at the Dupont Plaza Hotel was set by
an arsonist. Emergency workers, after recovering
60 bodies, resumed the search for more

Officials said the death toll from Wednesday’s
blaze could reach 100

Miguel Domenech, executive director of the gov
ernmental Puerto Rico Tourism Company, said
other hotels on the island were increasing security
in light of official suggestions that the fire may
have been set as a result of a labor dispute at the
hotel

Gov. Rafael Hernandez Colon, in response to a
question about the possibility of arson, told NBC's
“Today’’ show: ‘‘There are certainly indications
of that The labor controversy in the hotel was
very, very tense. All sorts of information was going
around that there was going to be a problem at the
hotel, that there were going to be bombs, that there

Amarillo family safe

after escaping blaze

AMARILLO (AP) Three Amarillo family
members were among those trapped when fire en-
gulfed a Puerto Rico hotel, but they escaped after
their shouts for help were heeded by two young
men who hoisted them to safety.

Bob Dorbecker, his wife, Kim, and 14-year-old
daughter, Amee, were among the 800 guests
staying at San Juan’'s Dupont Plaza Hotel, which
was destroyed Wednesday by a blaze that officials
say killed at least 60 people

““We are so glad to be alive,”’ said Mrs. Dorbeck-
er, 38, from a hotel room in San Juan

The family, which had been on the island since
Sunday, lost everything they brought on vacation
with them except purses, identification and clothes
they were wearing when they fled the burning 21-
story hotel, Mrs. Dorbecker said

‘““We were all sitting watching a television show
and getting ready to go out for New Year’'s Eve
when my daughter said she smelled smoke,”’ she
told the Amarillo Globe-News. ‘‘We looked in the
bathroom, and the air conditioning vent had smoke

Federal nare shot
during border bust

PHARR (AP) The shooting
death of another drug agent along
the U.S.-Mexico border serves as
a grim reminder that the battle
against drug-smuggling is an in-
creasingly violent one, officials
say

Special Agent William Ramos,
30, was shot in the chest Wednes
day night while trying to arrest a
suspect in a supermarket park
ing lot, said Ken Miley, chief of
the Drug Enforcement Adminis-
tration's McAllen district office

Felipe Molina-Uribe, a McAl
len man who suffered a leg
wound, was arrested at the scene
and charged with killing a federal
agent, Assistant U.S. Attorney
Christopher Milner said. Molina
Uribe was under guard at a local
hospital

Ramos is the second Rio
Grande Valley narcotics officer
to die recently. Manuel Segovia
of the Hidalgo County sheriff’s
office was shot to death Oct. 31
during a raid at a trailer ‘house
near Mercedes

Violence against law officers in
the Valley would continue as long

as smugglers and drug dealers
continue to bring in ‘‘the huge
profits they're making. . . They're
going to protect their liberty and
their profits,”” Miley said

He added that he believes the
Valley is the No. 1 illegal drug
entry point into the United States

Ramos was not wearing a bul
let-proof vest because the investi
gator was working under cover,
Miley said. He declined to say
what kind of gun was used in the
slaying

A Mexican man arrested
Thursday in connection with the
shootout outside Junior's Super
market was also being held with-
out bond pending a hearing
Wednesday before U.S. Magis
trate Susan Williams, Milner
said

Molina-Uribe and Benito Cava
zos-Lamas, 26, a resident alien
living in McAllen, were named in
a federal complaint accusing
them of possession with intent to
distribute 303 pounds of mari-
juana and with conspiring to pos
sess with intent to distribute the
marijuana, Milner said

SAN JUAN, Puerto Rico (AP) — Some sur-
vivors of the fatal Dupont Plaza Hotel fire
spent the first day of 1987 grieving or sear
ching for loved ones, while others tried to
track down their belongings or make
arrangements to return home

“There were 30 of us, and seven are mis
sing,”’ John Benevento, a contractor from
Woodbridge, Conn., said Thursday. He was
part of a group of 30 friends who traditionally

“I can’t wait to go home and never come
back,’ said Judy Castelli of Stratford, Conn
another member of the group. She said
however, that she didn’t want to leave until
the names of the dead were released

Several of her friends could not find their
spouses despite frantic calls all Thursday to
hospitals and government officials

Many bodies were burned beyond recogni
tion when fire raced through the 20-story
hotel on Wednesday afternoon, killing at

the ground floororin the casinoon the mezza
nine

Judy Cohen, 40, of Hamden, Conn., was
waiting for word about her husband, Al, a
56-year-old insurance executive ‘I know he
was in the casino,’” she said, fighting back
tears. The couple also was part of the group of
30 friends

Those who survived fled with only the
clothes on their backs, leaving behind lug
gage, passports and valuables. About 800
people were booked at the Dupont Plaza at
the time

Guests who chose to remain on the 1sland
were taken to other hotels, many doubling up
in rooms or sleeping on cots

Dupont Plaza spokesman Bruce Shulman
said the hotel would pay for people to stay in
Puerto Rico through Saturday. Guests would
be given an airplane ticket home and $100 per
family to buy necessities, he said

Shulman told the guests they would not be
allowed back in their rooms to collect their
possessions because law enforcement offi
cials sealed the building off as part of their
investigation

their belongings so hotel officials could ship
thaom tn

The nearby San Juan Convention Center
was turned into a makeshift headquarters for
stranded visitors. The state-owned Puerto
Rico Tourism Co. set up a computer to keep
track of where survivors were staying

The American Red Cross handed out
shirts, pants, sweatshirts, toothbrushes,
toothpaste and refreshments. Airlines repre
sentatives also were at the convention
center

Many guests, some barefeet and clad only
in T-shirts and swimsuits, gathered Thurs
day at aréstaurant across the street from the
hotel. They comforted each other and ex
changed horror stories

Jeremy Citron, 27, of Miami, said he was in
the casino at the time of the fire and escaped
through a window smashed by a croupier

I'hick black smoke poured across the top
of the ceiling and there were several explo-
sions of glass. People panicked as they
rushed to the door,” said Citron. “'I tried to
help as many people as I could. Oh God, it was

The body of a West Texas res
taurateur missing since Dec
20 was found in the wreckage
of his single-engine plane that
apparently disappeared dur
ing a snowstorm, officials say

The pilot, Hoover Hsu of Big
Spring, and the 1964 Cessna 172
were found at 11 a.m. CST
Thursday after a search that
included more than a dozen
Civil Air Patrol Units, author
ities said

Hsu's wife, Lori Hsu, told
officials her husband called
her at 11:15 p.m. Dec. 20 and
told her he was about to leave
Borger for Big Spring, said
Darrell Chenault, a New Mex
ico state police officer.

The pilot apparently got
caught in a snowstorm _that
blanketed eastern New Mex-
ico, he said, adding that the
plane was discovered off New
Mexico 125 in northeastern
Lea County.

Searchers from the Texas
CAP spotted the plane’s
wreckage while flying over a
ranch.

Moslem tribes have been fighting a guerrilla war
since the April 1978 revolution in the Central Asian

Forensic experts said they expected to find more
bodies today as they begin lifting debris from the
floor of the mezzanine-level casino.

A team of three forensic pathologists from the
U.S. Armed Forces Institute of Pathology arrived
at this U.S. commonwealth of 3.2 million people on
Thursday to help with the investigation.

The 423-room hotel, formerly part of the Sher-
aton chain and now owned by Hotel Systems Inter-
national of Anaheim, Calif., was booked to capac-
ity with 800 guests, said hotel spokesman Rissic

West Texas repossessions rise’

ODESSA (AP) — Real estate repossessions in
this oil-poor West Texas city rose 41.4 percent in
1986, but improving economic conditions should
mean fewer repossessions in 1987, officials say.

The better climate and rising oil prices will take
a while to boost the sagging real estate market,
however, because ‘‘real estate tends to lag every-
thing,”” says Gary Sims, president of the Odessa
Board of Realtors.

During 1986, 1,058 properties were sold at trustee
sales, up from 748 in 1985, Ector County figures
show.

When oil prices plunged in 1986, Odessa, heavily
dependent on the oil industry, was hard hit. Unem-
ployment rates soared as the economy dipped.
First State Bank President Jimmy Brown said the
increase in repossessions was not just in real
estate.

‘“We’'re seeing a different type of repossession
than in past years, more voluntary reposses-
sions,’”’ Brown said. ‘‘We’ve seen long-term credit-
worthy people lose their jobs. . .|hence we have

more repossessions.

“‘People just have fewer discretionary dollars to
spend, so they don’t have the money for debt ser-
vice,” he said.

County Clerk Lucille Wolz said all repossesseq
property must be offered at a trustee sdle, as speci-
fied in the deed of trust. ) )

Sims said the increase in repossessions is de-
pressing real estate prices and will continue to
affect the market this year. He said repossessiqns
increase the amount of property for sale, tending
to drive down values.

Odessa Home Savings President Peter Link said
that when lending institutions repossess-property,
they are usually anxious to sell the property
quickly.

Sims said banks are likely to hold large apart-
ment complexes off the market until they can get
better prices for them. But homes are going on the
market, which is good news for buyers.

“You're never going to have it both ways, and
right now it’s good for the buyers,” he said.

West Texas cities expect
water supplies to dwindle

The traditionally thirsty cities of Corpus Christi
and El Paso are ringing in the new year with unex-
pectedly big supplies of water, although the abund-
ance in far West Texas is only temporary.

In stark contrast to the drought-stricken days of
1984, the South Texas city of Corpus Christi now
has more water than at any time in its history — a
supply large enough to last four years even if it
didn’t rain again.

Assistant City Manager James Lontos broke the
good news about the water supply at this week’s
City Council meeting, before the council approved
$145,000 for a geological survey of Lake Corpus
Christi.

The study will be conducted by the U.S. Geologic-
al Survey Office to examine whether sedimenta-
tion has reduced the lake’s water capacity.

The Rio Grande, meanwhile, has overflowed in
several places south of El Paso during a year of
record water releases from southern New Mexico
reservoirs. Some 500 acres of farmland in El

Paso’s Lower Valley have been flooded.

But it should only be a matter of days until the
amount of water in the river decreases, said David
Overvold, chief of the water and land division of
the Rio Grande Project of the U.S. Bureau of Re-
clamation.

Beginning Jan. 9, he said, the government will
decrease by 20 percent the amount of water it’s
releasing (o stabilize the full Elephant Butte and
Caballo reservoirs along the Rio Grande in south-
ern New Mexico.

‘“The river is dangerous to be in right now be-
cause it is swift and deep,” he said, noting that
depths usually ranging from 2 to 3 feet are now
more like 5 to 7 feet.

The reduced releases, coupled with irrigation
demands starting as early as Jan. 19, will help
lower the river level, Overvold said.

Corpus Christi’s Lontos said Choke Canyon Re-
servoir in Live Oak County — which was emptied
during the worst days of the 1982-84 drought — now
has more water than the city’s other reservoir,
Lake Corpus Christi.

Boy dies in fire City Briefs

HOUSTON (AP) — A man was
able to safely lower his wife and
two of their children early today
before fire blamed on a space
heater engulfed their second
floor apartment, killing their 4-
year-old son, authorities said.

The child’s body was found in
the Houston apartment after fire-
fighters controlled the blaze, offi-
cials said

The flames did not spread to

‘“We looked out the peephole of the door, and we
could see smoke in the hallway, too."”’

The three put wet towels over their faces and
headed for the balcony

‘“The smoke was so thick out there we couldn’t
see anything,”’ Mrs. Dorbecker said. ‘‘We just sat
there and prayed. We were extremely frightened.
Then, just for a moment, the smoke cleared
enough, and we could see to the ground. I yelled in
Spanish, ‘Help me, help me,’ and they waved that
they saw us.”’

Two unidentified Puerto Rican men shouted for
them to climb down from their fourth-floor bal-
cony, despite the family's protests that the jump
was too far.

“One man said, ‘Trust me, you have to get out
now if you want to live,” "' Mrs. Dorbecker said.
‘“They climbed up the balcony to us and physically
lifted me to the next railing.”’

Once the Dorbeckers reached the second-floor
balcony, they were able to climb a ladder to safety

‘“We don’t know who these men were, but they
went right back up after that.”

Dorbecker, 39, a hardware analyst for Santa Fe
Energy in Amarillo, suffered minor smoke inhala-
tion, while his daughter, an eighth-grade student,
came out unscathed.

“I have baseball size bruises on my abdomen,
legs and arms from climbing down, but that's
small potatoes to be alive,”” Mrs. Dorbecker said.

After being treated at the scene for their in-
juries, they were taken to a restaurant across the
street, where they watched the two young men —
by then covered with soot and blood — repeat the
rescue procedure that the Dorbeckers said saved
their lives.

“We're all just kind of sticking together and
helping each other. We were able to give cash to a
doctor and his wife from Pennsylvania because
they .just had nothing. Not even any identifica-
tion,”’ she said. ‘‘Even the private citizens have
been so helpful to us. They keep saying, 'I'm so
sorry, I'm so sorry.’”’

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| State gains population despite

DALLAS (AP) — A high birthrate and
a steady flow of people into Dallas-Fort
Worth and a few other growing metro-
politan areas allowed Texas to gain
population in 1986 despite a distressed
economy, population experts say.

The state recorded the gain despite
losses by Houston and other energy de-
pendent cities. The exodus, triggered
mainly by slumping energy prices, con-
tributed to the state’s first net loss in
migration in the state’s history, demog
raphers think.

‘““What’s happening in Texas is a
rather dramatic slowdown,”’ Bernard
Weinstein, director of the Southern
Methodist University Center for Enter-

prising, told the Dallas Morning News.
“We're not importing people like we
used to,”’ Weinstein said.

U.S. Census Bureau figures released
Wednesday showed that the Texas
population as of July 1 was 16.68 million.
That figure represents an almost 2 per
cent increase over the estimated poula-
tion of 16.37 million for the same day in
1985.

Population experts point out that the
current increase is significantly less
thanin the early 1980s when newcomers
headed for the Sun Belt in record num-
bers.

Drops in migration that began in 1982
correspond to -the end of a statewide

building boom and drops in oil and farm
prices. The experts believe the drops
will continue, but they believe an end to
the trend will begin as early as 1987-88.

‘““People aren’t moving to Texas
now,”’ says Steve H. Murdock of the de-
partment of rural sociology at Texas
A&M University.

Murdock said most people who fore-
cast population shifts believe the out-
look for Texas calls for very slow
growth.

Dean Ferguson, a demographer with
the comptroller’s economic forecast
center, predicts a net outmigration of
41,600 people from Texas during the
year that began July 1, 1986.

distressed economy

‘‘More people will be leaving than will
be coming in, but that doesn’t mean our
population will decline,”” Ferguson
said. “In fact, it will increase by 156,00
because of a high birthrate.”

Texas recorded 308,027 births and
118,183 deaths in 1985, according to the
bureau of vital statistics for the Texas
Department of Health.

Ferguson said that population projec-
tions by the comptroller’s office are
based on speculation that the state’s
economic slump will bottom out this
year.

‘““By the second half of 1988, (im-
migration) will be picking up again,”
Ferguson said.

C.A. Kasdorf, research manager for

the Houston Chamber of Commerce;
says that people leaving the Houstor{
area outnubmered new arrivals in 1986
by about 50,000. .

‘‘We anticipate this situation will turn
around in 1987,”” Kasdorf said.

In addition to the changes in the num-
ber of people moving to Texas, experts
agree that there is a significant shifting
of population from some areas of the
state to other areas.

‘““There’s quite a bit of reshuffling
going on within Texas,”” SMU’s Wein-
stein said. ‘‘People are pulling out of the
Gulf Coast from Corpus Christi to
Beaumont, and West Texas and flock-
ing to the 1-35 corridor- Dallas, Fort
Worth, Austin and San Antonio."”

Officials hope to enlist 100 ban-
jo players to join country star
Tom T. Hall on stage when a re
cording studio is dedicated in
March at a Texas community col
lege that offers a degree in blueg-
rass music.

Organizers are lining up the big
band for the March 26 dedication
of a $500,000 recording studio at
South Plains College in Level-
land, Texas

‘“We’d like to get in the Guiness
Book of World’s Records for the
largest bluegrass band on stage
at one time,"’ said Tandy Rice, a
Nashville booking agent who is
helping coordinate the event.

“I'm going to put the word out
all over Texas for the players,”
Rice said.

The recording studio will be de-
dicated in honor of Hall, who has
visited the college and spoke to
students there. In 1979, he taped a
mini-documentary on the coun
try music program at the school
for a Public Broadcasting Ser-
vice special.

Hall has recorded country hits
such as ‘Old Dogs, Children and
Watermelon Wine'' and ‘'l
Love."" He wrote the hit ‘‘Harper
Valley PTA,” which Jeannie C
Riley recorded in 1968.

‘‘He really got us started,’” said
Stephen John, spokesman for the
school, which has 3,600 students.

Officials will meet this month
to map plans for the dedication.

‘“We're going to ask the alumni
to come and join the band,’’ said
Rice, who is Hall's agent. ‘““Then
maybe we’ll ask non-alumni. I'd
like to have 100 banjo pickers on
stage. Maybe we’ll have some
fiddlers too.”’

Rice said he might enlist the
help of Darrell Royal, former
University‘of Texas football
coach, to assist in putting the in-
strumentalists together. Royal is
a country music fan

A bluegrass festival is planned
in conjunction with the dedica-
ton, Rice said.

The recording studio, the
school’s second, was completed a
month ago and should be fully
operational by the dedication.
Equipment is now being purch-
ased for it.

The school offers an associate’s
degree in country and bluegrass
music with special emphasis on
performing. Country star Waylon
Jennings, who grew up in the
Levelland area, did a benefit con-

‘““Every year we double our calls, have to work
Saturdays and Sunday and stay in the office extra
long just to keep up,’’ Coulton said

Charles Hunter, the manager of the Federal Re
serve Bank's returned check division, said he ex
pects more bad checks during January than any
other time of the year

The Federal Reserve Bank processes more than
2.5 million checks each day drawn on accounts
from banks in northern Texas. Checks that are
returned because of insufficient funds must also be

‘“The first weeks of January are traditionally our
heaviest time of the year,” Hunter said. ‘‘It seems
to be a seasonal thing, every year people spend
more than they should and overextend their bank
accounts. There are more returned now than dur-
ing any other time of the year.”

Jean Taylor, a co-manager of the Creditors Col-
lection Bureau, said she expects an increase in
business during the next few weeks. Her company
is among more than 100 credit collection agencies
operating in the Dallas area

“It's our best time of the year,”’ Taylor said
““‘Business is very good and we expect it to pick up
even more after the first of the year.”

Both Taylor and Coulton said they look forward

to the post-Christmas season and don't spare much
sympathy. e

‘“We hear the same éxcuses over and over, and*
every year it's the same mistake,’’ Coulton said.
‘‘People spend too much on things they shouldn't
and then use Christmas as an excuse to overspend
a little more. It’'s like committing financial
suicide.”

John McGee, a spokesman for the Chilton Corp.,
a national credit reporting agency, said the num-
ber of people with credit problems is up during the
weeks after Christmas because people use credit
to make most of their holiday purchases.

“Christmas is the largest shopping rush of the
season,”’ McGee said. ‘It is also the time with the
largest use of credit. "’

Dallas DA drops charges against construction company

DALLAS (AP) Prosecutors have dismissed
charges against a San Antonio-based construction
company, saying they don’'t have enough evidence
to prove there were contract irregularities at the
Dallas-Fort Worth International Airport

H.B. Zachary Co. faced four felony indictments
accusing it of tampering with governmental re
cords. The charges were dismissed Wediesday

The case was damaged because a rport board
members awarded a $5.9 million construction con

tract to Zachry after the indictments were re-
turned, officials with the Dallas County district
attorney’s office said

Prosecutors said they couldn’'t prove the firm’'s
top officials were aware of the alleged contract
irregularities at the airport, which is necessary to
prove criminal liability

But Paul Henson, a Zachry project manager,
was fined $4,000 and placed on one year probation
for each of four reduced charges of tampering with

a government record after pleading no contest be-
fore District Court Judge Larry Baraka.

Company President H.B. Zachry Jr. issued a
statement calling the ruling ‘‘absolutely proper.”

The company had faced up to a $20,000 fine on
each of the four felony charges after the lengthy
investigation into allegations of construction con-
tract irregularities at the airport.

The firm was accused of making false entries in
records pertaining to construction projects at the

Lucas says he’ll fight
all Texas convictions

HUNTSVILLE (AP) Henry
Lee Lucas, buoyed by his victory
in a capital murder case, says he
will fight his 10 convictions in
Texas and believes authorities
should drop other charges pend-
ing against him.

Lucas told The Houston Post
during a death row interview that
he will also fight extradition to
Georgia, where he faces trial for
capital murder, because he first
wants to clear his record in
Texas.

The 50-year-old former drifter
said he already is appealing his
death sentence for a 1979 murder
at Georgetown to the Texas Court
of Criminal Appeals.

Lucas confessed to hundreds of
killings across the country and
then recanted, saying his state-
ments were extracted under
pressure by lawmen eager to
close cases. He noted Wednesday
that some cases against him have
been dropped in recent years.

In the latest case settled Tues-
day, an El Paso judge dismissed
a capital murder charge against
Lucas in the May 27, 1983, ax-
slaying of 72-year-old Librada
Apodaca.

Lucas said that in other cases
pending against him, authorities

“*should admit to the truth and get
it over with. They've been stack-
ing cases on top of cases. They
should go out there and start look
ing for the people who did it but
they won't."”

Lucas was charged with capit-
al murder in a Georgia killing 10
years ago, but he said he can
prove through utility and tele-
phone receipts that he was at his
trailer home in Maryland.

Although he said he doesn’t ob-
ject to being tried in Georgia,
Lucgs said he intends to fire his
court-appointed lawyers because
they have not corresponded with
him.

Lucas praised State District
Judge Brunson Moore's decision
to throw out his confession to kill-
ing Ms. Apodaca at her El Paso
home.

In a Dec. 19 ruling, Moore
granted a defense motion to sup-
press Lucas’ confession, saying it
was obtained involuntarily and
without the defendant’s consent
to waive his legal rights.

““I feel the judge made a good
decision. He was honest and
truthful,”” he said, adding that if
there had been a trial he believes
he would have been proven inno-
cent.

Underlings haven’t
heard the rhetoric

A lot of debate has taken place lately about whether
the words from the trenches are reaching President
Reagan. Now comes a draft report from an advisory
council to the Labor Department that raises serious
%:lestlons about whether Reagan’s words are reaching

e trenches.

Reagan built a reputation on antitax rhetoric, yet
the Task Force on Economic Adjustment and Worger
Dislocation last week suggested a new tax: a payroll
tax designed to fund a program to help dislocated
workers find new jobs, and administered, of course, by
a new federal bureaucracy, never mind that the boss
— Reagan — is rhetorically against that, too.

Few In the administration believe the tax plan will
ever win Reagan over, but why then did the council —
at the direction of Labor Secretary William Brock —
_&end its time arriving at a proposal destined to fail?

time would have been far better spent — if it had to
be spent at all — coming up with a way to help dis-
placed workers through existing government prog-
rams or through the private sector, which is where the
responsibility belongs.

Brock requested the report in October 1985 in an
effort to defuse legislation in the House of Representa-
tives that would have required businesses to give prior
notification to workers of their intent to close. g)
sored mainly by Democrats, the bill was narrowly
defeated in November.

How much of a problem are displaced workers? The
Bureau of Labor Statistics defines them as those who
have lost their jobs as a result of plant closings or slack
work, or whose positions have been abolished and who
had ‘‘significant attachment’’ to work. The bureau
estimates that 5.1 million workers were displaced
from January 1981 through last January.

Sounds a lot like unemployment, doesn’t it? Already
thereis a whole bureaucracy — and a host of programs
— devoted to just that problem. Title III of the Job
Training Partnersh1p Act pertains to displaced work-
ers, as does the Trade Adjustment Assistance
Program.

Do we really need to add to all this? Of course not. If
the council had been paying any attention to the boss’s
rheéoric. that’s exactly what its report would have
said.

You're hearing much talk and some debate
about corporate takeovers. Is bigness better?

It was dramatic when European investors
bought Hilton Hotels for most of a billion dol-
lars.

Four of the five largest banks in the world are
now in Japan, and Japan is buying into our Gold-
man, Sachs and Company in the amount of $500
million. ’

Of the seven carmakers in the United States,
four of them are now foreign owned — including
one that calls itself ‘‘American Motors."”’

The Japanese, who were never able to invade
our Hawaiian Islands militarily, have done so

economically ‘‘almost totally.”

Japan’'s assets in the United States increased
this past year from $67.6 billion to $101.8 billion.

And yet for all the attention the Japanese get,
only about 10 percent of all direct foreign invest-
ment in the United States is Japanese.

Most, more than 50 percent, is Western Euro-

pean.

In addition to ‘‘direct”’ investment, foreign
investors own $125 billion worth of stock in
American corporations.

They own $143.7 billion in United States secur-
ities.

A university in the middle of a desert

MUSCAT, Oman (NEA) Abduil
Hamid al-Kiyumi is administrator of
the library of Oman’'s new national
university, and justifiably proud of it

Like everything else about the ar-
chitecturally striking educational
complex that has sprung up on the de-
sert outskirts of the Omani capital
area, the library is state of the art

Reading rooms in the modern high-
rise are equipped with rows of the ter-
minals familiar to American stu-
dénts. The catalog is being
completely computerized — the En-
glish-language portion already is and
they're working on the Arabic.

The stacks are largely bare, but
eventually they will hold a quarter of
a million volumes, about half in Ara-
bic and half in English. The latter lan-
guage is used for instruction in scien-
uhc and technical fields, and is a

uirement for entering students.
Six years in the planning and build-

ing, the university is Oman’s first in-
stitution of higher education. When it
opened its doors to its first class in
November, this country on the south-
eastern fringe of the Arabian peninsu-
la made another significant advance
in its rapid march toward
modernization.

As an indication of how rapid, con-
sider that in 1970 — before the palace
revolution that propelled Oman out of
near-medieval isolation — not only
was higher education foreign to Oman
but there were only three secondary
schools in the entire country, all for
boys only and with a total enrollment
of less than a thousand. Those few
young Omanis who did pursue studies
had to do so elsewhere in the Mideast,
in Europe or America.

Today, there are thousands of
schools throughout Oman with a co-
educational enrollment approaching
a quarter of a million (inan estimated
national population of 1.5 million).
And soon there will be thousands of

Omani-educated university graduates
to continue the process of self-
development.

More than a quarter of 2billion dol-
lars from Oman’s oil revenues have so
far gone into the university, a com-
plex of colonnaded buildings separat-
ed by sun-filled plazas and connected
by shaded walkways.

And copstruction goes on, notably
on a 500-bed university hospital,
which, when completed, will be one of
the most advanced medical teaching
facilities of its kind in the world.

As with the secondary school sys-
tem, women as well as men attend the
university although women receive
instruction in separate classes.

At the moment, the all-freshman
student body numbers less than 600
But with the admission of succéssive
new classes, the university will reach

a planned enrollment of 3.000 in the
fall of 1989.

For the immediate future, studies
are concentrated in the fields of engi-

neering, science, agriculture, medi
cine and education. Later, other fac-
ulties will be added. But first things
first. Close to half the entering classes
for the first several years will be en-
rolled in education, so that eventually
Omanis can educate Omanis

For the present, that task is largely
the responsibility of foreigners on a
university staff that has been recruit
ed abroad, with a strong American
representation

Carol Jones, for example, lately of
Yale, is in charge of the library's Spe-
cial Research Collection.

Indiana contributed Michael Neff,
deputy director of the media center

Abdul Hamid al-Kiyumi, the li-
brary administrator, also has &n
American connection — a bachelor’s
degree in Business Administration
from the University of Washington
For all his pride in his work here, he is
anxious to get back to Seattle for
graduate work.

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More states than not plan to keep tax windfall

WASHINGTON (AP) — The sweeping
new federal tax law, a multibillion dol-
lar windfall for the states, is sparking
debate on whether to cut rates for tax-
payers or use the money for state prog-
rams or to ease deficits.

There are plans in 19 states to use the
extra revenue on specific projects or to
cut red ink. But in at least 14 other
states, officials say taxpayers are like-
ly to benefit through lower rates that
would return all or part of the windfall
to them.

These were among the findings in a
survey by The Associated Press of gov-
ernors, legislative leaders and revenue
officials in the 50 states.

The federal tax changes could yield
an estimated $6 billion in new state re-
venue, unless states pass on the break
to taxpayers.

The increased state revenue results
because most states base their income
taxes on the federal tax structure.

The_windfall is likely to become a
campaign issue in at least one gov-
ernor’s race this year, in Kentucky, and
what to do with the money is causing
political discomfort elsewhere.

How state officials are responding to
the impact is influenced by the
tremendous regional differences in the
economy. ‘‘Almost half the states are in
serious fiscal problems, and those
states are not likely to give it all back,”’
said Steven Gold, who watches state fi-
nances for the National Conference of
State Legislatures.

Northern and Eastern states en-
joying economie good times are making
plans to turn back the moneéy to tax-
payers, including New York, Delaware,

Maryland and Connecticut.

One of the biggest windfalls is in New
York, where estimates range to more
than $2 billion. Democratic Gov. Mario
Cuomo is propesing to offset that with
lower rates on capital gains, dividends
and interest income, and with changed
brackets and deductions. But Republi-
can legislative leaders say they will
push for still more tax cuts.

Ohio already has cut its tax rates.
Gov. Richard Celeste earlier this month
signed a law heading off what would
hage been $714 million in added state
taxes.

Oil and farm states and others that
have seen their economies suffer are
more inclined to view the increased re-
venue as good fortune.

Both parties in Iowa, for example,
are talking about spending a $175 mil-

lion windfall, with more than half goin
to teacher salaries. In Utah, GOP Gov.
Norm Bangerter wants to keep the $50
million windfall and raise taxes another
$50 million.

Elsewhere there are proposals to cut
rates across the board, grant breaks to
certain taxpayers, reform state taxes
or reduce the tax burden on the poor.

California expects no direct effect,
but Gov. George Deukmejian has said
he plans to propose changes to simplify
state taxes. In South Dakota, one of the
states that has no income tax, there is
talk now of starting one.

In Minnesota, which figures to gain
$719 million over two years, the debate
is over whether to return it as income
tax reductions or to reform property
taxes.

Four states make their taxes a per-

centage of the federal tax liability, and
its decline for most taxpayers would
mean lower state revenues.

North Dakota, Rhode Island and Ver-
mont already have acted to raise tax
rates to offset the loses. In North Dako-
ta, however, the legislative action has
been put on hold by a decision this week
to submit the matter to a statewide
vote. The fourth, Nebraska, expects to
lose $24-million to $36 million a year.

Of the 14 with serious proposals to
lower rates, Virginia, Wisconsin, Mis-
souri, Arizona, New York, Minnesota,
Maryland, Hawaii, Colorado, Michigan
and Oregon all expect windfalls of $100
million or more. Returns of smaller
windfalls are on the table in Delaware
and Connecticut, which has no personal
income tax but would gain through the
increased tax on capital gains.

Reagan faces
hospital stay

PALM SPRINGS, Calif. (AP) —
As he flies back to Washington
after a weeklong California vaca-
tion, President Reagan faces a
stay in the hospital and a still-
simmering controversy over sec-
ret arms deals with Iran.

The president and first lady
Nancy Reagan were winding up
their stay at the home of pub-
lisher Walter H. Annenberg to-
day and expected to be back in
the White House by dinnertime.

They flew to Los Angeles Dec.
27 and to Palm Springs on
Monday.

On his final full day in Palm
Springs, the president received a
report on Wednesday's hotel fire
in San Juan, Puerto Rico, and
asked to be kept abreast of in-
formation on its cause, the White
House said.

Presidential spokesman Larry
Speakes said Reagan would
watch the Fiesta Bowl football
game on television tonight and be
interviewed live from the White
House at halftime. Speakes said
the interview would deal with
sports.

Fierce winter storm, high tides deliver
one-two punch to states along East Coast

A fierce winter storm coupled with high
tides caused by a rare astronomical align-
ment swept up the East Coast today after
causing six deaths and millions of dollars in
property damage in battered beach towns.

“We're now playing it up as a worst-case
situation,’’ said meteorologist Jay Krieger in
Atlantic City, N.J. “We will get some flood-
ing. The question is, how much?”

The storm delivered a knockout punch
along the Carolina coast, washing away
decks and sidewalks, causing beach erosion
and dumping up to 10 inches of snow inland.

Communities from West Virginia to Maine
braced for some of the same as the National
Weather Service issued a winter storm warn-
ing calling for snow, heavy rain, coastal
flooding, gusts of up to 50 mph and high tides.

The high tides, expected to continue
through Saturday, are produced by a rare
alignment of the Earth, meon and sun known
as a syzygy.

The forecast called for 4 inches to 6 inches
of sno vinland, with upto 10inches possible in
the Poconos in Pennsylvania and 12 inches to
18 inches likely in the Catskills of eastern

New York and Vermont’s Green Mountains.

Atlantic City casinos were warned to get
employees to work early and special flat-
bottom boats were flown in from St. Louis
last week as city officials prepared for possi-
ble evacuations. Extra Coast Guard crews
also were on duty.

The storm was blamed for four traffic
deaths Thursday in North Carolina and two in
Virginia, which was also hit by coastal flood-
ing, rain and up to 5 inches of snow in some
western areas.

In North and South Carolina, the storm
combined with the high tides from the syzygy
to flatten miles of dunes and pound beach-
front homes.

‘“With the driftwood and seaweed and sand
everywhere, the beaches look awful,”’ said
Patrick Dowling, a spokesman for the city of
Myrtle Beach, S.C. Damage was estimated
at $6 million at Long Beach, N.C., where
surging waves heavily damaged at least 50
homes, washing away balconies, steps and
boardwalks and exposing foundations.

Emergency officials had feared the storm,
with winds gusting to 60 mph, would hit the
fragile Outer Banks at the same time as the
near-record high tides, but the storm tracked

away from the coast and fell out of step with
the tides by late evening.

Upto 10inches of snow fell in western North
Carolina, where tree limbs downed power
lines and left as many as 17,000 homes with-
out electricity.

Fifty-seven residents of a nursing home
outside Morgantown, N.C., were taken to a
school because of the power failure.

A Duke Power Co. spokesman said 14,400
customers were still without power late
Thursday as temperatures dropped into the
20s.

Slick roads caused dozens of accidents, but
traffic was sparse because of the New Year’s
holiday, police said.

Police in Carolina Beach, N.C., had to
move into a church when flood waters
reached 2 feet inside City Hall, where the
walls still bear the 6-foot high water marks
from Hurricane Hazel in 1954.

Erosion in Garden City, S.C., left some
buildings with about 20-foot drops from the
door to the beach. Some motels and condomi-
nums had a foot of sand inside, and waves and
furniture washed into the street and broke
picture windows in some buildings.

Administration to propose stretched-out repayment

WASHINGTON (AP) — Students would be
able to borrow up to $50,000 for their educa-
tion and take up to 30 years to repay it under a
$600 million program that will be proposed in
the federal budget to be presented to Con-
gress next week.

In announcing the program at a briefing
this week, Bruce Carnes, deputy under-
secretary of the Department of Education,
would not say what cuts would be proposed in
other areas to pay for the loans.

Repayment of the borrowed money would
be pegged to graduates’ earnings, hence the
name of the Income Contingent Loan
program.

‘““We believé this is the single biggest adv-
ance in the financing of higher education for
students in the last 15 years,’”’ said Carnes.

The Reagan administration’s budget is to
be presented to Congress Monday.

The $600 million, combined with up to $393
million in collections from other loans, would
be available to students who met the same
eligibility standards applied to other aid
programs. The loans, called ICLs, would be
self-supporting since students eventually
would repay the full loans with interest.

Carnes said changes will be suggested in
other loan and grant programs, but that all
students now eligible for federal aid would

still be eligible for essentially the same
amount.

Carnes said the administration also will re-
quest an increase in adult education funds
distributed to states to fight illiteracy. The
current level is $106 million; the department
will propose $130 million for 1988.

The undersecretary declined to say what
the department’s overall budget request will
be except that it will be closer to the adminis-
tration’s $15.2 billion request for 1987 than to
the $19.5 billion authorized by Congress. He
said the agency had cut enough to meet the
target set by the Gramm-Rudman deficit re-
duction act, but would not give a figure.

 Buckeyes rout Aggles in Cotton Bowl
| Sooners roll

DALLAS (AP) — Ohio State
linebacker Chris Spielman was
angry because he had to wear a
suit and his coach, Earle Bruce,
turned heads by wearing one.

Ohio State defeated Texas
A&M 28-12 in the 51st Cotton Bowl
on New Year’s Day, and motiva-
tions for the victory were every-
where.

Spielman, Ohio State's 6-foot-2,
232-pound junior All-America
linebacker, intercepted two pas-
ses, including one he returned 24
yards for a touchdown. For good
measure, he also had two tackles
for losses and a total of 11 stops.

“I was mad today because I
had to wear a suit all day yester-
day,”” said Spielman, strictly a
sweatpants and T-shirt guy most
of the time. Spielman had to
appear at several Cotton Bowl
functions and the formal dress
was required.

Bruce was not required to wear
a suit atte game, yet he disdained
his usual outfit of baseball cap,
polyester coaching pants and
windbreaker. Instead he opted
for a dark suit, white shirt and
striped tie and a snap-brim hat
with a scarlet feather in the band.

*‘He came out in the pregame
dressed the way he dlways is,”
said center Bob Maggs. ‘It sur-
prised the heck out of me when he
showed up in the suit.”

Spielman said, ‘“The suit sur-
prised me. I had to do a double-
take, especially with the hat.”

Maybe the suits provided Spiel-
man and Bruce with subtle
motivation, but there was no dis-
puting the very un-subtle per-
formance of the Buckeye de-
fense.

In addition to Spielman’s
touchdown, fellow inside line-
backer Michael Kee picked off a
pass and returned it 49 yards for
the clinching touchdown.

In all, Ohio State victimized
Aggie quarterback Kevin Mur-
ray for a Cotton Bowl-record five
interceptions.

Murray said, ‘‘It wasn’t so

much what (Ohio State) was
doing, but what we weren’t doing
on offense. You saw it, five in-
terceptions. When you throw that
many, you can’t beat the Sisters
of the Poor.”

A&M Coach Jackie Sherrill
agreed.

“You can’t turn the ball over
like we did and expect to win,’” he
said. ‘‘These kinds of games
come around. They just happen
sometimes.”’

“The defense took it upon itself
when we lost to Michigan (26-24 in
the regular season finale),”’ said
Spielman, a unanimous choice as
the game’s outstanding defensive
player. ‘‘We had to play hard to

win. The rumors had us being
blown out by 30 points.”’

The touchdown return by Spiel-
man was his first since hisdays in
youth league football.

“I got (a touchdown off an in-
terception) in my first football
game, when I was 9 years old,”’
Spielman said with a laugh. ‘I
intercepted an out-cut and took it
in for the six (points). That was
the last one.”

Bruce reflected on the Buck-
eyes' longest season, which be-
gan with workouts.in midsum-
mer and continued through 13
games and a 10-3 record.

‘““When you think we started
back on the first of August, this is

a great team victory,”’ he said.
“‘Our team did not make it into a
long season, though. They always
worked hard. We're happy to
have the Cotton Bowl trophy.
This means a lot to us.’

Bruce credited his defense for
the victory.

“You have to challenge people
and the challenge was to our de-
fense,”’ he said. ‘“We challenged
them to play as well as they did
against Iowa and Minnesota. ...

MIAMI (AP) — With no nation-
al championship on the line,
third-ranked Oklahoma went out
and did the next best thing
against Arkansas in the 53rd
Orange Bowl. They whipped the
ninth-ranked Razorbacks for
Coach Barry Switzer and then
proclaimed themselves the
second-best team in the country.

It was no contest. Oklahoma
won 42-8 to complete its second
straight 11-1 season — a cam-
paign marred only by a 12-point
loss to top-ranked Miami in the
same stadium where the Sooners
demolished Arkansas Thursday
night.

Miami plays second-ranked
Penn State for the national cham-
pionship tonight in the Fiesta
Bowl. The Sooners have no argu-
ment with that, but do feel No. 2
should belong to them in the final
rankings, regardless of the out-
come of the game in Tempe, Ariz.

“You have to go with what's
been laid on the table,’” said Okla-
homa halfback Spencer Tillman,
who rushed for 109 yards and
scored on runs of 77 and 21 yards
to help the Sooners beat Arkan-
sas. ‘‘Miamibeat us and deserves
to be No. 1 unless Penn State
beats them.”’

“I'm wishing Miami the best of
luck. We were playing for No. 2,
although I still think we have the
best team in the country,” added
Sooners quarterback Jamelle
Holieway. “‘I think if Penn State
or Miami had been out there to-
day, we'd have won.”’

Oklahoma dominated Arkan-
sas with a powerful wishbone
offense that produced 366 yards
rushing, as well as a defense that
held the Razorbacks to 48 yards
on the ground and intercepted
five passes despite the loss of All-
American linebacker Brian Bos-
worth.

Tillman scored both of his
touchdowns in the second quar-

ter, when the Sooners built a 14-0
halftime lead. Holieway broke
the game open with TD runs of 2
and 4 yards in the third quarter
that gave Okldhoma a comfort-
able 28-0 cushion.

‘““They broke four plays on us.
It's hard to believe four plays can
make that much difference,”’
Arkansas defensive tackle David
Schell said. ““It’s real depressing
to end up a great season like
this.”

Arkansas, which finished with
a 9-3 record, didn’t score until
only 19 seconds remained, when
fullback Derrick Thomas ran 1
yard to spoil Oklahoma’s bid for
its sixth shutout of the season.

The Razorbacks, however,
couldn’t ruin a special night for
Switzer.

The Oklahoma coach suffered
the most embarrassing loss of his
career in the 1978 Orange Bowl
when Arkansas, playing with
three starters suspended because
of disciplinary reasons, whipped
the Sooners 31-6.

The loss cost Switzer and the
Sooners a probable national
championship — and because he
was born and raised in Arkansas
andis aformer Razorback player
and assistant coach it was a
blemish he longed to erase his his
record.

‘““This was a very important
game to me. I wanted to win this
game as badly as any, even
though there wasn't anything at
stake,’’ said Switzer, whose team
improved its record to 6-2 in
Orange Bowl games with its ninth
consecutive victory since losing
to Miami 28-16 on Sept. 27.

‘I talked prior to the game ab-
out going out on the field nine
years ago and coming back
embarrassed,’’ the coach added.
‘It was one of the worst losses of
my career.”’

The Oklahoma defense, ranked
No. linthe nation in four categor-
ies, intercepted Arkansas quar-
terback Greg Thomas four times
and backup John Bland once.

‘In this business, loyalty is always two ways, but
then again, it's not,” so said David McWilliams,
another of the Texas Tech coaches to jump his
contract, serving only one year of a five-year pact.

The matter of stealing coaches from other con-
ference member schools has always been an un-
written, moral no-no. It just wasn’t done. But then
the Southwest Conference has never been known to
abide by rules, written or unwritten. At the recent
SWC winter meeting the issue was raised and it
was determined that legal problems could arise if
the league tried to pass legislation that would pre-
vent a conference coach from jumping to another
eonference school. There were times in years past
that the problem existed even at the high schdol
level, with some covetous eyes cast both at and by
Pampa as Harvester coaches attained success or
PISD needed to fill a slot. But each time the unwrit-
ten rule quickly cleared up the nasty thinking.

Texas Tech could have, of course, refused to
release McWilliams until he had fulfilled the terms
of his requested five-year contract. If unhappiness
ogver such action by the Lubbock school would have
caused the vagabound coach to do less than his
best, then he, too, would have sustained great in-
jury to his career. It is always a messy situation
when it is a seemingly one-way street.

But even dirtier and more unconscionable than
jumping a contract is for a coach to jump the con-

panying him to the new school. It is blue-collar
theft of the first water, as well as abuse of the
teen-aged athlete. That athlete was recruited with
the dollars of the first school and it’s supporters.
He was told how great that institution and com-
munity was, how superior the academics, assured
by the coach that he had a long-term contract and
would be there all of that athlete’s college days.
Then things looked greener elsewhere. To cover
his flanks, the coach uses this youngster, stealing
him from the school that financed his recruitment
and early education. With promises that together

of both, the still wet-behind-the-ears athlete is con-
vinced to jump his own contract with the school, sit
out a year of college (‘' You can concentrate on your
studies’’), and lose some classroom hours in the
process. Then, chances are he will sit on the bench
most of the ensuing college career as the also green
coachdiscovers the talent he inherits is superior. It
is a story told over and over.

One of the best recruiting coaches once told me
over a soda pop that the key to recruiting is the
relationship between the player and the coach. ““It
doesn’t matter where the school is located, how big
it is, the social life, the curriculum. If you can sell
yourself to the to the kid, he’ll come with you.’’ And
his recruiting record supported that theory very
well. So a coach knows he can steal the athlete to
his new job if he wants to, most of the time.

But there are some honorable coaches. I am
aware of instances where the coach has been let go,
and athletes wanted to accompany him to his new
coaching job. But the honorable man refused to
allow them to do so, refusing scholarships and en-
couraging the players to stay where they had made
their original personal commitment, learning a
fact of life about living up to your word.

Unfortunately, when coaching changes such as
the McWilliams affair occur, it is generally the
athlete who suffers the most and is never given any
consideration. The departing coach goes to a more
lucrative deal, his successor also embellishes his
standard of living. But the athlete suffers through

the necessity of re-selling himself to a new head
coach and assistant. And as in the case of several of
my acquaintances, fall from key-performer star
status to just another bench-rider because the new
coach installed a new system to which the one-time
hero could not adjust. The promises that brought
him to the school originally, promises to enhance
his chances for a pro career, are broken by the
coaching change, without apology. The athlete is

just a pawn in a heartless game the big boys play.

Spurned so far in efforts to enhance his career,
successful West Texas State coach Bill Kelly
seems unhappily ready to fulfill a contract at the
Division II Canyon school. While he was out inter-
viewing for several Division I jobs, his assistant
coaches were ordered back to campus from their

recruiting efforts.
‘“The coaches w pulled off the road by the
administration, plan for them to be back on

the road right after the first of the year. They
should not have been pulled off the road. If every-
time a coaches’ name was mentioned for another
job they pulled the coaches off the road, there
wouldn’t be any coaches out recruiting.

““I think the people that made the decision to pull
our coaches off were going by speculation of things
they've read in the paper. I've kept thé athletic
director posted of everything that’s been going on,
and I'm not sure why what happened, happened,”’
Kelly told the Canyon news media.

“I hope this doesn’t happen again. I want to
move up. I want to be a Division I coach, and I'm
going to keep striving for those goals,”” empha-
sized Kelly.

There was a time that the institution administra-
tion itself sought those high athletic goals. The
Amarillo media have hinted that Kelly has been
told he cannot recruit outside the state of Texas.
With those parameters, and the outspoken state-

Students heold illegal march,

sit-in at Tiananmen Square

PEKING (AP) — About 1,000 students held a sit-
in early today at a monument to Communist heroes
in Peking’s central square, capping nearly 24
hours of illegal marches and tense confrontations
between thousands of pro-democracy protesters
and police. )

The sit-in in Tiananmen Square ended peaceful-
ly after about an hour when the students agreed to
board buses provided by police and return to
campus.

About 5,000 students held an illegal five-hour
march through the city’s snow-covered streets be-
ginning at about 11 p.m. Thursday to demand au-
thorities release protesters detained during the
day’s confrontations.

Authorities returned 11 detained students to
heroes’ welcomes at Peking University early to-
day, but the marchers insisted that 13 students
from other schools still were being held.

The official Xinhua News Agency said all stu-
dents had been released after ‘“‘education and ex-
amination.”” However, it did not say what hap-
pened to several non-student ‘‘troublemakers’’ it
also said were detained.

The marchers, chanting, ‘‘Free our comrades,"’
set out from Peking University. They first sur-
rounded the campus home of school President
Ding Shigun, and he told them he would have an
answer about the fate of the detainees in two hours.

The number of marchers dwindled along the 10-
mile route to Tiananmen Square because of sub-

zero cold and icy streets.

At several points along the route, university Vice
President Xia Zhenxun appeared to announce that
the detained students had been released back at
the campus. That brought cheers and some defec-
tions from the ranks of the marchers.

Police set up four roadblocks along the way but
made no attempt to interfere with the march,
which was illegal under new city regulations re-
quiring demonstrators to apply for a police permit

.at least five days in advance.

About 1,000 students finally reached the empty,
100-acre square and marched around the Monu-
ment to the People’s Heroes. They held a one-hour
sit-in before boarding buses for campus.

The freed students were greeted on campus by
2,000-3,000 cheering students who hoisted some on
their shoulders.

The former detainees said some of them were hit
in the face and one was knocked down and hit by
police. They said they were not fed during their 12
hours in police custody.

The march and sit-in ended the most turbulent
day of pro-democracy demonstrations since tens
of thousands streamed into the streets’of Shanghai
on Dec. 19-23. Student protests also have been re-
ported in eight other cities in the past month, in-
cluding Kunming, Wuhan and Hefei.

Police on the whole showed restraint, as they
have at other demonstrations in the past month.

Two bodies

are found
in debris

DUBLIN, Ireland (AP) —
Police said everyone was
accounted for after the bodies of a
couple were found in the wreck-
age of a five-story apartment
building torn apart by explosions.
They said a gas leak probably
caused the blasts.

‘““What could have been a major
tragedy has been averted be-
cause so many people were away
from their apartments for the
Christmas holiday,’’ said police
Sgt. Pat Kiely.

Deputy Premier Dick Spring
said he ordered a report on the
explosion to be presented to a
Cabinet meeting today.

The explosions occurred within
minutes of each other at about

9:30 a.m. Thursday in the 92-
apartment building, called the
Raglin House, in Dublin’s
fashionable Ballsbridge district.
The building's entire front sec-
tion collapsed.

Police said the cause was not
immediately known, but a gas
leak was suspected. A smell of
gas hung over the neighborhood.

The Dublin Gas Company
issued a statement Thursday
night saying it twice investigated
reports of gas smells in the area
in recent days, but found gas
levels were within safety limits.

Rescuers found the bodies of
the couple, Michael and Noelle
Murphy, buried under tons of
rubble. Murphy worked for the
Irish broadgcasting network RTE
and his wife was a radiologist at a
local hospital

Their 4-year-old son was found
safe at a babysitter’s home.

Police said a firefighter was

. slightly injured when he was hit
by a piece of falling masonry dur-
ing the search operation.

Police issued nationwide radio
appeals for those residents of the
building who were not at home to
contact authorities. Nearly 12
hours after the explosions, police
said they believed all of the 30 re-
sidents were accounted for and
called off the search for the night.

‘“We had a list and we are satis-
fied the people on it are
accounted for so we've stopped
the search until tomorrow. We
will resume the search in the
morning just in case there are
any more,’’ Kiely said

Several members of the Irish
parliament, the Dail, demanded
an immediate inquiry.

Lawmaker Joe Doyle claimed
that when gas company repre-
sentatives were called to investi-
gate reports of leaks over Christ-
mas, they assured residents
there was nothing to worry about.

Colleagues and neighbors said
Murphy was among residents
who recently complained about
the smell of escaping gas.
