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Police blame IRA for blast that kills 11

ENNISKILLEN, Northern Ireland
(AP) — The outlawed Irish Republican
Army planted the bomb that killed 11
civilians at a memorial ceremony for
Roman Catholics and Protestants who
died in two world wars, police said.

Twenty-one of the 63 men, women and
children injured in the Sunday attack
were still in hospitals today, five of
them in ‘‘very serious condition,”’
police sdid. Police earlier put the num-
bered of injured at 61.

Restaurants and bars in the town
closed early Sunday night in respect for
the victims in the blast in this County
Fermanagh town 10 miles from the Ir-
ish border. It was the worst terrorist
attack in Northern Ireland in five
years.

The bomb blew out part of a commun-
ity center where townspeople, officials

and soldiers gathered to mark Re-
membrance Day.

No warning was given. Seven of the
dead were over 60 years old and at least
13 of the injured were children.

No one immediately claimed respon-
sibility. But the province’s top police
official, Chief Constable Sir John Her-
mon, said, ‘‘I am satisfied beyond doubt
that this was the work of the IRA’’ and
that it was aimed at civilians.

The IRA is fighting to drive the Brit-
ish out of the predominantly Protestant
province of Northern Ireland and unite
it with the Roman Catholic Irish Re-
public.

The Rev. Ian Paisley, leader of the
Protestant majority’s Democratic Un-
ionist Party, said it was ‘‘amazing’’ the
community hall was not searched be-
fore the annual ceremony. He said

police told him that because the hall
belonged to the Roman Catholic Church
there could have been very serious
reaction if they used dogs to sniff out
any explosive.

‘“The present security system should
be scrapped because it has totally and
utterly failed to deal with the IRA,”
said Paisley.

Dr. Robert Eames, head of the
Church of Ireland, part of the Anglican
Communion, appealed against acts of
revenge. He said every effort must be
made to bring the guilty to justice

Hours after Sunday’s blast, five Ro
man Catholic youths in Belfast were
wounded by gunfire from a passing car,
prompting fears of reprisals for the
attack in Enniskillen, about 70 miles
southwest of Belfast.

The center of Belfast was sealed off

later, when police found a 1,200-pound
bomb ‘“‘primed and ready for use’’ in
two oil drums in the back of a hijacked
van, said Belfast police Sgt. Michael
Glover. The driver was arrested, he
said

A British army bomb-disposal team
took five hours to disarm the device,
Glover said. The van had been com-
mandeered at gunpoint in West Belfast
earlier Sunday, he said

Prime Minister Charles Haughey of
Ireland condemned the Enniskillen
bombing

‘“Those responsible must be repudi
ated utterly, and no effort must be
spared to ensure that they are brought
to justice,”” he said

British Prime Minister Margaret
Thatcher, standing outside her official
10 Downing St. residence in London

Sunday night, called the bombing an act
‘‘desecrating the dead.’’

“There should be no hiding place in
any country for these people,’’ she said.

The Enniskillen bomb blew up as
townspeople waited in front of the com-
munity hall for the start of annual Re-
membrance Day ceremonies. The ex-
plosion buried dozens of people in de-
bris.

F'riends and relatives rushed forward
to try to dig out the injured. They were
joined by the soldiers and bandsmen
who had been waiting to march in the
parade.

Queen Elizabeth II, who led the main
Remembrance Day ceremony at Lon-
don’s Cenotaph monument under strict
security, called the attack an atrocity
and expressed her sympathy to Ennis
killen.

public hearings on
golf course, parking

The Pampa City Commission
will conduct public hearings on a
proposed public golf course and
the possible elimination of angle
parking on Hobart Street during
its regular meeting at 6 p.m.
Tuesday

City staff, following voter
approval of the golf course in a
referendum last April, have been
studying the feasibility of the
course for several months. The
staff analysis has been prepared,
with copies available at Lovett
Memorial Library, the Pampa
Chamber of Commerce and city
offices.

The hearing on the elimination
of angle parking is in response to
a proposed Texas Highway De-
partment project to resurface
and reconstruct Hobart in 1988,
contingent upon the city eliminat-
ing angle parking in which motor-
ists have to back out into the
street.

The golf course has been under
discussion for several years, with
the Pampa Public Golf Associa-
tion forming in 1983 to push for
the construction of a local public
golf course

Under the association’s efforts,
Gray County Commissioners
Court conducted a mail-in ballot
in late 1986 and then, in coopera-
tion with the Pampa Independent
School District, permitted voters
to cast ballots on a non-binding
referendum in conjunction with
school trustee elections in the
county in April 1987.

A majority of county residents
approved the concept in both the
mail-in ballots and election re-
ferendum

The referendum ballot pro-
vided that *‘... the county will pro-
vide personnel and equipment,
plus money not to exceed $300,000
for the construction of the course.
It is presumed that the city of
Pampa will own and operate the
course and that the cost to the
county may increase county
taxes.”’

In addition, the PPGA has been
collecting money to contribute to
the project, estimated at $100,000.
Members also have offered to
donate time and labor for the con-
struction.

The city staff analysis indi-
cates it is feasible for an 18-hole
course to be constructed and to
generate revenue for its opera-
tions, if the course is properly
constructed and well maintained.

Estimated construction costs
— including design, green con-
struction, fairway and tees, wa-
ter system, access road, parking
lot, supplies, equipment, pre-
opening costs, buildings, survey
and construction superintendent
— is $858,580.

Those costs could be paid
through a bond election, the
issuance of general obligation
bonds or lease-purchase financ-
ing agreements, with the coun-
ty's and association’s money
being used to cover early budget-
ary deficiencies, the analysis
states. Annual operating ex-
penses, after the course is estab-
lished, are estimated at approx-
imately $307,000.

Other options are also avail-
able for paying for the initial con-
struction costs. But it will be
necessary for the city to incur a
debt to fund the construction,
since the construction costs ex-
ceed the money currently avail-
able from the county and associa-
tion funds, the analysis says.

The analysis also provides in-
formation on the history and
popularity of golfing, the success
rates of municipal golf courses,
construction and maintenance
requirements, effects on a muni-
cipality’s recreational facilities,
budgetary considerations, re-
venue projections and other va-
rious options, considerations and
recommendations.

The city has not yet committed
itself to constructing the public
golf course, with the public hear-
ing being held to get more public
input before making any deci-
sion.

In the other hearing, the com-
missioners will receive public
commsnts concerning the State
Highway Department’s request.

According to a memorandum
from City Manager Bob Hart, the
state department and the Feder-
al Highway Administration
(FHA) have determined that

Dow down
at market
opening

NEW YORK (AP) — Stocks slid
today and the Dow Jones indust-
rial average dropped 30 points in
a selloff traders blamed on wor-
ries about the resumption of vola-
tile computerized program trad-
ing three weeks after the market
collapse.

Anxieties about the dollar’s
sharp decline, the outcome of a
meeting of central bankers in
Switzerland and sluggish prog-
ress in cutting the large U.S.
budget deficit also were hurting
the market, brokers said

The Dow average, which
tracks the value of America’s 30
premier industrial companies,
fell 30 points in early trading to
the 1,929 level. Losing issues out-
numbered gainers by more than
3-to-1 on the NYSE, where busi
ness was described as moderate.

The worries in the stock mar-
ket came against a backdrop of a
regularly scheduled meeting
among key central bankers in
Basel, Switzerland, the first such
gathering since panic gripped
world markets with the record
508-point drop in the Dow average
three weeks ago

About a week later the dollar
began its plunge, which intensi-
fied after Reagan administration
assertions that its top priority
was thwarting a post-crash re-
cession by keeping interest rates
down, even if that meant the dol-
lar must fall.

The Dow dropped 26.36 points
Friday to close at 1,959.05 as Wall
Street was buffeted by fresh un-
certainty. The Dow’s net loss for
the week was 34.48 points. Most
broader market indices also fell,
though the number of gaining and
losing issues traded were even on
the New York Stock Exchange.

For the first time since Black
Monday, the NYSE this week re-
laxes restrictions on computer-
assisted program trading, which
has been blamed for wild swings
in stock prices. The technique in-
volves instantaneous buying and
selling of stocks and stock fu-
tures.

Attacks on the dollar, mean
while, continued today, and trad-
ers blamed the drop on Washing-
ton’s failure to cut the federal

Reagan again must find suitable Supreme Court candidate

WASHINGTON (AP) — The fall of President
Reagan’s second Supreme Court nominee leaves
the administration in the same situation it faced
five months ago, searching for someone who would
appease conservatives and win approval in the
Democratic-controlled Senate.

Federal Court of Appeals Judge Douglas H.
Ginsburg, named to fill the seat vacated by retir-
ing Justice Lewis F. Powell Jr., announced Satur-
day that he had asked Reagan to withdraw his
nomination because his views on law had been
“‘drowned out in the clamor’’ over his use of mari-
juana in the 1960s and 1970s.

One possible replacement nominee is Judge
Anthony Kennedy of the 9th U.S. Circuit Court of
Appeals, who had been considered the favorite of
White House chief of staff Howard H. Baker Jr.

Kennedy arrived in the Washington area by Air
Force jet late Saturday.

The White Ilcuse hopes to announce a new candi-
date early this week in order to achieve Senate
confirmation by the end of the year, a senior White
House official said. Robert H. Bork, Reagan’s first
nominee to replace retired Lewis F. Powell Jr. on
the court, was rejected by the Senate on Oct. 23.

Another official said two finalists who lost out
when Ginsburg was nominated will be given strong
consideration again. They are Kennedy and Wil-
liam W. Wilkins Jr. of Greenville, S.C., a judge on
the 4th U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals, but others
will be examined also, said the official, who, like
the other official, spoke only on condition of anony-
mity.

Terry Eastland, chief spokesman for Attorney

General Edwin Meese 111, said Sunday, ‘‘We will
just simply use the peop'~ 5n that list (the names of
candidates under consideration at the time Gins-
burg was chagen) and go back to it, and review it,
and consider the relative merits of each of them.”’

But Kennedy faces opposition from some con-
servative senators, who, according to published
reports, called Meese before Ginsburg’s nomina-
tion was announced Oct. 29 and threatened to fili-
buster a Kennedy nomination.

Nevertheless, a key Republican on the Senate
Judiciary Committee warned Sunday that a delay
in the selection of a new nominee might prevent
Reagan from placing a conservative on the high
court.

“I think March or April may well be too late,”’
Sen. Arlen Specter, R-Pa., said on ABC-TV’s ““This

Week With David Brinkley.”” ‘I believe ycu're
going to see a very different political tone on this
issue if we go until March or April. ... If President
Reagan is going to make this nomination, it had
better come to fruition before April.”

Specter said he would like to see the committee
adhere to the same hearing schedule on a new
nomineee as the one planned for Ginsburg. The
chairman of the Senate panel, Sen, Joseph Biden,
D-Del., had decided to begin hearings on the Gins-
burg nomination the week of Dec. 7.

Sen. Howell Heflin, D-Ala., a Southern conserva-
tive on the committee, said on the same program
that he prefers speedy action, but emphasized the
need for a comprehensive background check to
avoid the surprise revelations of the Ginsburg
nomination.

Some violent offenders get
out in early release program

HOUSTON (AP) — Convicted
killers are among those being
freed under a prison early-
release program that state admi-
nistration officials said would be
limited to non-violent offenders,
the Houston Chronicle reported.

‘“To tell the public we are not

letting out violent people is in-"

accurate,’”’ state parole board
Vice Chairman Chris Mealy told
the newspaper.

On Sept. 24, Gov. Bill Clements,
State Board of Corrections Chair-
man Al Hughes and Paroles
Chairman Henry Keene
announced the early release
program as a stopgap measure to
release 150 inmates each day to
make room for 150 more.

Only inmates serving time for
such ‘“‘non-assaultive’’ crimes as
passing bad checks, theft, credit
card abuse, drug possession and
burglary would be eligible for the
early release program, Keene
said.

However, the Chronicle re-
ported Sunday that an informal
study of the plan shows that 15
percent to 20 percent of inmates
being released under the prog-
ram were serving time for aggra-

vated assault, aggravated rob-
bery and other violent crimes, in-
cluding murder.

The Chronicle said 125 (17 per-
cent) of the 730 inmates approved
for parole in the program’s first
week (Sept. 28- Oct. 2) had been
convicted of violent crimes.

‘““The problem the (state) admi-
nistration has is that it preaches
law and order, of locking all the
inmates up and throwing away
the key,’’ said John Byrd, execu-
tive director of the state parole
board. ‘“Then it turns around and
announces 150 will be let out in a
day. You can’t have it both ways.
It just doesn’t work.”

L. ‘ week, Texas voters
approved a constitutional
amendment that will provide an
estimated $200 million in bond
funds for new prison construc-
tion. Clements and others have
endorsed the measure, which is
intended to help the state build
19,000 new prison beds by 1991.

However, Clements and other
officials have warned that the
new construction will allow the
state only to catch up with the
current overflow, not anticipate
future growth.

Cattleman wants state senate post

Fourth generation Amarillo
cattleman Teel Bivins, 40,
announced his campaign for the
31st District State Senate seat by
barnstorming last week through
various towns in the 29 county dis-
trict.

The seat is currently held by
Canyon Democrat Bill Sar-
paulius.

Bivins will face former Pampa
City Commissioner Will Graham
in the March 3 Republican prim-
ary before facing the winner of
the Democratic primary.

An Amarillo native, Bivins re-
ceived his undergraduate degree
from Tulane University and a law
degree from Southern Methodist
University before passing the
Texas State Bar in 1974.

The candidate continues his
family’s four-generation involve-
ment in ranching. With his
brother, he formed the Bivins
Brothers Partnership, which is
involved in pasturing and feeding
cattle throughout the Panhandle.

Bivins serves on a number of
community boards, including the
Executive Committee of Texas
Panhandle Superconducting Su-
per Collider Incorporated, the
Harrington Cancer Center, the

West Texas State University
Foundation and the Panhandle
Mental Health Authority, He has
been co-chairman of the External
Affairs Committee of the Amaril-
lo Strategic Area Planning Com-
mittee and is a past director of
the Amarillo Chamber of Com-
merce.

A champion of ‘“‘conservative
principles,” Bivins says he will
“fight irresponsible increases in
state spending, a state income
tax and crime.”

He pledges to fight for tradi-
tional family values.

“You want a senator who will
put the Panhandle’s concerns
ahead of his own personal agenda
— a senator who is not a career
politician,”’ Bivins said, adding
that he wants to be part of a *‘win-
ning team’’ that includes Repre-
sentatives Dick Waterfield and
Chip Staniswalis.

‘“Hopes were high when Bill

Sarpaulis went to Austin,” Bivins

said. ‘“‘But the only things that are
high now are taxes, state spend-
ing and the Panhandle’s unem-
ployment.”’
Bivins also pledged to close
loopholes in oral confession laws.
He and his wife Nancy have two

children and are members of St.
Andrew’s Episcopal Church.

Bivins will visit Hemphill
County voters at 3:30 p.m. today
at the First State Bank in Cana-
dian at a reception sponsored by
the Hemphill County Republican
Women.

backing vehicles into a lane of
traffic is unsafe, especially on
such a busy thoroughfare as
Hobart.

Hart notes that the funding of
the project and reconstruction of
the street, which also is part of
state Highway 70, is contingent
upon the city’s eliminating the
angle parking.

Under a municipal agreement
with the state in September 1967,
the city was required to prevent
encroachments upon the high-
way route’s right-of-way and to
prohibit angle parking except

upon written approval by the
state following traffic and en-
gineering surveys.

The highway department had
planned to reconstruct Hobart in
the early 1980s and had prepared
plans and specifications submit-
ted to the FHA. But with recent
emphasis on safety related prog-
rams, the FHA declined to
approve the project because it
did not include modification of
the parking.

In 1984 the City Commission
established a review committee
to study the proposed project.
The committee later recom-
mended that the city not accept
the proposed resurfacing project.

The review committee also
made recommendations for the
widening of Hobart from Hwy.
152 to 2Ist Avenue, with a con-
tinuous turn lane; the taking of
steps to prevent further angle
parking; striping Hobart for a
continuous turn lane, and mod-

ernizing traffic signals as soon as
possible.

The commission accepted the
committee’s recommendations
on a 3 to 1 vote. But the state de-
partment declined to widen
Hobart or to restripe for a con-
tinuous turn lane until the street
had been reconstructed.

The proposed reconstruction
will include a continuous left-turn
lane.

A survey indicates that 76 traf-
fic accidents have occurred on
Hobart and at its intersections
with other streets from Oct. 1,
1986, to Oct. 1, 1987.

In other business Tuesday, the
City Commission will consider
authorizing a letter of agreement
with Municipal Administrative

Services Inc. relative to auditing

utilities franchise fees, cast a bal-
lot for the Gray County Appraisal
District board of directors and
approve accounts payable.

I encourage you to review the
analysis.

The second public hearing con-
cerning angle parking on Hobart
is a result of a request by the
Texas Highway Department as a
part of a proposed state project to
resurface and reconstruct
Hobart in 1988. -

sentation on the Pampa Main
Street Project ‘‘Consumer Atti-
tude Survey’’ on Thursday from 6
to 7 p.m. in the Nona Payne Con-
ference Room at the Pampa
Community Building, 200 N. Bal-
lard.

The survey will pro-
vide insight for local businesses. I
am sure you will be interested in
hearing Dr. Jerry Johnson make
his presentation of the study.

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State’s S&L industry entering re-re

DALLAS (AP) — The savings and
loan industry in Texas went on a 3-year
tear after legislation was signed dereg-
ulating thrifts. Now, it will take up to 10
years and $60 billion to repair the dam-
age, the Dallas Morning News re-
ported.

Since 1984, the newspaper reported
Sunday in a copyright story, 134 savings
associations have been closed and li-
guidated, or placed in consignment
programs. Another 74 have merged into
healthier financial institutions. Cur-
rently 387 more are carried as operat-
ing, but insolvent.

President Reagan signed the Garn-
St. Germain Depository Institutions
Act on Oct. 15, 1982. The legislation
aimed to solve savings institutions’

problems by a dramatic deregulation of
the nation’s financial system:.

But in Arizona, Texas, Florida, Cali-
fornia and other states where local laws
had anticipated Garn-St. Germain,
there was a three-year binge of reckless
lending, wholesale specutation and out-
right fraud, the News said.

The federally-insured thrifts bank-
rupted the nation’s deposit insurance
funds, the newspaper said. From 1983 to
1986, an estimated $28 billion dis-
appeared from the nation’s thrift sys-
tem. More than 10 percent of that total
is believed attributable to corruption
and fraud.

In Texas, 46 percent of the state’s 281
thrifts are technically insolvent. Its
thrifts hold more than 40 percent of the

nation’s $17.08 billion repossesed thrift
assets.

Federal regulators say cleaning up
the five-year savings and loan mess
could take as much as $60 billion and a
decade to achieve.

“We gavethrifts all the tools of dereg-
ulation, but we forgot about the (federal
deposit) insurance. We deregulated, but
we didn’t deregulate enough,’’ said
Thomas P. Vartanian, a former Feder-
al Home Loan Bank Board counsel who
helped write much of the deregulating
legislation.

Through a combinationh of relaxed
standards, bad legislation and dis-
astrous competition between state and
federal regulators, risk-taking en-
trepeneurs were able to siphon billions

of no-risk dollars from the savings in-
dustry before government perceived
the problem.

The FHLB's first glimpse at the dis-
aster ensuing in the industry was a
videotape shown to recommend the
closing of Empire Savings and Loan
Association, a failing Texas thrift.

The tape showed condominium pro-
jects that had been supported by
Empire loans by phony appraisals,
false financial statements and elabo-
rate land flips. The buildings were sub-
standard and Empire had loaned hun-
dreds of millions of dollars of federally
insured funds for them.

‘‘I sat in that boardroom and I was so
shocked and stunned at what I was

seeing that it had a profound effect on
me,”’ said former FHLB bank board
chairman Edwin J. Gray.

Federal regulators uncovered more
fraud and similar scheming in other
savings and loans, in Texas and several
other states. A

Experts said there was no single
reason for the three-year thrift crisis,
although bad legislation, lax regula-
tion, and industry greed played a part.
The experts said deregulation was
needed, but policy-makers didn’t
understand the changes.

‘““What happened is that someone
pushed the panic button in 1981 and we
are still seeing the ramifications of that
today,” Vartanian said.

State readies
for flood of

food-stamp

applicants

DALLAS (AP) — As new feder-
al guidelines expand the pool of
those eligible for one-day food
stamp service next month, state
officials say they are bracing for
a flood of applicants.

‘“We don’t know exactly what
the impact will be ... except staff
are planning right now how to
handle the problem,’’ said Gary
Garner, a Department of Human
Services income-assistance
administrator in Austin.

The state administers the
federally funded food-stamp
program that provides grocery
script to qualified low-income
families.

Aabout 47 percent of the qual-
ified food-stamp applicants
statewide now are eligible for
emergency assistance because
they earn no more than $150 a
month and have no more than
$100 in resources, Garner said.

Under new rules effective Dec.
1 — which expand the service to
the homeless and low-income
families whose resources and
monthly income will not cover
rent or mortgage and utility ex-
penses — about 65 percent of the
qualified applicants will be eligi-
ble, he said.

In some parts of the 19-county
region surrounding Dallas and
Fort Worth, as many as 90 per-
cent of qualified applicants may
be eligible for emergency assist-
ance, said Martha Carroll, assis-
tant to the DHS regional director
for income assistance.

‘‘Most of these people are going
to get immediate attention, but
that means many of the regular
applicants may have to wait lon-
ger,”” Ms. Carroll said.

Processing paperwork for
food-stamp recipients requiring
recertification or changes in be-
nefits also could be delayed, she

CORPUSCHRISTI(AP)— Pre-
vailing Gulf of Mexico currents
have helped make Texas
beaches, particularly those on
Padre Island, some of the foulest
along the Gulf coast, two resear-
chers said.

‘“You might say that every-
where from Padre Island to Gal-
veston Island is somewhat
trashy’’ because of those cur-
rents, said Tony Amos, an
oceanographer with the Uni-
versity of Texas Marine Science
Institute in Port Aransas.

Because of converging cur-
rents, general topography and
wind conditions in the Gulf,
Texas beaches are littered with
garbage ranging from ice boxes,
bleach bottles, syringes and plas-
tic bags, to large ropes and rip-
ped netting.

Amos has documented trash

from Louisiana, Venezuela,
Saudia Arabia, France, Brazil
and Greece, among other coun-
tries.

‘““There are strong southerly
and northerly currents that push
trash towards Texas beaches,”
Linda Maraniss, regional direc-
tor with the Center for Environ-
mental Education in Austin, said
Saturday.

The center is a leader in the
battle against garbage on Texas
beaches, and annually sponsors
volunteers who collect tons of
beach garbage on the barrier is-
lands.

“The currents do affect where
trash is washed onto the beach.
But it is a pretty complicated
deal,”” Amos said, adding that at
different times of the year, cur-
rents’ direction in the Gulf could
originate from the north or south.

Previous studies by Amos have

shown that trash from as far
away as the Caribbean wash onto
Coastal Bend beaches during the |
spring and early summer be-
cause of the currents. ‘

The U.S. Senate ratified an in- '
ternational treaty last week that .
may help stem the flow of trash.
The treaty would eliminate the
dumping of plastics at sea and all
trash except foodstuffs within 12
miles of land. It will be at least a
year, however, before the treaty
takes effect.

Although the currents help to
haul the trash onto the Texas
coast, officials caution that the
trash did not necessarily float all
the way to Texas from the home
country.

Many times, such items are
discarded from international
vessels, said Ms. Maraniss and
Amos.

‘“‘But with the amount of debris
we have been getting from Mex-
ico, it might make one think that
they dic indeed come from there
on the currents,”” Ms. Maraniss
said.

Amos said there is a compli-
cated system of currents in the
Gulf, currents which themselves
are affected by the topography of
the ocean floor, the coast and sea-
sonal wind changes. ’

But it is generally acknow-
ledged that there is a converg-
ence of Gulf currents that occurs -
on the Padre Island National
Seashore, which in turn works to
bring more trash to those and
other area beaches, Amos said.

Those currents are also what
work to bring the large amount of
seashells to Big Shell and Little
Shell that make it a paradise for
beachcombers.
