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Peet defends views 
in response to letter 
from opponent Harp

A campaign letter mailed to 
many Pampa residents by his 
opponent in Saturday’s municip­
al elections has caused incum­
bent Ward 2 Com m issioner 
R ichard Peet to respond to 
charges made or implied by chal­
lenger Duane Harp.

In the campaign letter dated 
May 2, Harp writes: “ I have been 
in the business world for 13 years, 
w o rk in g  as a m a n a ger  in 
accounting, investments, person­
nel, etc. 1 am familiar with the 
budgets and inner workings of a 
business situation. My opponent, 
because he does not understand 
t ese things, has created an

•.mosphere o f m istrust in 
Pampa.

‘ ‘His allegations,”  the letter 
continues, “ which sound very no­
ble, are usually based on rumors, 
partial truths cr misunderstand­
ings. They only serve to make us 
suspicious of city employees.”

Peet said he feels such state­
ments in Harp’s letter refer to 
Peet's vote against the adoption 
of the city’s operating budget last 
fall and his support of a citizen’s 
group’s right to ask questions and 
get answers regarding the budget 
and other financial operations of 
the city.

Peet said his questions during 
budget deliberations and subse­
quent actions involved many 
hours of study on his part and 
arose from his personal concerns 
over errors in addition, unex­
plained discrepancies in figures 
and typographical errors that 
appeared in the printed copies of 
budgets he was given for study as 
a commissioner.

“ 1 understand budgets are a 
working tool ... a guide for the 
year,”  Peet said, and added that 
he is proud of the awards the ci­
ty’s t)iudgets have been winning in 
the past few years. But such 
awards, he said, are given for 
layout, demonstration of the ci­
ty ’s goals and programs, and 
other similar areas, not neces­
sarily for the complete accuracy 
of the figures themselves.

Look in g  at the 1985-1986 
budget, Peet said he discovered a 
|1 million error in the all-funds 
summary by using his calculator. 
This, and other errors in the 
typed figures, caused him to have 
concerns about the figures not al­
ways adding up properly. He said 
he aho found similar problems in 
the 1986-1987 budget

“ These kinds of errors caused 
me concerns — not suspicions, 
but concerns,”  Peet stated in an 
interview Thursday afternoon.

Peet said he was “ not looking 
for wrongdoing by any city em­
ployee,”  nor did he really suspect 
anyone on the staff was trying to 
hide anything. He said instead he 
just raised questions about why 
the figures in the columns didn’t 
always add up.

He said he has also seen similar 
errors in initial audits and other 
accounting.« which then had to be 
corrected in later editions. He 
said he understands such errors 
are likely to occur in initial pre­
parations, but added that the fin­
al printed copies should be as 
com pletely free of errors as 
possible.

“ I just thought 1 was doing my

job by raising such questions,” 
Peet stated, adding that he feels 
that’s part of his duties as an 
elected commissioner.

Peet said he feels he has gotten 
answers and replies now to his 
questions, though it may have 
taken awhile for them to come in 
some areas.

He said he’s also satisfied with 
the attorney general’s office in­
vestigator’s report that has 
cleared up some of his concerns.

The investigation  was re ­
quested by Assistant District 
Attorney Harold Comer in re­
sponse to some concerns raised 
by Mary Denman and other un­
named citizens about alleged dis­
crepancies and possible wrong­
doings in the city’s finances. ’The 
report cleared Uie city of any mis­
management of city funds, with 
the investigator saying he does 
not feel any further investigation 
is needed.

Peet said the remarks in the 
campaign letter may have been 
prompted by his questions in City 
Commission meetings and by the 
attorney general’s investigation.

But he said he doesn’t want to 
degrade anyone or get involved in 
any disputes. “ Harp’s a fine 
man,”  he said, adding that he 
was making no reflection on any­
one’s integrity or personality. He 
just wanted to clear up some 
possible misconceptions about 
his own views or actions.

Contacted this morning. Harp 
said, “ I sure wasn’t intending to 
lie about anything,”  saying the 
remarks in the letter present his 
viewpoints about how he has in­
terpreted Peet's actions.

“ I may hâve dtawn some con­
clusions he didn’t appreciate,”  he 
added, saying Peet of course has 
“ a right to his own views.”

“ All I was trying to do was 
make a point — he has his stated 
ways ot doing things, but I ’m sure 
others have different views,”  
Harp said.

But that’s what elections are 
about, having candidates with 
different views and beliefs in 
some areas to give the people a 
choice. Harp said.

‘Just as a general statement, 
I ‘d say the letter was to give peo­
ple things to think about,”  he 
said, adding that if it served to get 
Peet to clarify his views then it 
served a purpose.

“ It was not my intent to rip him 
apart,” Harp said, but added that 
the remarks were based on his 
observations and on his con­
versations he has had with others 
about Peet’s actions and views.

In another area, the letter 
states: “ 1 feel very strongly that 
the way for Pampa to get healthy 
again is to attract new business. 
... My opponent apparently 
doesn’ t see new business efforts 
as that important, since he voted 
against our current city budget 
which encourages economic de­
velopment.”

“ I didn’t reject the budget,”  
Peet stated. He said he accepted 
the budget and its figures. He 
voted against adoption of the 
budget because of policy state­
ments in it that he disagrees with.

He said he has “ strong con 
cems”  about giving authority to 
one man to move city funds 
around through departmental 
transfers without any checks or

Two injured in truck explosion

Two men suffered bums ear­
ly today when a tank truck con­
taining condensate gasoline 
exploded at the old Phillips 66 
Refinery south of Pampa.

Cleo Goff, 55, of Pampa, an 
employee oLCabot, is listed in 
serious conaition by Coronado 
Hospital spokesman Linda 
Haynes with bums over moat 
of his body. Joe TroUinger, 36, 
of Skellytown is listed in good 
condition with bums to his f a^e 
and hands, she said.

Both men were being tre­
ated in the hospital’s emergen­
cy room at press time today, 
Haynes said, and were to be 
admitted to the local hospital.

A drip tmck transport, con­
taining 15 55-gallon barrels of 
condensate continu‘dd to bum 
out of control, but was con­
tained at the old plant site ab­
out seven miles south of Pam­
pa, near the intersection of 
Farm Road 749 and Ranch 
Road 2375 in the Bowers City 
area, at press time today.

“ There is some dange:^ of 
another explosion,”  said Steve 
Vauyhn, emergency manage­
ment coordinator. “ We think it 
has already or exploded or has 
separated, but we elected to 
allow the tmck to bum itself 
down for another hour or so be­

fore firefighters go in,”  he 
said.

Pampa and Lefors firefigh­
ters plan to cool down the tank­
er tmck with water at about 
noon today, allowing Cabot 
personnel to put out the fire 
with dry chemicals, Vaughn 
said.

Pampa’s central dispatch 
was notified of the explosion at 
8:38 a m. today. Two units and 
five men from Pampa Fire De- 
partment and one pumper 
with five men from Lefors ar­
rived at the scene early today, 
along with the Lefors ambu­
lance crew.

Goff was reportedly en­
gulfed in flames at the time of 
the explosion, but dropped to 
the ground and rolled to ex­
tinguish them. TroUinger, 
whose bums were less serious, 
took the injured man and met 
Pampa’s Rural Metro Ambu­
lance near the intersection of 
Texas 273 and Loop 171, 
according to Gray County De­
puty Doug Davis.

All other personnel have 
been accounted for, Vaughn 
said. Houses in the immediate 
area were evacuated, he said, 
and residents were told they 
could return in about two 
hours if nothing else occurred.

“ It’s really a safety precau­
tion,”  Vauhgn said. “ We didn’t 
feel they were in any danger or 
in the hazardous zone.”

Flames burn at explosion site.
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School candidates give views to teachers

With time mnning out before 
Saturday’ s election, the five  
Pampa school board candidates 
made one last pitch for votes 
Thursday night at a fomm spon­
sored by the Pampa Classroom 
Teachers Association.

Polls will be open from 7 a. m. to 
7 p.m. Saturday. School board 
votes are cast at the Pampa High 
School Music Building, 111 E 
Harvester Ave.

Trust«« Colleen Hamilton is un­
opposed in her bid to remain on 
the board, but races have de­
veloped for the two other open 
seats.

Former school Superintendent 
Bob Phillips is challenging in­
cumbent board president Joe 
VanZandt in Place 5 for a full 
three-year term, while Fred Sim­
mons and Sherry McCavit are 
vying for a one-year unexpired 
term in Place 7, where trustee 
Darville Orr is stepping down.

Each candidate fielded ques­
tions drawn up in advance by 
teachers at Thursday’s forum

and later expressed their views 
on several issues in private inter­
views.

All the candidates cited the 
school sys tem ’ s s ta ff as a 
strength of the district and said 
they would support a tax increase 
if absolutely necessary to main­
tain quality education

“ You just can’t cut down on the 
quality of education,”  McCavit 
said. “ If that takes a tax increase 
at some time, then I hope we’re 
willing to do that”

Simmons said “ I don’t want a 
tax increase just like everybody 
else doesn’t,”  but one may be 
necessary.

VanZandt said a shrinking tax 
base may leave trustees little 
choice. He noted that he voted for 
a tax increase a year ago, saying 
the board needs to take a con­
servative but progressive stance 
toward education.

“ I wouldn’t be running for 
reelection if I wasn’t committed 
to what 1 committed myself and 
our school board to (about) a year 
ago,”  VanZandt said.

Phillips said the district needs 
help from Austin to maintain

quality education and competi­
tive salaries, but probably won’t 
get it. He said he could support a 
small tax increase if necessary 
but cautioned that the district 
cannot afford the possibility of a 
rollback election, which voters 
can request if taxes are raised 
more than 8 percent.

“ If there was no other way .1  
would vote for a tax increase, but 
it would be my last priority,”  
Phillips said.

Each candidate was asked to 
name strengths and weaknesses 
of the district.

Simmons said the district prob­
ably could communicate better 
with the public and could im­
prove facilities, but the greatest 
problem is the lack of classroom 
space. He said the district should 
explore the use of temporary 
classrooms, unless it is willing to 
make a long-term, expensive 
commitment.

“ We have to do something,”  he 
said. “ We have no choice in that 
matter.”

McCavit said she would like to 
see better staffing, particularly 
in libraries and among counse­

lors and school nurses. She also 
said improvements could be 
made in computer education and 
special education programs. ■

McCavit called the classroom 
shortage a “ tightrope situation;”  
but said she favors permanent 
additions to portable classroomis.

“ 1 don’t know what the best 
solution’s going to be,”  she said. 
“ I realty tend to favor a perma­
nent solution.”

VanZandt cited the need for 
better facilities and equipment, 
but said he still is studying solu­
tions to the classroom shortage 
problem.

“ I ’m still in the process ot 
gathering facts and studying and 
analyzing,”  he said.

Phillips cited the lack of coor­
dination among elem entary 
schools, a problem he says ex­
isted when he was superinten­
dent, and said qualified person­
nel in the district often are over­
looked for promotions. He said he 
strongly supports using portable 
classrooms to solve the clas­
sroom shortage, saying they are 
less expensive and more mobile.

In Ward 4, Gary Sutherland 
and Gene Finney are campaign­
ing for the right to replace Clyde 
Camith, who has decided to step 
down after six two-year terms on 
the city’s governing board.

Peet, 46, was elected last year 
to serve an unexpired term on the 
commission. A government in­
structor at Pampa High School 
and Clarendon CoUege-Pampa 
Center, he has taught for 17 years 
at the high school and 12 years at 
the college.

" I  believe an elected official 
should be a servant to the com­
munity,” Peet states. Saying he 
has taught citizen involvement in

dle school. He said he foresees 
several potential problems, in­
cluding the possibility of a stu­
dent planting drugs in another 
student’s locker.

“ You can’t tell me that won’t 
happen,”  Phillips said. “ Can’t we 
control (drugs) in a better way?”

He said he fears too much 
“ overkill”  on the drug problem 
may lead some students to ex­
periment.

VanZandt said his initial in­
terest in the school board was 
prompted by concern about 
drugs in school. He said he sup­
ports the drug dog program.

“ It won’t solve the problem, 
but it, I feel, is at least a positive 
step,”  he said.

'The key, VanZandt said, is get­
ting elementary-age children to 
feel good enough about them­
selves so that they won’t experi­
ment with drugs.

McCavit, who works with the 
anti-drug Impact program at the 
middle school, said she supports 
earlier drug education. She said 
she initially had mixed feelings 
on drug dogs but is now willing to

Police catch ‘Dapper Bandit’ suspect
DALLAS (A P ) — Police say 

they finally have caught up with 
'the Dapper Bandit, who they be­
lieve has pulled off a string of 
bank robberies over the past de­
cade, eluding authorities with his 
smooth style.

Thursday, authorities identi­
fied a man who shot himself in the 
head after he was cornered by 
police as the mysterious robber.

Mark Ervin Reeves remained 
in critical conditionnât Humana 
Hospital Medical City 'Thursday 
night with a wound to his upper 
neck, said Nursing Supervisor 
Deb Keck.

Reeves is being held in lieu of 
$500,000 bond on an aggravated 
robbery charge stemming from

the Wednesday hold up of a 
Bright Banc branch, police Capt. 
John Holt said.

Holt said Reeves is the Dapper 
Bandit, the well-dressed, well- 
groom ^ robber with a meticu­
lous knowledge of banking proce­
dures. The Dapper Bandit is be­
lieved to have donned wigs and 
phony mustaches to rob 25 area 
banks.

“ We and the FBI naturally are 
very re lie ved ,”  Holt said of 
Reeves’ arrest. "First of all, he’s 
very good. Second of all, he’s 
very lucky,”  Holt said of the Dap­
per Bandit’s ability to elude cap­
ture. “ He planned well, he ex­
ecuted well and he was well- 
disguised.”

Reeves shot h im self a fter 
police surrounded his car at a sto- 
plight a half-hour a fter the 
Wednesday robbery.

O ther s ta te  and fe d e ra l 
char.ges are being considered 
against Reeves because of evi­
dence — including surveillance- 
camera photographs — linking 
him to a number of other bank 
heists. Holt said.

“ We have photographs from 
virtually all of those”  25 robber­
ies over the last decade linking 
Reeves to the robberies. Holt 
said.

Police found explosives and 
several guns in Reeves’ posh Dal­
las apartment linking him to the
crimes.

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Girl Scout cookies don’t clear Japanese customs
CORPUS CHRISTI (A P )— A Brownie 

troop’s hopes of shipping more than 400 
boxes of Girt Scout cookies to sailors 
aboard a U.S. aircraft carrier are 
crumbling after Japanese customs offi­
cials blocked the delivery.

“ 1 don't think it’s fair,”  8-year-old 
Nickelle Clark said Thursday after 
being notified of the problem. ‘ T m  
mad.”

She sold more than 500 boxes of 
cookies this year, including some to a 
sailor aboard the USS Midway who bad 
written to say he missed the annual 
treat. Troop 807 leader Manchetta 
White said a $2,000 duty tax prevented 
the cookies from clearing customs and 
going to the 35 servicemen who ordered 
them. . V

But most of the Brownies do not know 
their cookies have not reached the 
sailors, Ms. White said.

“ I didn’t want to tell the Brownies 
because I didn’t want tears at this 
week’s meeting,”  she said. “ The girls 
are so excited and waiting for letters 
back from the men thanking them.”

Now American Airlines officials are 
trying to figure out what to do with 402 
boxes of Golden Yangles, Scot Ts, Thin 
Mints, Savannahs, Jubilees, Classic 
Cremes, and Hoedowns, piled in the 
back of their ticket office in Corpus 
Christ!.

The airline offered free passage for 
the cookies to the crew of the carrier 
homeported in Atsugi, Japan. They 
were shipped April 26 and then spent

four days in a Japanese customs ware­
house before being returned to the air­
port.

“ They Just sent me a message with 
tfie cookies saying ^ ey  could not clear 
customs,”  said Jean Titus, American 
Airlines’ general manager in Corpus 
Christ!.

Ms. Titus is waiting for a message via 
teletsrpe from American Airlines offi­
cials in Tokyo regarding possible 
alternatives.

She said she is working with Ret. 
Adm. James Scott, Homeport Project 
coordinator, to send the cookies to a 
naval base in Honolulu or San Francis­
co where a navy ship or plane could 
transport the cookies to the USS Mid­
way. It would take eight weeks for the

cookies to arrive.
“ We didn’t mail the cookies original­

ly because we didn’t have the money,”  
Ms. White told the Corpus Christ! 
Caller-Times.

Although Japanese officials at the 
embassies in Washington and Houston 
were not available Thursday because of 
a national Japanese holiday called Chil­
dren’s Day, a representative in the hon­
orary consulate’s office in Dallas said a 
$2,000 duty fee seemed extremely high.

“ Any package that has a value of ab­
out $45 or $50 is charged a duty fee, 
however,”  Trish Hake said.

The relationship between the Beeville 
Brownies and the U.S. sailors began 
just before Christmas.

Ms. White and her troop sent Christ­

mas cards to the servicemen aboard the 
U ^  Midway last December and 23 mei  ̂
wrote back. „  i

“ They wrote real nice letters,”  said 
Ms. White, whose son-in-law is aboard 
the ship. •

Correspondence continued and 
around Valentine’s Day, the troop ship­
ped a 34-pound box filled with caiuiies to 
the ship’s commanding officer. It was 
sent by parcel post for $14 and took eight 
weeks to get there, she said.

“ Once the word got out though, every' 
one and their dog wanted cotddes,”  said 
Ms. White, who has been troop leader 
for seven years. “ Before we knew it, we 
had requests for 402 boxes of cookies.”

Lawmaker joins others in presenting 
plan for solving school finance problem

AUSTIN (AP) — A West Texas legislator 
has suggested giving the State Board of 
Education the power to set a state property 
tax rate as part of the solution to the public 
school finance problem.

“ We are, in fact, giving legislative power, 
in 'a sense, to a state agency,”  Rep. Jack 
Vowell, R-El Paso, testified Thursday.

But he reminded a subcommittee of the 
Select Committee on Education that the 
education board is elected and responsible to 
the voters.

Vowell described school financing as a “ so­
cial difficulty (that) doesn’t have one and only 
one direct, correct answer — it may have a 
number of solutions.”

He said Texans have three options if higher 
courts affirm a ruling by State District Judge 
Harley Clark of Austin that the current 
school finance system is unconstitutional.

They can amend the Texas Constitution to 
keep the present financing system, which 
Vowell said is inequitable; or they can allow 
the state to finance public education totally, 
which would require very high state taxes.

A third option would to trying to find an 
equitable system which might discard some 
cherished concepts but would preserve the 
most central element — equal treatment 
under the law for students, school districts 
and taxpayers, Vowell said.

The legislator’s plan would direct the 
education board each biennium to estimate 
how much revenue would be needed to fi­
nance an adequate Foundation School Prog­
ram, and would authorize the board to estab­
lish a state property tax rate to finance at 
least 25 percent of that program. The remain­
ing 75 percent would come from legislative 
revenue sources, he said.

Local school districts would collect the 
state tax money and keep whatever they 
needed to meet the established per-student 
allotment.

Surplus collections would be turned over to 
the state comptroller for redistribution to 
property-poor school districts that could not 
raise enough from the uniform tax rate 0̂ 
meet the student allotment.

“ Some districts would lose money from the 
state, (but) most which are having problems 
would be at least as well off,”  Vowell said. 
“ Admittedly, this would raise problems for 
tax-rich school districts. ”

He also said if districts felt the student 
allotment was not enough, they could levy 
additional taxes if local voters approved a 
referendum.

Vowell said his plan does not address fund­
ing for school facilities.

Spous|e8 vie fo r m ayoral jo b  in small town
MELVIN (AP) — The race for 

mayor of this tiny West Texas 
community has turned into an in- 
house affair.

The p o lit ica l contest pits 
spouse against spouse, with Flor­
ence Perez and Nestor Perez both 
seeking the job in Saturday’s 
mayoral election.

Mrs. Perez, a counselor at 
Brady High School, says the dou­
ble sign-up started out as a joke.

The two went to sign up for the 
election, with Perez intending to 
run for the City Council.

“ Then, when we walked out, he 
said he had signed up for mayor. 
There weren’t any other candi­
dates for mayor, he said, ‘So why 
should you just walk in and take 
over?” ’

Perez, a resource teacher at 
B ra d y ’ s China E lem entary 
School, said he doesn’t know why 
his wife is running against him.

“ The women are just ganging 
up on me, I guess. My wife might 
whip me if I win,”  he said.

Mrs. Perez said women are 
quite capable of doing any sort of 
job. ” In fact, it’s easier to do it 
ourselves than to get the men to 
do it.

“ But I think it is our purpose in 
life to get behind the men. In fact, 
I really believe our society is los­
ing ground because women are 
taking over and letting the men 
slouch o ff,”  she told the San 
Angelo Standard-Times.

Mrs. Perez and her campaign 
com m ittee have distributed 
“ Vote F lo”  campaign buttons 
and signs, hoping to reach all 147 
registered voters in this com­
munity of 202 people.

Perez has distributed handbills 
describing his campaign plat­
form, noting he is a native of Mel­
vin while his wife “ is only a trans­

plant,”  that he wants to clean up 
the town, bring jobs, get the trash 
off the roads and fix up the old 
houses so people who u s^  to live 
in Melvin can come back home.

“ He would really like to have 
Melvin revitalized,”  Mrs. Perez 
said witli a touch of pride in her

voice at her husband’s goals. ' 
She also noted that most Melvin 

residents believe the mayor’s job 
includes going out personally to 
dig up and repair broken water 
pipes and the like, because most 
Melvin mayors have been re­
tirees with toe time and inclina­
tion to do those things.

Birthday party for state’s capitol begins
AUSTIN (AP) — The Texas Capitol’s 100th 

anniversary celebration began today with 
organizers hoping for a high-flying start by 
some 70 hot air balloons.

The early morning balloon flight was de­
signed, weather permitting, to kick off two 
days of events.

Giant electric “ candles”  were in place 
around the outside of the dome, giving the 
building the appearance of a huge birthday 
cake. An enormous chandelier was hanf(ing 
under toe dome in the rotunda, where a $150- 
per-person, black-tie ball was to be held 
tonight.

Ann Ramsey, one of those coordinating toe 
event, said Thursday that preparations were 
going well. She said the weekend’s success 
could depend on the weather.

“ I ’ve heard of a possibility of showers, but 
that we were more likely to have showers on 
Sunday than Saturday. I like that one bet­
ter,”  she said.

About 30,000 people are expected to partici­
pate in all parts of toe celebration, she said.

Ms. Ramsey said that 550 tickets for the

ball had been sold, with the goal now 750. 
Asked why ticket sales for ball has been slow, 
she said it might be because it is a one-time 

, event.
“ A lot of people know about events that 

happen every year. This is a one-time event. 
People are not very familiar with it,”  she 
said.

The Capitol was dedicated on May 16,1888, 
and in recognition of its importance as a work 
of American architecture, the building was 
placed on the National Register of Historic 
Places in 1976. In 1986, it was designated a 
National Historic Landmark.

The first big event scheduled on Saturday 
is a 10 a.m. parade featuring horse-drawn 
carriages and wagons and marching bands. 
The parade will travel south on Congress 
Avenue from 18th Street north of the Capitol 
to Ninth Street, then pass in front of the Gov­
ernor’s Mansion and a reviewing stand be­
fore ending up adjacent to the Capitol 
grounds.

At noon, a bugle call will signal the begin­
ning of the centennial ceremony on the front

steps of the Capitol. Selected passages from 
Sen. Temple Houston’s 1888 dedication 
speech will be read, and a 21-gun salute will 
be the finale.

During the day Saturday, a centennial 
Mayfair will offer specialty foods and bever­
ages, while living history demonstrations 
and exhibits on the Capitol grouiuls will de­
pict toe 1880s way of life. ^

A commemorative, one-day-only post­
mark produced especially for the event by 
the U.S. Postal Service will be offered at a 
special booth Saturday.

Visitors also can view the original Goddess 
of Liberty statue from the Capitol dome. The 
statue is being be brought out of storage for 
display on the grounds during the celebra­
tion.

About 60 descendants of Govs. Sam Hous­
ton and Sul Ross, and of Temple Houston, 
have accepted invitations to participate in 
the centennial ceremony, said Rita Cle­
ments, chairwoman of toe centennial com­
mittee. The Capitol was dedicated when Ross 
was governor.

LUBBOCK (AP) — The state’s 
tight job market is prompting 
some college seniors to venture 
outside the state, college place­
ment counselors say.

“ If they are willing to leave

back.”

But colleges are reporting an

“ Overito I would see the job 
market for an ’88 grad as com­
petitive but improved over ’86 
and ’ 87,”  said David Kraus, 
director c i Texas Tech Universi­
ty ’s career planning and place­
ment center. “ There seem to be a 
few more companies out seeking 
college graduates.”

Most schools said recruiting 
activity has gone up this year.

“ At Texas A&M there’s been a 
dramatic increase in the past two 
semesters in recruiting activ­
ity ,”  said Lou Van Pelt, the 
school’s director of placement. 
“ We’ve been full (with recruiters) 
in the placement center every

Almost idle in recmlting for the 
past two years, oil and gas com­

panies are once again seeking 
coUege graduates, although com­
petition is stiff, said career place­
ment counselors. Meanwhile, en- 
g in e e r in g ,  ed u ca tion  and 
accounting majors are in strong 
demand. -rr-

At a recent teachers’ job fair at 
Texas Tech, more than 100 school 
d is t r ic t s  ca m e to r e c ru it  
teachers, the largest number 
ever, said Kraus.

The demand for teachers has 
been spurred partly by the state- 
mandated l-to-22 teacher-student 
ratio on the elementary level.

Another hot market is en­
gineering, where Texas Tech 
seniors have reported starting 
salary offers slightly above the 
national average. For examine,

‘ electrical engineering majors 
have reported an average offer of 
almost 190,000a year, said Kraus.

Van Pelt eatmated that start­
ing salaries overa ll have in­
creased about 3 percent over last

fpring.
“ If you’re finding employment, 

you’re finding it at the top end,”  
said Avallone.

For all but the top students, 
placement counselors say, find­
ing a good job requires hard work 
but is possible for those who pers­
evere.

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Back to government of men
WASHING'TON — One of the most cherished 

myths of American society is that ours is a gov­
ernment not d  men, but of laws. Last week’s 
uproar in the U.S. Supreme Court once more 
exposed the hollowness of that supposed ideal.

On the surface, this is all that happened: By a 
vote of 5-4 the court ordered reargument in a 
pending civil rights case. The order set off an 
explosion. Before the dust settled. Justice John 
Paul Stevens was crying that his colleagues had 
inflicted “ a serious and unwise wound”  upon the 
court. His colleagues in the majority were re- 
plying blandly that Stevens was hollering before 
he was hurt.

A great deal more rested beneath the surface. 
'The matter is complicated, but stick with me. 
'The issues are important.

First turn the clock back to the period im­
mediately after the Civil War. In 1866 and again 
in 1870, Congress enacted sweeping laws, now 
codified as 42 USCS 1961 and 1 ^ ,  intended to 
assure that black persons would have the same 
civil rights as white persons. The statutes relied 
upon the 13th Amendment, prohibiting slavery, 
and on the 14th amendment, prohibiting the 
states from discriminating against any persons 
within their jurisdiction.

Time passed. The statutes were pretty well 
forgotten. Then the case of Jones v. Mayer 
reached the Supreme Court in 1968 It had to do 
with a black man’s right to purchase a home in 
St. Louis County, Mo. Relying upon Section 1982, 
the court upheld that right. In 1969, the case of 
Sullivan v. Little Hunting Park came along. It 
involved a black’s right to membership in a 
quasi-private park and playground. Relying 
upon Section 1981, the court also upheld that 
right. In 1975 came the case of Johnson v. Rail­
way Express. It involved discrimination in pri­

vate employment. Again thq court upheld the 
applicability of Section 1981.

Finally, in this string of cases, came the 1976 
case of Runyon v. McCrary. This is the key case. 
It involved two black youths, Michael McCrary 
and Colin Gonzales, who sought admission to 
two private, all-white schools in northern Virgi­
nia. They were turned down solely because of 
their race. They sued under Section 1981 and 
won. The court ordered their admission, 
approved $5,500 in damages for the embarrass­
ment and humiliation they had suffered, and 
described the schools' conduct as “ a classic 
-case”  of racial discrimination prohibited by the 
post-Civil War statute.

Technically speaking, the Runyon case was 
decided by a vote of 7-2, with Justices William 
Rehnquist and Byron White dissenting. 'The de­
cision actually was closer to 5-4. Justice Lewis 
Powell concurred reluctantly. If the slate were 
clean, he wrote, he might well have joined the 
dissenters; he complained that the court had 
drifted almost accidentally into a “ rather ex­
treme interpretation”  of the Civil War statutes. 
Nevertheless, obedient to the doctrine of stare 
decisis, he went along.

Justice Stevens also was unhappy. He ex­
pressed his firm conviction that the string of 
cases that began with Jones had been wrongly

decided. “ There is no doubt in my mind,”  he 
said, that the court's construction of the act of 
1866 “ would have amazed the legislators who 
voted for it.”  He thought it “ quite unrealistic”  to 
assume that Congress in 1866 had intended to 
outlaw segregation in private schools.

Yet Stevens, like Powell, felt he had to stick 
with the precedents. The prior decisions may 
have been bad law, but they reflected a clear 
understanding of “ the mores of today.”

Justice White, joined by Rehnquist, roundly 
dissented. Section 1981, he agreed, gave blacks 
the same rights as whites. But neither whites 
nor blacks have a right to enter into a contract 
with an unwilling person. The majority’s posi­
tion to the contrary, he said, was “ singularly
unpersuasive.

'hiere we stand. By ordering re-examination 
of the Runyon case of 1976, the court has out­
raged liberals and comforted conservatives. A 
clear inference can be drawn that Chief Justice 
/Rehnquist, accompanied by Justice White, 
O’Conner, Scalia and Kennedy, will overrule the 
cases from Jones through Runyon. If so, liti­
gants who claim violation of civil rights will still 
have the basic CivU Rights Act of 1964 to depend 
on. It would not be a calamitous situation.

But to return to the point of beginning: When if 
comes to jurisprudence, ours emphatically is a 
government of men, not laws. Back in 1896 eight 
men upheld the doctrine of “ separate but 
equal”  racial segregation. A string of case$ fol­
lowed, all of them obeying that precedent.

In 1954, nine men threw that doctrine on the 
scrap heap. The Constitution hadn’t changed, 
but the judges had changed. Today we will see a 
“ re-examination”  of Runyon. Why? Because 
Justice Anthony Kennedy, newcomer to the 
court, voted that way.
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Maybe they will listen now!

Even the life of a single cell has a biqlogical

I f  that harmony is disrupted by some kind of 
disharmony, the effects are detrimental. We 
have seen the effects of disharmonious music on 
mammalian brains. Human have mammalian 
brains.

If the evidence, is not yet conclusive, it is 
adequate — that disharmonious music jeopar­
dizes mental health.

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Lawyers reviewing Meese interference allegation

W ASHINGTON (AP )— Government lawyers are 
reviewing allegations of impropriety by Attorney 
General Edwin Meese HI and possible perjury by 
other officials in the case of a company that says it 
was pushed into bankruptcy by the J ustice Depart­
ment.

One of the issues is whether Meese mterceded 
with INSLAW Inc.’s la w firm and whether that had 
anything to do with the subsequent dismissal of the 
lawyer representing the company.

The Justice Department’s public integrity sec­
tion also is reviewing conflicts in the sworn testi­
mony of two former federal bankruptcy trustees 
and two Justice Department officials during bank­
ruptcy court proceedings involving INSLAW, 
according to sources who spoke on condition of 
anonymity.

*1710 testimony dealt with INSLAW’s allegations 
that Justice Department officials sought to put the 
company out of business by trying, unsuccessfully, 
to convert its bankruptcy reorganization to an out- 
rig|it liquidation.

Independent counsel James C. McKay, who is 
conducting a criminal investigation of Meese in 
several areas, is not prqhing the INSLAW case but 
did refer information about it to the public integri­
ty section.

“ We are not conducting an investigatkm with 
respect to the INSLAW matter," said Carol Bruce, 
McKay’s deputy. “ Any information we have re­
ceived relating to it we have referred to the Justice 
Department’s public integrity section."

But the section, after reviewing the material, 
could return it to McKay’s office for a fuller inves­
tigation of the Meese allegation, according to a 
source familiar with the case.

INSLAW attorneys told McKay that the com­
pany’s original lawyer, Leigh Ratiner, was fired 
from his Washington law firm after Meese discus­
sed the case with Leonard Garment, a politically 
connected partner in the same firm.

The Justice' Department aclmowledged to IN ­
SLAW in pre-trial discovery that Meese recalled 
talking to Garment about the case in the fall of

Authorities helpless to search for  
six missing as refinery smolders

NORCO, La. (AP) — Authorities waited today for 
the smoldering wreckage of a refinery to cool so 
they could begin searching for si# men missing 
since the predawn explosion that shattered plate 
glass windows 30 miles away.

‘“rhat was one tremendous explosion.”  said Ikey 
Lucas, director of St. Charles Emergency Opera­
tions. “ I ’ve never seen so much damage in Norco, 
even when hurricanes have hit.’ ’

At least one Shell Oil Co. employee died and 42 
other people were injured in the explosion in a 
catalytic cracker around 3:30 a m. Thursday, 
which broke windows in New Orleans’s Garden 
District, 30 miles down the Mississippi River.

Police today patrolled virtually windowless Nor­
co to protect the town’s bank, furniture store and 
other businesses. 'The local co-op lost most of a wall 
facing the plant went the devastating explosion cut 
loose.

“ It went ‘Boom!’ and then ‘Boom!’ again," said 
Adam Mashia, 65, who lives less than a mile from 
the plant. “ It knocked me to the floor and as I was 
getting up. it knocked me down again."

People in Slidell, 45 miles distant, said they also 
felt the blast. And 42 people, including 17 Shell 
employees, were treated at hospitals.

The fire that broke out in the refinery forced the 
evacuation of about 2,500 residents until it was 
brought under control about SVi hours later.

Authorities said they were waiting for the plant’s 
remains to cool down today before searching for 
the missing men, also Shell employees.

Fred Foster, manager of Shell’s Norco complex, 
said Shell 'has established a claims center for vic­
tims.

He also said a special team ot company investi­
gators, joined by state and federal authorities 
would begin looking for the cause of the blast once 
the plant cooled down.

Alan Migliore, who lives about three blocks from

the refinery complex, said : “ I was sleeping in the 
kitchen and it knocked me to the floor. From there,
I looked up and could see that the whole area to the 
Shell was on fire .... It blew both of the front doors 
in, and the deadbolts took the frames out."

Damage at the refinery complex alone was ex­
pected to run into the millions of dollars, said Shell 
spokesman Phil Schwin. ’The accident ruptured the 
catalytic cracker, which converts crude oil to 
gasoline, and seriously damaged control rooms 
and other facilities.

Residents of this town on the heavily industrial­
ized,.75-mile petrochemical corridor said they are 
fed up over recurring emergencies that have 
forced them to evacuate their homes eight times in 
12 years.
. “ People were literally frightened out of their 
minds," said New Orleans attorney J.T. Hill, who 
filed a $25 billion lawsuit within hours of the explo­
sion.

“ 1 didn’t know what happened," said another 
resident, Paul Dauzat, 55. “ I went to look out the 
window and my wife said, ‘Why are you looking out 
the window? The door is off.’ ’ ’

’The dead man was identified by company offi­
cials as Shell employee Lloyd Grégoire, 39, of 
Paulina.

Damage was sustained on both sides of the mile­
wide Mississippi River,, and Shell Oil said people 
needing repair materials could charge them to the 
company’s account at lumber yards on the river’s 
east and west banks.

In Baton Rouge, Gov. Buddy Roemer said he 
didn’t plan to ask for federal disaster assistance 
because of Shell’s willingness to accept responsi­
bility for the damages.

Just inside the gates of the Shell complex was a 
sign with the familiar Shell logo, saying “ Complex ‘ 
Safe Days 616”  As the fire continued, workers took 
the sign down.

Ratiner was soon asked to leave the law firm of 

Dickstein, Shapiro & Morin. INSLAW says in court 
papers that Ratiner was told Garment was in­
strumental in the decision to ask him to leave.

Garment called the allegation “ pure baloney" 
but acknowledj^that he was questioned about it 
two months agq!fi»i-p>iblic-integrity investigators. 
The current status of the Meese investigation could 
not immediately be determined.

The perjury investigation involves sworn deposi­
tions or courtroom testimony given by witnesses in 
connection with INSLAW’s allegation that the Jus­
tice Department tried to force INSLAW into a li­
quidation proceeding in bankruptcy court.

INSLAW alleged that Justice Department offi­
cials deliberately withheld $1.77 million in pay­
ments on a $10 million contract the company had 
signed in 1982 to computerize 94 U.S. attorneys’ 
offices.

U.S. Bankruptcy Judge George F. Bason Jr. 
found in INSLAW’s favor and ordered the Justice 
Department to pay the company $6.8 million after 
ruling that government officials engaged in “ trick­
ery, fraud and deceit" to steal the company’s soft­
ware. The department is appealing.

Conversion of the case from a Chapter 11 reorga­
nization to a Chapter 7 liquidation would have put 
INSLAW out of business. Under Chapter II protec­
tion from creditors, INSLAW has been able to 
reorganize and build up clients while arranging to 
pay off its debts.

Cornelius Blackshear, a federal bankruptcy 
judge in New York City, gave a sworn depositkm 
last year that when he was a U.S. trustee in 1965 he 
was asked to help liquidate INSLAW by Thomas J. 
Stanton, head of the Justice Department’s Execu­
tive Office (rf U.S. ‘Trustees.

But a day after he was deposed, Blackshear 
signed an affidavit recanting the testimony, 
saying he had confused INSLAW with another 
bankruptcy matter.

Blackshear then gave a second deposition that 
was consistent with the affidavit.

In his ruling last year. Bason expressed disbelief 
about Blackshear’s recantation, although he cal­
led it “ an honest mistake."

“ 1 believe that Judge Blackshear’s original testi­
mony is accurate and his recanted testimony is 
inaccurate,”  Bason said.

The judge noted that Blackshear changed his 
initial testimony after receiving telephone calls 
from WiUiam C. White, then U.S. bankruptcy trus­
tee in Alexandria, Va.

White denied allegations that the Justice Depart­
ment pressured him to file a motion to liquidate 
INSLAW, to which Bason said that “ people do have 
a capacity to forget things when it is painful for 
them to remember — or maybe even inconvenient 
for them to remember.”

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Arab- resistance leader is ordered deported
JERUSALEM (AP) — Police 

arrested an Arab-American lead­
er of the Palestinian civil dis­
o b ed ie n ce  m ovem en t and 
ordered him deported, Israeli 
oHi^ials mnd today. A govern­
ment spokesman accused him of 
advocating violence.

A Jewish settler shot and lulled 
a Palestinian shepherd Thursday 
and wounded another in the eye. 
Israel radio also reported that 
troops shot and wounded a 15- 
year-old Arab boy in the Gaza 
Strip town of Khan Yunis.

Sources who demanded anony­
mity said U.S. Ambassador Tho­
mas Pickering would protest the 
ordered deportation of Murbarak 
Awad, who was arrested at his 
Jerusalem home at midnight (6 
p.m. E O T Th u rsday). U .S. 
Embassy officials said they had 
no information on such a protest.

Center for Non-Violent Studies in 
J eru sa lem , which ca lls  on 
Palestinians to peacefully resist 
the Israeli occupation of Arab 
lands captured during the 1967 
Middle East war.

Leaders of the 5-month-old 
P a le s t in ia n  u p ris in g  have 
adopted  m any e lem en ts  o f 
Awad’ s non-violence strategy. 
Awad also provided tours and in­
formation to foreign journalists 
covering the unrest.

Avi Pazner, spokesman for 
Prime Minister Yitzhak Shamir, 
said Awad was ordered deported 
because he had gone beyond his 
calls for non-violent protest and 
was responsible for leaflets that 
urged Palestinians to throw gaso­
line bombs and stones.

“ This is preaching violence,”  
Pazner said.

The move to deport Awad fol­
lowed a crackdown on leaders of

the uprising, 20 of whom have 
been deported into Lebanoh.

IsiIm I has also jailed 21 A^ab 
joum ^sts, including one Thurs­
day, in\n effort to stifle news 
coverages  the proests.

Benjamin Yaari, deputy legal 
adviser of the Interior Ministry, 
said Awad was given the deporta­
tion order Thursday and that he 
has three days to appeal to 
Israel’s supreme court.

Awad, 44, who also has a home 
in Wapakoneta, Ohio, was in 
Israel under a tourist visa that 
expired last November, and he 
refused an order to leave the 
country. Awad was allowed to re­
main following strong U.S. press­
ure against the previous expul­
sion order.

Strike reported still on in Nowa Huta
GDANSK, Po land  (A P ) — 

Police ringed the strikebound 
Lenin shipyard early today and 
workers inside said they ex­
pected an assault. Workers at a 
huge southern steel mill said a 
raid by riot troops had not ended 
their stoppage.

Shortly before midnight, police 
convoys moved about this Baltic 
port in a show of force. Inside the 
Lenin shipyard. Solidarity leader 
Lech Walesa circulated among 
tense young strikers, trying to 
keep up spirits. *

He vowed to be “ the last to 
leave”  the yard, where the now- 
outlawed free trade union move­
ment was bom.

Opposition activists said at 
least 32 strikers, including a man 
whose legs were broken, had to be 
treated fo r beatings suffered 
when security forces stormed the 
Nowa Huta steelworks outside 
Krakow on Thursday.

The government denied anyone 
was injured in the pre-dawn raid.

Most leaders of the 10-day 
occupation strike in Nowa Huta 
were among 38 people arrested

after being stunned awake with 
deafening percussion grenades. 
Six of the strike committee’s 16 
members escaped, according to a 
statement issued in their name 
that called on workers to stay 
home.

The state-run news agency 
PAP repotted absenteeism of up

to 40 percent at the steel mill, Po­
land’s largest. Workers leaving 
the com bine during a shift 
change Thursday said many em­
ployees were showing up but re­
fusing to work.

PAP said some departments 
resumed work and others re­
mained idle.

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Actor George Rose dies in car crash
PUERTO PLATA, Dominican 

Republic (AP) — British actor 
George Rose, who won Broad­
way’s Tony award for “ My Fair 
Lady”  and “ Drood,”  died<when 
his car swerved into a ditch and 
flipped over in this Caribbean re­
sort, police said.

He was 68.
Police said the accident occur­

red about 10:30 p.m. Wednesday 
less than a mile east of Puerto 
Plata, but authorities were not 
aware of it until the vehicle was 
found at 6 a.m. Thursday.

Police officer Jose Nunez said 
Rose appapgntly was alone and 
that the car v^s traveling at high 
speed when it swerved off the 
road and into a ditch, rolling over 
several times. He said Rose died 
instantly.

Nunez said Rose was traveling

west from the seaside town of 
Sosua, where he had a home, to 
nearby Puerto Plata on the north 
coast (rf the Dominican Republic 
160 miles northwest ot the capit­
al, Santo Domingo. He was taken 
to the Ricardo Limardo Hospital 
in Puerto Plata.

Rose, considered an archetype 
of the British character actor, 
had lived in New York City since 
1961. He won Broadway’s coveted 
Antoinette Perry award in 1976 as 
best actor in a musical for his per­
formance in a revival of “ My 
Fair Lady.”  In 1986, he won a 
second Tony for his star role in 
“ Drood."

The resourceful, inventive 
Rose was equally at home in dra­
ma, comedy and musicals. He 
attributed his versatility to “ an 
interest that ranges widely over a

number of thiings”  and to “ a solid 
belief in technique."

George Walter Rose was bom 
oh Feb, 19,1920, in Bicester, Eng­
land, about 12 miles north of Ox­
ford. He was the only child of Eva 
Sarah Rose and Walter John 
A lfred  Rose, a butcher and 
fanner.

He attended classes at Trinity 
College of Music in London and 
later studied for the stage at the 
Central School of Speech and 
Drama.

From a school bulletin board 
notice, he secured a part-time 
position as an cdfstage singer in 
’Tyrone Guthrie’s “ Peer Gynt.’ ’

From then oh, he learned ms 
craft mostly in the Old Vic Com­
pany and other English classical 
repertory companies.

Wright tells Sandinistas to ease demands
WASHINGTON (AP) — House 

Speaker Jim Wright is warning 
Nicaragua’s Sandinista leaders 
that Congress will condemn any 
attempt to take advantage of the 
peace process to snuff out re­
maining opposition from the Con­
tra rebels;

Wright, along with the Reagan 
administration, expressed con­
cern Thursday that the rebels 
may be winding up on the losing 
side of an unbalanced equation in 
talks aimed at reaching a long­
term cease fire in their seven- 
year war.

“ The message will be given to 
the ... Sandinista government 
that the majority in the Congress 
would not look with favor at all on 
any return or resort to military 
engagement,”  Wright, D-Texas, 
told reporters.

Representatives from the re­
bels’ political directorate, the 
Nicaraguan Resistance, were in 
Washington this week arguing 
their case before State Depart­
ment officials, members of Con­
gress and the news media. They 
accused the leftist government of 
dragging its feet in the peace 
talksinordertostallU.S. “ huma­
nitarian”  aid for the rebels.

Adolfo Calero, leader of the 
Contra directorate, said the $48 
million aid package passed a 
month ago was intend^ to keep 
the rebels alive as a fighting force 
inside Nicaragua during a 60-day 
truce, while negotiations went

forward on a longer-term cease 
fire.

“ That is being thwarted by the 
Sandinistas,’ ’ he said. " I t ’s 
broken down. In N icaragua, 
there are no steps being taken at 
present toward reconciliation."

Wright said he had asked State 
Department officials at a meet­
ing earlier in the day to expedite 
aid money to the rebels, including 
at'least part of $10 million ear­
marked to pay the expenses of a 
verification commission to over­
see the peace process.

Without aid soon, he said, “ the 
pressure would be entirely on the 
Contras, they would wither on the 
vine and there would be no incen­
tive for the Sandinistas to negoti­
ate in good faith."

But he said Congress wants 
equally to avoid giving the rebels 
the "fa lse  impression that we 
want (them) to rev up the war 
again,”  and admonished the Con-

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Tornado victims still putting lives back together i

VAN VLECK <AP) — Virginia 
C«i’vantes leaves her driveway 
on Texas 35 and makes a sign of 
the cross as she turns to look at 
the twisted wreckage of a trailer 
house

A killer tornado devastated this 
town on the day before last 
Thanksgiving and residents are 
still picking up the pieces of their 
shattered lives^

The debris scattered through­
out this tiny Matagorda hamlet Is 
a constant reminder of an event 
most residents would rather- 
forget

Miguel Pinagua lost his wife 
and daughter in the Nov. 25 storm 
when his mobile home over­
turned, trapping them inside.

“ I ’ll tear it (the trailer) down," 
Pinagua says through an inter­
preter. “ 1 have lots of friends to 
help me out."

Pinagua, an unemployed wel­
der, says he has cleaned up some 
debris around the trailer.

" I t ’s hard to be there,” he says. 
“ The memories are still there. 
It’s hard but I will get it done.”

Pinagua has three other chil- 
dreb, whom he sent to live with 
his m other in G uanajuato, 
Mexico.

Friends of the family say the 
mother who died. Janie, took 
care of a lot of family business for 
her husband, children, father and 
grandmother.

‘ ‘She was incredible,”  says 
Celeste Garza, who attended 
sciMxri with Janie until the latter 
dropped out o f school in the 
eighth grade to marry Miguel. 
“ She took care of everybody.”

Elida Garza, a volunteer with 
the Red Cross and a friend of the 
family, says Pinagua received 
offers to have the trailer knocked 
down, but refuses to part with it.

“ He just can’t let it go," Garza 
says. “ He’s been offered a new 
trailer as soon as he clears away 
the old one. Bue he can’t. Tliey 
never found Janie’s rings. ’That’s 
probably at least part of the 
reason.”

G arza  says P inagu a  was 
approached by people who tried 
to have him sue the manufactur­
er of the trailer.

“ Some investigators came in 
from  Corpus,”  Garza says.

Morris, a retired longshore­
man, says be has been disabled 
for the past 15 years. He also was 
hospitalized this spring following 
a heart attack.

says Morris. “ I would like for the 
house to be straight for my wife.”  

Although they are grat^ul the 
storm spared their lives, they 
have no way of rebuilding the 
damage that relief efforts do not

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California memorial depicts scenes from Vietnam
PALO ALTO, Calif. (AP) — The names of the 

dead encircle scenes of what life was like then, 
much like the memories of the dead swirl around 
,those who fought in the Vietnam War and lived.

The California Vietnam Veterans Memorial has 
the names marching in an orderly circle, carved in 
granite, quiet testimony to sacrifice and duty and 
the death of young people on the field of battle.
, But inside, there is a young man reading a letter 
from home. There is a scene of a Marine taking a 
bath in a pond, while wearing a flak jacket and a 

^helmet. There are nurses caring for the wounded.

There are young men playing cards and eating 
Army food. There are young men in combat.

“llus is for guys who are parents now. So they 
can show this to their kids and say, ‘This is what 
your Dad did. That’s the way things were and 
that’s the way we did things,’ ” said B.T. Collins 
quietly, as his left hand fingered the stainless steel 
hook where his right hand should be. ^

Collins and the other members o i the memorial 
commission were taking a tour of the Nordham- 
mer Foundry in Oakland in a residential neighbor­
hood near Lake Merritt.

These were people, all ot them veterans of Viet­
nam, who had conceived, planned and tried to fund 
the memorial to those who fought in America’s last 
war.

They were seeing various pieces of the memorial 
for the first time, seeing in form what had only 
been drawings during months and months of pain­
staking fund-raising work that still remains sub­
stantially short of its goal.

Amid the controlled clutter of the foundry, sever­
al plates had been laid on the floor, showing scenes 
forged in bronze, based on photographs taken in

Vietnam.
In another room, a mannequin was arranged in 

the pose of what will be the memorial’s central 
figure — a soldier, sitting without helmet, weapon 
at rest against his knee, looking up from a letter.

“It’s a real personal memorial,’’ said Michael 
Larson, co-designer, who served with the U.S. 
Marine Corps in Chu Lai. “I think the Vietnam 
veterans who go to it wUl like it a lot. By and large I 
think Uiere is going to be a wonderful shock of 
recognition, a feeling of ‘At last, here’s one about 
us.’ ’’

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Not much competition for this construction job
TEMPE, Ariz. (AP) — Clar­

ence Hughes has carved himself 
a giant market niche with his 
midget stature.

At 60, he is a construction work­
er who goes where few others 
can: inside small water, drain­
age and irrigation pipes, sealing 
joints and trouble-shooting.

“I have worked in pipe as small 
as 16 inches," Hughes said. “That 
was when they flew me in for a 
job in North Carolina — they 
needed a leak fixed.’’

The 4-foot-tall Tempe resident 
grins as he acknowledges that his 
unique services always seem to 
be in demand.

“Me, I don’t have to worry ab­
out work," he said. “Word of 
mouth’s always been the best 
advertising for me.”

He has been called in as a trou­
ble-shooter on construction pro­
jects in four states but prefers \p 
work close to home.

“ I love it,’’ Hughes said. “With 
construction, every day is diffe­
rent. You get to work in different 
surroundings all the time. It’s not 
the same old grind every day, so 
it keeps everything interesting."

When he goes into a pipe, 
Hughes wears a headlamp simi­
lar to those worn by miners. He 
carries a trowel and wet cement

to band the seam where the spigot 
of one pipe fits into the b«^ e ^  of 
another.

Most pipe banders have to 
stoop to work inside a 60-inch 
pipe, but Hughes has to strain to 
reach the entiio seam.

“’The 60-incfa pipe is as big as 1 
can go,” he said, adding that he 
can almost stand up inside a 42- 
inch pipe but has to stoop to work 
in a 36-incher.

His specialty, though, is small 
pipes.

At a road-improvement project 
in Chandler, he was called on to 
crawl into an 16-inch irrigation 
line to r^ a ir  a leak deep below an 
intersection of streets.

"It  really rumbles in there 
when the cars go by over you,’’fae 
said, "but the sound doesn’t 
bother me."

N either, obv iously , do

cramped quarters.
" I  can turn over in 18-inch 

pipe," he said. " I  can’t turn 
arouiid in there, but I Just back 
out. I ’ve seen some guys get in a 
tight spot, panic, and start holler­
ing. Not me. If you have claus- 
troi^iobia, this isn’t the job for 
you."

Hughes discovered his unusual 
calling 30 years ago when a friend 
overheard his contractor boss

muttering that he wished some­
one could crawl inside a 24-lnch 
pipe to repair a proUem.

“When I was about 8or 9,1 used 
to think I was handicapped, that I 
was the only guy in the whole 
world like this," he said. “But 
then I realized that what really 
matters is believing in yourself. 
If you don’t have self-confidence, 
it’s no good."

Vision drives Texas oilman 
to spread Christ’s message

MIDLAND (AP) — Midland op- 
man Thomas I. Coleman is 
driven by a vision. That vision; to 
use the resources of the oil indus­
try to spread the gospel of Jesus 
Christ.

An independent landman and 
oil investor, Coleman was recent­
ly elected as national president of 
the 400-member Christian Oil­
men’s Association. The fledgling 
industy-religious organization 
already has chapters in oil cen­
ters such as Midland, Tulsa and 
Oklahoma City and Monroe, La., 
and plans to take its goals inter­
national.

Coleman, a member of the 
First United Methodist Church of 
Midland, says he will be on the 
road most of the year, organizing 
new chapters for the seven-year- 
old organization; “ It is my inten­
tion to facilitate the vision of the 
Rev. Harald Bredesen.”

The Christian Oilmen’s Asso­
ciation was co-founded in 1981 by 
Bredesen, then a Lutheran minis­
te r , and the R ev . Stephen 
Barham , a Catholic priest. 
Bredesen claims that God spoke 
to him in a vision and told him 
that he would “ release the oil 
riches to spread the gospel of the 
Kingdom  to the ends of the 
earth.”

To identify and support needy 
Christian ministries is one of the 
primary aims of the group. One of 
the projects being supported by 
the West Texas chapter, founded 
by Coleman, is Permian Basin 
Soup Kitchen, a facility on Mid­
land’s south side that provides a

hot meal daily to those in need.
Other aims of the oilmen’ s 

group are to minister to Christian 
oilmen as a spiritual support sys­
tem and provide a forum for fel­
lowship among Christian oilmen. 
Says Coleman, ‘ "Qie oil business 
is a tough business and Christian 
oilmen need the prayers and sup­
port of other Christians — espe­
cially in times like these.”

While the organization is char­
ismatic in nature, Coleman, a 
lifelong Methodist, says it is open 
to Christians of all persuasions. 
“ We believe and practice all the 
gifts of the Holy Spirit, but our 
members come from many diffe­
rent denominations.”

C o lem an  sa id  C a th o lic , 
Methodist, Baptist, Episcopal, 
Disciples of Christ and Lutheran 
denominations, as well as inde­
pendents, are represented by the 
Christian Oilmen’s Group he 
heads in Midland.

A g ra d u a te  o f Sou thern  
Methodist University, Coleman 
has racked up a long and disting­
uished career in the oil industry, 
after getting off to a false start as 
a sportswriter for The Dallas 
Morning News in the late 1940s.

“ I got hungry,”  explains Cole­
man, who found the salary of a 
landman trainee for Cities Ser­
vice decidedly more satisfying 
than that of a young journalist. 
After training in Dallas, he was 
sent to Roswell, N.M., where he 
served a three-year tour before 
joining Atlantic Richfield and 
moving to Midland where he has 
lived for the past 35 years.

Prior to forming his own inde­
pendent oil company with his son, 
Kelly, two years ago, he was head 
landman for Midland-based Wag­
ner & Brown for 10 years.

Coleman says after a lifetime 
of church-going he became a 
bom-again Christian in 1970 after 
becoming involved in a Methodist 
Lay^W itn ess  M ission . “ It  
changed my life,”  he says.

He says he hopes the Christian 
oilmen’s group will also be in­
strumental in changing lives. “ I 
think as oilmen we can reach 
other oilmen that the church 
probably could not, reach,”  he 
said.

Buddhist temple offers meditation spac(

LEANDER (AP) — Tlte Rev. 
Thich Tri-Hue sits cross-legged 
on a floor pillow, instructing his 
visitors on the physical and men­
tal benefits of meditation.

In the comer of the sanctuary, 
a w orsh iper ligh ts candles, 
kneels and prays. A white cat, a 
g ift to this Buddhist temple, 
strolls the almost-empty room, 
looking for attention. He rubs up 
against the monk’s brown robe, 
and Tri-Hue responds with gentle 
strokes as he tries to explain 
Buddhist teachings first handed 
down about 2,500 years ago.

Dominating this scene is a 
smiling golden statue of Buddha 
— so bulky that it took 10 men to 
instaU it on its lofty altar — sit­
ting in front of a replica of a bodhi 
tree. Five rings of light— orange, 
white, red, yellow and blue — en­
circle Buddha’s head.

The lights are neon. The bodhi 
tree, where legend says Buddha 
was sitting when he became en­
lightened, is made of spray- 
painted newspaper, chicken wire 
and artificial leaves. The scenic 
mountain and river backdrop 
was bought at retail.

East meets West in Leander.
Once an agricultural commun­

ity, the 2,000 inhabitants have 
seen their lives change as Au­
stin ’ s northwesterly sprawl 
reshaped this country with subdi­
visions and new neighbors.

Hie Buddhist temple is a bright 
yelfow structure with a fiery red 
roof. It sits on a curve in Ranch 
Road 2243, three miles west of 
Leander.

For the past four years, Austin 
Buddhists have traveled to this 
sanctuary to worship, to medi­
tate or to seek Tri-Hue’s counsel. 
They come, usually one or two at 
a time, from 6 a.m. to 10 p.m. any 
day of the week.

Five or six times a year, as 
many as 200 to 300 worshipers 
gather for special ceremonies 
such as Buddha’s birthday.

Most of the worshipers, like 
Nhied Ong, are Vietnamese. Ong 
acts as English interpreter for 
Tri-Hue, who speaks French and 
Vietnamese. Ong also is one of 
the 35 temple founders who has 
watched it grow out of an Austin 
duplex into the colorful Leander 
structure. ■■

Ong said the Leander site was 
not chosen for its peaceful, rural 
setting. The prospect of cheap 
land, four acres for $17,000, temp­
ted the temple founders, with 
their shoe-string budget, to leave 
Austin, Ong said.

“ But I feel sorry for the people 
who hw^ to drive an hour one 
way from South Austin,”  he said. 
“ We would have preferred to stay. 
in Austin.”

Despite the commute for wor- 
sh ip e rs , the tem p le  has 
flourished. A contractor built the 
shell of a large house and the tem­
ple founders finished the inside 
themselves. Two years later, a 
second, larger sanctuary was 
added.

'The temple’s greatest drawing 
card is Tri-Hue, a Vietnamese 
who left his job as a mechanical 
engineer in 1979 to pursue Buddh­
ism full time. He is an ordained 
priest with the Linh-Son Temple,

which is based in Paris. Tri^ue 
spent 20 years in France before 
coming to Austin at the behest of 
Ong and other temple founders.

Tri-Hue’s engineering back­
ground obviously appeals to Ong, 
an IBM engineer who views 
Buddhism as “ a science oi the 
mind”  that helps him deal with 
the stress of everday living.

“ ’This place is a mental fitness 
center,”  said Ong, who frequent­
ly worships with ’Tri-Hue at 6 a.m. 
“ Buddhist training is logical and 
scientific. ’They (worshipers) can 
prove it works by observing their 
mental reaction.”

But ’Tri-Hue’s language for de­
scribing the goal of Buddhism — 
nirvana, or bliss, — is poetic, not 
scientific. “ I f  you want sweet 
oranges, you must plant a sweet 
orange tree,”  ’Tri-Hue said. “ If 
you want happiness, you must 
plant the seeds of happiness.”

Those seeds include five pre­
cepts, a kind of condensed ver­
sion of the Old Testament’s Ten 
Commandments. A Buddhist is 
urged not to kill, steal, be un­
chaste, lie or take intoxicants.

Good m ora ls  a re  a p r e ­
condition for spiritual progress 
that allows a person to detach 
from the suffering of everyday 
liv in g  and ach ieve nirvana, 
according to the teaching handed 
down by an Indian prince, Sid- 
dhartha Gautama.

Gautama, believed to have 
lived in northeast India between 
563 B.C. and 483 B.C., was pam- 
pered and shielded by his father • 
from the world’s darkest fates: 
illness, the infirmity of old age 
and death. As legend has it, 
Gautama, at age 29, saw all three 
for the first time on a walk along a 
road. The subsequent shock and 
depression caus^ Gautama to 
leave his wife and child to look for 
truth at the other extreme of his 
opulent life as a prince.

For six years, Gautama was an 
ascetic, abusing his health with 
an austere lifestyle and religious 
practice. Finally, he renounced 
that path. One day, as he medi­
tated under a tree, Gautama di­
vined what has been called his 
four truths: life is full of suffer­
ing, which is caused by lusts; but 
people can stop the suffering by 
detaching themselves from their 
desires.

To stop suffering, Gautama — 
or the Buddha as he became

known— said a person must have 
the r igh t v iew s , in ten tion , 
speech, action, livelihood, effort, 
ntindfulness and concmitration.

That pathway to enlightment, 
with an emphasis on meditation 
and an inner journey to bliss, 
would seem to crash head-on with 
the pursuit o f the American 
dream.

“ In Western countries, people 
are looking fo r a luxury life, 
careers, self-esteem,”  said ’Tri- 
Hue. “ iThose things are im ­
permanent. Sooner or later, they 
want to stop.”

But Ong said Buddhism has not 
made him g ive  up a typical 
American lifestyle.

“ It makes you aware of not 
doing anything to harm yourself 
or o^ers,”  he said. “ It makes 
you do things good for your spirit, 
to be aware of the cause-and- 
effect of your actions.”

Ong said there are other view­
points among the local worship­
ers who span all ages and income 
levels. He said many, particular 
the elderly, worship Buddha as 
God and pray for divine interven­
tion in their lives.

W hatever their be lie f, the 
Buddhists come, bringing flow­

ers, fruit, incense and candles I 
decorate the altar. Tri-Hue I 
them in chuts, keeping beat wi^ 
a wooden bell.

Others stroll the 
garden that is being built on < 
side of the temple.

“ ’They need a place to du 
their sorrows,”  Ong said. ,

*1110 temple also is a depositoor 
for language and culture. |

Off to the side of the sanctuafo 
is a room dedicated to a Viet­
namese tradition. Photographs 
of dead relatives adorn an altar ̂  
a small prayer room. ;

Ultimately, Ong said the Lea 
der temple will provide a yo 
program similar to one at a sii 
temple in Houston.

“ The Buddhist youth group iaa 
lot like the Boy Scouts,”  Ong said. 
“ They have uniforms and go 
camping. On Sundays they get 
simple Buddhist teachings in 
Vietnamese.”

But Ong said the temple is upt 
just for Vietnamese^ He said 
Buddhist worshipers from Chin^, 
Sri Lanka, South Korea and Cam­
bodia frequently attend.

Christians also are welcomes, 
and may enroll in free classes 6n 
meditation.

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Q u ak er center in A rizona  faces p rob lem  o f  survival

, > McNEAL, Ariz. (AP) — Beside 
1 U.S. 666 in the high desert flat- 

land of the Sulphur Spring VaUey 
{n is a small, inconspicuous sign 
'^ t h a t  says “ Friends Southwest 

Center.”
' ** Just beyond that sign on the 

outskirts oi this community, a dot
t * in the vast empty valley 30 miles

north of Douglas and the border 
with Mexico, is another, smaller 

* sign that says, “ Quaker Way.” 
Within is what the residents 

 ̂* call “ a dream coming true on 68 
acres.”

That dream, begun IS years 
■ ago, was tocreate “ a saner, more 
~ economical ilace to live among 
' humane, kindred spirits,”  re- 
, gardless of whether they be 

members of the Religious Society 
of Friends, commonly called

Quakers, according to a para­
p e t  put out by the center.

The only qualifications deman­
ded^  those pursuing that dream, 
according to Elizabeth Campusa- 
no, 79, president of the corpora­
tion that owns the center, are 
adherence to the “ Quaker princi­
ples o f peace, non-violence, 
equality, simple living.”

That form ula has worked, 
creating a self-sustaining com­
munity that has never numbered 
more than 15 people, accordmg to 
Jane S co tt, 81, one o f the 
founders.

But now the dream is growing 
old.

Most of the six who began con­

structing the center on farmland 
in the middle of nowhere in 1973 
were in their 60s and 70s, still 
energetic and drived by their 
dream.

Now, near the hodgepodge of 
mobile homes and houses that 
make up the center is a small 
cemetery, a stark reminder of 
the problem confronting the com­
munity: survival.

“ We’ve struggled with this for 
years,”  said Ms. Scott, who re­
tired in the mid-1970s as a teacher 
at a now-defunct Tucson girls 
school.

The newest full-time resident, 
Elizabeth Ann Piercey, 72, a re­
tired teacher from Michigan who.

came to the center two years ago, 
said her main concern was that so 
many of those who lived there 
were elderly.

These days, residents don’t 
rush out as often to take part in 
their social and political causes, 
which have included picketing 
the now-closed Phelps Dodge 
Corp. copper smelter in Douglas 
and the Palo Verde l^uclear Pow­
er Station west of Phoenix.

Over the years, the residents 
have been supporters of the sanc­
tuary movement that aids re­
fugees from the strife in Central

America, have established an 
American Civil Liberties Union 
chapter in Bisbee and a National 
Organization for Women chapter 
in Douglas.

But whatever their political 
and social causes, the residents 
always have focused their atten­
tion on the simple life they have 
created at the center, a quiet life 
of solitude end reflection. Gazing 
at the sunsei as it reflects off the 
Swisshelm Mountains to the east 
and the Mule Mountains to the 
west can be a high point of the 
day.

“ We live independently here, 
and a person needs a godd deal of 
inner resources,”  Ms. Campuza- 
no said.

A few who have tried living at 
the center over the years have 
moved on because “ they were 
clearly urban persons, people 
who have to have concerts, 
museums, things going on all 
over town,”  she said. *

Another problem for a few is 
the governing of the center, 
which is done in the Quaker tradi­
tion of consensus, meaning that 
all must agree on any action.

New book aids in Tennessee research

Often the m issing link in 
genealogical research is land 
ownership, and deed abstrac­
tions can be time consuming. 
JOYCE M A R T IN  M U RRAY, 
2921 Daniels, Dallas, 75205, has 
recently released the hard cover 
book, Sumner County, Tennessee 
Deed Abstracts 1793-ims.

Murray is to be comnriended for 
her efforts and courthouse work. 
She does an excellent job and is 
very thorough from beginning to 
finish, including the index.

In 1790, Sumner County in­
cluded the present-day counties 
of Sumner, Pickett, Jackson, 
Smith, Cannon, Macon, Fentress, 
Trousdale, Putnam, De Kalb, 
C lay , O verton , W ilson and 
Rutherford.

Murray notes that although the 
deed books are marked begin­
ning 1793, a vei> large number 
were executed in the 1770s and 
1780s.

The abstractions list the sel­
lers, purchasers, date, witnesses, 
acreage and price, and give a 
location of the land by the names 
of the neighbors or nearby rivers 
and roads. Many times the pre­
sent and former residents are 
listed.

Included are slave sales which 
often state^elationships, powers 
of attorney, wills, bills of sale and 
deeds of gift. .

The book has three full inde­
xes; surname and Christian 
name, slaves and places. Purch­
ase price for Texans (including 
postage, handling and tax) is 
$28.75 and can be ordered from 
Murray.

Others books the same fine 
quality by Joyce Martin Murray 
are Deed Abstracts of Warren 
County, Kentucky 1797-1812-, 
Deed Abstracts of Warren Coun­
ty, Kentucky 1812-1821; and three 
in an Early Texas Series, Red 
River County, Texas Deed Ab­
stracts, Vol. 1 (To Statehood, 19 
Feb. 1846)-, Washington (bounty, 
Texas Deed Abstracts 1823-1841; 
and Austin County, Texas Deed 
Abstracts 1837-1852.

Any of these books may save

you time and a trip to the county 
courthouse. Also, if you locate the 
record via the book, you will 
know exactly what copies to re­
quest from the county clerk.

Man’s AIDS is bitter legacy for widow
D E A R  ABBY : I am a 59-year-old, 

college-educated, retired profes- 
aional woman. M y husband — a 
professional man —  died of A ID S  
three years ago. He was not in a  
high-risk group. Because he was a 
family man, and because A ID S  was 
unknown in our area, the doctors 
never thought to test him for the 
virus until about a week before he 
died. The results were positive, but 
these did not come back until after 
his funeral, and more important for 
me, after the death certificate was 
signed. So the certificate bore no 
stigma, and there was no publicity.

Because not much was known at 
the time (at least around here) about 
how A ID S  is transmitted, our adult 
children were tested for the virus at 
the same time I was. Now, of course, 
we know that testing the kids was 
unnecessary because they neither 
had sex nor shared needles with my 
husband, and had no contact with 
his blocd- Naturally, their tests 

. WSK0  negative. I. on the other hand, 
tested positive, and was tested 
again to make certain there was no 
mistake. Positive again.

I.want to make it absolutely clear 
-that-there was no an a l intereourse 
— only normal penile-vaginal (m is-’ 
sionary) intercourse in my case. I 
was told that the odds of a straight, 
monogamous, drug-free person get­
ting this disease is about 5 million- 
to-1, but that doesn’t help if  you’re 
the one in 5 million!

So far, I am still healthy but I 
have the virus —  t^e virus 1 got

Abby, 1 implore you to alert your 

I f  
this happened to me, it can happen 
to any straight, m onogam ous  
woman.

NEW YORK (AP) — The im­
portance of getting to a hospital 
early at the first sign of a heart 
attack is being stressed by the 
Am erican Heart Association 
(AHA), which says that of the 
more than a half-million Amer­
icans who su ffer fatal heart 
attacks each year, two-thirds die 
before ever reaching a hospital.

Although most Am ericans

could recognize signs of a heart 
attack, according to a recent 
national survey sponsored by 
Genentech Inc., most heart 
attack victims wait an average of 
three hours or more before seek­
ing medical help, AHA adds.

Early treatment is particularly 
important with the availability 
now of new therapies that can 
stop a heart attack in progress.

Gramm*Rudman law needed in high school athletics
■SADLY, AND FRIGHTENINGLY, many in­

cumbents and seekers of seats in the United States 
Congress do not understand the necessity of the 
Gramm-Rudman law or President Reagan’s con­
stant seeking of a line-item veto. Or if they do under­
stand, they are too ego-oriented to want what’s best 
for the general public.

What does this have to do with sports? Simply that 
many of the school administrations, school boards 
and athletic directors in the state have the same 
problem. The great necessity for such legislation is 
that those who have the authority -7- the congress 
and athletic administrators alike — do not have the 
necessary self-control.

That was brought back into clear focus again this 
week with arrival of The Leaguer, official publica­
tion of the University Interscholastic League, gov­
erning body of extra-curricular activity among 
Texas’ public schools. A front-page item, marked 
for further special emphasis, tells of a recent joint 
meeting of two statewide groups concerned about 
problems, primarily within the athletic community 
in the area of off-season and out-of-season participa­
tion. As the result of the two-day session, the League 

' staff was mandated to produce three model rules for 
presentation later this month to the committees for 

< review. The three models must offer varying op­
tions, from highly restrictive control of out-of-

• season participation by students, to one moderately 
, restrictive, to one totally non-restrictive. Whatever
is ultimately decided it must still progress through 
several comittees before becoming part of the 

, League’s Constitution and Contest Rules book.

The problem, of course, is multiple. Why can gol­
fers not play in a summer tournament and accept 
awards, but band and choir members can perform 
outside the school system and get paid for services. 
Why can’t athletes accept certain awards, but per- 
soils who compete in office skills competition can 
use those same skills to earn money? Those general 
eligibility rules are being looked at closely, in an 
effort to close the gap. And athletics has its own 
separate problems concerning participation during 
and outside the school year. The final decision is

expected to come down to a split of programs into 
two groups: individual and team activities.

But the main concern of alert and involved admi­
nistrators has to do with the out-of-season weight­
lifting and practice sessions. If the correct and prop­
er decision is made, it will appear anti-football 
rather than pro-student (for whom the programs are 
financed by the taxpayers). And since most athletic 
directors are also currently active or one-time foot­
ball coaches, they are expected to fight hard to pro­
tect their weight programs, which are generally in­
jurious to other boys sports programs.

That’s why a Gramm-Rudman type law forcing 
self-control of school athletic activities, is needed in 
the UIL books, one stronger than currently in place. 
Hopefully it will occur...but don’t hold your breath, 
because first consideration is NOT the students in 
many, if not most, programs.

One can understand why Algebra I is a prere­
quisite for Algebra U, or Latin I for Latin II, or. 
Typing I for Typing II. But it is totally impossible to 
understand why, or accept any reasoning for, parti­
cipation in football being mandatory before it is per-' 
missible to play middle school basketball or track; 
or why weight lifting is a pre-requisite for boys base­
ball or track, using up valuable and needed skills, 
development time for those sports in an attempt to , 
build muscles and skills for football the year round. ^

UIL Director of Athletics Dr. Bill Famey knows I 
it’s a problem. We’ve talked about it several times.

discussing specific cases. He also understands the 
politics involved, and only through stronger legisla­
tion forced by concerned parents and approved by 
reluctant administrators, can the problems be re­
medied, again ala Gramm-Rudman.

Although the rules are in the book, presumably 
well-read and understood by administrators, Far- 
ney felt it was necessary to re-print some of them in 
the current issue, simply to emphasize once again 
that:

Out-of-season practice is (currently) limited to the 
one in-school day practice period;

Students may not stay after school and continue 
working out: JA) in prescribed off-season activities, 
or (B) wearing school issued uniforms, shoes, etc.

Students in football off-season may not “ get their 
weights”  before or after school when no weight lift­
ing is involved in the in-school day period.

Students who are working after school in track and 
field must be those who actually compete in inters­
chool track meets.

Coaches supervising weight rooms after school 
hours could be in violation if off-season athletes are 
getting weight training at those times.

Schools should have stated policies permitting 
athletes in more than one sport, if that athletes 
wants to be in more than one sport.

And the list goes on and on...Jonger than space 
permits. Yes, a Gramm-Rudman forcing self- 
control is necessary for Texas U IL activities.
