40 Rebels 
In Algeria

ALGIERS. Algeria — U p 
French forces killed a t least 40 
rebels in two separate clashes with 
terrorists in Algeria during the 
weekend, officials announced Mon- 
<*y.

In  one rebel attack at Kheirane 
Officials said French ground troopa 
killed 30 insurgent!. French fight­
e r  planea then machine-gunned the

retreating Nationaliata and “ vir­
tually annhilated" them . However, 
the rebel, dragged off moat of their 
dead and/ only 20 bodies were 
found.

At least 20 more rebels were 
killed Tn another clash in the 
Djebel Amrane valley of the Aurea 
mountains.

French losses were not given In 
these two biggest clashes in Al­
geria since the clandestine “ arm y 
of God" launched its terrolst a t­
tacks last Nov. l.

Merchant t4hip Planned
They know that P resident Eisen­

hower announced on April 25 that 
this country is developing an atom ­
ic-powered m erchant ship. They 
read tn Monday’s new spapers that 
it is possible that an atom-powered 
ocean liner m ay be built before 
long.

Russia talks big about the peace­
ful utilisation of atomic energy. A 
lot of the talk is bunk. Back in 
1949 the late Andrei Y. VishinskJ’, 
then Soviet foreign m inister, s ta r­
tled his United Nations hearers 
when he said in a speech that with 
nuclear energy Russians are  “ raz­
ing m ountains; we are Irrigating 
deserts; we are  cutting through the 
jungle and the tundra."

It developed later that what Vi- 
shinsky m eant was that Russia 
hoped to do all this som etime in 
the future.

Congress Of Freedom
I •

There ended in San Francisco recently a conference 
of the Congress of Freedom, a coalition of patriotic 
American organizations, whose attitudes on modern 
trends cannot be described otherwise than "revolution-

ttory.
It must be noted in passing that this Congress re­

ceived no fanfare from the metropolitan press os cbuld 
be expected since the delegates are not internationalists, 
collectivists, nor ssekers after government subsidy. -

One speaker suggested the United States should quit 
the United Notions and that the U. S. Congress should 
submit the Bricker amendment to the Constitution to the 
legislatures of the states.'Another spoke critically of 
the incopse tax laws.

No one expressed mod politicol love for Dwight Eisen­
hower nor among the delegates wer^there any devoted 
followers of the lote Franklin Roosevelt or his New 
Deal schemes and whimsies.

This particular assembly of the Congress was devoted 
primarily to on analysis of the United Nations and its 
works. If the studies are founded on fact, logic and good 
Common sense, they con disclose only that the UN is a 
menace to freedom in the United States and every­
where else. With this result the major news media smoth­
ered the report fr6m the Congress of Freedom and paid 
it os little attention as possible. To expose the thought 
from the conference might shake the bond-wagon. One 
fundamental tenet to which all politicians and most 
newspapers hold fast in this time is that the public must 
be protected from any contrary thinking.

Fifty years ago the delegates to the Congress of Free­
dom would have been known os liberals because they 
are individuals who ore d^/oted to freedom. But today 
a "liberal" is usually one who believes in more and 
more authoritarian control. Since the Congress delegates 
certainly believe in no such controls they ore not "lib­
erals" in this day and age and since they do believe in 
limiting government activities we describe them fondly 
as "revolutionaries" and wish them well in their cause.

We wish they could drive home in any way they can 
to the American people the real meaning of freedom; 
that it is an endowment of God, that it depends in large 
measure upon the truth and that at its bedrock is mofcri 
responsibility.

The right of liberty is man's right to individual choice, 
individual initiative and individual action. Individualism 
means that a mart is an independent soul with an in­
alienable right to pursuit of his own happiness in a 
society where men deal wjtfci' one ̂ another as equals. If 
on individual man is subordinate to the State he is a 
creature of other men and he is not free.

The American system was founded on individualism 
v ond it thrived on that concept. Tl^e American system to-' 

day is being adulterated and destroyed by a perverted 
conception that "the common good" is superior to indi­
vidual right. We ore being wooed into the discipline of 
the State to replace the discipline of high morality and 
this idolarty, this worship of the creature rather than 
the Creator, is the Black Plague of these times.

Freedom is not primarily a political concern; it is a 
religious one. Jesus Christ put it. this way: "If you con­
tinue in My word, then you are My disciples indeed; 
ond you shall know the truth, and the truth shall make 
you free." Freedom is a quality of life that has its roots 
in the worship of God, a worship that will produce men 
with a high sense of moral responsibility and who can 
make a society in which external restraints are re* 
duced to the minimum and in which individual achieve­
ments ore raised to the maximum.

But the acceptance of moral responsibility for all one's 
acts is not a popular cause nor a palatable diet. As 
private citizens and as sovereign state we have not as­
sumed the moral responsibility for ending wars. But dis­
like war ond so were culled as a nation into accepting 
the false claim that the UN could end war for us. It 
hasn't done any such thing in the past ten years and 
it won't if it exists for another century. And under UN's 
charter framework you could be. denied the freedoms—■ 
the ownership of property, the right of free speech, the 
right of trial, the right of information — that our own 
Constitution guarantees. We hove so taken these free­
doms for granted that we forget that only 160 000,000 
of the peoples on this planet enjoy them even in partial 
degree.

The Congress of Freedom assembled at San Francisco 
for the purpose of outlining the faults, fallacies and 
frauds of the UN philosophy. What a service it will have 
performed if it can reach the minds of all American 
citizens.

How UN Differs From U.S.
On N atu ra l Rights 

In the last issue I  was quoting 
from the book w ritten by Dr. V. 
Orval Watts on 'T h e  United Na­
tions, Road to War.” He was por­
traying the United States with the 
same kind of members as those 
composed in the United Nations. 
He quoted six differences. Now, 
he proceeds under the heading of 
•No Bill of R ights": •

"Finally, there would be no Bill 
of .Rights, such as the first ten 
amendments to our Federal Con­
stitution, w h i S  protect every 
peaceful American from a police- 
invasion of his human rights. The 
communist Iroquois would say. 
'The individual is nothing; there 
is only The Tribe.' The Yorker 
dictator of New Hampshire, greedy 
for more power, would have no 
limit set upon his treatm ent of 
'the masses.' Daniel Shays could 
not 'level* the people in Massachu­
setts if anything prevented him 
from taking all their property to 
divide equally, or if he were kept 
from silencing or 'liquidating' any­
one who did not agree with him.

"In short, none of the dictators, 
levelers or Iroquois could permit, 
a Federal Constitution to suggest 
to their subjects or tribesmen that 
a human being has natural human 
rights derived from the Creator. 
If the Virginian felt some mis­
givings, either he must suppress 
them in the hope of obtaining a 
little something by yielding to the 
others or he must let himself be 
squelched by tfye others' votes.

"Consequently, no limits would 
be set upon the power of govern­
ment, either federal or state. There 
would be no articles forbidding 
government to  invade the rights 
of individuals, such as th a t it 
make NO law respecting an es­
tablishment of religion; or abrid­
ging the freedom of speech or of 
the press; o r th e ,  right of the 
people peaceably to  assemble.

"There would be no article stat­
ing tha t the right of the people 
to keep and bear arm s shall NOT 
be infringed; or that the right of 
the people to be secure in their 
persons, houses, papers and ef­
fects shall NOT be violated.

"Neither the Yorkers, the Iro­
quois or the Massachusetts level­
ers would agree that NO person 
shall be deprived of life, liberty 
or property without due process 
of law; the accused shall enjoy 
Ihe right to a speedy 'and  public 
trial by an im partial jury, to be 
informed of the nature and cause 
of the accusation; to have compul­
sory process for obtaining witness­
es in his favor, to have counsel for 
this defense; excessive bail shall 
NOT be required, nor excessive 
fines imposed, nor cruel and un­
usual punishments (torture) be in­
flicted.

"Nor would (hey agree that pri­
vate property shall NOT be taken 
for public use without just com­
pensation.

"Nothing like any of those pro­
visions would be in the Constitu­
tion of these United States if the 
Founding Fathers had acted as 
the authors of the Charter of the 
United Nations acted.

"Instead of such a Bill of Rights, 
our imaginary Founding Fathers 
would have given the United States 
Government authority to do what­
ever the member governments and 
their delegates might consider 
good. Our Federal Constitution 
would provide, as the- United Na­
tions Charter does (Articles 55 and 
561 that the United States take 
people's property in order to give 
them 'higher standards of living’ 
and ‘conditions of social and eco­
nomic progress' (Daniel Shays), 
to provide 'full employment' (the 
York dictator), and to solve all 
■social, health, and related prob­
lems’ (the Iroquois).

"And to these ends, each one 
of the American S tates would 
pledge itself 'to take joint and 
separate action in cooperation'with 
the organization.’

"With this unlimited grant of 
power, and such purposes, the 
Federal Administration and the 
States would long ago have had 
the Welfare State in full bloom in 
this country; and today Ameri­
cans would be as unproductive and 
demoralized as the people in the 
Old World countries from which 
we or our ancestors once escaped.

"Nor would our federal union it­
self have survived. For big gov­
ernments are not peaceable, but 
instead, by means of high taxes 
and outright restraints, they pre­
vent the free trade, travel and 
communication necessary for un­
derstanding, good will and true 
peace.

"In order to hold their captives 
In communist subjection, the Irg- 
quois savages would have had to 
organize Pennsylvania, New Je r­
sey and Maryland as military po­
lice states. They would have sealed 
o f f  their borders, brainwashed 
the children of their subject popu­
lation, and put under strict disci­
pline in the army and state police 
as many of these brainwashed 
youths as the rest of the enslav­
ed population could be forced to 
feed.

"To Justify this despotism even 
to the stuplfied soldiers and po­
lice. the Iroquois Chiefs would have 
had to keep relations with the oth­
er states always tense and hos­
tile. so that war might appear 
imnimc.it at any 'moment. If the 
jther states tried to appease or 
derate the Iroquois bloc, the Iro- 
uois would have resorted to In- 
ults, border raids and other hos- 
ile acts In order to provoke the 

■ interstate hostility necessary to 
maintain their rule.

"The Yorkers of New Hampshire 
would ba te  followed similar poli­
cies, although not necessarily in 
alliance with the Iroquois,"

given to the R ussian people.
The Russians claim to have a 

"special p reparation" w h i c h  
lessens the dlinger of polio attack!. 
They also appear to claim — w ith­
out givtnng details — that they 
have a polio vaccine.

Sometimes, however .It isn’t ef­
fective, and that is where the 
"special preparation" cornea in. 
The special preparation was not 
identified or described.
