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Guidelines set for religious freedom in schools

WASHINGTON, D.C. —
Richard W. Riley, U.S. Secre-
- tary of Education, recently sent

the following guidelines to the

nation's superintendents re-
garding freedom of religionand
- separation of Church and State
in public schools:
~ Student prayer and reli-
- gious discussion:
- - The Establishment Clause
of the First Amendment does
-not prohibit purely private re-
-ligious speech by students.

Students therefore have the
same right to engage in indi-
vidual or group prayer and re-
ligious discussion during the

-school day as they do to en-
gage in other comparable ac-
tivity.

For example, students may
read their Bibles or other scrip-
tures, say grace before meals,
and pray before tests to the
same extent they may engage
in comparable non-disruptive
activities.

Local school authorities
possess substantial discretion
to impose rules of order and
other pedagogical restrictions
on student activities, but they
may not structure or adminis-
ter such rules to discriminate
against religious activity or
speech.

Generally, students may
pray in a nondisruptive man-
ner whennotengaged in school
activities or instruction, and
subject to the rules that nor-
mally pertain in the applicable
setting.

Specifically, students in in-
formal settings, such as caf-
eterias and hallways, may pray
and discuss their religious
views with each other, subject
to the same rules of order as
apply to other student activi-
ties and speech.

Students may also speak to,
and attempt to persuade, their
peersaboutreligious topics just
as they do with regard to po-
litical topics. School officials,
however, should intercede to
stop student speech that con-
stitutes harassment aimed at a
-student or a group of students.

Students may also partici-
. pate in before or after school
events with religious content,
such as "see you at the flag-
‘pole"” gatherings, on the same
-terms as they participate in
-other noncurriculum activities
-on school premises. School
-officials may neither discour-
.age nor encourage participa-
tion in such an event.

The right to engage in vol-
untary prayer or religious dis-
cussion free from discrimina-
tion does not include the right

to have a captive audience lis-
ten, or to compel other stu-
dents to participate.

Teachers and school admin-
istrators should ensure that no
student is in any way coerced
to participate in religious ac-
tivity.

Graduation prayer and
baccalaureates:

Under current Supreme
Court decisions, school offi-
cials may not mandate or or-
ganize prayer at graduation,
nor organize religious bacca-
laureate ceremonies.

If a school generally opens
its facilities to private groups,
it must make its facilities avail-
able on the same terms to orga-
nizers of privately sponsored
religious baccalaureate ser-
vices.

A school may not extend
preferential treatment to bac-
calaureate ceremonies and may
in some instances be obliged to
disclaim official endorsement
of such ceremonies.

Official neutrality regard-
ing religious activity:

Teachers and school admin-
istrators, when acting in those
capacities, are representatives
of the state and are prohibited
by the establishment clause
from soliciting or encouraging
religious activity, and from par-
ticipating in such activity with
the students.

Teachers and administrators
also are prohibited from dis-
couraging activity because of
its religious content, and from
soliciting or encouraging anti-
religious activity.

Teaching about religion:

Public schools may not pro-
vide religious instruction, but
they may teach about religion,
including the Bible or other
scripture: the history of reli-
gion, comparative religion, the
Bible (or other scripture)-as-
literature, and the role of reli-
gionin the history of the United
States and other countries all
are permissible public school
subjects.

Similarly, it is permissible
toconsider religious influences
on art, music, literature, and
social studies.

Although public schools
may teach about religious holi-
days, including their religious
aspects, and may celebrate the
secular aspects of holidays,
schools may not observe holi-
days as religious events or pro-
mote such observance by stu-
dents.

Student assignments:

Students may express their
beliefs about religion in the
form of homework, artwork
and other written and oral as-

signments free of discrimina-
tion based on the religious con-
tent of their submissions.

Such home and classroom
work should be judged by or-
dinary academic standards of
substance and relevance, and
against other legitimate peda-
gogical concerns identified by
the school.

Religious literature:

Students have a right to dis-
tribute religious literature to
their schoolmates on the same
terms as they are permitted to
distribute other literature that
is unrelated to school curricu-
lum or activities.

School may impose the
same reasonable time, place,
and manner or other constitu-
tional restrictions on distribu-
tion of religious literature as
they do on nonschool litera-
ture generally, but they may
not single out religious litera-
ture for special regulation.

Religious excusals:

Subject to applicable State
laws, schools enjoy substan-
tial discretion to excuse indi-
vidual students from lessons
that are objectionable to the
student or the students' parents
on religious or other conscien-
tious grounds.

School officials may nei-
ther encourage nor discourage
students from availing them-
selves of an excusal option.

Under the Religious Free-
dom Restoration Act, if it is
proved that particular lessons
substantially burdena student's
free exercise of religion and if
the school cannot prove acom-
pelling interest in requiring at-
tendance, the school would be
legally required to excuse the
student. ‘ '

Released time:

Subject to applicable State
laws, schools have the discre-
tion to dismiss student to off-
premises religious instruction,
provided that schools do not
encourage or discourage par-
ticipation or penalize those who
do not attend.

School may not allow reli-
gious instruction by outsiders
on school premises during the
school day.

Teaching values:

Though schools must be
neutral with respectto religion,

they may play an active role
with respect to teaching civic
values and virtue, and the moral
code thatholds us togetheras a
community.

The fact that some of these
values are held also by reli-
gions does not make it unlaw-
ful to teach them in school.

Student garb:

Students may display reli-
gious messages on items of
clothing to the same extent that
they are permitted to display
other comparable messages.

When wearing particular
attire, such as yarmulkes and
head scarves, during the school
day is part of students' reli-
gious practice, under the Reli-
gious Freedom Restoration Act
schools generally may not pro-
hibit the wearing of such items.

The Equal Access Act:

The Equal Access Act is
designed to ensure that, con-
sistent with the First Amend-
ment, student religious activi-
ties are accorded the same ac-
cess to public school facilities
as are student secular activi-
ties.

Based on decisions of the
Federal courts, as well as its
interpretations of the Act, the
Department of Justice has ad-
vised that the Act should be
interpreted as providing,
among other things, that:

General provisions:

Student religious groups at
public secondary schools have
the same right of access to
school facilities as is enjoyed
by other comparable student
groups.

PROPOSITION NO. 1
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 50 proposes a
constitutional amendmeént' phoviding that
the legislature by general law may autho-
rize the Texas Higher Education Coordi-
nating Board to issue general obligation
bonds of the state in an amount not ex-
ceeding $300 million to finance educa-
tional loans to students. The maximum
interest rate to be borne by the bonds
must be set by law. The legislature may
provide for the investment of bond pro-
ceeds and may establish an interest and
sinking fund to pay the bonds.

It’s Time to Get Back to
“First Principles”!

What we need is more good
old-fashioned first principle
preaching!”

‘Have you ever heard that
statement coming from the lips
of -a concerned church mem-
ber? It is presented both as a
criticism and a solution, a
diagnosis and a treatment, an

indictment and a plan for reha-
bilitation. But what does the
person making this statement
really mean by pleading for a
return to “first principles”?
The speaker may be saying
simply that he or she is just not
comfortable with the preaching
style of these “modern”
preachers. He or she misses
the old, the familiar. Perhaps
he wants more pulpit pounding
or more emphasis on what
separates us from them, our
folks from other Christian
groups. Maybe she is wanting
more sermons with a heavy
emphasis on reaching the lost.
Just possibly the speaker sees a
need for some basic teaching
concerning the bedrock truths
of Christianity—God’s exis-

tence, the Incarnation, the
divinity of Christ, the Atone-
ment, the Resurrection, etc.

A plea for a return to “first
principles” may thus involve
any number of concerns, all of
them understandable and a few
of them important. But one
first principle not yet men-
tioned is the most basic of all.
At least, Jesus thought so.

What is the first principle?
A Jewish lawyer (not a Simp-
son-defense type from the firm
of “Dirt, Grub, Grime, &
Greed: You Bleed, We Feed”
but an expert in the Law of
Moses) once asked the Lord a
very basic question: “Teacher,
which is the greatest command-
ment in the law?” (Mt. 22:36).

Do you remember Jesus’
answer?  Without hesitation,
our Lord replied, “You shall
love the Lord your God with
all your heart, and with all
your soul, and with all your
mind. This is the great and
first commandment.”

Loving God. Now that's
basic! And one would think it
would be quite natural. It was,
before mankind fell to sin. But
since then most of us have had
a full-time job trying to live up
to this very first principle. If
we're not serious about this
one, we're wasting our breath
worrying about the others.

PROPOSITION NO. 2
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 36 proposes a
constitutional amendment that would au-
thorize the legislature to exempt from ad
valorem taxation the property of an orga-
nization chartered by the Congress of the
Republic of Texas if the property is used
primarily for the charitable, benevolent,
or public service activities of the organi-
zation as defined by general law. The
Comptroller’s Property Tax Division has
identified the Grand Lodge of Texas, also
know as the Masonic Lodges, as the pri-
mary organization which would qualify
for this tax exemption.

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to
authorize the legislature to exempt
from ad valorem taxation property of
an organization chartered by. the Con-
gress of the Republic of Texas that is
used primarily for the charitable, be-
nevolent, or public service activities of
the organization.”

PROPOSITION NO. 3
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 51 proposes a
constitutional amendment that provides
that the farm and ranch finance program
fund shall be administered by the Texas
Agricultural Finance Authority and not
by the Veterans' Land Board, as pro-
vided by current law. In addition, the
proposed amendment provides that the
proceeds of $200 million of the $500 mil-
lion in bonds authorized by the Texas
Constitution for the farm and ranch fi-
nance program fund may be diverted to
the agricultural fund and the rural micro-
enterprise development fund, also autho-
rized by the Texas Constitution, to be
used for agricultural and rural economic
development programs.

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment allow-
ing the use of existing bond authority
of the farm and ranch finance program
to include financial assistance for the
expansion, development, and diver-
sification of production, processing,
marketing, and export of Texas agri-
cultural products.”

low an encumbrance to be fixed on home-
stead property for an owelty of partition.
In divorce and probate situations, a piece
of property may be owned jointly by two

or more people, and each person owns an
undivided interest in the property, as op-
posed to a specific portion of the prop-
erty. If one owner wishes to purchase the
other person’s interest in the property
and wishes to obtain a loan to finance the
purchase, the lending institution requires
all interests in the property to be used as
security for the loan; this is called an
owelty of partition. Senate Joint Resolu-
tion 46 would allow the lending institution
to foreclose on the homestead property
for an owelty of partition if the purchaser
defaulted on the loan. In addition, the
proposed amendment would allow the re-
finance of a lien against a homestead. Fi-
nally, the proposed amendment would al-
low a purchaser or lender to rely on an
affidavit that states that the property to
be conveyed or encumbered is not the
homestead of the affiant.

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment per-
mitting an encumbrance to be fixed on
homestead property for an owelty of
partition, including a debt of a spouse
resulting from a division or award of a
homestead in a divorce proceeding, and
for the refinance of a lien against a
homestead, including a federal tax lien
resulting from the tax debt of the
owner.”

PROPOSITION NO. 5
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 34 proposes a
constitutional amendment which would
increase by $500 million the constitu-
tional authorization of the Veterans’ Land
Board to issue and sell general obligation
bonds of the state to provide housing fi-
nancing to Texas veterans. The proceeds
from the bonds authorized by this amend-
ment shall be used to augment the Vet-
erans’ Housing Assistance Fund II to be
administered and invested as provided by
law. The bonds authorized by this amend-
ment shall be incontestable after execu-
tion by the Veterans' Land Board, ap-
proval by the attorney general, and
delivery to the purchaser.

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to in-
crease by $500 million the amount of
general obligation bonds that may be
issued to augment the veterans’ hous-
ing assistance fund I1.”

PROPOSITION NO. 6
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 64 proposes a
constitutional amendment which wouid
extend the tax exemption under article
VIII, section 1-b(b) of the Texas Consti-
tution for the residence homestead of a
person age 65 or older to the surviving
spouse of a person who received the ex-
emption, The surviving spouse must be
age 56 or older when the deceased spouse
died, and the property must be the resi-
dence homestead of the surviving spouse
when the deceased spouse died and re-
main the surviving spouse’s residence
homestead. A surviving spouse who al-
ready receives an exemption under this
section of the Texas Constitution is not
entitled to an additional exemption under
the amendment.

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment ex-
empting from ad valorem taxation the
residence homestead of the surviving
spouse of an elderly person.”

House Joint Resolution 73 proposes a
constitutional amendment that would re-
duce the amount of general obligation
bonds authorized for the superconducting
super collider fund from $500 million to
$250 million.

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment reduc-
ing the amount of general obligation
bonds authorized for undertakings re-
lated to the superconducting super col-
lider research facility from $500 million
to $250 million.”

PROPOSITION NO. 8
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 80 proposes a
constitutional amendment abolishing the
office of constable in Mills, Reagan, and
Roberts counties. In Mills County, the
office of constable is abolished, and the
powers, duties, and records of the office
are transferred to the sheriff. In Reagan
and Roberts counties, the office of con-
stable is abolished and the powers, du-
ties, and records of the office are trans-
ferred to the sheriff only if a majority of
voters in each of the respective counties
favors the proposed amendment.

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment provid-
ing for the abolition of the office of con-
stable in Mills, Reagan, and Roberts
counties.”

PROPOSITION NO. 9
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 7 proposes a
constitutional amendment that would al-
low investment of money from the Texas
growth fund in a business without the
business’s disclosure of its investments in
or with South Africa or Namibia. Cur-
rently, such investments are prohibited
by article XVI, section 70(r) of the Texas
Constitution, which would be repealed.

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment allow-
ing investment of money from the
Texas growth fund in a business with-
out the business's disclosure of its in-
vestments in or with South Africa or
Namibia.”

PROPOSITION NO. 10
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 1 proposes a
constitutional amendment that would
abolish the constitutional office of state
treasurer effective September 1, 1996.
The transfer of specific constitutional
powers and duties to the comptroller of
public accounts takes effect on that date.
The statutory powers and duties and the
property and other obligations of the
state treasurer are transferred to officers
and agencies of state government as the
legislature provides by general law.

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment abol-
ishing the office of state treasurer.”

PROPOSITION NO. 11

ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 72 proposes a
constitutional amendment requiring that
land devoted to wildlife management be
taxed on the basis of its productive capac-
ity. The proposed amendment also adds a
temporary provision to the Texas Consti-
tution validating the changes to the law
made by Chapter 560, Acts of the 72nd
Legislature, Regular Session, 1991,
which amended the Tax Code to allow
land used for wildlife management to be
appraised as agricultural land. The tem-
porary provision also provides that a
property owner is not authorized to claim
a refund of taxes paid unless the tax pay-
ment was challenged before the effective
date of the proposed amendment. The

temporary provision expires on January
1, 1998,

PROPOSITION NO. 13
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution No. 35 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment autho-
rizing the governing body of a political
subdivision to exempt from ad valorem
taxation boats and other equipment used
primarily in the commercial taking or
production of fish, shrimp, shellfish, and
other marine life.

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment autho-
rizing the governing body of a political
subdivision to exempt from ad valorem
taxation boats and other equipment
used primarily in the commercial
taking or production of fish, shrimp,
shellfish, and other marine life.”

PROPOSITION NO. 14
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 68 proposes a
constitutional amendment that allows the
legislature to raise the current ad valo-
rem tax exemption for disabled veterans
and their surviving spouses and minor
children. The tax exemptions would be
raised based on a veteran’s disability
rating as follows:

Maximum
Disability Tax Exemption
10%-30% $ 5,000
30% - 50% $ 7,500
50%-70% $10,000
More than 70% $12,000
Age 656 and 10% or higher  $12,000
Loss or loss of use of limb $12,000
Blindness or paraplegia $12,000

The spouse and children of any veteran
who dies while on active duty may be
granted an exemption of up to $5,000.
The amounts of the exemptions provided
for in this proposed amendment may be

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment relat-
ing to raising the limits of the exemp-
tion from ad valorem taxation of prop-
erty owned by disabled veterans or by
the surviving spouses or surviving
minor children of disabled veterans.”

Under the Equal Access Act,
a school receiving Federal
funds that allows one or more
student noncurriculum-related
clubs to meet on its premises
during noninstructional time
may not refuse access to stu-
dent religious groups.

Prayer services and wor-
ship exercises covered:

A meeting, as defined and
protected by the Equal Access
Act, may include a prayer ser-
vice, Bible reading, or other
worship exercise.

promote “See You at the Pole,”
but it is students who initiate,
organize and lead in prayer at
the flagpole, Flowers said.

He said churches should
encourage students to partici-
pate as a public witness of their
belief in God’s power and the
importance of prayer.

Flowers also noted that un-
der the Constitution, students
are guaranteed therightto pray
on campus, alone or with oth-
ers, so longasitdoes notdisrupt
school activities and is not
forced on others.

“See You at the Pole” must
be student-led, before school
hours and outside of any school
building, he added.

Flowers said, “The prayers
of our young people—mission-
aries to the neglected mission
fields of our nation—are mak-

ing a difference.”

A school receiving Federal
funds must allow student
groups meeting under the Act
to use the school media—in-
cluding the public address sys-
tem, the school newspaper, and
the school bulletin board—to
announce theirmeetings on the
same terms as other
noncurriculum-related student
groups are allowed to use the
school media.

Any policy concerning the
use of school media must be
applied to all noncurriculum-
related student groupsinanon-
discriminatory manner.

2

Schools, however, may in-
form students that certain
groups are not school spon-
sored.

Lunch-time and recess
covered: A school creates a
limited open forum under the
Equal Access Act, triggering
equal accessrights forreligious
groups, whenitallows students
to meet during their lunch pe-
riods or other noninstructional
time during the school day, as
well as when it allows students
to meet before and after the
school day.
